The wecek-ends of a WAAC are
usually her own and when off duty
she is permitted to take off her
uniform.

Underway On The Campus

Brazilian Doctor
Speaks to Students

Dr. Hernane Tavares De Sa, dis-
tinguished doctor of DMedicine and
Professor in Brazil and siudent of
international affairs, spoke in As-
sembly Monday on “Rewards of the
Good Neighbor Policy.” In his
speech he featured a historical back-
ground of the Good Neighbor Policy
and the he chose three distinct ex-
amples, Argentina, Mexico and Brazil
to show in detail how these countries
have carried out the Good Neighbor
Policy.

Dr. Tavares, who received the de-
gree of Docoteur en Medecine at the
University of Louvten, Belgium in
1935, is 32 years of age. He is full
professor of biology at the University
.I Sao Paulo, and also professor of
Educational Biology at the Faculty
of Philosophy at Sae Bento. He is also
a columnist and special correspondent
for the Jornal do Brasil Brazil's sec-
ond largest newspaper. While in the
United States he is sending regular
semi-weekly dispatches to the Jornal
do Brasil, describing higher education
in this country and various other
phases of North American life. Deep-
ly interested in creative writing, Dr.
Tavares has recently written in Eng-
lish a book entitled Dear Neighbor,
Here Is Brazil, which he expects to
have published while he is in the
United States. During the course of
this trip through the United States,
the book will be written in Portu-
guese for publication and distribution
in Brazil next year.

The Institute of International Edu-
cation arranged with government of-
ficials for Dr. Tavares to come on
Saturday from Hollywood, California,
to Georgia, in order to meet the en-
gagements of Sir Norman Angell. As
soon as these engagements are com-
pleted he will continue his work for
the government by going to the
Caribhean area.

Castro Speaks At
Rotary Club Wed.

Luisa Castro, a G.S.W.C. foreign
exchange student from Caracas,
Venezuela, gave a talk before the
Valdosta Rotary Club at the Daniel
Ashley hotel on Wednesday. Her sub-
ject was *“Aly Country and My Peo-
ple.”

She gave a brief review of the his-
tory of her country and its govern-
ment from the time of its founding
as a Spanish colony to the recent
establishment of a Federal Republic
under more democractic principles.
Simon Bolivar, who was born in
Caracas, is known as the George
Washington of South America, she
indicated. because he lead the way
to freedom for many of the Latin
American countries. She also describ-
ed modern Venezuela, its people, and
some of their interesting and char-
acteristic social customs.

In conclusion, Miss Castro discuss-
ed the political and economic bonds
which have come to unite Venezuela
and the United States as a resuilt of
the Good Neighbor policy. She indi-
cated, however, that the friendship
between the two countries had ex-
isted long before the present emer-
gency, and that it should continue
to grow even more rapidly after
victory.
