In this world today many things 
go on that we do not understand.

As the man hit by 
the acorn realized that there was 
a reason for the pumpkin being on 
the vine instead o f the tree, even 
so must we rea lize that there is a 
reason for most o f  our require­
ments.

Items 
have often bc ên returned a week 
late. When the return o f special 
clothing is delayed there can be 
much inconvenience. The job o f 
ironing clothes has been poorly 
d(me, with some items being leR 
not Roned at all.

Yet, they are 
disregarding the funrre business 
they could get Rom several hun­
dred VSC students.
