Violin concerto opens orchestra’s

VALDOSTA — Composers often pen
music for specific musicians. Yet, Satur-
day, when Rachel Barton Pine performs
Mendelssohn’s violin concerto with the
Valdosta Symphony Orchestra, audiences
will hear a work where the composer
shared the creative inflection with the so-
lo musician.

“Back when a conducting career was a distant dream of mine and I was
working in public relations, I had an assignment to send press releases promoting a recital by a
hot newcomer in the classical world .... I’'ve known Mr. Pratt since that moment and am thrilled
that I will soon get to perform with him.”

Praised for his musical insight and intensely involving performances in recital and with
symphony orchestras, the Pittsburgh, Pa.-born Pratt began studying piano at the age of 6; he
picked up the violin three years later after his family moved to Normal, I1l. At the age of 16 he
entered the University of [llinois where he studied piano, violin, and conducting. He
subsequently enrolled at the Peabody Conservatory of Music where he became the first student
in the school's history to receive diplomas in three performance areas.

Robin Thomas, co-chair of the Tunes for Tots com-
mittee, said the event is important because music pro-
grams are linked to students’ academic success.

“There was a study not too long ago at the Universi-
ty of Kansas. It found that even a minimal amount of
exposure makes a difference in reading and math
scores,” said Thomas.

For Hardesty, the event helps create an interest in
preserving the past. “From a classical musician’s point
of view, we need to foster an appreciation of classical
music or else it will be a dying art form,” said Hard-
esty. “In many states and cities across the country, or-
chestras are going bankrupt. We think it’s important
to keep the Valdosta Symphony Orchestra going, and
the Symphony Guild does that, and part of that is to
reach out to the children. We are very fortunate for a
city of our size to have a thriving orchestra.”
