a student slides her white plastic card, 
coded with an access number, through 
the lock apparatus on the door.

Each dormitory lock system is pro­
grammed to grant access only to the 
students living in that dormitory.

The cards can be 
replaced for a fee of $5. On the old 
key system, when an outside door key 
was lost, the lock had to be changed 
and new keys issued to each student- 
all at the cost of $50 to the student 
losing the key.
Students are urged to use care to 

insure that doors close securely and 
arc not left open for long periods of 
time. When lock systems are on 
(Hopkins-24 hours. Main-12 a.m. to 
9 a.m.. and the othcrs-12 a m. to 6

Washington born on February II 
George Washington wav born on 

February II. 1731. and celebrated his 
Tint nineteen birthday* on February 
II. An act of the Smith Parliament 
in 1750 discarded the Julian calendar 
and adopted the Gregorian calendar. 
In the Julian calendar, the first day of 
the year had been March 25. but in 
1751 the year ended on December 31. 
The day* between January I and 
Manh 24 were omitted. Thi* legal 
year contained only 282 day*. The 
period Irvin January I Io March 24 
wa* dated 1752. Thu* Washington 
wa* 14 year* old on February II. 
1750.but hi* twentieth birthday wa* on 
February II. 1752. not 1751. Since 
the varnal equine*.h*ii pec# <UsplyM.il 
by II day* tar the Julian calendar, it

wa* ordered that the difference be 
removed by the omission of 11 days 
from September 1752. There were no 
day* dated 3 to 13 inclusive. The day 
after September 2 wa* September 14. 
Thi* required the addition of 11 day* 
to compensate. and in 1753 
Wa*hington celebrated hi* birthday on 
February 22 in*tcad of February 11.

More About George
When George Washington was elec­

ted President by all 64 Electoral votes, 
it was not the first lime he was 
involved in politics. The first election 
Washington won was for membership 
jn the Virginia House of 
Burgesses. He won this election in 
1758 by getting many of the voter*! 
drunk. When Washington first ran for 
the HotlsP.’ ViPdiis' iMpopular. His 
unpoptfllVM 'k'!fs"<ldV’W'tNf fact that.

as commander-in-chief of the Virginia 
forces, he confiscated horses and 
wagons from people without due com­
pensation. Furthermore, he was 
against saloons because his men 
would get drunk, thus making them 
unfit soldiers. However, after losing 
the first two elections he ran in. 
Washington decided to change his 
policy on alcohol. Fven though it was 
illegal, he offered voters alcoholic 
beverages of various sorts. Did this 
idea work? Apparently it did. 
Washington received 310 votes and 
was elected. But note that there were 
not many people who voted in those 
days. And there were two major 
reasons why many people did not 
vote. First, there simply were not 
very many people. Second, the people 
who did vote were the wealthy people 
and the wealthy have been fewer in 
number throughout history.

The first budget for what is now 
Valdosta State College included the 
cost of a mule, four cows, plows, a 
wagon, and milking equipment.
The year was 1413 and students were 

required to wear uniforms. They also 
furnished their own knives, forks, 
spoons, bed linens, towels, and nap­
kins.
The first librarian at the college was 

also the assistant matron of poultry. 
The first students to enroll were 
required to produce their own butter 
and collect eggs from the chicken 
houses.
Valdosta State College was originally 

called Georgia State Normal College 
and the first president was Richard 
Holmes Powell. He was a member of 
Kappa Alpha, a Democrat, and a 
Presbyterian.
It was 1450 when the first men were 

allowed to officially enroll at V.S.C.. 
and the group was known as "the 
measly thirteen.”
On July I. 1453. Emory University at 

Valdosta was turned over to V.S.C.. 
and became north campus. Also in 
1453. the music studio on the corner 
of Oak Street and Gcoriga Avenue was 
designated as the residence of the 
president of the college.

The Campus Canopy was the first 
college newspaper to be published 
here. Beginning in 1434. the name 
was later changed to The Spectator

A' Valdosta nightspot known to pa-, 
trons as the Northside Deli recently 
reopened featuring live entertainment 
by local musicians.

for writing songs and playing acoustic 
guitar is reminiscent of an earlier era 
of coffee houses and folk musicians.
The 21-year-old songwriter said of 

his style of music, “Sometimes I still 
feel like a child of the sixties.” He 
explained that the message he got 
from that era was that "of the 
individual making the most of him­
self.”
“And that message is not dead,” he 

said. "I feel like I’m helping to keep 
it alive in a sense."
Thompson writes his songs about 

what he calls the “tried and true" 
subjects like good and bad love af­
fairs. growth processes in other people 
and himself and an occasional song 
with political undertones.
Tommy Thompson is a senior political 

science major at VSC, but on Monday. 
Thursday and Friday nights he is thc 
folk musician entertaining the crowds 
.in a voice so versatile that if you clos-lt 

' your eyes you hear Neil Young. Thb 
' next song may be an old Bob Dylkh 

favorite, a James Taylor or Jim Croce 
love song or one of Thompson's 
impressive original tunes.

Asked about sharing his personal 
feelings with a crowd, Thompson said 
he doesn't mind that kind of exposure.

"1 want to say something,” he said.
“I don't feel like a show up there; I 
fee) like I have something to share.”

His history of songwriting began in 
second grade poetry class, and in high 
school he taught himself how to play

enjoyed music with a deeper meaning 
than ‘do da whop'.’’

Thompson said he grew up listening 
to his older brother’s records and was 
influenced by the work of Neil Young 
and James Taylor because "their 
songs held messages and innuendos 
that would help you grow up."
He said he most admires the work of 

Bruce Cockburn for his voice range 
and quality as well as playing ability 
and because his lyrics "get away from 
the tried and true.”
Writing his own lyrics comes natur­

ally to Thompson.
”1 can get an idea for a song 

anywhere from driving down Inter­
state 75 to laying in bed at three in 
thc morning/’ he said. ‘i.Sometimes 1 
get the words; sometimes .L gar the 
music, and sometimes both cong: out 
at the same time."
The crowds of customers at the Deli-- 
some are old faithfuls and others come 
to see what all thc commotion is 
about--attest to Thompson’s success.

But owner Jim Dowd remembers 
earlier times.
"1 remember nights when Tommy 

and the girl who tended bar and 1 
would sit around til 9 or 9:30 p.m. 
waiting for someone to come in so 
Tommy could play." Dowd said.

Dowd has since remodeled thc Deli 
seven times to accommodate the fans.

said this had to discourage 
people from getting off their 
duffs and finding work.

The chap said things were 
lots worse during the Great 
Depression of the 1930s but 
he dion't know it. because 
there was no television then 
And he came out fine, be did.

By the same reasoning, 
some people say TV made us 
lose the Vietnam War. The 
Army would have gone 
ahead and won it. only the 
media kept rubbing our 
noses an it until we got fed 
up with it and changed the 
program.

Ine man from Phoenix 
has a point, of sorts.

The poor we have always 
had with us. but until recent­
ly. we could keep them out 
of mind They were mostly

hill folks in Appalachia or 
blacks and Hispanics When 
we did think of them, we 
might tell ourselves that 
their trouble was something 
they had brought on them­
selves by being born what 
thev were

But those auto workers 
losing their homes, those 
farmers losing their farms, 
those shopkeepers going 
broke — they could be any 
of us. That's scary.

Something like one out of 
seven adult Americans are 
counted as out of work or 
have quit looking. As that 
Phoenix fellow said, that 
leaves most of us still in 
pretty good shape, so why 
don’t they show the happy 
ones on TV?

Actually, he's a bit "too 
sensitive. The TV I watch 
blooms with prosperity: 
commercials full of goodies, 
and soap operas set in luxu­
ry. Even the cops and secre­
taries on TV live in apart­
ments you couldn't touch for 
less than $1,500 a month.

But let that pass. It is true

Fewer are becoming teachers
WASHINGTON, D.C. |CPS] - Fewer 

students are planning to become 
teachers, a government study released 
over the holiday break found.

A University of North Carolina study 
released last summer, moreover, 
found that the majority of female 
education majors who graduate at the 
top of their classes leave the profes­
sion within five years of graduation.
Most recently, the National Center

for Education Statistics (NCES) com­
pared the Scholastic Aptitude Tests 
(SAT) scores of college-bound high 
school seniors in 1972 and 1980, and 
found those who planned to major in 
education had lower scores than 
others.

Women still account for the over­
whelming majority of prospective 
teachers, however. Only 19 percent of 
the 1980 college-bound seniors who

planned to major in education were 
male, the study found.

The results generally confirm those 
of a study by University of North 
Carolina Prof. Dr. Phillip Schlecty and 
grad student Victor Vance, who last 
summer concluded that those teachers 
who graduated with the best grades 
are also those least likely to stay in 
teaching permanently.
"The relative position of teaching

occupations has declined over the past 
30 years so that its status as a white 
collar job is even more marginal than 
in the past,” Schlecty and Vance 
wrote in their study summary.

Also, a Stanford School of Education 
survey discovered that, among col­
lege-bound seniors of 1981, prospect­
ive education majors had SAT verbal 
scores of 392. Prospective English 
majors, by comparison, had average 
scores of 505.
