TO THE HEADS OF THE INSTITUTION 

Gentlemani 

Ths following resolution was adopted on Monday at a 
meeting of the Board of Regents: 

"RESOLVED, That the question of rummer schools Is 
hereby referred to the Committee on Education with 
authority to act upon such recommendations as may be 
submitted by the Chancellor) said recommendations to 
cover the Institutions where summer schools shall be 
operated, the budgets for the same, personnel to oe 
employed therein* the subjects to be taught and the 
basis for employment In connection therewith., 

I am tentatively of the opinion that summer schools should 
he conducted at: 

North Georgia College 
West Georgia College 
Georgia Southwestern College 
Georgia School of Technology 
University of Georgia 
South Georgia Teachers College 
Georgia State College for Women 
Georgia Normal and Agricultural College 
State Teachers and Agricultural College 
Georgia State Industrial College 

You will note that before authority is finally given with 
reference to summer schools, it will be necessary to secure 
the approval of the Committee on Education of the Board of 
Regents, which approval will be forthcoming when and If 
the Committee concurs with my recommendations which must 
be based upon: 

1) An approved budget 
2) Statement of personnel 
3} Description of curriculum 

Therefore will you please forward at the earliest possible 
convenience a budget showing in detail both Items of 
anticipated Income and expenditure) giving me further a 
list of teachers whom you expect to use witht he subjects 
they are expected to teach. I also want to know definitely 
the plan of organization of the summer school, Personally, 
I want to get to the full quarter session as quickly as 
possible., We want to standardize this work and make it even 
more efficient than the regular sessions

during the summer session is considered part or the

I also belidve that if we have a University System teachers 
who are not needed at one place ought to be willing to 
serve at another I hope there will be soma exchange during 
the summer between units in our System* This will strengtnen 
our spirit 6f solidarity and widen the scope of the indi­
vidual's service.

Gentleman: 

I herewith call your attention to the followl ig 
regulation of the Board of Regents; 

"Section 36^By"Laws: 
Each Faculty shall meet monthly during the 
college sessions and each shall appoint a 
secretary# who shall keep a full record of 
their proceedingso A copy of the minutes of 
each Faculty meeting# certified as correct by 
the secretary, shall be sent within three days 
after such meeting to the Secretary-Treasurer 
of Regents of the University System of Georgia 
and kept on file in his offleeo They shall 
make such rules and regulations for their own 
direction and provide for such committees as may 
be required0n 

It is very important to me that this rule be 
observed because it gives me touch and contact with 
the faculties of the institutions, so that whatever 
of value is done at one point may be made available 
elsewherec

Dear Chancellor: 

I imve your two letters to Heads of Institutions 
this morning, giving matters of interest wnioh ^ere 
transacted in the meeting of the Board of Regents on 
Monday. I note that you state that WI am tentatively 
of tne opinion that summer schools snould be conducted 
at" ten different institutions of tne University 
System. Among this number does not appear tne Georgia 
State womans College. 

I am hooing that you will revise your opinion inthat 
matter. Really, I tnink tne summer<scnool is a very 
vital cart of tne work of this institution. It is 
true that it is not and never nas been very largely 
attended, "but it has reached a section and a class 
of people that would not De interested in schools 
farther away, and it nas done quite as serious work 
during tne summer as in the regular session. 

In my "judgment, the dropping of household economics 
end the training school from tne course of study nere, 
while pernaus advisable on account of their cost, was 
a very serious blow to tne institution, and now to ao 
away with the summer school is accentuating tne effect 
of that blow. These very features of the work nere 
are tne ones that make appeal to the grea.t majority 
of our students, and if they axe taken away from us, 
the attractiveness of the school to them will in a 
great measure be lost. I should say, without having 
gone into the matter very carefully, that seventy-xive 
percent, at least, of tne stuaents wno come here, eitner 
during the regular or summer sessions, are taking 
courses in education, and students wno come to us 
during tne summer session are greatly dependant upon 
usl ana would not be interested in summer schools 
elsewnere because those summer scnools are, for 
-Unsocial reasons, Deyond their reacn. in this 
connection^ I call your attention to a letter I wrote 
you tne other day about tnis matter.

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I am hoping, therefore, that you will revise your 
opinion and include this in the list of those 
institutions operating summer schools. We shall 
be glad to submit to you tne details which you 
have asked of those institutions wnich are to 
operate summer schools for tne approval of the 
Committee on Education, if you desire it.  — 

Furthermore, in your letter you state that you 
aesire tne schools to go on a four quarter basis 
as soon as possible. Most of our teachers are 
employed witn the understanding that they were 
to work, after last summer, in the summer school 
without extra compensation. Two or three depart­
ments have a different understanding and were 
practically employed and salaried on a nine 
months oasis. One of these departments could be 
continued without loss to the efficiency of the 
school for the snorter time, and if one of the 
teachers in the other department had her salary 
raised commensurately with the salaries of the 
twelve months teacners, we could go on a four 
quarter basis this summer. 

Just how popular the fourth quarter would De, I 
can not say, but I submitted figures to you a week 
ago showing that a nine weeks course was vastly 
more popular here than the six weeks course. We 
should be glad and should be ready, if you snould 
desire it,  to try the four quarter plan this year.

My dear Chancellor: 

In case your rounds bring you to Valdosta before my 
return, tais is to be nanded you oy Miss Caroline 
Parrish. 

My force is at work, not only on trie budget for next 
year, but the course of study also. 

Mr. Dusenbury assures me tnat we snail probably come 
to trie end of tne year witn a carry-over of sometning 
like 13000'00- Upon tnis as a basis, I nave recommended 
in the salary list a few slight changes in order to 
adjust some discriminations whicn have previously oeen 
made for reasons tnat do not any longer exist. Mr. 
Dusenbury will point out these instances. 

I am also recommending tne entire faculty and office 
force for re-election. I nave no complaint of any 
kind to make against any member of tne faculty. It 
nas been a remarkably efficient and cooperative group, 
and one tnat seems to work together in utmost harmony. 
I should like to recommend also tne addition of a 
teacner of household economics. Witn the carry-over 
prooable and tne outlook for tne coming year, I tnink 
we can stand it. I do not mean by tnis recommendation 
to put tnis institution in competition witn other 
schools of tne System tnat are offering household 
economics. I want merely tnat type of work which 
would fit tnese girls best for tneir lives in tne 
future and particularly for tneir home life. We need 
not at all come into competition \fitn tne more 
scientific work offered by otner scnools.
