On November 21st your Committee visited the
South Georgia Teachers College at Collegeboro.
President Guy H, Wells gave us the keys to his kingdom
and we visited every bullding and all parts of the
campus

The buildings are in good order as it is possible
to keep them--it must be remembered that many of them have
been erected with the end in view of accommodating as
many as possible at the lowest possible cost of building
outlay, The grounds, notwithstanding that 1t 1ls only in
the last decade that landscaping and planting of shrubbery
has been attempted, now present a very ple asing appearance.
Sanitary conditions are very good, except in a few cases
where tollets were placed in dark sections of bulldings
to conserve space anddarkness 1s, perhaps, one of the
best aids which our cormon enemy, the term, has.

The morale of theinstitution, your Committee agrees,
could not be improved on--every member of the faculty
seems to be loyal to the college and its president.
College mothers seem devoted to their chargéa. There 1s
much to commend and nothing to criticise at Collegeboro,
The new dormitories will relieve congestion and also
provide ageinst the necessity of renting town houses and
boarding s tudents away from the campus

There is an effort now being made by the Commissioners
of Rosds snd Revenues of Bulloch County to obtain sufficient
funds to erect a hospital for the community and college.

Dr. Kennedy, chairman of this board, suggests placing

it on college property and designated a spot on the highway -
The Distance from the college buildings would be twice that
of the hospital at the Georgla State College For liomen,

at Milledgeville., Your Committee is of the opinion that

the college would be greatly benefitted by the proximity of
a good hospital and recommend that permission be granted

bo erect the hospital on college grounds, subject, of course;
to satisfactory asrrangements with our Building and Law
Committee,

Statesboro citizens seem very loyal ta the college.

On November 24th, we visited the Middle Georgia College,
at Cochrang Georgia, L. H, Browning, President,

The first outstanding fact your Committee observed here
was that the presidént is a good businessman, and that is a very
important point, we think, in the administrator of a combination
such as presents itself in any of our university members, The .
primary object. of course, with all of them 1s educating the youth
of our land, but a systemized business management will educate
along a line of great value, in addition to teaching the arts and
sciences. President Browning advised that he was within his
budget and all accounts pald.

The buildings are neatly kept; sanitation is well looked
after; and the morale is high, The contact of college president,
faculty and the citizenry of Cochran and vicinity indicates a very
pleasing accord-

At your Committee's request President Browning addressed a
letter and statement of the situation and condition of the college
under his management--this we append as information, The high
points are financial management,~-students are taught that a
bill due the school is a just debt and must be pald, as a resy.t’
at the end of the first quarter all bills due by students to he
school were paid and the school had in the treasury $8000,00,
Second, the rapid growth of the college--in four years it has
inereased in number from 41 to 275, Third, a low, or zero,
point is, that there is a farm of 165 ascres cultivated and it
has been a loss to the college; you can understand why only twelve
boys have applied for farm, or agricultural,
training there, President Browning is now following a progranm
that will, at least, make it pay its way; growing only such pro-
ducts as can be used at the college.
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December 12th 1933 : - GA, TECH.-

We visited the Georgis School of Téchnology

We looked over the kitchen, dining hall, administration
building, one dormitory, ceramics building, textile, mechanical
electrical power plant and shop building. This did not condlude
a full inspection of all buildings of this vast school and your
committee could have found objects of interest if we had been
able to spend many days at Tech.

It is a pleasure to be able to report that there is a
place for everything and everything in its place at this excellently
planned and managed institution, Georgia has bullded here-
perhaps, even better for the development of a highly technical
leadership than was draeamed of in 1882 when that beloved adopted son
of Georgla, Nat., E, Harris, passed the resolution that gave
birth to a school of Technology in Georgia. It appears to your
cormittec that this member of the University System has had able
leadership throughout its history, The present president im-
pressed us with the thought that he considers the system here as
a loving father would consider the welfare of his children and we
were, also, impressed with the thought that the faculty and
students, kitchen help and secretaries, feel toward him as a beloved
leader.

Cleanliness and order prevailed in all the builldings we
inspected, and inquiry developed that all builldings were in good
condition, ;

If smiles and pleasant greetings are an evidence of good
will, we consider that good will prevalls here between everybody
connected,

There is much to commend and nothing to criticise.

Long live Georgla Tech and the fine standards set up
by this member of the University System.

15, 1933 was 323, of such enrollment is 32, and that the
thly allotment requeetea is $480.00, besed uson the $15.00
average per student to ve emnloyed.

(Three~-fourthe of this amount, or $360.00, should be
available for the month of February, as students were eanrolled
during the month of January.) :

{(d) 1If granted an allotment of etudent emaloyment
funds the college will guarantee that the work projects upon
which studente will be emﬁloyed will be used to cover the custo=
mary work done by students who are working their way through
college; viz., clerical - library; recearch - dormitory and
dining halls.

It ie understood thot all jobs will be under the direct
oharge of the institution.

(e) gStudents for employment will be uelected in

(a) Need - The student's financial status shall
be such ag to make 1mpoasibla her attendance without this aid.

{v) Character and ability to do college work =
The dtudents shall be of good character judged by usual methods
of determining bbility employed by the ipstitution and shall
gosaess such abliity as to give assurance that they will do
igh grade work in oollege.

(c) status ag to present attendance - Not more

.than 75% of the fuands allotted us will be paid to students who

were regularly earolled in college during the month of January.

75% allotment to students at present in attendance at the 1nntitu~,

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attend college, thereby, carrying out the spirit of the act,
and equitable division of jobe shall be made between boys
and zirle in proportion to the enrollment of each in the
particular school.

(f) It is understood that this paragraoh relative
to the waiver of tuition and registration fees has been
rescinded. j

Inasmuch as the part time jobs for collvhe students
will be an average of 815.00 per month, the balance due covering
the expenses of tuition, matriculhtion rnd fecs, room rent,

nursee and simple medicin .xountihg to 312.00 ner month, will
be borne and peid three months in advance by the student.
