Creativi-
ty, says Heilbroner. Tt is the abili-
ty for terrific concentration and to
penetrate the dull facade of reali-
ty, to represent it in new and
startling fashion,

Geniuses look at the world with
the bright eyes of children, with
a sense of challenge and newness.
Their ideas micht not be immedi-
ately understood.

“But wait a generation or two,”
Heilbroner says. “Our children will
feel as much at home with their
ideas as we do when we read Walt
Whitinan or look at the canvases
of Cezanne or study Darwin—all
baffling geniuses of their day.”
