ARE NO WEEKEND ACTIVITIES.

Jim Braxton, President o f the 
SGA, is proposing a student com­
mission to investigate the pre­
vailing lack o f spirit which the 
students of this institution dis- 
play.

The participation o f students 
who remain on campus is at a low 
ebb also. The girls seem to eva­
porate about 7:30 p.m . and leave 
the boys to watch television or 
visit the legion or some other i l ­
lustrious institution o f the same 
sort.

The students who remain on 
weekends are usually here by 
necessity rather than choice since 
the weekends are relegated to the 
position of an ordeal rather than

In i / freshman year 1 attended 

a college in Pennsylvania which 
was about'the same size as VSC.

At the magniflcant con­
cert last Monday night, there 
were less than a dozen students in 
attendance. Surely everyone 
didn't have a sick aunt or an ex­
am on the next day.

It is my sincerest b e lie f that i f  
everyone who could, would put a 
little  effort into the spirit o f group 
cooperation this school could be 
the "hottest" institution in the 
South. Weekend moonlight hikes, 
hot dog roasts, informal parties 
a ll cost time and effort on the 
part o f the students but wouldn’t 
they be fun? I f  the students take 
the first step, the faculty would 
be more than w illing to lend a 
helping hand in any possible, 
(this offer came ditectly from a 
faculty member).

How many times have you 
heard that. " I 'm  going home and 
do nothing because it's too boring 
around here"? This attitude o f 
not participating seems to point 
out that the students concerned 
are just too immature to be in 
college and away from home.

President J. R. Thaxton has 
named Dr. j l  A. Durrenberger 
as the Liaison Officer to nominate 
to the Danforth Foundation two or 
not to exceed three candidates for 
these 1960 fellowships.

The maximum annual grant for 
single Fellows is $1500 plus tuition 
and fees charge to a ll graduate 
students; for married Ffellows, 
$2000 plus tuition and fees charged 
to all graduate students with an 
additional —stipend o f $500 for 
each ''ch ild . Students witfr or 
without financial need are invi­
ted to apply.

A Danforth Fellow is allowed 
to carry other scholarship ap­
pointments, such as Rhodes, Ful­
bright, Woodrow Wilson, Mar­
shall, e t c . , concurrently with his 
Danforth Fellowship, and appli­
cants for these appointments are 
cordially invited to apply at the 
same time for a Danforth Fellow­
ship.

I f  a man received the Danforth 
Appointment, together with a 
Rhodes Scholarship, Fulbright 
Scholarship, or Woodrow Wilson 
Fellowship, he becomes a Dan­
forth Fellow without stipend, un­
til these other relationships are 
completed.

AllDanforth-Fellows w ill parti­
cipate in the annual Danforth 
Foundation Conference on Teach­
ing, to be held at Camp M ini- 
wanca in Michigan next Sept., 
1960.,

The qualifications o f the can­
didates as listed in the announce­
ment from the Foundation are: 
men o f oustanding academic abi - 
11 ty, personality congenial to the 
classroom, and integrity and char­
acter, including serious inquiry 
within the Christian tradition.
