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ENRY SIMO N §, the Objeét before you,

f is a Native of Oftrog in Polinia, near the
.~ Ukraine, in Polapd, and of a very_ good
| Jeawip Family, for many Years paft fettled there,
- he(being early in Life bred to Trade) about Seven
Years ago came into England, and then brought
with him upwards of 7hree bundred Ducats, which

he foon expended at London and Briftel, by pur-
chafing the Manufactures of this Kingdom, with
which he returned to Poland, where he fold them to
Profit. The Advantage arifing from his firft Ex-
pedition induced him to a fecond Trial, flattering
himfelf with the Hopes of Succefs equal to his
former Undertaking ; but, alas! this Journey proved
very fatal to him, as will too evidently appear in
the following plain Relation of the Hardfbips and
Cruelties he has experienced fince his Arrival in this
Country. On the 8th of Auguft, 1751, this Man
came from Holland to Harwich ; but, before he was
permitted to go a-fhore, he was examined by the
proper Officer on board, who, in his Search, found
nothing contraband ; = but, obferving a Belt
round his Body, with a Purfe or Bag faftened there-
to, his Curiofity led him to fearch tfhat, but ﬁrid—
Ing it contained a large Quantity of Ducats only,
he permitted him to go %'om on board. With
thefe Ducats, which amounted to Five hundred fifty-
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f(;ur, he came to London, on the 12th Day of Auguft .

17515 and was recommended to lodge at the Houfe
of one Berend Abrabams in Dukes Place ; here he
was daily cheapening and marketing for various
Commodities, till he determined to go on a Jour-
ney to Briflo/, hoping to purchafe Goods there at a
greater Advantage than he could do in London.
About Noon, on the 20th Day of Auguft, he fat
out in his Po/ifb Garb, on foot, for Briftol 5 but,
when he had got a little beyond Hounflow (it being
rainy Weather, and finding his Feet fore and very
much bliftered) he refolved to return to London,
and defer his going to Briffo/ for another Week,
fearing, that {0 long a Journey in fo unkind a Seafon,
might not only greatly fatigue him, but probably
prejudice his Health. * In his Return to London he
called at the Houfe of one Charles Ricketts, who
keeps the Sign of the Rofe and Crown at Smallbury
Green, where he enquired for Lodgings ; but in-
ftead of meeting that Civility and good Ufage which
is due from Man to Man, and efpecially to Stran-
gers and Foreigners, Perfons entirely unacquainted
with the Cuftoms and Manners of the Country, he
was treated with the utmoft Ill-nature by the J_and-
lord of the Houfe. 'Whilft Simons was ftanding at
the Door of this Houfe, one Thomas Afbley, a Gar-
diner at Hleworth, who was greatly intoxicated with
~ Liquor, came out with a Pint of Beer in his Hand,
and faid fomething in Englifh; which Simons not
underftanding, he very innocently fthook his Head.
This, Abley conftruing as an Affront, he without
Ceremony thruft the Pint of Beer in Simons’s Face,
and pulled bim by the Beard : This is one of the moft
unpardonable Infults that can be offered a F oreigner
of hi's Religion 3 and therefore expecting fomething
waorle from a Perfon of AJbley’s Stamp, he thought

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it moft prudent to quit the Place quietly in
of Hofpitality and good Manners. ey D
This fudden Departure irritated /bley the more,
who immediately followed him, as well as his
Drunkennefs would permit him, curfing and {wear-
ing all the Way, and calling out, Sz0p Thief 5 1o
unexpected a Noife alarmed Simons, who had {o
great a Charge of Money about him, and perceiv-
ing Afbley coming towards®him as faft as he could,
he relied on his own Speed and endeavoured to fave
himfelf by Flight, and luckily perceiving four Men
on Horfeback making up, he ventured betwixt their
Horfes, confiding in their Generofity for Protection
and Affiftance. ' .
To the Honour of thefe Gentlemen (as Englifp-
men) be it fpoken, he did not fue in vain for Suc-
cour; for they, obferving the Diftrefs and Anxiety
he was in, generoufly prevented the Injury he would
otherwife have fuffered from Afbley, had he over-
taken him. Mr. #right of the Temple Meufe, one
of the Number, afked the drunken Man, what was
the Meaning of his crying out, §/¢p Thief, towhich
he replied, that the Villain (meaning Simons) had
robbed him of his Beer. Upon this Declaration
M. Wright faid, if he had drank of his Beer he
would call himfelf and pay for it, but if he at-
tempted to purfue him any farther, he would horfe-
whip him ; which //bley not regarding, ftill endea-
voured to follow the poor Man, but his Foot flip-
ping, he fell down in the Road. This Opportu-
nity Simons made ufe of to get clear off, and his
Protectors generoufly ftayed in the Road by 4/bleys

till they faw him under Cover of the Houles at
Brentford.

Afbley being unable to rife; through Drunken-
- nefs, the Gentlemen went tO the Rofe and Crowhs

and Mr. #7i ired of the Landlord,
d Mr. #right c:nqum:.Ax ;) Meaning
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- M@ning of #hley’s Behaviour to the poor Fo-
reigner, which he fa.i_d, was very cruel and unjuft,

where he ftayed till the 28th of Auguft ; and then
the Blifters on his Feet being well, and the Wea-
ther, which had continued wet for feveral Days be-
coming fair, fat oyt again on his Journey to Briftol,
with the Five bundyed Jfty~four Ducats in his Belt,
which was round hijs Body. In his way thither,
he called at the Houfe of Mr. % b G——4d, an
Inn-keeper, at C~—d—B—e, with the Five bundred
- and Fifty-four Dycats iy bis Belt, and in the beft
manner he could, made them underftand he want-
ed a Lodging ; but My, G——d and Mrs, P—,
his' N—e¢, not liking his Appearance and Drefs,
did not chufe ke thould ‘ftay there. What a
mortifying Circumftance mutt this be to a Man in
the midft of Strangers! in a Country, the Lan-
guage of which he does not underftand, with a
large Sum of Money about him, Night Creeping
upon him, only one other Houfe in the Place
where he could lodge, and even there he had been
already refufed Admittance. In this unhappy Di-
fmma, he knew not what to do however, to
convince G-’ 7 and his N—e that he was clean,
he immcdiately Thewed them his Arm and Bofom
but - this having po Effect, and he iufpecting no
from thofe he deemed (and as in Juftice they
ought to have been) his Protectors, turned the
urfe of his Bel¢ round, and took out feveral of

his
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bis Ducats and fhewed them, that they might have
10 Fear of his Tnability to pay his Reckoning.

When G——d4 and" his N—e¢ petceived that
Simons had a Charge of Money about him, a Bed
was ordered: to be made for him, and as he was
fomewhat fatigued with walking, he went to Bed
early 5 where, in Defiance of every Law, both di-
yine and human, he was very early in the Morning
yibbed and plundered of all his Ducats s where-

on, in extreme Agony, he opened one of the

indows, and, as well as he could in his Lan-
guage, cried out for Aid; wherefore the Robbers
rerurned, and one of them wounded him on the
Head, and holding a Knife to his Throat, threa-
tened to kill bim, which he would certainly have
done, had not his Companion diffwaded him
fomit,. .

After this Cruelty and Injuftice, he knew not
what to do, but judged it the fafeft to remain quiet
’till Morning 3 when, about Seven o’Clock, hearing
the Family up, he came down Stairs and made
known his Diftrefs in the beft Manner he could to
G——d's N—e, and the Servants of the Houle, de-
claring, that he had been robbed of all his Gelt™
by G 4 himfelf and another: Perfon, who had
inhumanly wounded him in the Head and Neck,
which he thewed to all prefent. His Lamentations
making fome Noife and Confufion, G d {foon
after came down Stairs, and was immediately made
QCguainted with the Affair; but, inftead of rpakmg
4 Buffle and examining his Servants concerning the
Matter, or taking Simons before a Magiftrate, ‘wh1ch
one would imagine Prudence {hould have dictated
to him (if innocent) but, on the contrary, he gave
himfelf no manner of Trouble about it, and only

laughed at and ridiculed the poor Man, as an In-
A 4 ventor

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ventor of Falthood. This Behaviour of )
drew a Flood of Tears from Simons, who then fat
out for London, flinging his empty Belt down at the
Door, lamenting his hard Fate, and ruminating on
his Diftrefs. He had not got above half a Mile,
but he perceived two Men following and calling
after him ; upon which, he ftopped, and was by
- them carried back to G——2’s Houlfe, for no other
Purpofe, than to be again jeered, ridiculed, and
abufed by G. d and his Servants.

This being the Treatment he met with from
G——4, he made the beft of his Way to London
and in the Afternoon of the » oth of Zyguft came
to Mr. Thomas Woodman, Keeper of the Poultry-
Compter, and by means of his Under-keeper, who
underftood Simons’s Language very well, informed
him of the Rosze > with the feveral Circumftances
attending it, and begged his Advice how to act in
this Cai'cg, and to apprehend G d, and to bring
him to Juftice, ; -

As Mr. Woodman had fome Knowledge of
G——4, he did not at firft chufe to be concerned 5
but feeing a large Wound on Simons’s Head, and
feveral Cuts in his Neck, that he was an entire
Stranger without the Language, and in extreme
Diftrefs, ordered him to come again the next Day.
‘On the Morrow, the 3oth of Zuguf, Simons went
again to Mr. Woodman, who had him examined

come at the Truth, and try the Proof of his Affer-
tion; and finding the Account which Simons gave
of the Robbery at each of the Examinations to be
10 clear, fo Rrong, and fo full, without any Incon-
fiftancy in the Relation, and his Behaviour fo fted-
aft and regular, Mr. Woodwman had no room left
to doubt his Veracity, and therefore procured a
Warrant from a Magiftrate for the apprehending

 Perto proceed in this Affair as far as poffible, and
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of G——d for the Robbery. ~ But as the next Day
was the Jews Sabbath, and Mr. Woodman being
defirous of taking Simons with him, he was obliged
to defer his Journey till the Sunday following, being

the 1ft of September, when Mr. Woodman, and his

Deputy, and Szmons, fet out early in the Morning for
(——d-B—¢ ; but unluckily ftopping at Hounflow,
an honeft Inn-keeper of G——d’s Acquaintance,
who had fome Sufpicion of their Bufinefs, private-
ly difpatched a Mefienger on Horfeback to inform
G—d of their coming, fo that when Mr. #oodman
and Simons came to C d-B—e, they were juft
time-enough to learn that G d bad made. bis
Efeape through bis Garden on Horfeback. But Care
was taken to get a Mob of People ready about
G——d’s Houfe, who infulted and abufed Simons
very grofsly ; and had it not been for Mr. 72vodman,
who convinced them that he was under his Protec-
tion, he would, no doubt, have felt their Severity.

And here I cannot help obferving the Humanity
of Mr. Woodman, in thus aiding, aflifting, and
protecting, from the Infults of an enraged Mob, an
unhappy Foreigner, who had fallen into fuch Hands,
and had been fo feverely and cruelly #reated, and
unjutly plundered of all his Fortune. Certainly,
nothing makes a greater Impreflion on the Mind of
an honeft Man, or can fooner excite his Compal-
fion and Humanity, than fuch an Object, who is
an utter Stranger to the Cuftoms, Manners, and
even the Language of the People who fo illegaily
treat him. -

When Mr. #oodman found that G——d was
fl:d, and by that Means eluded their Defign to

bring him to Juftice for that Time; yet, as his

Flight was attended with fufpicious Circumfitances,
and Mr. #oodman upon the Spot, he thought pro-

to
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to get what Intelligence he could. ‘To this end, he
got E b P—n, G d’s N—e, and feveral
of the Servants belonging to the Houfe, with Simons
and the Interpreter, into 2 Room ; when Simmwns was
again examined by the Interpreter, and his Anfwers
interpreted to them, which were found to be the
fame in Subftance as his Examination in London ;
and no one prefent faid a Word to contradi& or
confute him, fave G——4’s N-<—e, who, with a
great Degree of Affurance, afferted, that the Night
Simons {aid he was robbed, her U——e went to
Bed at 7en o’Clock, therefore be could not poffi-
bly commit the Fact.

However, unluckily for Mrs. P—#u, a Perfon
who was at the Time of the Robbery a Lodger in
G——d’s Houfe, cafually came in whilft Mr.
W oodman was there, and ignorant, of what had paf-
{ed, inadvertently declared, that it was impofiible for
Mr. G——d to have committed the Fact alledged
againft him, or to have been in any fhape acceffory
thereto : Since, at, or about the Time Simons faid
he was robbed, Mr. G d was with him in his
Apartment, where he ftaid till between Owe and
Two in the Morning playing at Cards, confequently
could not be in Simons’s Room. This Avowal
clafbing  with P-—iu’s Declaration, excited Mr.
Weoodman’s Curiofity, and as he had a Warrant to
fearch the Houfe, as well as apprehend G——4, he
determined to put it in Execution ; but firft of all
was refolved to fift a little further, and more clofely
to examine Mrs. P—» and the Servants, concern-
what happened the Night Simons lay in the Houfe;
and upon that Occafion, Mrs. P—»n, and feveral
of the Servants, did afiure Mr. Woodman, that it
was very true, that Simens complained to them in
the Morning when he came down Stairs, as well as
he could explain himfelf, that G———4 had robbed
; him
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it 5, and P—=# further confefled, that fhe and one
Mrs, C—e were feveral Times backwards and for-
wards in Simons’s Apartment, in order to perfuade
her U=——¢ to let him lay there; and upon being
friétly examined by Mr. #vodman, and afked the
Reafon of her being fo urgent for Simons to lay
thete, faid, fhe had none in particular, but that-
Simons had Before thewn %er bis Belt, and fome of
bis Money, and afterwards did the fame to ber U—e
i ber Prefence.

Thefe Circumftances feeming very material, and
appearing in a ftrong Light to Mr. W oodman, in
favour of Simoms, he went with the Interpreter and
the Chamber-maid into the Room whete Simons had
lain, and turned down the Bed-cloaths to examine
them; whereupon the Maid told him, that thofe
were not the Sheets the Jew had lain in: Mr.
Waoodman then defired her to fetch the right, which
fhe did, and when produced, were, with the Pil-
lowbier (then vinwathed) iz & very bloody Condition 3
and upon examining the Floor, it likewife appeared
0 be greatly ftained with Blood, quite from the
Bedfide to the Window. If Circumftances could
have any Weight, furely thefe were fufficient to
evince every unbiaffed, honeft Man, the Veracity of
Simons’s Declaration ; but as Perfidy and Fraud are
t0 often an Overmatch for Truth, fo-the Subter-
fuges and Chicanery of G d, and ‘thofe con-
cerned with him, afterwards bafled the Attenipts
of Equity and Juftice. ;
G——7 finding that Juftice was in Purfuit of
him, thought proper to fecret himfelf till the sth
of September, when he furrendred before Mr. Ch<—,
2 Juftice of the Peace for AMF ¥, amidft a
Number of his Friends (amongft whom was Mr.
J~=s A——y) and others who attended out of
Curiofity on this Affair, which had made fﬁ

much
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much Noife. One Mr. P J, who was fent for
to interpret Simons’s Examination, immediately
came, and Simons was defired to point out Mr.
G——d to the Juftice ; he did it inftantly, though
G——d jfkulked into a Circle of his Friends, and
was in a different Drefs from that he appeared in
when Simons lay at -his Houfe. After this was
done, Simons was examined, by the Interpretation
of Mr. P /, which was taken down in Writing
by Mr. F. d, G- ~-d’s S r, who officioufly
thrufted himfelf into that Office.

Several Witnefles were examined at the fame
Time in Behalf of G——d, but not a Word of
what they fwore was taken down in Writing by
the Scrivener, or any one prefent. Simons’s In-
formation had fo much Weight with the Juftice,
that G 4 was committed to Gaol; but on the
next Day, Notice was given by G d, that he
would be brought by Habeas Corpus before a Judge
on the 7th of September, in order to be admitted to
Bail; in which Notice, feveral Perfons were pro-
pofed for his Sureties, and amongft the reft, F—s
A———y, by the Name of J—s A——y of L—¢
H—I, L 7.8 y-M. t; which, by the
way, fhews fome Connetion betwixt G d and
A———y (though he has fince endeavoured, by fpe-
cious Pretences and arrant Falfehoods, figned by
him, and publithed in News-papers *, to make the
Public believe, that he had little or nothing to do
with G 4) ; but this not being a bailable Cafe,
G——d was remanded back to Prifon, where he

continued till the Day of his Trial at the Od-Baily.

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Now a Scene muft open, which can hardly be
aralleled in. this or any other Age or Nation 3
and, undoubtedly, fuch a Compofition of unheard-
of Fraud and Injuftice muft thock the Heart of
every honeft unprejudiced Reader, whofe Soul 1is
fufceptive of Humanity and Compaffion, and a
Friend to Probity and Honour. Mr. F—d, who
 an Off—r of the C—t at the O—d-B—) (and,
as fuch, ought not, on any Confideration, to be con-
wmned in a Profecution there, thoughtis well known,
that through pecuniary Motives, he is concerned in
almoft every thing of Confequence) was G d’s
§—r; and he took care to fee Mr. W- 7 the
Sunday preceding the Sefions, which was to begin
on Wednefday the 11th of September, and to inform
him, that he believed Mr. G 4 was a very bo-
nft Man, and incapable of committing the Faét
laid to his Charge; that the Profecution was a very
cruel ome, and the Efe&s of Malice, Spite, and
Injuftice. He alfo took care, in Converfation,
artfully to draw out of Mr. #- n (who was
w0t fo much on his Guard as he ought to have
been) all the Evidence he could give in Favour of
Simons 3 not in the leaft diftrufting that Gentleman’s
making an ill Ufe of it. Mr. F—d being thus
prepared, alfo took the Precaution, by 2 Method
not altogether juftifiable, to have his Client G—4
placed the firft upon the Lift of Prifoners, in or-
der to get him tried the firft Day of the Seffions
on the M- » Side ; and by this Means the Pro-
fecutor’s Solicitor, who was in Court that Morn-
ing, found the Trial called on defore he had given
his Bfief to Council; which he was then obliged
to do in Court; and he fent for his Witneffes, who
came, and the Trial went on. This was, un-
doubtedly, a Surprize on the Profecutor, and un-
expected by his Solicitor, becaufe he knew that }tgbe

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Bill had been found againft G——d that Morning
only at H—ys’s-H—]]. However, the Bill was ac.
‘tually in Court, and upon Enquiry it appeared,

.And to thew you ftill further to what petty Sub-
terfuges G——7 and his Party were dgove, and

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what 2 Set of Tools they were forced to work with,
in order to bring G——d off, will appear in the
following Inftance.

"~ One ‘f—b Ab——ms *, who goes by the Nick-
pame of F—b Want-Money (and who, as it fince
appears, ran out of Holland, to elude the Juftice of
that Country, for a Fact committed there by him
and his Wife) came fome fhort time before to the
Profecutor, commiferating his unhappy Condition,
and the Misfortune he had met with by lofing his
All; at the fame time telling him, that his Bro-
ther had once lain at G &s Houle, having Ef-
felts with him to a great Value : That about Mid-
night fome Perfons came to the Door of his Cham-
ber, and endeavoured to force it open; but that
he awaking, made a great Noife, and told them,
that he had loaded Piftols by his Side, and would
fhoot the firt Man that entered the Room ; upon
which they departed. = /£ ms told him, if his
Brother’s Chamber-door had not been fcrewed down
on the Infide, he would have met with the fame
Fate ; and feemed to be very forry that his Bro-
ther was at a great Diftance from London, other-
wie he was very fure he would attend, and give
Evidence of this Circumitance. But as that could
not be the Cafe, if Simons would give his Solicitor
DireCtions to fubpeena 4im, he would do him great
Service. :

This poor Man, honeft himfelf, and deeming
A—ms his Friend, unfufpectingly fubpeenied him as
he defired : But, good God ! who can {peak his Sur-
prize! when this very F—2 A—ms, this mafqued
Renegado, came to be examined on the Part of the
Profecutor, he declared, that he had lain at G—4’s

Houfe with feveral Hundre_d Pounds-worth of

_ Thefe Points being carried, fo fure was Mr.
F—d of getting his Client acquitted, that he was
feen, before the T vial was half over, to be fettling

Profecutor for Perjury, on the Informatior he made
before the Juftice of the Robbery of his Five hun-
dred fifty-four Ducats.

he Trial went on, and G. d was acquitted,
but how ? By Artifice, Contrivance, and infidious
Suppreffion and Secretion of Evidence, with the
deteftable Addition of wilful and corrupt Perjury,
committed by 4/bley the Gardiner, ‘ by fwearing,
that abour three Weeks before G d’s Trial he

met Simons near Smallbury-Green, and put him in a

Ditch, and feratched him in the Bufhes, and then

flung a Stone, which fell upon his Head and broke

it. This cook’d-up Story, joined with P— the

N—e’s Teftimony, “that the Blood on the Sheets

appeared lke 0ld Blood, black, and a5 if it bad been

kept in a Botte Jome Time *, was fufficient (with
other favourable Circumftances for G—g hap-
pening on the Trial at this Time) to throw a Dif-
credit on Simons’s Evidence of ‘the Robbery by

G 4 and the other Perfon unknown. But the

fupreme and all-wife Difpofer of human Events,

who

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who fometimes lets the Innocent fuffer, and the
Guilty go unpunifhed, for Reafons unintelligible
to finite Capacities, and yet frequently fnares the
wicked Man in the very Heighth of his Wicked-
nefs, has providentially detected this Piece of Vil-
lany, and the wretched Perjurer has fince been
tried, conviéted, and met with a Punithment, fuch
as the Atrocioufnefs of his Guilt merited.

The Manner of deteting the Wickednefs of
Thomas Afbley was very fingular, Mr. #right being
at the Old-Baily, finding a Bill of Indi¢tment againit
a Perfon who had injured him, at the Time Simons
was there to get the Bill of Indi¢tment found againft
Apley, for Perjurys; Simons, the Moment he caft
his Eye on Mr., #right, knew him, and told his
Interpreter, that he was one of the Gentlemen who
had fo generoufly protected him on the Road, and
defired to fpeak to him. Mr. #right was pre-
fently convinced he was the Man, and went into
the Grand- Jury-Room with him, and gave Evi-
dence of the Fa®, and acquainted him, who the
other Gentlemen were ; and they alfo appeared at
the Old-Bailey, and gave Evidence for the Crown 5
which, with ‘the other Proof againft him, was fo
ftrong and clear, that the Jury, without going out
of Court, brought him in, Guilty*. And the
Court were fo well fatisfied with their Verdict, that
'], he was fentenced to ftand in the Pillory, to be Im-
prifoned in Newgate for One Year, and afterwards
Tranfported for Seven Years. :

G——d’s Trial being over, and he acquitted,
the Mob, by the Management of his Party, were
fo enraged . againft Simons, that they were fully

prepared to execute their Refentment againit him,
B when

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when he fhould come out of the Court; which the
Sheriffs being apprized of, one of them generoufly
and humanley conducted him to a Coach, which at
that ‘Time prevented any Injury to his Perfon.

Now it was time to put in Execution the Scheme
that had .been before concerted for indicting Simons
for Perjury on his Information, in order tully to
eftablifh G——d’s Character in the Opinion of that
Part of Mankind, who ftill believed the poor
Man had been robbed ; and accordingly a Bill of
Inditment for Perjury was preferred againft him
at H—y’s-Ii—I/l the 13th of September, and on the H

Evidence of G dy P~—n, his N—e, Afbley the
Gardiner, with fome of G——4’ Servants, the
Bill was found, without Simons knowing any thing
of the Matter. Hereupon a Warrant was obtain-
ed from a very worthy Magiftrate of the City of Lox-
don, and kept dormant in the Pocket of Mr. F—d,
G—4s § 7 from that Time to the 7th of Ofio-
ber following, without fo much as attempting to take )
him up upon it, though that might have been done
any Hour of the Day, without Interruption, he
going in.the moft Public Manner, -during that
Space, on the Exchange, and about the Streets,
_ in his Polifp Garb, ajking Alms for his Subfiftence,
and to carry him over to Holland, from whence he
declared his Intention of travelling, and begging his
Way into Perfia or Turky, and to remain there, till, |
by -his Induftry.and Care, he could raife that Part
of the Money belonging to the Polifh Nobles, which
he had been ftripped of here, and was by them en- -
trufted to his Care, to purchafe the Manufaétures
of this Nation for their Account. To Poland he

And now,
alas I"this has been partly the wretched cruel Cafe of
the poor unhappy Simons, whofe Wife and Child
have been imprifoned, and are ftill likely to con-
tinue fo, till he himfelf can return and make full
Retaliation. What Breaft can be fo icy, what
Heart fo obdurate, or what Soul fo irrational, as
10t to be moved to Pity at fo thocking a Calamity !
)| nay, who cannot even feel this poor Man’s Suffer-
ings, and heartily commiferate a Fellow-creature’s
Diftrefs! what pungent Sorrow, what intolerable
Anxiety, muft tear the Mind of this unhappy Man,
when thefe crude RefleCtions prefs upon him, un-
fupported by any thing buc bare Reafon.

pence only 5 and with this Pittance *, on the 4th
of Ofiober he fat out for Harwich, in order to pur-
fue his intended Journey to Holland, in his Way to
Perfia and Turky, and was overtaken at Stratford
by one Fofeph Ifaac, a travelling Merchant, a Per-

. don entirely unknown to Simons till then, who was

going with his Box of Goods that Night to Barking
in Effex, and from thence round the Country to
Colchefier Fair. Here they joined Company, and,
as they were walking in the Road, betwixt Stratford
and Jiford, they met a Perfon, feemingly not un-
like a Gentleman, in a fingle-Horfe Chaife, who
crofied the Road upon them. This afterwards ap-
peared to be Mr. 7—s A4——y ( at that Juncure
unknown to either of them) who drove his Chaife

. clofe up to them, and addrefling himfelf to Simons,

Simons not underftanding Englifh, A——y afked
him over again 3 but getting no Anfwer from him,
was ftill dubious, if that was the Man or no. How-
ever, a Hint jumped into his Head, whereby he
thought he might foon be convinced, and putting
his Hand in his Pocket, fook out fome Ducats, and
held them out in his Hand from the Chaife (which
was a. very low one, and ftood upon even Ground
with them) to Simons; faying, Ducats, Ducats, are .
not you the Man that was robbed at G d-
Bridge 2 Simons naturally fhewing fome very great
Emotion at the Sight of the Ducats *, which he
wok for granted were fome of his, convinced
A——y that he had-not miftook his Aim; there-
fore, thaking ‘his doubled Fift at him, he faid, I’/

have you, and drove as faft as he could to London.
The Warrant, as before obferved, lay in the
Hands of Mr. F—d, G d’s S r, quite un-
noticed, from the Time it was obtained, and wrefted
with him, for no other Purpofe, than to be called
for by G d or fome of his Friends, in order to
make ufe of as they thought proper. Mr. A4 -y
was the firft of G #’s Friends who went to Mr.
F—d about it, and told him, that, as he was com-
ing out of E——x he had accidentally met Simons
going out of the Kingdom. Mr. F—d produce’d
the Warrant to 4——y, as the firft of G d’s
Friends-who called for it ; but, upon Perufal, No-
fice was taken, that it was a Warrant for Lon-
don only 5 but, however, that trifling Objeciion Was
aflly cured, by the Words, Effex and being put
in the Margin, before the Words, London to Wil

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"This was done in the Prefence of 4——jy, but not
in the Prefence of the Magiftrate who granted i,
‘and, under whofe Hand'and Seal it was; but, as
Mr. A——y was there himfelf, it was eafily dif-
penfed with ; when this was done, it was delivered
_into 4——y’s Hands, in whofe Cuftody it remain-
ed, till fome time after Simons yvas taken up upon it.

A——y fays, it was with great Inconvenience
and greater Reluétance, that he embarked in this
Scheme, and, that it was chiefly owing to the pref-
fing Inftances of Mr. F—d, G d’s S——r, and
his Clerk, who prevailed on him to purfue Simons.
Mr. F—4 and his Clerk, on the other hand, fay,
he went with great Willingne(s; and his Eagernefs
and Hatte was {fuch, that he would not even fufter
the Clerk to lofe {fo much ‘Time, as to go home
and acquaint his Family of his intended Expedi-
tion. - However; be it as it may, his Purfuit is
certain, and,.as he boafts, not with any lucrative
Defign or {felf-interefted Motive ;. but, Pro bons
publico 5 and, how much he had that at heart, in
this Adyenture, you muft be the Judges of.

In, his Purfuit after this unhappy Polander he
called at Ingatefione, and there cafually met one of
his old Acquaintance, to whom he communicated
what he was about ; and his Friend, like a fenfible
Man, ufed many Arguments with him, to diffuade
h}m from fuch a Wild-goofe-chafe, and advifed
him to return to London, left he might, unthink-
ingly, be the Cat’s-paw, and embroil himfelf in
an inextricable Difficulty ; for as Simons had not
charged him with being one of the Robbers, he
could not fee any Reafon for his giving himfelf fo
much Trouble : But £#—— endeavoured to con-

. vince him, that it would be greatly bis own Intersf
to follow and bring him to Juftice, for the Sake of
his Friend G

d, and for his ewn Sake too; f‘?;
1
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if he could in any fhape . ferve his Friend G,

itwould be of Service to himfelf in his Trade a-
mong the Inn-keepers on the Weftern Road. If
he had o frenger Reafon to induce him to it, is not
this fufficient >—FHere is an Inftance of Public Virtue.
This gavé his Acquaintance a much worfe Opi-
nion of the Affair than he had before ; neverthe-
lefs, he remonftrated with him again and again,
and defired he would go back ; but it was not for
his Honour to recede ; o he and his Companion
the Clerk fet out Poft-hafte. They continued their
ftrict Enquiries after this poor defencelefs Object
al the way they went, and within Four
Miles of Witham met with one Luke Clexton, a
Gentleman’s Boy, of about Fourteen Years of Age,
going on an Errand for his Mafter; of him they
made Enquiry after this Outlandith-man, defcrib-
ing his Drefs and Beard ; and particulaaly, 4——y
told the Boy ke was a Highwayman, and if he would
ride forward in Search of him, he would reward
him for his Trouble. How could a Merchant (as
A—y fays he is) whofe Being is Verity and
Juftice, dare to aflert fo great a Falthood, and
meanly endeavour to impofe on the Ignorant and
Credulous, by illegally branding an, honeft Man
with the Epithet of a Robber? Are thefe the
Tencts of Patriotifm, or are they not rather the
Effects of an Education, got amidft a Band of un-
happy Mifcreants, the Hirelings of Wickednets,
and Slaves of Corruption ? _
Flufhed with the fanguine Expectations of taking
¢ Highwayman (as Simons was injurioufly called)
the Boy followed his Orders, and in a few Minutes
came up with him. Struck with his Vifage and
the Oddity of his Garb, he could not be fatisfied
that 2 Man of his Appearance could be a Robber,
and therefore rode back to - , who was driv-
v B 4 ing
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-ing forwards as faft as he could, and told him, the

Man was juft before, and he could eafily take him,
But are you fure (fays the Boy) he is a Highway-
man? Will you fwear he'is a Highwayman ?
A——y anfwered, 2es, T will; and pulling a Pa-
per out of his Pocket, faid, Here is my Warrant

'to apprehend him: Which fo fully fatisfied the

Lad, that he galloped forward, jumped off his
Horfe, and apprehended him without the leaft Re-
fiftance, holding him faft *til A—y and his Com-
panion came up. Juft at this Junéure, /4
perceiving one 7homas Banbrook, another Boy, who
was driving his Mafter’s Cart along the Road, and
being elate with Joy at the Capture, he jumped out
of the Chaife in fo great a Hurry, that he had
well nigh fallen ; but he foon recovered himfelf,

-and enlifted the other Boy and his Cart into his Ser-
‘“vice : And now, collecting all his Forces together,

they laid violent Hands on- the poor unhappy Po-
lander, and, as if he had been a Dog, toffed him
up into the Cart, putting the Boys one on each
Side of him, to guard him to Z#itham that being
the neareft Town they could make. The N ovelty
of having a Man with a long Beard, and habited
in fuch manner, charged with being a Highway-
man, was a moft pleafing Scene to two raw Country
Boys (who are generally too prone to Mifchief,
and to make a Mock at others Misfortunes) in-
duced them, for their Diverfion, to pull him by
the Beard; not confidering, or perhaps knowing,
that fuch an Infult is as bad as a Stab to a Polif
Jew ; and the Boys, by other Means, thwarted and
teazed him to fuch a degree,. that he got out of the
Cart, to rid himfelf from this Incumbrance.
A——y and his Companion, full of Fear, left
he fhould make his Efcape, jumped out of the
Poft-Chaife and retook him 5 and then put him
: i and
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and the two Boys into the Chaife, themfelves rid-
ing in the Cart by way of Guard. In this Order
they proceeded to the Poft-houfe at #itham, mak-
ing an Qutery of Highwayman all the way fo
that when the Chaife was drove into the Yard, the
Town was in an Uproar, and the Inn-yard throng-
ed with People to fee this unhappy Victim of
A—'s Revenge. Upon their Arrival at 777z-
ham, poor Simons Was pulled out of the Chaife, and
rolled about the Yard like a Log; but when he
was fet on his Legs, and the Pcople had him in
View, they laughed at his Figure; and being at
length fatisfied he was no Highwayman, went about
their Bufinefs; From thence he was conveyed into
2 Room, where A——y, with the greateft Affu-
‘rance imaginable, told the Gentlewoman who keeps
the Houfe, and feveral other Perfons prefent, that
the Jew was as arrant a Villain as ever exifted ;
that he lived by Plunder, Rapine, and Injuftice 5
and intended, by Perjury (for which he then ftood
indicted) to deprive an honeft Man of his Life;
and confidently afierted, that the Jew had picked
up a#hore and lay with her at G d’s, and fhe
it was that robbed him of his Money, though he
charged honeft Mr. G 4 with it, but that Juftice
‘had now overtaken him.

Thefe Afperfions, thrown out in this exclama-
tory Manner by Mr. 4 , who was perfonally
known in that Part of Effex, prejudiced the People
of Witham fo much againft poor Simozs (who, from
the ill Tseatment he had received, made a very
ragged Appearance) that the People were ready to
tear him to Pieces. And it muft be obferved,
that thefe Reflections, at that Time, were artfully
‘propagated by A-——y at Witham, and afterwards
at Chelmsford, and other Parts of Effex, pUYPOﬁ’g
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to prepoflefs the Minds of the People of that Coun-
try, againft the poor Man, for a future Experi-
ment, as will appear Dy the Sequel. And, indeed,
*  unhappily it had its Effeét ; for the Generality of the
People in that Part of the World, then confidered
Mr. A4 -y as an honeft, well-meaning Man, of
an humane, Chriftian-like Temper and Dipofition ;
and the other as an infamous Jew, a Pick-pocket
and Knave, who had no Regard to Honefty or
Virtue. .

This main Point being carried, it was now
Time to fend for the C e, who foon came,
and thereupon fearched Simons, in the firicteft Man-
ner imaginable, from Head to F oot, by Order of
Mr. A > or his Companion (who pretended to
fearch for offenfive Weapons, wh.icfx they faid,
might be fecreted about him , though that could
be only Pretence, for if they had been apprehenfive
of his having any thing of that fort about him,
they would have fearched him at the Time he was
firft feized) his Clothes were unbuttoned, even to [
his Shirt ;. but, after all, they found nothing about
him, except o fern Shillings and [ome Half-pence.
This Search was very artful, for, if Simens had
been found to have pofiefled any Quantity of Ducats,

~ nay, even Three, it would have been no difficult
Matter for #—y to have convinced the Perfons

-who were prefent,” that Simons had impofed on the
World, by fwearing 2 Robbery on G——4, and
. confequently have made him out the greateft of
i Villains. The Search being thus comple: tly made,
A——y left. him to the Care of the 'C———e,
who took him home with him, and in whofe

Cuﬁody he remained all Night *, ;

Mr, A——y being thus difencumbered of his
Charge, he had now Time to write his Friend
G——d an Account of his Undertaking, and, the
Succefs he bhad met with ; which done, he went
into the Company of Mr. F—y, and fome other
Gentlemen, who were fpending the Evening with
Mrs. B—e, the Miftrefs of the Houfe. This was
by way of Relaxation to his wearied Spirits, which
were, undoubtedly, hurried and fatigued, by his
Herculian Labour, in purfuing and apprehending
a poor unarmed helplefs Stranger. During, this
Recefs, he expatiated largely to the Company upon
this his gallant Aétion, and informed them of his
Luck, as he termed it (huge Luck indeed) in dif-
covering the Jew on the foregoing Sunday, making
the beft of his way out of .the Kingdom 3 his ftop-
ping his Chaife for fome time, talking with him,
and afking him if he remembered G d, putting
his Hand in his Pocket, or Pockets, = and fhewing,
or mentioning Ducats + 1O him 3 his Belief that the
Jew did not underftand him, and his driving off
to London, -in order to get a Warrant to take him

up.

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Hand, retained by 4 » whofe Name is
R d T—— * (and who gave a very extraordi-
nary Teftimony 'at the firft Trial, but foon after,
alfo ran his Country, through fear of a Profecution)
fet out in great Pomp, - to guard this tremendous
Captive to a Place called Borebam, about three
Miles off #itham, to the Houfe of a Gentleman
in Commiffion of the Peace for Effex. In the Way,
Jofeph Ifaac, who parted with Simons, the Sunday
before, at Jiford, and was going his Rounds, met
them, and Simons told him his Diftrefs in Dutch ;
but the C—— would not fuffer lfaac 1o fpeak to
him, but puthed him away. And at that Time,
A——y and his Companion coming up, he thought
it the fafeft Way for him to g0 quietly about his
Bufinefs. When Simons was brought before the
Juftice, he told him, in his Language, the Story
of his Robbery by G d, the Manner of 4—y's
fhewing him the Ducats the Sunday before, and
begged upon his Knees for a Germgy Interpreter. H
Unbhappily, for Simons, not a Word of his Lan- ‘
guage was underftood, nor could a German Interpre-
ter be found (though the Blockhead of aC——e
afterwards affumed the Charaéter of an Interpreter
at Chelmsford, but by his own Confeflion, it appears,
he knew nothing of his Language) and therefore
the Juftice prudently advifed A——y to carry him
to Chelmnsford, where the Juftices were then hold-
Ing their Quarter-Seffions. Thither he was con-
ducted by 4 7 and his Guards, and carried to

the Se e FE 7 Inn, a Houfe which A—y
ferves with Spirituous Liquors.

Some Time was fpent at this Inn, in erafing the
Words Effex and out of the Warrant, and fettling

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fome other Matters, which were neceflary to be
done, before they could get the Warrant indorfed
by a Juftice for the County. This ended, Simons
was taken and dragged along, amidft the Shouts
and Acclamations of a Multitude of Spectators, to
the Coffee-houfe, where was the Reverend Mr.
g——}, who is the Principal, if not the only
atting Juftice of Peace in the 'Town of Chelmsford.
And here it is impoffible to avoid remarking  the
Behaviour of that reverend worthy Magiftrate,
who, without any Compliment, ftri¢tly adhered to

that noble Character of a Divine and a Juftices

for this Gentleman, obferving the brutifh Behaviour
of the C e and others of the Mob to this un-
happy Prifoner, afked them if they were Barbari-
ans, to treat a Foreigner in fuch a Manner? This
Behaviour fomewhat appeafed the Mob, who were
ufing him ill even in his Prefence, and Mr. 7——/
enquired of 4——y, what he wanted with him?
Upon which, he defired him to commit Simons.
' No, fays the Magiltrate, you muft carry him to
the original Jurifdiction. Simons told Mr. 7 l
the fame Story in German he had before told. at
Borebam, but he could not underftand one Word
he had faid; wherefore, the Gentleman feeing
the poor Man in fuch extreme Diftrefs, and
having been formerly in Portugal, afked him, in
the Language of that Country, if he was a Portu-
guefe; but, finding that ineffectual, he then tried
him in the Latin and French, neither of which
Simons underftood. 3 L3k
The unhappy Man being thus diftrefied in 1nex-
preflible Anxiety, and the moft pungent SOITOW,
prefumed, trembling, to lay hold of Mr. 7- l’s
Breeches Pocket, and to cry out, aloud, Ducats, Du-
cats; whereupon, fome of the By-{‘canders imme-
diately bellowed out, that the Few was goig ta

fwear,

- e o enerem.
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fwear, that Mr. T 1 bad robbed him of bis Dy-
cats; but Mr. 7- / cooly anfwered, that the
Man had faid enough to let him know, that he was
the unhappy Perfon who was robbed by G——{ of
his  Ducats, as he had obferved in the public Pa-
ers. :
f This generous worthy Magiftrate {ceing the Pre-
judice and Bent of the People in general, told the
Peace O r, that, if he did not take care of the
Man and treat him with more Humanity, he would
be at the Trouble and Expence of calling him to a-
proper Account for his Mifconduét ; and fo dif-
mitied - them. Poor Simons, very unwilling to
leave Mr. 7- /, took hold of one of the Rails
before the Coffee-houfe 5 but the Mob dragged him
from thence with fo much Force and Violence,
that, if his Arm had been pufhed a little farther in,
it muft inevitably have been broke.

Who can, without Pleafure and Satisfaétion, re-
fle€t upon this humane, beneficent Conduct of Mr. i
T——1/, in thus exerting that Power, which Pro-
vidence ‘had beftowed on him, in Defence of an
unhappy out-cait Stranger. And, on the contrary,
who can, without Deteflation and Abhorrence, be-
hold that mercilefs tyrannical Treatment of A——y
and his Coadjutors ; who, in Contempt of the Laws
of Nature and Humanity, of Equity, Juftice, and =~
Religion, could, with Hearts, hard as Adamant, !
and Souls eftranged from Virtue, indulge and fa-

 tiate their Paffions, Revenge, and Cruelty, upon a
worthy, honeft, helplefs Man.

Bfeer Mr/ g )i g difmified them, they re-
l:‘Ondl.l&e.d him to the § s-H—d Inn, ftill treat-
ing him in the fame illegal and opprobrious Man-
ner 5 when they had got him there, he was puthed
Into a back Room, which was prefently filled with
Spectators, who were continually going backwards

and forwards, fo that fometimes thirty Perfons or
more were in the Room at once. It is very proba-
ble, that Simons might go up to A4 y’s Pocket
and cry out Ducats, as he had before done to Mr.
J—-1>s, and A——y’s Creatures be as ready to
fay, nay, even to fwear, that the Few had put them
into his Pocket, and had charged 4——y with rob-
bing him-of them, as they endeavoured to perfuade
M, 7=/ and, if this happened, it was a good
Time for A——y (who knows how to improve a
' good Opportunity) in feeming great Amazement; to
produce them. And, true it is, the Ducats were
found in his Pocket and produced * ; but this, Si-
mons trufts in, that every unprejudiced, {enfible,
honeft Man, who reads the Evidence given on the
Trial, will not be of Opinion (after taking into
Confideration his miferable Circumftances, which ap-
pear from feveral Witnefes of undoubted Veraci-
ty, his being furrounded by Strangers and avowed
Enemies, the ftrié Search he underwent at Witham
the Night before, his Ignorance of the Language
and the Laws of England, the Abfurdity and Im-
probability of his putting 7 4ree Ducats into A——y’s
Pocket, fuppofing he ‘had been pofieffed of them ;
and many other ftrong Circumitances that appear
in his Favour) that Simons put them there; but,
rather be inclined to afk himfelf the Queftion, whe-
| therit was not infinitely more probable, that 4 -y
thould have carried Ducats in his Pocket for fome
finifter End or other ? But then, Mr. /——y has
fworn, that he never faw a Ducat in his Life, be-

fore he {faw thofe Three which were taken out of his
Pocket 3

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Pocket; and, ‘were he not contradi@ted in this by
two material Witnefles, whofe Charalters he did
not attempt to impeach, is it to be credited,
that #——y, who had carried a Cargo of Cloth
belonging to one . 7, a Bankrupt, to a great
Amount, into Holland, and traded there and in
Zealand, at Flubing, Middleburg, and other Places,
thould not have /feen, nay, even been poffeffed of
many Ducats 2 Mr. 4——y has fome Reafon not
to forget this Voyage, if he does, it is neceffary to
put him in mind, that; for this Exploit, he was, by
the then Lord Chancellor committed Prifoner to the
Fleer.

When the Ducats were produced, 4——y made
a proper. Ufe of it, by his Emiffaries infifting, that
the Jew had put them into his Packet, and had
charged him with being the Robber of them: So
that the whole Town was {oon in an Uproar; fome
were for hanging, and others for burning him for
a Witch, for he could be no lefs, to convey Ducats
nto Mr. £4——y’s Pocket unfeen in the Prefence
of {0 many People. And, indeed, the laft, in all
probability, would have been put in Execution, if fo
recent an Example as the Affair at 7 ring in Hert-
Jordfbire, which then came to their Reflexion, had
not deterred them, .

While they were thus ruminating how to aé,
fortunately- for poor Simons, Mr. A n G—¢

accidentally came to Chelmsford, and rode into the

5-b—d Inn Yard, where he was inftantly fur-
rounded by a Crowd of People, who told him the
Jew was taken on his Warrant. Soon_after, the
n met Mr., 7- /, who informed him, that
the poor Jew was in Cuftody ; that the Affair had
been the Subjet of much 'Enquiry ; and that it
would be kind in him to go and examine him.
To this he condefcended, and fpoke to him in his
: own
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own Language; at which Simons expreffed the
higheft Joy; and on his afking him in Dusch, how
he could be fuch a Rogue to put the Ducats into
Mr. A——y’s Pocket, he directly anfwered, he had
no Ducats, but that G d had his Ducats. The
A——n afked him alfo feveral other Queftions in
Dutch, and communicated his Anfwers to Mr. 4—y
in Englifb. Then he was told by feveral Perfons,
that the Jew had charged Mr. 4 -y with robbing
him. And when that Queftion was afked him in
Dutch, his Anfwer was, Lee, (i.e. falle) and Niet
myn Ducats, Mynbeer (i.e. Not my Ducats, Sir.)
Before the A n could repeat this Anfwer in
Englih to the People, feveral of them faid, ‘Look
ye there, the Dog fays they are his Ducats, he owns
they are his Ducats. The A n afked him a-
giin, if he charged Mr. /——y; but he denied
it as ftrongly as Man could do, calling God to
Witnefs that he did not; and feemed in the utmeft
Diftrefs and Anxiety Man could pofibly be.

Upon the Trial, Mr. A n G ¢ was afk-
ed by the Council, who it was told him that Simons
had charged #/——y with the Robbery : To which
he replied, that #/——y and feveral others had
done fo, but that it proceeded merely from their
mifinderflanding him, and miftaking the Meaning of
his Language.  For the reft of the A— n’s Evi.
dence, the Reader is referred to the printed Trial.

The A n having fealed up the Ducats, and
fearched Simons from Head to Foot (to which he
fubmitted with great Chearfulnefs, and even ftrip-
ped himfelf of great part of his Cloaths) and find-
ing nothing about him, fave the trifling Sitver and
Halfpence found the Night before at m'tbmff, he
departed, leaving his Accufer and bis Emiffaries to
bring him to London.

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It now becomes' a neceflary Duty not to omit
taking particular Notice of the humane benevolene
Condutt of this worthy Mag—te, who, through.
out the Whole of 'this ‘A ffair, a&ed -as -he has done
on all. Occafions in Behalf of the Innocent and
Diftrefled, with the moft unbiafifed 'Génerofity and
difinterefted Good-nature. y

Mr. A~——y now humanely provided a Pair of
fmall -Iron Handcuffs, and had them ferewed
on. Simdns’s  Hands, placed croffways, as hard
as they poffibly could be. ‘This being done,
the. C——e,- with two of his Affiftants, aided by
A~———y and his ‘Companion, guarded the unhappy
Prifoner to, Zondon, and lodged him at the K—yg's
A—=sin L=—n-b——/l-f#reet; but, thoughhewas fowell
fecured, A——y had not Mercy or Compaffion
enough about him te -difencumiber the poor Wretch
of 'his galling Handcuffs, but kept him in’ that
dreadful Situation all Night. .

About Ten o’Clock, the next Morning, the Pofie
carried him before a Magiftrate in Middlefex, in
this deplorable Condition; but they were told, at
his. Houfe, that it was not ufual ‘to conduct a Pri-
{oner, on a Charge of ‘Perjury only, 'before a Ma-
giftrate with his Irons on, and then, and not till
then, Mr. 4 -y had the Decency to order them
to be taken off; in whiclr Operation the Skin was
pulled off his Wrifts, it adhering to the Iron, and
a.great Quantity of Blood followed. - e

One would not imagine, that a Man whmqsfo
loudly ‘called ‘on. the Public to efpoufe his Catie,
on sccount of his being a Chriftian, could fo dbfti- -
nately fhut Humanity trom his Breaft, and without
Remorfe be deaf to every Cry of Pity or Compaffion.
Sf’me Time was {pent before the Juftice, and:poer
S7rnois, for want of Bail, was fent to theuNew Prifon

at
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at Clerkenwell 5 what an- Aggravation was this to
every other Sorrow ! however, all this while .
(as if he had forgot the Affair of the Three Ducats)
never opened his Lips about it, but five or' fix
Daysafterwards went to the Juftice again, in Com-
pany with Mr. F~4, G d’s S 1, and made
a¥iva voce Information, (none being taken in Wri-
ting, at leaft, that can be found) that Simons bad
pu Three \Ducats in his  Pocket, with Intent to
charge him . the faid 4——y with 7obbing him -of
them ; whereupon a Detainer was fent to the Keeper
of Clerkenwell Prifon againft Simons for this Fact,
But, in good time, Providence raifed up Friends
to the Stranger in Diftrefs, for now, and not *til

niw, fome-of the ‘principal Jews having had an

Account from  Poland, that Simons was an honeft
Man, of a very good Family, and received authen-
tic Proofs from thence, that he brought the Ducats
out with him' from that Country. - -And alfo a Cer-
tificate sfrom the proper | Officer at Harwich, that
he was fearched there before he came on fhore, and
avery large Quantity -of Ducats were found in lps
Belt, they came to a Refolution, to defend him
agunft a Set of Men who had publickly avowed
tis Deftruction ; -and furely this humane Behaviour
of thefe Gentlernen will, by -all Men of Senfe, be
deemed a piovis and laudable Undertaking. The
Propriety and Delicacy of thefe Gentlemen’s Con-
uct, with regard to this Affair, was fuch, that, on

Mr. F~d’s propofing to Mr. . Fr—+ks, about
tis Time, that the Flders of the Synagogue fhould
b“- at liberty to examine into it, and if they fouad
Simong guilty (as he affured Mr. Fr—#s they would,
beyond " al] ContradiGion) they then might fend
him opt of the Kingdom.

Indi€tment for Perjury, or any other, for that his
Client’s Innocence would clearly appear, if Simons
~ fhould be found guilty.—At another Time Mr.
F—d repeated the tame Propofal to Mr. L—2z—s
1 §—n, one of the Elders of the Synagogue, who re-
jected it with the fame Indignation Mr. Fr—ks had

- done before.
¢« Soon after that this unhappy Man was fent to

: went to the Prifon, and in a triumphant Manner
vaunted of their Prowefs, and exulted over this
- unfortunate helplefs Man; but the Inveteracy of
-+ Ay was fo.particularly glaring, that he put bis

“hanged: At the fame Time Ff——d, who is an in-

Bounds of Juftice, fo far, as lavifhly to
sbue what he ought to pity! *Tis rank Cowardice
that makes him live to bear the Weight of it, and
want of Shame is his only Shield. : b rig
Matters were now ripe for the Trial of Simons
for Perjury, at the Proiecution of G d, on the
Information he made of the Robbery before the
Juftice; but Simons’s Friends thought proper to re-
move the Indickment into a fuperior C—t, where
the Injured - are always fure of meeting Redrefs :
And, on the 1oth Day of December, 1751, the
Tral came on, by a Special J—y of G n,
who very foon ilaw through the Chicanery, and
artful Management, of the Profecutor, Mr. F—d
Wis S—-r, and others ; and the J—y, by - the
Direction of the R—t H e J—e, brought in
their Verdict Noz Guilty. : ;
- This was, doubtlefs, fome Confolation to this
unhappy Man 5 but alas ! he muft yet preparc for
the grand Attack. For now 4 y, irritated by
this Verdi given againft his Friend d,
went down to Chelmsford Quarter-Seflions. in
Jamuary laft, and prepared a long Bill of Indictment
there againft Simons, for putting three Ducats 1nto
his Pocket, and c¢harging him with a Robbery of
them (the Subftance of which will be found at the
Head of the printed Trial) the Bill was found, on
the Evidence of 4——y himfelf, the C——=¢; and
H—2 (the run-away Taylor), which was likewile
removed into a fuperior C—= 3 and when this was
done, 4——y prevailed on four of his Creatures to
make the very extraordinary Affidavit printed in
the Appendix. - Y
» Many Hundreds of this Affidavit were printed
by 4——’s Direétion, and difperfed through Effexs
by him, and his ‘Aflociates, as well as in the-£ites

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of London and Weftminfter; but quo animo? why
to prejudice People. in. general, ' and Particularly
the Inhabitants of Effex, againft poor unhappy
Simonsy - who rather merited their Commiferation
and Relief, than their Scorn and Malevolence,
Wicked and unjuftifiable as thefe Practices were,
yet they had their defired Effe; for by thefe
Means, and 4-—y’s Intimacy with the Publicans
of Ejffex, it is notorious, that, in almoft every Part
of that County, .4 - was deemed an ot
Man, and Simons the greatett of Villians. ]
. 'The Minds of the People being thus filled with
thefe firong Prejudices againit the poor Jew, 4—jy
having in News-papers, and othewife, refleéted
grofly on thofe Gentlemen, who {o charitably
aflifted Simons ; it *was thought  advifable, not to
leave the Determination of this Caufe to a Common
Jury; and therefore Simons’s F riends ordered him
to apply for a Spetial J—y for its Trial at the then
next Aflizes for the County of E—x, which was
abtained. : A G :

On the r2th Day of March laft, this Caufe un-

rwent a Trial, which lafted upwards of Twelve
Hours, when the J—y withdrew, and after ftaying
out Five or Six Hours, debating, whether they
fhould bring in'a Verdi&t of Not Guilty, or Guilty,
of putting the Three Ducats into the Profecutor’s
Pocket, without any Intent; in fine, they agreed
o the Latter ; and accordingly  the F n de-
}lv‘ercd In a Privy Verdi¢t of Guilty, not thinking
It ‘material to fay any thing about its being with
no Intent. When they came into the Court the
pot Day, they were afked, if they abided by their
Privy Verdit; at firft, the F n faid they did;
but they were told, that no Evidence was givenasto .
any of the Counts laid in the Indi€tment, but the
third Count ; whereupon, one of the J—y was
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leard to fay, We find him Guilty. of no  Intenl:
They were then told; that unlefs they found the
Intent, they could not find him Guilty; but if
fatisfied of the Intent, they muft find him Guilty.
But there was {o great a Croud of People, and fo
much Noife in the Court, that the J—y could.not
pofiibly ‘hear and underftand what was faid to
them; and though the J——an, who faid, #e Sfind
bim Guslty. of no Intent, frood.uncontradicted by the
others, yet the Verdiét was taken down Guilty
which, the J—=en fay, they did not intend, and
that it was occafioned by the Noife, which pre-
vented their hearing.

This being noifed Abroad, many of the J—y
found means to acquaint Simons and his F riends,
that fuch a Verdi¢t was not intended to be given
bythem; and therefore defired, that Means might
be found to fet it right, and they’ would willingly
(as they could not reconcile it to their Conciences
otherwife) make Affidavit of what was their Inten-
tion, Upon this, and mature Confideration, that
the Declaration of one of "the J n,  that-he
was not Guiilty of any Intent, was a public, open
TranfaGion, with Notice, that they did not intend
to find the Defendaht Guilty of the Intent, -and
that it was a Miftake : This Verdi&, as taken
down, being contrary to the Direction of the H—¢
J—¢, in Point of Law, and the Declaration of one
of the J—y, it was refolved, that a new Trial
fhould be applied for ; and accordingly Simons, 1R
Eaffer Term laft, moved the C—t for a new Trial,
and obtained a Rule for the P r to fhew Caufe
why a new Trial fhould not be granted. 'In the
mean time, Affidavits of ~what ‘they intended
wete made by every one of the J——n, which ap-
peared clear and fatisfactory; and were found to. be
confiftent with, and confonant to, the Declaration

ot , 0
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of one of them, at the very Time fo that it was
no After-thought, Collufion, or Fraud ; nor could
there be the leaft Room to doubt the Veracity of
the feveral' Affidavits, the J——rs being all Gen-
tlemen of Fortune, Probity, and Honour: There-
fore, will any honeft Man fay, that when Errors
or Miftakes are difcovered, they fhould not be
retified ? ’

The Confequence of the Defendant’s Motion,
was, the obtaining a new Trial; the Equity or
Juftice whereof, will fcarce be difputed by any one:
Happy, very happy, are the People of this Land,
that the Obfervance of impartial Right and Juftice
1s what the Laws of England, and its Judges, are,
throughout Ewrope, known to maintain and affert,
without any Refpect of Perfons.

At the laft Summer-Affizes, at C——d, this
Caufe was again tried by another Special J—y, and
lafted Thirteen Hours *, when the J—y withdrew,

~and, in about Eight Minutes, brought in a Verdict,
that the Defendant was Not Guilty. :

Before this Appeal to you is concluded, permit
Simons to return his moft fincere and un eigned
Thanks to all thofe of Council with him, both in
London and Effex, for their humane," wife, fteady,
and uniform Conduc, in his Defence againft thefe
Contrivers and Abettors, of fo uncommona Scene
of Wickednefs, which he now does, in the moft
humble Manner, and looks on them, next to thofe
Friends, whom Providence raifed up to him, in his
greateft Diftrefs, as the Prefervers of his Life and
Reputation.

Such benevolent Condu&t to a poor Stranger,
cannot avoid reaching the Fars of Neighbouring
Nations ; and muft reflec the greateft Honour on

our Country in general, and on thofe Gentlemen
in particular, Having

None,
it was impofiible, nay, on the contrary, he was at
the Expence of and borrowed Money to carry
on the Profecution.. Let us then lay.our Hands
upon our Hearts, and, for a Moment, put ourfelves
in this poor Stranger’s Situation, in a Country de-
flitute of Friends in his greateft Need, ftripped of
all he is worth in the World in one Hour, mang!ed,
cut, and abufed, and his Life put in the moft im-
minent Danger, and that too in a Place which; by ,
the Laws of Hofpitatity and Flumanity, fhould be 'T
his: Caftle of Detence and Safeguard againft Rob- 1
bery; fent into the Streets to afk Charity for his
Subfiftence, without any Knowledge of the Lan- I

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Jere in dis Pocket 5 upon which, Mr. Afbley exa-
mined his Right-hand Pocket, and found therein
Three Ducats in Gold (foreign Coin) and which
Ducats, this Deponent doth verily believe, were
conveyed by Simons into Mr. Afbley’s Pocket, with
2 fraudulent Defign to injure him, in {wearing a
Robbery againft him, he the faid A/bley;having given
Information to the Profecutor of Sismons where he
was to be found, by which means he was taken ;
and the more fo, Simons infifting fo very ftrong,
that the Ducats were in fuch Right-hand Pocket
a5 aforefaid, and no other 3 and from divers other
Circumftances then appearing to this Deponent.
‘And the faid Rickard Tayler, for himfelf, faith,
That he being prefent at the Time when faid
Simons was in Cuitody, did fee him the faid Simvons

And the faid Danie] Hughs,
for himfelf, faith, That he, this.Dcponent,’.did af-
fift the above-named Ujaac Hubbard in taking the
1aid Henry Simons,  and was with him all Night
before brought to Chelmsford . that in ‘the Morn-
ing this Deponent faw Simons telling over Money,
and faw in his Hand Three Pieces of Gold, about
the Size of Half Guineas, but of Foreign Coin,
which ‘he, this Deponent, doth verily believe were
the fame Pieces conveyed into Mr. 4fhley’s Pocket,
and by the faid Simons himfelf, ‘he, this Deponent,
teeing them taken from out Mr. Apley's Pocket,
and ‘they appearing 'to him ‘to'be the fams which
he ‘had feen in Simons’s Hand the fame Morning ;

And laftly, they the faid Zfzac Hubbard and Richard
Taylor, for themfelves feverally, fay, That they
were prefent with the faid Daniel Hughs when Si-
mons was fearched, and that no Part of his Cloaths
or Bundles which he had about him was left un-
fearched, but fo ftrictly examined, that they do
believe, no Money, or other Thing whatfoever,
would be left therein undifcovered, and that no
Money of any kind was found about him, except
theabove One Shilling and Nine Pence Half-penny.
And thatthey doall verily believe, that the fame Three
Ducats as aforefaid, directed to be found in Mr.
Apley's Pocket as aforefaid by Simons, were put
therein by him the faid Simons, they really believ-
ing it impoffible for him to be fo exact in his Di-
reétion, unlefs placed or put there by himfelf be-

fore.
