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Special program underway

Persons with sincere interests
in handicapped given plea

Persons in Hahira who have a 
sincere interest in working with 
handicapped children or adults 
and who have had training in 
music, arts and crafts, 
dramatics, dancing, or any 
other physical activity, just 
might have a chance to turn 
that interest into reality.

Volunteer workers are 
needed now in this area under a 
program headed by Miss 
Wylene Spradley, recently 
employed by the City of 
Valdosta as Community 
Therapeutic Recreation 
Specialist.

Although a Day Camp Center 
and recreation program for the 
mentally or physically han­
dicapped is still in the planning 
stages for this community, 
officials are hopeful that the 
recreation program will begin 
during the early part of the 
summer and the Day Camp 
Center is scheduled to start 
later in the summer months.

Operating on a matching 
funds basis where local sources 
pay 30 per cent of the cost and 
Federal funds are provided for 
the larger 70 per cent, the Day 
Camp Center will be open to any

person in the county who is 
mentally or physically han­
dicapped. It will be maintained 
on a year-round program. The 
Federal grant is from the 
Joseph P. Kennedy Jr. Foun­
dation.

Officially selected to begin 
preparations for the program is 
the county school system, and 
Walter W. Harrison, principal 
of the Hahira Elementary 
School, is making the contacts 
for this area. Persons having a 
need for this facility will be 
referred to Miss Spradley for 
the special training.

For the moment, though, 
funds and volunteer workers 
are being sought for the project, 
and organizations and in­
dividuals are urged to make 
donations or to help raise funds 
for the program. Officials 
stress that no matter how small 
or large a donation, the money 
will be greatly appreciated and 
put to good use.

Volunteers who have trained 
skills in physical education or 
special education, camp 
counselors, people interested in 
scouting and other physical 
alertness programs are urged

to volunteer their services for 
the project.

As head of the program, Miss 
Spradley who is a native of 
Tifton, attended Georgia 
College in Milledgeville and 
Georgia State University in 
Atlanta where she was among 
the first class of physical 
therapists graduated in 
Georgia.

Until her employment by the 
City of Valdosta, she was staff

Social Security
Medicare patients going to 

the hospital after 1972 will have 
to pay more before Medicare 
begins to cover the bill. The 
“deductible” rose from the 
present $68 to $72 a Medicare 
patient must pay for a hospital 
stay. The doctor bill part will 
continue the present premium 
of $5.80 monthly through June 
30, 1973. However, the patient 
will bear the first $60 of total 
doctor bills each year before 
Medicare begins to apply. The 
deductible in 1972 was $50.

Perhaps the most dramatic 
change in the Medicare 
provisions is the extension of 
Medicare protection to those 
who by next July first have been 
drawing disability benefits for 
as much as 24 months. 
Beginning on that date, as soon 
as a disabled claimant has been 
on the benefit rolls as much as 
24 full months, he or she will be 
qualified for both parts of 
Medicare, regardless of age. 
Until then only those 65 and 
over may qualify.-^r

The hospital coverage under 
Medicare - unlike the doctor 
bill part -- requires a certain 
number of Social Security work 
credits. Either the applicant 
must have these credits, or be 
the spouse or dependent parent 
of someone who does. Begin­
ning 1-1-73 even those with no 
work credits may qualify under 
this new law.

Under this provision, anyone

at age 65 without work credits, 
and not the spouse or dependent 
parent of someone who does 
have such credits, may enroll 
for the hospital part, paying a 
premium of $33 a month. Such 
enrolee will also be required to 
enroll for the doctor bill part 
which carries a premium at 
present of $5.80 a month. Both of 
these premiums undoubtedly 
will rise in the future as medical 
costs rise.

Another big change in the 
Medicare provisions eliminates 
a time requirement for 
enrollment. Through 1972 the 
law read that those who wait 
beyond three “open seasons” 
after their 65th birthday are 
permanently left out of 
Medicare’s doctor bill 
protection. “Open season” is 
the first three months of each 
new year. Beginning in 1973 this 
prohibition’ is eliminated. No 
matter how long ago a person 
reached age 64 and failed to 
enroll, they may enroll during 
any “open season”. Late 
enrollment does carry a penalty 
which is added to the premium. 
This penalty is. 10 per cent 
above the current premium for 
each 12 months since the time 
the person could have enrolled 
for the doctor bill protection. 
There is no time limit on 
enrolling for the hospital part of 
Medicare.

Agnew bucks
tough odds

Flouride Water Bill 
signed by Governor

Gov. Jimmy Carter recently signed into 
law a measure which brings fluoridated 

£ , water to incorporated communities 
| * throughout the state. The bill was signed 

during opening day ceremonies in the recent 
dental meetings held in Atlanta and attended 
by more than 1,000 dentists, and dental 
workers. '

Dentists of Georgia have worked toward 
the fluoridation program for more than four 
years through an education campaign of the 
GDA legislative committee. The President of 
GDA called the passage of the bill a 
“milestone for dental health in Georgia”.

Dentists praised the governor and the state 
। for “prudence and foresight in seeking to 
obtain the benefits” of fluoridated water. The 
bill requires the fluoridation of public water 
supplies in all Georgia municipalities as soon 
as state funds for the purpose is available. An 
appropriation of $400,000 in the budget takes 
effect July 1 to help cities purchase 

j fluoridation equipment and buy six months

worth of chemicals.
Cities can exempt themselves by 10 per 

cent of their registered voters calling for a 
referendum that rejects fluoridation. Georgia 
has become the eighth state to have man­
datory water fluoridation.

It is believed that soon a program of 
national health insurance will face the den­
tistry profession. The plan is inevitable, but 
so far all federal bills pertaining to the sub­
ject of medical care have disregarded the 
dentistry program.

It is known that nearly every one of our 200 
million population needs dental care; with 
only 40 per cent of them receiving any at all. 
The available dental care for everyone 
through a system of national health insurance 
presents a staggering challenge to us all. Our 
children and many older ones need this care 
which they can’t provide for themselves. 
Good teeth means so much for good health 
and “happy living”.

NEW YORK - “By 1969 the 
most serious rupture in the 
nation/’ writes White House 
adviser Patrick J. Buchanan 
in his just published work, 
“The New Majority,” “was 
not between Republicans and 
Democrats, but between the 
lower- and middle-class 
Democratic center and right, 
and its upper middle-class 
elite and left. ...”

Buchanan, in effect, con­
tends that American politics 
has undergone a profound 
change, one which has barely 
been perceived by the public 
and most politicians alike. It 
is a change from bread-and- 
butter economic issues to one 
involving class values. In the 
aftermath of the November, 
1972, Nixon landslide, this col­
umnist wrote that Sen. 
George McGovern’s crushing 
defeat was largely the result 
of a “class vote” that involved 
cultural more than political 
values.

Buchanan confirms that the 
Nixon campaign strategy for 
victory, which was, in Bu­
chanan’s words, “years not 
weeks in the making,” was in­
deed one that was fashioned 
along cultural lines.

“While the Nixon land­
slide,” he writes in his book, 
“was a victory of the man 
over McGovern, it was also a 
victory of ‘The New American 
Majority’ over ‘The New Poli­
tics,’ a victory of traditional

Connally, likV Mr. Nixon, is 
an upholder of traditional 
values. The President be­
lieves that the keystone to his 
1973 landslide victory over 
McGovern was a solid exposi­
tion of social as opposed to po­
litical conservatism. Mean­
ing, among other things, no 
amnesty for draft evaders, 
pro-capital punishment, and 
antiabortion stands. Appar­
ently the President believes 
someone like Connally can 
carry the GOP through an­
other tenure in the White 
House after 1976 because of 
his success in the 1972 cam­
paign in encouraging the de­
fection of millions of Demo­
crats to the GOP.

Speaker Smith went on to ask 
some interesting questions 
which surely made Maddox 
squirm in his seat. Who was 
holding up House Bill One (the 
tax reform bill)? Answer, the 
Senate. Where did the salary 
bill come from? Answer, the 
Senate. Who in 1967 had his 
administration spokesman 
stand up and offer a bill raising 
the governor’s salary from 
$17,500 to $45,000? The answer 
to that was Maddox also. So it 
appears now that Georgia 
politics are already taking 
shape and next year will be a 
most interesting one.

The odds are against Vice 
President Spiro T. Agnew 
ever becoming president. 
Aside from the matter of ca­
pability, which seldom has 
had much to do with selection 
of a candidate for our highest 
office, this is rather too bad.

But, it is a truth historical­
ly, politically, personally and 
perhaps practically — all de­
spite Agnew’s unswerving 
loyalty (so far) to Richard 
Nixon and to the Republican 
Party. It is an even more bit­
ter pill for him to swallow 
considering that the apparent 
favorite among the White 
House would-be kingmakers 
is the likely political turncoat, 
Democrat John Connally of 
Texas.

The odds that Agnew must 
overcome include these:

1. History. Not since 1836, in 
the election of Martin Van 
Buren, has a vice president 
moved from that office by 
election directly into the pres­
idency.

The most recent of those to 
fail were Hubert Humphrey 
and Mr. Nixon. Actually, only 
two vice presidents other than 
Van Buren were able to turn 
the trick, the others being 
John Adams and Thomas Jef­
ferson. The election ma­
chinery was different in 
Adams’ and Jefferson’s time 
and it was much easier for a 
vice president to make this fi­
nal successful move to the na­
tion’s highest office.

2. Political. For a vice pres­
ident to succeed in election to 
the presidency he must have 
the full support of the outgo­
ing president. Humphrey got 
very little help from retiring 
President Lyndon B. Johnson 
— and lost. The Nixon people 
often have blamed the luke­
warm support of outgoing 
President Dwight Eisenhower 
for their man’s defeat at the 
hands of young John F. Ken- 
nedy. Now, reports are fre­
quent that Agnew is on the 
White House “gray,” if not 
the black list.

Mr. Nixon has not been 
linked directly to anti-Agnew 
activity but, just as in the 
“Watergate caper,” some of 
his top aides are reported to 
be behaving with the same 
hostility to Agnew as to others 
in government who have dis­
pleased them. There even is a 
wild group called “Citizens 
for Nixon ’76” which is plan­
ning a campaign to nullify the 
22nd Amendment limiting a 
president to two terms. This 
move will get nowhere and the 
White House says nobody 
there “knows a damn thing 
about that group.” But, it does 
show that many factors are 
combining to deny Agnew 
what he and the more con­
servative Republicans think 
he richly deserves—the pres­
idency.

3. Personal. Agnew comes 
out in small group semi-pri- 
vate discussions much better 
than he does in his public 
speeches denouncing certain 
newsmen, newspapers, Viet­
nam deserters and others who 
plague the administration.

I had the enlightening op­
portunity to spend every day 
of 14 consecutive days with 
the vice president and, re­
gardless of differences re­
garding his tone of rhetoric, 
harshness of language and 
lack of verbal restraint, he 
came through as a man of 
much more intellectual depth 
than is apparent in his public 
utterances. Thus, his public 
image is not Ms greatest 
asset. Neither does his choice 
of Frank Sinatra as a close 
personal friend do him any 
good. Sinatra does not set well 
with the heart of Agnew’s con­
stituency — the great Repub­
lican Midwest. However, the 
vice president, in an approach 
typical of many of his actions, 
talks tough: “I’m not about to 
let any rumors interfere with 
my right to select my own 
friends. ... This is simply 
what you might call peripher­
al gossip that comes out of the 
lower echelons of the White 
House staff, who really are 
not informed on what is going 
on.” Courageous words, yes, 
but is Agnew burning bridges 
of ambition behind him?

4. Practical. With Mr. Nixon

tion and elementary-secon­
dary education works to their 
mutual disadvantage. Sixty- 
five per cent do not believe in 
keeping pupils who cannot do 
the work in the same grade or 
subject until they master the 
material. To put it another 
way, they support mandatory 
promotion. Fifty-two per cent 
oppose teacher strikes for fo­
cusing attention on “inade­
quate” financial support.

While those polled support 
equalization of education 
funds within and among 
states, 80 per cent said once a 
basic program has been guar­
anteed, local districts “should 
be allowed to spend additional

locally raised funds for pro­
gram expansion to whatever 
extent they wish.”

Polls such as this clearly 
show that the credibility gap 
between the public and those 
granted a monopoly to “edu­
cate” its young gets wider all 
the time. They cast grave 
doubts on the sincerity of 
widely publicized efforts to 
close the gap.

Tips for Homemakers
By Ted Phelps, Home Economist

You and Your Garbage
Did you know that the 

average American throws away 
from five to seven pounds of 
solid waste each day? That’s 
over a ton a year - and the 
amount is increasing, ac­
cording to the U.S. Department 
of Agriculture.

What can we in Lowndes 
County do? This oft-posed 
question on the environmental 
problems may be answered in 
part by active participation of 
all concerned county citizens. 
USDA offices in 3,000 com­
munities are offering 
assistance on local en­
vironmental projects.

Trash and junk removal is 
one area of concern. Sanitary 
landfill is one answer. Before 
and after clean-up pictures are 
among the most effective 
means of communicating this 
type of problem to the general 
public.

How often do you consider the 
problems caused by the amount 
of non-edible products such as 
corn husks, outer lettuce leaves 
and celery stalks?

Ways to help the ecological 
state of the nation are virtually 
unlimited -- why not find a way 
to help in Lowndes County? You 
can help. Write for the free 
pamphlets on Environmental 
Thrust, USDA, Washington, D.

Nature’s Noise Buffer
And while we’re on the 

subject of ecology and en­
vironment, take away the 
blinder, remove your earmuffs 
and do something about noise, 
which is becoming more of a 
polluter each day.

The answer is, according to 
Nelson Brightwell, head of the 
University Extension Forestry 
Department, plant trees. These 
leafy structures are one of 
nature’s best ways of making 
your environment more

pleasant.
Trees will also effectively 

moderate wind and tem­
perature and reduce and in­
fluence what these two factors 
might have on the transmission 
of sound. If the source of sound 
is made invisible, the sound will 
not seem so harsh to the ear. 
Trees can even be planted to 
screen or camouflage noisy 
neighbors.

A Real Pickle
To make a true cucumber 

pickle, the cucumbers must be 
cured in a ten percent salt 
brine. This is a very simple 
procedure. Just remember to 
use a recommended variety, 
harvest slightly immature, sort 
for size, wash carefully, weigh 
cucumbers and place them in a 
ten percent brine quickly after 
harvesting. Do not use table 
salt. Buy granulated flake or 
medium salt at a farm supply 
store.

Be sure to maintain a ten 
percent solution. A brine in 
which a fresh egg barely floats 
is a correct mixture. Keep 
scrum dipped off and be sure 
the brine covers cucumbers at 
all times. Once they are cured, 
cover the cucumbers with a 
layer of melted paraffin to keep 
air out. They may be kept up to 
two years before being made 
into pickles.

To make pickles, follow 
directions for soaking out ex­
cessive salt and firm the 
product. Then it is ready for the 
addition of vinegar, sugar, and 
spices.

Tragedy after a war

‘Would you love me if...’

LOS ANGELES, Calif. — 
“Would you still love me if I 
didn't have any arms or 
legs?” Noble Craig asked his 
wife the night before he was 
shipped to Vietnam in 1969.

“Roll over and go to sleep,” 
his wife, Sally, replied.

But for Sgt. Noble Craig, 
United States Army, fate held 
an answer to the tragic ques­
tion.

On his 12th day in the battle- 
torn country, Craig took his 
last step in Vietnam, and his 
last step without help for the 
rest of his life.

While looking for a place to 
rest after a long, hot combat 
march, Nobel’s right foot 
came down squarely on a 
buried American artillery 
shell — a booby trap with, 
enough explosive force to 
destroy a small building or 
knock out an enemy tank.

“Dear Mrs. Craig: We are 
sorry to inform you that your 
husband, Sgt. Nobel Craig, 
has been seriously wounded in 
Vietnam ...,” read the tele­
gram.

“Nobody came to the door 
— only a telegram,” she said.

But the extent of Nobel’s in­
juries could not be realized 
from the impersonal wording 
of the Defense Department 
form letter.

Noble’s last step cost him 
the loss of both legs, his right 
arm, hearing in his right ear 
and most of the sight in his 
right eye.

Noble says he prepared for 
his tragedy. He even says he 
saw it coming.

Speaking from the living 
room of his home here, Noble 
traces the uncanny chain of 
events that led up to that day 
in Vietnam, and the trials of 
readjustment he and Sally 
and their 4-year-old son, 
Robby, have had to live 
through. x

“I’m sure I have ESP or 
something,” he says. “I knew 
I was going to get hurt in Viet­
nam.

“I even took the precaution 
to make sure my father was 
notified first in the event of 
my injury.”

Noble stood 6 feet, 2 inches 
tall and weighed 205 pounds 
when he was drafted May 3, 
1967, and sent to Vietnam in 
April, 1969.

“The night before he was to 
leave for Vietnam, Noble was 
mumbling in his sleep, and 
rolled over and asked me if I 
would love him if he had no 
arms or legs,” Sally said.

“I just told him not to be ri­
diculous and to go to sleep.

“He’s always doing that to 
me,” she said. “I’ll be think­
ing of something to tell Noble, 
and he will be up doing it be­
fore I can ask him. Somehow 
he always knows what I’m 
thinking.”

Noble married Sally, his 
high school girl friend, a few 
months after she graduated in 
1968.

“I knew I was going to get 
hurt badly, so I had to have a 
reason to return,” Noble says 
of his Vietnam tour.

Before he was shipped to a 
war he didn’t ask for or sup­
port, Sally gave birth to 
Robby (short for Robert).

“Robby was only 2 months 
old when his father left,” 
Sally said. “He didn’t know at 
the time what was happening, 
but just recently he is begin­
ning to understand.”

Recently, while driving 
with Noble in his specially 
equipped car, Robby whis­
pered to his mother, “Mom, 
daddy doesn’t have any arms 
or legs, does he?”

Sally replied, “No, he 
doesn’t.” And in a low voice, 
Robby said, “Let’s not tell 
him.”

“He really loves his dad and 
wants to protect him,” Sally 
said.

Noble’s spirits are high. 
There’s even a look in his eye 
and a firmness in his hand­
shake that tells you not to 
worry, everything’s going to 
be all right. And everything 
seems to be.

“That’s the way it is with

Noble,” Sally says. “Even the 
first day I saw him at Letter­
man’s Hospital in San Fran­
cisco, all he could do was form 
a small smile with his frac­
tured jaw and wired teeth and 
say, “Don’t worry, honey, ev­
erything is going to be all 
right.”

Two nights a week he’s at 
woodshop at a nearby high 
school. Besides building 
lamps, chairs and chess ta­
bles, Noble has paneled the 
inside of his home.

He scoots around on a 
padded cushion on four small 
wheels, pushing himself with 
his artificial right arm.

“He has artificial legs, but 
refuses to use them,” Sally 
says.

Noble is a hot-rod buff. He 
works on his own car, which is 
rigged for racing.

Noble says he is a good 
driver, and he was upset when 
the insurance company tried 
to charge him $2,000 for auto­
mobile coverage.

“I’ve been driving for six 
years, and I haven’t gotten a 
ticket yet,” Noble says.

I had the meanest mother in the world and I want 
everyone to know just how mean she was. While other kids 
ate candy for breakfast I had to have cereal, eggs and toast. 
It was the same way at lunch and supper. We never seemed 
to get what we wanted, we always had to eat that silly 
“grown up” food.

And you know, you’d think we lived in a chain gang. My 
mother always insisted on knowing where I was going and 
when I would return. There was none of this “I’ll see you 
sometime tonight” with her. And if I said I’d be home at 
eleven, you’d better bet your “BP” I was home or had 
called and told her why I couldn’t get back on time. And I’m 
ashamed to admit it but she didn’t mind taking the hickory 
to me, even after I was over 12, if I disobeyed. Looks like 
parents would learn a little of the modern psychology that a 
needed whipping would make a child emotionally un­
balanced. But my mother didn’t know that, so when we 
needed discipline she didn’t have any better sense than to 
give it.

And another thing; I couldn’t sleep until thirty minutes 
before school time like most kids. No, I was up at 5 a.m. 
delivering the paper. And when I got home I often had to 
milk or get in wood for the day before I had breakfast and 
went to school. My mother was so mean I couldn’t even play 
ball in the afternoon. No sir! I had to work in a grocery 
store until dark and then come home and do my “night 
work” before supper. Of course, I blamed my bad school 
grades on all the work she made me do.

And I almost forgot; while most of my friends were dating 
at the mature age of 12 and 13, my old-fashioned mother 
wouldn’t even let me see a girl until I was about 15, and that 
had to be at the church. Boy, was she a “bug” about church. 
We went and went and went. I used to think she and the 
preacher had formed some kind of a scheme to keep me in 
“the straight and narrow.”

My mother was a complete flop. None of her eight 
children have ever been arrested, or divorced, or even beat 
their mate. Each of her five boys served in the armed 
forces during WWII. She made us work so hard that most of 
us worked our way right on through college. The others 
would have but they got married instead. I just can’t un­
derstand why we never got to march in a protest parade,' 
take part in a riot, or burn our draft cards. We missed a lot 
by having such a mean mother because she forced into us 
all her good virtues. But today, I am trying to raise my 
children just as mean as she did us. I don’t guess I know any 
better. And for some reason if my children ever call me 
“mean” I’ll thank God - because you see, He gave me the 
‘‘meanest” mother in the world. And I love her for it!

THE FORBIDDEN CITY; 
by Roderick MacFarquhar; 
Newsweek Books; 172 pages; 
$10.

As might be expected with 
the opening of formerly for- 
bidden Red China, authors 
with varying qualifications 
are rushing into print with 
books on the giant of Asian 
communism.

Roderick MacFarquhar is 
truly an “old China hand” and 
perhaps this gives his “The 
Forbidden City” a bit more 
attraction for readers either 
expert or naive on the nation 
President Nixon cracked for 
visitors from abroad.

MacFarquhar does far 
more than discuss the relics of 
the Forbidden City although 
he does provide 150 pictures of 
various ancient pieces and 
places.

In somewhat over 40,000 
words he goes deeply into the 
development of Chinese civili­
zation, from the fcublai Khan 
days of 1274 to the 20th Cen­
tury. In his writing he calls on 
long experience as an editor 
of China Quarterly and other

research into contemporary 
Chinese history.

He points out that today the 
term Forbidden City is a mis­
nomer, for there is very little 
in Peking that is not as open to 
the public as the palace muse­
um. However, for the unin­
formed, he writes a highly in­
teresting and descriptive sec­
tion on the Dragon Pavement 
houses, plus detailed informa­
tion on the former Imperial 
Ancestral Temple, now 
dubbed by the Reds as the 
People’s Palace of Culture. It 
includes theaters, sports 
arenas and other recreational 
facilities — some of which are 
depicted in vivid color.

Color photos (one-third of 
the 150 illustrations are in 
color) include delicately 
tinted scrolls, pottery and a 
number of diagrams, maps 
and charts.
