It is applicable 
to married couples having a long and secure relation­
ship and who have made the decision to not to have 
more children. The one disadvantage of a vasectomy is 
its irreversible nature.
The adv antage of the condom is that of aiding in the 

prevention of venereal diseases. It is only 80 percent 
effective when used due to tears and leakage.

Withdrawal, because it interrupts t^e sex act, is the 
most difficult and most llustrating method to use. It is 
the least effective because of its difficulty to apply, no 
matter how good the intentions are of the male partner, 
and because the pre-ejaculatory fluid may contain 
sperm.
Scientists hope one day to develop a reliable birth 

control method applicable to the male and remove the 
role of responsiblity from the woman. Until then, you 
will have to accept the methods as well as their 
advantages and disadvantages that are available to the 
cautious woman.

Weicker (R-Ct) and edward 
Kennedy (D-Ma)--earned re-e 
lection this year.

Hey kids, guess what time it is? It’s new visitation 

time! You know what that means? It's time to revise 
and restructure the visitation policies so democratically 
voted on in September. It’s time to give up the student 
identification card to a perfect stranger in exchange for 
a "visitation pass." It s time somebody got the show 
on the road and devised a plan to end the New 
Visitation Woes.

I realize my part as an individual can be easily stifled 
by management, but I wish to share an incident that 
occurred to me since the enstatement of the new 
visitation procedure.

Like many, 1 was quick to note the many complications 
the new regulations would bring. So, 1 took it upon 
myself to protect my rights as a student. The following 
is a copy of a statement I wrote and presented to the 
desk worker the first day I was forced to give up my 
I.D. for a visitation pass.

Duc to the new visitation policy’s contradiction of 
terminoiogy as found on page thirty-seven of the 1983 
Valdosta State College Bulletin, "Each student is 
responsible for controlling his own I.D. card,” I, the 
holder of said 1.1). card ask that the following statement 
lie read, signed, and dated.
I, the undersigned, do hereby claim all responsibility 

for the party’• identification card which I have obtained

in return for a good or service.
I shall be responsible for theft, damage, loss, or 

nasusc of the I.D. card and will make restitution of few 
appropriated for a new identification card if deemed 
necessary.

Upon presentation of my letter, the desk worker went 
into a frenzy, exclaimed, “I ain’t gonna sign nothing," 
and notified the Head Resident. After scanning the 
paper 1 was informed by the Head Resident that since I 
was not sent by the Administration I could not ask 
anyone to sign my statement. In turn 1 explained the 
piece of paper was merely a personal receipt that 
someone at the desk had taken my I.D. card and was 
willing to make amends if my card was lost or stolen.
The Head Resident was quick with his reply: "There 

is no way that could happen. When no one is at the 
desk, the file is locked up and nobody can get to it. It's 
impossible for anything to happen to your card." Now 
1 don’t know about you, but after those words of 
reassurance 1 was content to disregard my efforts 
because 1 knew that Resident cared about my I.D. card.

We now return one week later to the same dorm. I 
exchanged my identification for the required pass and 
went on my merry way. Upon my departure a mere 
twenty minutes later I approached the desk only to be 
greeted by a note that the desk worker would be bad 
in a half hour. And guess what? The file box was not
