When we cannot wark our Full Moons at the same
time as the actual astrological event, we genevally work
the evening before the Full Moon so as to be working at
the height of the Moon’s waxing energy.

Ritual times may vary. Local Communities
provide their own schedules. If you cannot work




at the Full Moon or on the observed evening, we
recommend when possible working with the
waxing energies.

School. Your solitary work Is encouraged.
