The Marshall Scholarship Scheme, a
British gesture of appreciation for Mar-
shall Aid, was announced in May of 19535,
It provided for 12 U. S. scholars, to be
sclected annually from four regions in
this country (and including the territorics
of Hawaii, Alaska and Puecrto Rico). to
study at British Universities for periods of
two, and sometimes three, Years.

Candidates may be of cither sex, marri-
cd or single, but must be under 28 years
of age and holders of a first degree
signifying at least three years of college.
Sclection is on the basis of both intellect
and character.

Ecch scholarship is valued at around
$1,540 a year, tax free which is esti-
mated to be ample for student life in
Britain. However, this amount may be
increcased at certain universitiecs where
the cost of living is higher, and married
men reccive an additional grant.

Five-member committees from each of
the four U. S. regions — Middle West,
North East, Southerm and Pacific — are
headed by the local British Consul-Gene-
ral. When regional selection are made
they are forwarded to Washington to the
Advisory Council of distinguished persons
appointed to assist the British Ambassa-
dor make final sclections.

These in turn are forwarded to London
for approval by the Commission, Chair-
man of which is the Rt. Hon. Sir Oliver
Franks, former Bristish Ambassador to
the UL S.

Winners are anncunced in.the spring;
scholarships are taken up the following
October.

Executive Skills

Broadened Cirriculm
To Re Offered in
Business Adminstration

According to Noah Langdale, Jr. an
improved and broadened curriculum in
the various ficlds of Business Adminstra-
tion will be offered at VSC in 1956. New
courses in this curriculum will be Corp-
oration Finance, Tax Accounting, Money
and Banking. and Business Law.

This attempt to improve general busi-
ness and accounting courses, along with
secretarial science, represents a united
cffort by this institution to provide ade-
(uate training for business in which ex-
ccutive skills are developed and perfect-
ed. To accomplish this, a “Core Curri-
culum” of subjects exists in cummunity
between the accounting major and busi-
ness adminstration major.

The objective of the above and other
allied courses is to develop, upon the
freshman and sophomore basis of all
around education, final two year profes-
sionalization of such students. Among the
important features of the new program
is the objective of helping students ac-
quire and polish those skills which he or
she will be able to “market” in the fur-
therance of a career.

Among new courses offered to imple-
ment this program three additions will
be found in curriculum; Personnel Man-
agement; Corporation finance; and In-
vestment Management. The first of these
offerings emphasizes analysis and func-
tionalization of jobs. channels of com-
munications and command, selection and
training of associates, e¢te. The second
clarifiecs the corporation balance sheet,
analyzes the capital structure, and under-
takes a through exposition of the orgina-
tion and completion of corporate business.
Investiment Management is designed spec-
ifically to compare various media of capi-

tal accretion including life insurance,
