Last September, when Americans were being 
evacuated, your husband worked day and night, seeing 
personally and giving invaluable advice and assistance 
to thousands of our citizens. In that emergency he 
ke'pt me reliably and completely informed of hourly 
changing conditions. All of us recognized his worth 
and are proud, as you must be, of his fine record of 
achievement.
