Advisory Committee Meets 
To Prevent Student Riots

The Board of Regents of the 
University System of Georgia 
has approved a statement con­
cerning the disruptions that have 
been ravaging many of Ameri­
ca’s major university and col­
lege campuses in the past few 
months.

The Board of Regents is the 
governing body for twenty-six 
Georgia colleges and univer­
sities, of which Valdosta State 
College is a member.

Immediately following the an­
nouncement, Valdosta State Col­
lege’s President, Dr. S, Walter 
Martin decided to throw a long- 
range plan for organizing a stu­
dent advisory committee to the 
president intoapresent-dayplan. 
He sent notices to all VSC or-

ganization presidents askiig 
them to meet with him in the Col­
lege Union on Wednesday night, 
October 9, for an organizational 
meeting.

On hand for the meeting were 
representatives from about thirty 
organizations on campus. Dr. 
Martin informally talked on the 
purpose of the group, which would 
meet once a month at a pre­
determined time.

Dr. Martin said that the pur­
pose of the group would be to 
bring up the problems on camp­
us concerning the students, fol­
lowed by a discussion as to how 
the problems might be solved.

The statement of the Board of 
Regents “stipulates that any stu­
dent, faculty member, adminis­
trator, or employee, acting in-

dividually or in concert with 
others, who clearly obstructs 
or disrupts, or attempts to ob­
struct or disrupt any teaching, 
research, administrative, dlsci-

plinary or public service activity, 
or any other activity authorized 
to be discharged or held on any

Following the Pound Hall lec­
ture, Mr. Lomax met for a dis­
cussion period with faculty and 
selected students of history and 
political science.

Mr. Lomax commented on 
California, saying that itismov - 
ing toward the liberal center; it 
is a popular and growing state, 
in addition to being a sophis- 
cated political state.

After his comments concern­
ing California, the discussion 
focused its attention on race re­
lations.

Mr. Lomax stated, “On most 
college campuses, Negro stu­
dents are forming their own or­
ganizations. They have attained 
a defensive attitude which can 
only be broken when the indivi­
dual himself is ready for such 
a change.” He also feels that 
too much is expected of the Ne­
gro, that he has to go through 
“a period of change, if for no 
other reason than that men drawn 
to the ghetto have an identity 
problem.”

Board Policy Needs Change
Are you a student who goes home every Friday 

afternoon and returns Sunday night?
Do you have a part-time job after chool, 

so that you must eat suptier off-campus?
Are you one of those citizens who does not 

like the Earl of Sandwich's invention of cold 
meat between two slabs of bread?

Did the scheduling of your classes limit you 
to 15 minutes between classes to eat lunch?

Or do you reason, “Since I don’t have a class 
until 10:10, why should I get up at 8:00 to eat 
breakfast. I’ll grab a cup of coffee in the Student 
Union before class.’’

If you are one of the types above, as dorm 
residents you are losing money.

Dorm residents are required to pay S120 
dollars each quarter for board, even if they 
don’t eat their share of the meals here.

Students should have the choice of paying for

the entire quarter’s meals, of paying each week 
in advance for the meals he thinks he’ll eat, 
or of paying for each meal when he eats.

The cafeteria has many problems to over­
come besides meal tickets, such as flnsing 
twenty different ways to disguise chicken.

With meal tickets, the cafeteria would not 
know the quantity of food to prepare, since 
different amounts of students would eat at each 
meal on different days. Students also get a bar­
gain in these meals: the price is low per meal 
IF the student eats all his meals there.

However, for the student who does not eat 
all his meals there, the system of meal tickets 
or credit slips would be more economical.

Thus, students who take their dates out for 
supper or who decide that they don’t want to 
eat chicken the fourth day in a row will be able 
to afford to go elsewhere to enjoy their meals.

Three-Party Elections 
Stimulates Our Democracy

As the presidential campaign draws closer, 
many voters are still undecided about who they 
will vote for in November. Most of them are 
confused by the three-party presidential race. 
With the usual Democratic and Republican candi­
date, the choice was somewhate easier for all 
the person had to do was flip a coin and vote.

But with the addition of the Party’s candidate, 
the task becomes more difficult There are no 
three sided coins. The result is that one must 
now choose two out of the three candidates 
and, from these two, flip the coin to select a 
man to support

With the usual two-party system, the voter 
selected a candidate from a list of qualifica­
tions which was followed by the voting. For 
example the list contained the candidate’s ex­
perience in a public office. This set-up re­
presented the American way of life in which 
each person is allowed to vote for the candidate 
of his choice

To some people the right to vote ended at 
this point, but to others, who valued the right 
to vote as a privilege and a honor, it had been 
a test of intelligence that they would not soon 
forget

For these people, picking a candidate for pre­
sident was not as simple as choosing the can­

didate with the most experience. They were in­
terested not in the quantity, but in the quality 
of the years spent in the public office. Was he 
productive? How did he vote on the issues 
that the voter thought were important? Was he 
liked and well thought of by people he met as 
well as by his associates?

What these voters were interested in concern­
ed the candidates character. What was his char­
acter like? These American voters knew that 
without quality, quantity was no good. From the 
research into the candidates qualifications, these 
voters learned much that would affect the can­
didates, as well as themselves.

To these voters, the Independent Party does 
not throw them into a state of contusion, but 
adds to the benfits received from the selection 
of a wisely chosen candidate. For they realize 
that a two party system is a fair deal in de- 
mveracy, so that the three party system makes the 
deal more fair with a greater push toward 
“perfect democracy.’’ To each of these voters, 
America owes its life.

To some voters the three party system will 
mean only another choice, but to the American 
voter it should mean a challenge and a stronger 
America. As long as there are American voters 
who care about America’s government, there 
will be an America.

The South’s Today Is Post
We Southerners are a funny people. In no other 

region of the United States will one find the hos­
tility toward the Federal government that exists 
here—yet no other region has benefited so much 
from the activities ofthatgovernment. This para­
dox is probably due to the fact that most South­
erners know so little about their past.

In spite of the flood of books devoted to Southern 
history, far too many people still believe the 
magnolia-mint julep myth of an Old South in which 
cultured whites and happy darkies lived peace- 
until they were disturbed by the jealous Yan­
kees.

These people are not aware of the fact that 
the Old South was not a decent place in which 
to live. It was a land of fear, ignorance, poverty 
and repression, controlled by a small band of 
men who were so unsure of themselves that 
they resorted to aH means of violence to silence 
critics who dared express an unorthodox idea 
on race or religion.

This same pattern continued in die years after 
the Civil War as Southern politicians used the 
race issue to separate poor whites from poor 
blacks. Thus the common people of the South 
could not solve the great problems facing them— 
ignorance, poverty, disease.

Present-day Southerners have forgotten the 
period from 1890 to the present. They do not 
like to be reminded of the fact that in 1914 
an estimated 30 per cent of Southern children
were afflicted with hookworm. Millions more» 
su fered from maleria, pellagra, or other disease.

et, when President Harding suggested that J 
the Federal government make a study of pellagra 
m the South, he was roundly criticized by the 
region’s spokesman—include the solons of the * 

Georgia Legislature.
The last forty years have seen many improve­

ments in Southern life. Federal projects sh* 
as 7VA, roads, airports, schools and health (l 
centers have done much to brir® relative pros- 
Perity to the region. The Southern people today 
are far better off than they were in the years j 
before the New Deal. 1

Americans are very friendly, 
and are “always willing to an­
swer our questions or help us 
with strange words.”

Bronwyn, Marielle, and Leena 
are foreign exchange students 
to the VSC campus this year, 
sponsored by Rotary Clubs in 
various towns in South Georgia.
“It’s amazing how little Amer­

icans know about other coun­
tries, “they exclaimed. Some 
people have asked Bronwyn to 
say something in her native lang­
uage. “They can’t believe that 
we speak English in Australia. 
We are known as Australians, 
but we are British citizens,” 
she explained.

Concerning questions she is 
asked about Finland, Leena said, 
“Nobody knows where it Is! Some 
have asked me if it is located 
in Southern Europe. They do 
not know that Finland borders 
Russia.”

Marielle Bigurdan, a secre­
tarial science major from Lyon, 
France, has studied two years 
at a French university and one 
year at a secretarial school.

Marielle said that there were 
student strikes and demonstra­
tions in Lyon, just as in Paris, 
but that she did not take part 
in them as she was no longer 
a university student.

Marielle enjoys doing "any­
thin which is interesting” and 
especially likes going to the 
theatre and to movies.

“Here you must have a date 
to go anywhere,” Marielle said 
as she explained the differences 

in the dating customs here and 
in France. “In France many of 
us, fifteen or twenty, will go to 
a movie or a restaurant togeth­
er.”

More Masculine
“American boys seem more 

indifferent to their clothes and 
hair than French boys,” accord­
ing to Marielle, but she added, 
“Boys here are more mascu­
line looking and acting than those 
in France.”

Southerners have a reputation 
for being very easygoing, but 
Browny Clarke feels that peo­
ple here are less easygoing and 
more emotional than people in 
Brisbane, Australia, her home.

Social Work

Bronwyn plans on being a 
speech therapist after gradua­
tion from college and hopes to 
work with emotionally disturbed 
or retarded children.

Bronwyn loves the theatre, 
all water sports, and talking to 
people. She does not mind an­
swering questions about her 
country, and laughed when she 

said, "Yes, we really do have 
kangeroos and koalo bears in 
Australia."

Leena Koivisto comes from 
Finland, the land of 60,000 lakes. 
Leena makes very unusual use of 
these lakes. In winter when the 
lakes are frozen, she racescars 
on the ice.

“I am not the monster racer 
of Finland,” she laughs. How­
ever, Leena did win all of the 
races in her division last year 
in women’s competition.

Leena is a biology major 
but is undecided as to what she 
wiU do after college. “I do not 
think I will teach,” she said.

Leena loves studying lang­
uages, and in addition to her 
native Finnish, she speaks 
German, Swedish and English. 
She is taking her first course 
in French this quarter.

“It is very cold in Finland 
now, and I am not used to such 
hot weather,” said Leena.

All of the girls agree that 
the standard of living in 
America is, on the whole, much 
higher than in their own coun­
tries.

“Only one family in four in 
Finland has a television set,” 
commened Leena.

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VSC Junior Speaks Rev. Clark to Speak
At NAACP Chapter

Kathy Aamio, a junior here at 
Valdosta State College was invit­
ed to speak at a recent meeting 
of the NAACP chapter in Val­
dosta. Miss Aamio was invited 
by the president of the chap­
ter, Rev. W. H. Brown during 
a visit to his home.

Miss Aarnio is majoring in 
English with a 4.0 average. »e 
previously attended Cornell.

She wrote a letter to the edi­
tor of the Valdosta Daily Times 
in response to a previous one. 
Rev. Brown read her letter and 
was quite pleased that someone 
in the white community respond­
ed in such a manner.

Miss Aamio*s subject was en­
titled "A Way Up.” She replied, 
"By this I mean the process of 
getting rid of apathy, and that 
all the people should organize 
themselves and work at this.”

Many interesting points were 
made in Miss Aamio* s speech, 
but her suggestions as to how we 
can improve race relations in 
Valdosta are most important and 
concern all citizens.

She believes that the NAACP 
would be the logical institution 
through which to organize. “I 
cannot over-emphasize the im­
portance of organization - with­
out it nothing can be done. One 
very important task is to form 
a centralized voters league, 
which would register every Negro 
voter to form a voting block.

She further explained that 
a committee could be fronted

to help establish better relations 
and communication between the 
Negroes and co-operative whites 
in this community. A committee 
could be formed to institute con­
sumer education and a committee 
to help provide suggestions on 
how to better our educational sys­
tem here.

Miss Aamio stated, ‘‘We must 
make Valdosta aware of problems 
and deficiencies, and do some - 
thing about correcting them. One 
very important thing to remem­
ber is that we must develop self-' 
confidence and pride within ou- 
confidence and pride within our­
selves. We must know that we 
are doing our best and that we 
are the best we can be as indi­
viduals.”

"We must never allow our­
selves to become apathetic. No­
thing is ever as good as it could 
be, and we must constantly strive 
to close the gap between what is

Cent, from page I 
campus of the University Sys­
tem of Georgia is considered by 
the Board to have committed an 
act of gross irresponsiblity and 
shall be subject to disciplinary 
procedures, possibly resulting 
in dismessal or termination' of 
employment.”

The Board added that the state­
ment "does not change or in any­
way infringe upon the Board’s 
existing policies and practices 
in support of freedom of ex­
pression and action. Rather, it 
is considered necessary to com­
bat the ultimate effect of irres­
ponsible, disruptive and obstruc­
tive actions by students and fa­
culty which tend to destroy aca­
demic freedom and the institu­
tional structures through which it 
operates.”
