numerated rules, two of

which have been in effect in past sessions, and two new rules

that carry sharp overtones.
NEW RULES

Rule two, of the new additions,
carries the strongest emphasis. 1t
states that all absences on Friday's
and Monday’s. and all preceding
and following vacations, will count
as double cuts.

Rule four provides for a so-
called “pink sheet” that will en-
able instructors and advisors to
keep closer checks on students.
Under this plan, students with
cxcessive cuts will be a pink sheet
sent to their advisor by their in-
structor. The advisor will talk to
the student and then will send
certain recommendations back to
the instructor. If, however, the
student continucs to miss class the
pink sheet will go to the respec-
