Supporting the idea of overhead 
crossing facilities on Oak Street, 
he believes that security or town 
policeman should be placed on 
the street to provide safe cross­
ing areas from the parking lot.

Jeff opposes an increase in the 
student activities fees unless it 
benefits all students. He also 
holds that a published account 
of all monies allocated to and 
spent by the SGA should be pro­
vided.

”The only solution to student 
evacuation of the campus is more 
emphasis on weekend activities,” 
he said, “and to encourage and 
present more weekend events.”

“We need to publicize these 
events more ftilly in advance,” 
he added.

Jeff, a sophomore an junior 
boys’ representative, believes 
that one of the “main things to 
be done next year is to standar­
dize dorm regulations, making 
the rules consistent and with si­
milar enforcements.” He also 
believes that female students 
should have an extra portion of 
time allowed after curfew.

After the limits is reached, 
however, the girl would have to 
attend court every other time she 
is late.

“The men’s dorms,” he con­
tinued, “should be composed of 
conscientious students who keep 
the residence hall quiet and ap­
propriate for study.”

“This year,” he added, “this 
attitude has been almost non­
existent, and I feel that stricter 
measurers should be taken 

against offenders.”
“When the residence halls 

here at VSC become co-ed,” he 
said, “I believe that the men will 
act more mature and will not pull 
fire alarms, overturn fire extin- 
quishers, and will require less 
discinlinery action.”

present at all SGA meetings and 
publish the activities, Jeff feels 
that this will encourage more stu­
dent participation. “If the stu­
dents know what the Student Gov­
ernment Association is doing, 
then maybe they will get involved 
in these activities,” he explain­
ed.

He also believes that the bud­
gets of all enterprises and fee- 
supported programs should be 
published.

Supporting the junior-year- 
abroad programs at other insti­
tutions, Jeff feels that VSC stu­
dents should be able to go to a 
European college or university 
and receive credit for the course 
they take overseas.

Instead of promising unattion- 
able objectives during his cam­
paign, Jeff states, “I promise 
that I will look at all suggestions 
and recommendations from any­
one or any organization with 
an open mind, and that I will 
present them to the students, 
SGA, and administration.'

Howell Campaigns For Court Revision
A junior from Lakeland and 

majoring in pre-med, Charlie 
Howell is one of three students 
contending for the position of 
SGA president.

Focusing on the court system, 
Charlie believes that “the stu­
dent court system at VSC needs 
to be greatly revised, because 
many of the dorms have an in­
effective or inefficient court.”

’•Some of the dorm courts 
seem to be run by the house 
directors, and I believe that it 
should be run by a court mem­
ber,” he continued.

“The residence hall courts 
are created by the Student Court, 
and I believe that every dorm 
court session should be reported 
to the Student Court,” he added.

He further advocates that only 
SGA rules should be used in 
the residence halls. If new laws 
are needed in a dorm, they will 
then be approved by the SGA and 
followed in all the residence 

halls, creating a uniform code 
for all dorm courts to follow.

A transfer student from Mackey 
Junior College, Charlie also 
holds that “all court members 
should meet certain qualifica­
tions, such as a 2.0 grade av­
erage, and should attend a clinic 
on court procedures and rules 
before filling the post.”
“Concerned students,” he add­

ed, “should make up the courts, 
“and only concerned students 
should become justices.”

“With a co-educational resi­
dence hall,” he continued, “dis­
cipline problems decrease when 
a co-ed court rules.”

Advising a revision of the 
Student Code of Ethics, Charlie 
says, “there are rules affecting 
only fraternities, and there 
should be included in a strong 
Inter-Fraternity Council.” Oth­
er rules exist that have never 
been enforced and which are su- 
perfilous. A streamlining of the 

code needs to be undertaken.
Concerning the student act­

ivities fees, Charlie believes that 
a student referendum should be 
voted on by the students, allow­
ing the students to determine 
whether or not the fees be rais­
ed.”
If the proposal is accepted by 
the student body, then it would 
be sent to President S.W. Martin 
and the Board of Regents for fi­
nal approval.

“I believe that such organi­
zations as the ACS and other 
active groups are the answer to 
student apathy,” he stated. 
“More interest in student act­
ivities and organizations will 
abolish apathy and create strong­
er organizations.”

“This year we will have a 
larger SGA and will involve more 
students. College students want 
more responsibility and more 
freedom, and the best way to 

obtain these is to actively 
work,” he continued.

“Athletic funds should not be 
cut,” Charlie said, “because 
VSC is known for its basketball 
and baseball teams. We attract 
students with our excellent 
teams and gain publicity for the 
school.”

I want to urge every student 
to vote,” he concluded, “be­
cause we need more than 800 
out of 2400 students voting in 
order to have an effective rep­
resentation.”

“If we have a majority of 
students voting, they will select 
the candidates the entire school 
wants.”

Familiar with the student gov­
ernment and its problems, he
has been secretary of the VSc 
student government, a justice 
of the student court, and had

Gosier Promises New Style Of Leadership

Clarence Gosier

Clarence Gosier, a sophomore 
majoring in physics, is seeking 
the office of SGA during his se­
cond year at VSC.

Believing that the SGA can 
become more effective only by 
communication with students, 
Clarence states that “students 
should be informed on reports 
and policies before decisions are 
made by the administration and 
SGA, instead of being told what 
the decision is.”

His platform includes seven 
main points. A forum open to 
student opinions should discuss 
the student activity fee, allowing 
student opinion to influence how 
and for what the fee is spent.

Clarence advocates that a SGA

constitutional amendment be add­
ed to provide for a popular elec­
tion of all student court officials 
under Article, D, Section B2.

“A re-evaluation of curfew and 
house rules for female students 
is needed,” he says, “to allow- 
co-eds to decide for themselves 
the policies under which they 
will live.”

“Parking fees need to be re­
duced, also,” he continued, 
’’because students will need to 
catch a cab in order to get to 
class.”

Clarence plans to present 
a student appeal to the Board of 
Regents requesting a retention 
of the plus system in the grading 
scale.

“Keeping the student body in­
formed and issues, before poli­
cies are determinied, will be my 
main goal,” he continued.

A former baseball pitcher for 
a minor league in Auburn, NY, 
Clarence believes that “athletes 
should receive scholarships 
only if they need it to pay for 
their education.”

“A scholarship should be con­
sidered only on need and not just 
on athletic ability,” he conclud­
ed. ,

He also holds that personalities 
and a variety of speakers should 
be brought to this campus.

Considering a SGA bulletin to

be placed in student postal box­
es, he believes that a regular 
column should be provided in the 
Campus Canopy for SGA reports.

“We need 
to make the campus safe for the 
pedestrain as he is in the ma­
jority,” he commented.

Realizing the importance of 
the office he is seeking, Howard 
states, “Unlike the president, 
the vice-president doesn’t have 
to worry about being away from 
campus so much. He is able to 
be more progressive and work 
closer with students in that he 
is not responsible for the lia­
ison between faculty, admin­
istration, and students.”

He stressed the importance 
of a review of the code of ethics, 
a stronger College Union Board 
with a cross-section of student 
representation, a revamping of

On problems of student affairs, 
Howard supports an extention 
of the hours of the Student Union 
library, and other campus fa­
cilities, abolishment of the dorm 
depository fee, an investigation 
into the profits of the Student 
Union snack bar, bookstore, caf­
eteria, and a public audit of the 
SGA expenditures, and a per­
manent non-profit book exchange 
program on campus.

He also wants a change in 
rules concerning Greek Housing 
(changing of town ordiance), cre­
ation of off-campus housing for 
women, revamping of curfew
