supplies research work to buinesses as well 
as students, it has been hurt by association 
with companies only providing finished 
term papers to students. Because of this, 
some student papers refuse to accept their 
ads, representatives claimed.

The Collegiate Research spokeman 
claimed that harassment of research firms 
has been instigated by pressure from the 
academic community on politicians. They 
are ‘hypocrites,’ he claimed, ‘who could 
care less about the Constitution.The ymay 
be morally indignant, he said, but they 
don’t have a legal foot to stand on.

In Maryland, State’s Attorney Attorney 
Klide said he recognized the freedom of 
speech issue invoved in cases involving 
research assistance firms, but added that 
‘to write term papers and sell them to 
some else is defrauding the community 
and the state. What is a degree worth

He called the First Ammendment rights 
argument used by research houses

they could buy prepared papers and 
competewith wealthier students who could 
hire professionals.

WASHINGTON—The people who are 
responsible for the President’s life are 
convinced that crazies, not conspirators, 
are behind the rash of assassinations that 
have plagued America for a decade.

Each headline assassination attempt has 
always produced reports of conspiracies. 
The two assaults on President Ford, for 
example, have brought rumors at the 
highest levels that Charles Manson and 
Lynette ‘Squeaky’ Fromme were secretly 
allied with the Symbionese Liberation 
Army.

Invariably, such rumors cannot be 
pinned down. Similar stories circulated 
after the assassinations of Pres. John 
Kennedy, his brother Robert, and the Rev. 
Martin Luther King, Jr.

Conflicting evidence is often gathered, 
moreover, which lends credence to the 
theories that a cabal must be behind it all.

But top investigators whom we have 
consulted say that similar disparities 
frequently turn up after an accident or 
event that happens quickly and is 
witnessed by several people. Each of the 
witnesses tells slightly different stories.

Experts who have examined the 
records closely tell us this is the case in all 
of the recent assassination attempts. But 
after reviewing all the evidence, the 
experts are convinced the assaults were 
acts of deranged individuals rather than 
secret plotters. It is the kooks who worry 
the Secret Service, not the conspirators.

Bloody Homecoming: A number of 
Cambodian refugees at Camp Pendleton, 
Calif., have petitioned the U.S.

We have obtained copies of the Secret 
Service’s computerized list of potential 
assassins, for example. These documents 
reveal that the vast majority of threats 
against the President’s life come from 
people who are mentally deranged.

Since the two attempts against Ford, 
the number of threatening letters, and 
phone calls to the White House has tripled. 
Almost all of them, say our sources, come 
from obviously unbalanced people. ‘Every 
kook in the country has called,’ one 
insider told us.

As a result, the Secret Service has taken 
these steps to tighten security around the 
President:

—They have asked for more money, 
and the President has approved a request 
for an additional $11 million.

Stand in Lini

(CPS)—A company selling research 

papers in Maryland did its homework well 
enough to have a state law banning the 
sale of term papers overthrown in a 
Maryland Circuit Court this summer.

The law—matched by similar statutes in 
a dozen other states—prohibited anyone 
from selling assistance in preparing term 
papers that were required for a college 
degree. The maximum penalty for 
violating the law was a $1000 fine or six 
months in jail.

The term paper sale ban was ruled 
unconstitutional in the court test, with a 
Circuit Court judge ruling that the law was 
too broad, and didn’t require that the 
seller have knowledge of what the research 
was to be used for. The law, the court 
ruled, made the seller responsible for 
whatever use the paper was put to.

Harry Raymond, the research saleman, 
has since left the business but Assistant 
State’s Attorney Wallace Klide has filed an 
appeal to a higher Maryland court. Kilde 
claims that a number of research firms still 
haunt the College Park area near the 
University of Maryland and he still wants a 
definitive ruling on the law to rout them 
out if possible.

The Maryland law is similar to statutes 
in New York, California, Virginia, 
Pennsylvania, Massachusetts, Ohio and a 
handful of other states which ban the sale 
of term papers. Two years ago Boston 
University made successful use of the 
Massachusetts law and obtained the names 
of students using illegal term paper 
services. Some students using the term 
paper service were dismissed from school, 
while others had grades lowered in courses 
for which they had purchased papers.

But advertisements for research 
assistance can still be found in student 
newspapers across the country. An 
unidentified spokesman for Collegiate 
Research Systems, a California-based 
research assistance firm, said that the laws 
are nothing but harassment of businesses 
that should be protected under the First 
Amendment guarantee of freedom of 
speech.

Collegiate Research and other firms ran 
disclaimers in their advertasements stating 
that they don’t offer their products as 
finished papers, the spokesman said. They 
‘simply provide research’—at $2.75 to
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professors are pressed to find time for 
individual encounters.

Dormitories and Greek organizations 
help make the change from home to 
college easier. Dorms offer freedom and a 
chance to make new, and often lasting, 
friendships. Greeks offer a more structural 
social life and a certain brotherhood or 
sisterhood which binds each organization 
together into a secure group. To go Greek 
or Independent is one of the first major 
decisions a freshman must make, realizing 
that there are advantages to both.

Much of the orientation program is 
spent in course and major planning. A 
student is told about the increased 
competition in jobs today and the need to 
select his field of study early in his college 
career. However, an incoming freshman 
may change his major several times during 
his four years at V.S.C. The important 
thing is to listen to counselors and advisers 
when setting up courses each quarter; it 
can sure save a lot of useless work.

Studying is going to be different from 
high school. Core curriculum courses are 
hard because of several reasons: there is a 
natural increase in the amount of studying 
you must do as compared to high school; 
these courses are often very general and 
therefore hard to study for; and you will 
always find excuses not to study.

Some of these personal insights into 
college life may seem grim, but they are 
not meant to sound that way. College is 
going to be the experience of your life; an 
exciting and unbelievable existence. Enjoy

With school now in its third week, I 
would like to take a brief glimpse at 
our orientation program at V.S.C.

During the registration process, the 
freshman is filled with enough orientation 
from so many places that he is usually left 
disoriented. It is designed to help the 
freshman adjust to his new surroundings. 
Many phases of college life are covered but 
few details remain with the student after 
the program.

The freshman usually finds the 
differences between high school and 
college in his first days on campus. The 
biggest difference between high school and 
college is the increased freedom. This has

its advantages and its disadvantages. Being 
away from parental control leaves the 
freshman with many alternatives. He can 
come and go as he pleases, live with a 
girlfriend, study or not study (as the mood 
strikes him or ambition suits him), stay 
out all night getting stoned drunk, or go 
away for the weekend.

On the other hand, the freshman also 
has the freedom to wash his own clothes, 
to eat the food (or whatever) in the 
cafeteria and to wander in circles in search 
of his bearings.

College life can often seem like an 
unfriendly and uncaring one. The warmth 
of high school is gone. Many freshmen get 
the feeling of being another computer 
number.

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businesses and 
organizations, will focus on 
the severity of the current 
energy situation. Busbee 
said the Georgia Program 
will be ‘the most extensive 
and comprehensive effort 
undertaken in the nation.’

‘Our goals will be first to 
increase public awareness of 
our energy situation and 
second to encourage a more 
conservation-minded 
lifestyle,’ said the Governor.

To accomplish this, he 
said, there will be organized 
activities including 
seminars, speakers, exhibits 
and in-school programs held 
in communities throughout 
the state.

‘Besides saving vital 
energy, this type of 
educational program can 
provide citizens with 
much-needed information 
on reducing their energy 
bills,’ added Busbee.

As part of the 
conservation program, the 
Governor also issued a 
challenge to Georgians.

‘So that we may have a 
goal by which to measure 
our efforts, I urge each 
family to join me in 
undertaking a five percent 
reduction in total energy 
usage,’ he said. ‘Different 
families will choose to 
conserve in different ways 
but the important thing is 
that each of us conserves 
five percent, either in 
electric motor casoline or 
natural gas usuage.’

The Governor indicated

that unless voluntary 
conservation is undertaken, 
there is a serious possibility 
of having a federal
mandatory 
conservation

energy 
and-or

rationing program imposed. 
‘The most dramatic

potential 
conservation

for energy 
exist in our

homes,’ said Busbee. ‘By
improving the energy
usage in our homes, we 
can provide the energy 
resources for the industrial 
growth in our state.’

Busbee said he believes 
the crisis is far from over. 
‘America’s horn of 
plenty-the cornucopia we 
once thought bottomless-is 
now showing signs of 
exhaustion.’

As indicative, the 
Governor pointed to the 
fact that the United States 
imports about 40 percent of 
its oil, and ‘this figure is 
increasing daily.’

‘With energy 
consumption increasing and 
supplies dwindling, the time 
is critical to implement 
conservation programs at 
home, at work and on the 
road,’ said Busbee. ‘Our 
Future lies in energy 
management, a skill every 
Georgian will have to 
acquire.*

At 21, Tim Golden of 

Valdosta is deleping a sense 
of history and a keen 
political sense. And 
acquiring them isn’t 
confined to his Valdosta 
State College classes.

Elected to the state 
executive committee of the 
Georgia Democratic Party 
in November, he claims he 
owes his active interest in 
politics to his political 
science professor, Dr. 
Richard T. Saeger of VSC.

‘I had been interested in 
past presidents who were 
Democrats, and I was 
attracted to the national 
image of the Democratic 
Party,’ Golden said.

‘But it wasn’t until I had 
had a course under Dr. 
Saeger that I realized that I 
could take an active part in 
the party here in Georgia. I 
was surprised to be invited 
to attend the first 8th 
Senatorial District caucus at 
the Lowndes County 
Courthouse in November.’

Golden terms his

election at that meeting ‘a 
happy shock.’

‘And I had mixed 
emotions,’ he grinned.

Elected at the same time 
were Dr. Saeger, his mentor; 
Jim Bowen, a Valdosta 
businessman, and Valdosta 
attorney J. Michael Dover.

In December, the VSC 
senior and his professor 
went to Atlanta for the first 
meeting of the newly 
reconstituted executive 
committee of the state 
party.

‘This was my first real 
experience in any kind of 
politics, and I was surprised 
to find so much of what 
was presented had already 
been worked out in 
committees,’ Golden said.

Appointed charter 
chairman for the 8th 
District, Dr. Saeger chaired 
a series of caucuses at which 
the draft charter was 
presented and discussed. 
Again, his young student 
had an opportunity to 
observe the political process 
in action.

‘Of course there’s a 
difference in forming a 
nation and revamping a 
state party, but it was a 
little like the Constitutional 
Convention of 1787 must 
have been,’ Golden said.

Dr. Saeger pointed out 
the document adopted 
Sept. 13 is the first charter 
the Georgia Democratic 
Party has ever had.

‘To this point, the party 
in Georgia—so far as it has 
existed—had been a loosely 
knit collection of county 
organizations, which goes 
back to the old county-unit 
system,’ Saeger said.

‘The state executive 
committee had consisted of 
people who served by 
vertue fo the fact they had 
supported the victorious 
gubernatorial candidate in 
the previous election. There 
was almost no

communication between 
the county executive 
committees and the state 
executive committee.’

But all that’s changed 
with the new charter.

‘The new charter bases 
control of the party at the 
grassroots,’ said Arthur 
Hart, assistant to the dean 
of students at VSC.

Dr. John Ricks, a VSC 
history professor and 
chairman of the 8th District 
delegation to the charter 
convention, pointed out the 
process of selecting 
delegates and alternates to 
the charter convention at 
Macon was evidence of the 
Georgia party’s 
commitment to affirmative 
action.

‘This commitment was 
direct result of the so-called 
‘mini-convention’ of the 
national Democratic Party 
at Kansas City in 
December, 1974, when the 
party reaffirmed its desire 
to be as open as possible.’ 
Ricks said.

Tn accordance with this 
philosophy and by 
supporting this charter, 
Gov. Busbee of Georgia has 
given control of the party 
over to the grassroots. Now 
it’s up to all of us at the 
grassroots to take it from 
there.’

Young Golden was 
affirmative action vice 
chairman to the 8th District 
caucus at which the 
delegated were elected to 
the charter convention.

‘Representation on all 
sides was tremendous,’ he 
said. ‘Look at our 
delegation: two women, 
three blacks, two professors 
and a student-me!’

The problem 
could be solved, they say, 
by encouraging national 
service from the country s 
most heavily subsidized 
students-a group that can 
also expect to earn some of 
the highest salaries of any 
profession.

The proposed

medicine, podiatry, 
optometry and pharmacy.

During the summer, the

Yet proponents of the 
legislation argue that some 
measure is needed to 
alleviate- the shortage of 
doctors and health 
personnel in rural and inner 
city areas. The problem 
could be solved, they say, 
by encouraging national 
service from the country s 
most heavily subsidized 
students-a group that can 
also expect to earn some of 
the highest salaries of any 
profession.

The proposed 
requirements are part of a 
health-manpower act that 
authorizes funds for 
educating students at 
schools of medicine, 
osteopathy, dentistry, 
public health, veterinary 
medicine, podiatry, 
optometry and pharmacy.

During the summer, the 
House of Representatives 
passed a bill which would 
require health science 
students enrolling in 
freshman classes after June 
30, 1976 to either repay 
grants which the federal 
government gives to health 
science schools on the basis 
of their enrollments, or 
serve in areas needing 
doctors for a period of two 
years after graduating.

The price tag-on each 
student's debt-about $8000 
’or medical, dental and 
isteopathic students-would 
io beyond the cost of their 
uition and personal 
xpenses.

Now, 
according to the latest issue 
of Rolling Stone, Les Paul is 
hitting the road again, 
backed by his 15-year-old 
son Billy on drums, and 
another invention called the 
Les paulverizer.
