Crowd Brings Defeat
I To 2 Zoning Changes

One of the largest crowds to 

ever attend a Valdosta City 
Council meeting jammed into 
the council chambers and the 
lobby Wednesday night to 
protest two proposed zoning 
changes.

In both cases the crowd 
defeated the outnumbered 
rezoning petitioners.

The longest debate came 
over a request by S.C. Barker 
that 15.75 acres along Eager 
Road between North Oak
Street and Berkley Drive be 
annexed in the city and 
rezoned from 
(residential) to

R-15 
R-P

(residential-professional).
Barker, who already had 

the recommendation of the 
Lowndes-Valdosta Planning 
Commission against him, lost 
on a 4-1 vote in spite of an 
elaborate presentation in­
volving film slides and

charts.
In the other case the 

developers of the Wood 
Valley subdivision, who had 
the blessing of the planning 
commission coming into the 
metting, withdrew a Gornto 
Road rezoning application in 
the face of heavy opposition 
from people to whom they 
had sold houses or lots.

In the Barker case the 
actual petitioners were Earle 
S. McKey III and Susan 
McKey Thomas, current 
owners of 44 acres of property­
including the 15.75 Barker- 
proposed to buy and develop 
into attached villa type 
apartment units with a club 
house.

Barker said he has an 
option to buy 10 of these acres 
for $20,000 an acre. His lone

Remerton Ready To Help

When the city of Remerton was 
building up its volunteer fire depart­
ment, a lot of people helped out.

As a result, if people outside 
Remerton need help fighting a fire 
Remerton will help them, Mayor Tony 
Davis said.

“We have come a long way. People 
helped us and we’ll help them,” Davis 
commented.

With no ad valorem tax levy, 
Remerton didn’t have a fire depart­
ment for the first 26 years of its 
existence as an incorporated town on 
the western outskirts of Valdosta

However, by 1977 the city had a share 
of the local option sales tax, a share 
that has now grown to $30,000 annually 
compared to Valdosta’s $2 million.

“We built a fire station that was 
completed in June 1977. We had the 
money. We had been saving for it We 
have about $25,000 in it,” Davis 
recalled.

Prior to that the town had started

building a volunteer fire department 
and obtaining equipment.

“We started out with one of the 
Georgia Forestry Division’s fire 
knocker trucks. It took a year to get it. 
We have it on a 50-year lease and we 
paid $3,000 to paint it and get it con­
verted,” the mayor said.

The 950-gallon pumper truck was 
parked at the city park and then under 
a Strickland Mills open-ended shelter 
until the four-bay fire station with a 
training room was added to the city hall 
building.

Starting with seven volunteers who 
took 60 hours of Valdosta Fire 
Department provided training, the 
department has built up to 17 volun­
teers who have three vehicles.

One of the vehicles was reconstructed 
into a fire truck by volunteer firemen 
who did everything from building the 
engine to lettering.

Strickland Mills sold the cab and 
chassis of this truck to the town for $300 
and M.L Strong donated a 1,000-gallon

former oil company truck tank.
Firemen built a truck from this and 

then later obtained a second 950-gallon 
surplus forestry truck.

The Georgia Fire Academy pays 
instructors to train volunteer units such 
as Remerton’s, Davis said.

The current chief is William D. Smith 
and Robert Green, a relative of the 
mayor and the lettering artist, is 
assistant chief. W A. Green and Fred 
Hurst are captains. There are two 
lieutenants and 11 firemen.

“We’ve been going about five miles 
out and have backed up other units. The 
Forestry Division says we have to go in 
a three-mile radius if we use their 
equipment but we don’t go three miles 
on the Valdosta side because they have 
their full-time firemen. ,

“We have never had a fire rating for 
insurance purposes because we didn’t 
have a fire department. We have ap­
plied for one now and hope to get a class 
eight rating. You start at 10, I think,” 
Davis commented.

Therefore, he sold out at Perry and bought 
an almost brand new station in Valdosta that 
“hadn’t even scratched” the four-station 
market.

He’s never regretted the move. His now 24- 
hour a day station WVLD claims 34.9 percent 
of the Valdosta-Lowndes County listening 
audience compared to 24.7 for a daytime only 
staion that is its nearest rival, according to 
an independent survey.

The buildup of WVLD was accomplished 
by taking a major step, the establishment of 
what Evans believes was the first top 40 
specialty station in a market the size of 
Valdosta’s

“Radio was on the verge of making its 
greatest breakthrough in history.

MALIBU, Calif. (AP) — Gary Colson, 

Pepperdine basketball coach for the past 11 
years, announced Wednesday that he was 
retiring at the end of this season

Colson, 44, indicated in his letter of 
resignation that he simply wanted to take a
break from basketball.

“We are presently 17-6 and tied with the 
University of San Francisco in the WCAC 
with a 7-1 record so I am not being pressured 
by anyone to hang it up,” Colson said.

“I have been coaching 23 straight years 
after having played basketball for 10 years 
and I just want to see if 1 can live without it.”

Colson, who led Pepperdine to the West 
Coast Athletic conference championship in 
1976, started his coaching career as an 
assistant at his alma mater, David Lipscomb 
College in Nashville, Tenn. He coached for 10 
years at Valdosta State College in Georgia 
before moving to Pepperdine, where his 
record is 148-133.

At Valdosta State, Colson had a 183-75 
record for a winning percentage of .709. The 
Dasher native had only one losing season 
with the team, which was called the Rebels 
at that time.

Colson certainly didn’t sound like a man who had just quit his 
job. But he had.

The message flashed across the Associated Press wire late 
Wednesday afternoon. It came only hours after Andy 
Messersmith re-signed with the Dodgers and only minutes 
after Wayne Yates resigned at Memphis State. But those 
announcements didn’t hit home. The Colson story did.

Colson may be the only gray-haired kid in creation. He’s 44 
and acts 20 years younger, sometimes younger than that. But 
during the past couple of years Colson has been through more 
hard times than any kid could take.

Not many folks this side of Job have had to endure a heart 
attack, the death of his father, a marriage break-up and a 
losing basketball team. But Colson has.

And now he is retiring from his job.
“I’m not stepping down...I’m stepping up,” a cheerful 

Colson said in a Thursday afternoon phone call from his 
Pepperdine University office overlooking Malibu Beach and 
the Pacific Ocean. “I feel good about it. I don’t need any 
sympathy. It wasn’t something I decided to do all of a sudden.

I knew about those 44 
college coaches that got fired last year. I didn’t want to be 45. 
I’m going to bail out. I can see them sitting up in the stands just 
waiting to put the noose around my neck.”

AAAA crown. A victory over Tift 
County (Tifton) Friday at 7:30 p.m. is 
the first step.

This week has been like many others 
at the Lowndes gymnasium for Cooper 
and his girls.

“We been doing about the same 
things we usually do,” said Cooper, who 
is not one to tamper with success. “We 
continue to work on fundamentals. We 
try and cover every fundamental.

“We have scrimmaged one time as 
we normally do. One day we worked on 
defense primarily and another day on 
offense. Very seldom do we do anything 
fancy. A lot of coaches put in these 
complicated offenses and defenses and

wonder why they aren’t successful.
“We feel if our kids are fun­

damentally sound and have confidence 
in what they are doing, then they can 
run any offense or defense we want 
them to.”

In a meeting earlier in the season 
with Tift’s Angels, Lowndes took an 88­
37 win. The Angels feature a quick team 
and are known to have two capable 
shooters.

In the other girls’ semifinal at 4:30 
p.m., Crisp County (Cordele) tangles 
wth Bainbridge in what appears to be a 
good matchup. Cooper felt that game 
could go either way.

In an earlier meeting, Crisp took the 
win, Cooper said. Crisp was credited 
with a little better depth and balance by 
the Lowndes coach.

Bainbridge Coach Steve Hartzog 
stated that he felt his team could beat 
the Vikettes with both teams playing at 
theier best. Cooper was surprised by 
Hartzog’s comments.

To clear things about his feelings on 
the matter, Cooper said, “If they are 
playing at their best and we are playing 
at our best, there is no way they are 
going to beat us.”

Wilkes has the job of getting his 
players ready for Westover again, a 
team the Vikes beat 78-70 in January.

The Patriots are known for their 
height, having one player 6-7 and 
another 6-5. In the last meeting, the 
Vikes took it straight at the big guys 
and took a clear cut victory.

“We took it inside on them and got a 
couple of fouls on them and got them 
sort of disgusted. We also had a good 
outside shooting night,” said Wilkes.

A Lot Of‘War’Stories

Valdosta Boasts Exclusive
Retired Postmasters Club

Four men who form a rather ex­
clusive club met here the other night, 
ate steaks and exchanged a lot of 
“war” stories.

All four of the steak eaters are retired 
Valdosta postmasters and one of them. 
Tom McLeod, said his research in­
dicates that no other Georgia city has 
that many living retired postmasters.

“I lasted 21 years and it took all three 
of them to get the job done for 16 
years,” quipped Ashley McLeod, 84, 
oldest of the quartet.

The gathering was at Ashley’s house 
in an extra kitchen and summer room 
he equipped long ago for such affairs. 
However, his brother, Tom, organized 

i it.

Together, the four retirees have 
given 164 years of time, give or take a 
few months, to the U.S. Post Office 
Department and its successor, the 
Postal Service.

All of them also happen to be war 
veterans, but not all of the same war, or 
same branch of service. Given the 
combination of the postal years and 
military years, they can keep con­
versations about old times going a long 
time.

Ashley McLeod holds the local record 
for time spent as a postmaster, 21G 
years, and he and his brother claim a 
record of about 48 years of total postal 
service each.

AH lOSOJQB 
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assistant the day after Ashley retired. 
“I stayed three years to the day,” said 
Aiderman who started with the post 
office Jan. 1,1926.

Tom McLeod, born on his brother’s 
14th birthday, was sworn in as post­
master Dec. 31, 1967. When he retired 
June 30, 1973 he also had about 48 years 
service.

“I went into the post office in 1925 as a 
special delivery messenger. I rode 
barefooted the first morning. I had to 
wait until Sam Lazarus’ store opened to 
buy some shoes,” Tom McLeod said, 
contending he was telling the truth.

Alston Johnson is the youth of the 
crowd. He went to work in April 1941, 
was named officer in charge after 
McLeod’s retirement and became 
postmaster Dec. 11, 1973 and retired 
last Dec. 29. His successor hasn’t been 
picked yet.

The senior McLeod is a World War I 
Army veteran and his brother was in 
World War II. Aiderman was in the 
Army Air Corps in that war and 
Johnson was in the Navy.

“Tom and I were both superintendent 
of mails. We were both postmasters 
and we were both commanders of the 
American Legion,” Ashley McLeod 
observed.

Tom McLeod recalled, “The 
highlight of my administration was 
moving into the new $2 million building 
the last weekend in March 1968. Alston 
was in charge of the move and the 
carriers left the old building to go on

Johnson recalled that he was a 
member of the lower ranks in service 
but came back as postmaster and had 
former lieutenant colonels working for 
him.

“We all did that. At least they were 
supposed to be working but I don’t know 
that they did,” Aiderman added.

In the real old days there was nobody 
on duty all night but Ashley McLeod, 
working his way up, had a job requiring 
him to report while it was still dark.

People would leave mail and freight 
on the office platform when nobody was 
there. Live biddies were legal mail but 
not grown chickens.

However, one night somebody slipped 
in a rooster. “When I turned on the light 
he thought it was morning and started 
crowing. It liked to have scared me to 
death,” MecLeod said.

All four had a word or three about 
retired postal employee Preston 
Sessions who was prone to play prac­
tical jokes (apparently with the 
unofficial blessing of the postmaster).

“He was the most innovative per­
son,” Johnson said of Sessions.

It seems there was a stamp collector 
who regularly came in to buy first 
prints. Deciding to spend a dime, or 
whatever stamps cost at the time, 
Sessions took a stamp from the middle 
of a sheet and pasted it back to back 
with another, creating the impression it 
was a rare misprint.

The Valdosta Wildcats put together

Every mainline Christian 
denomination has as a basic 
tent of faith the return of 
Christ.

Area ministers, however, 
report a growing interest 
among the Christians in that 
event that is to mean the end 
of the world as it is known 
today, the Second Coming.

Scriptural interpretations 
vary widely as to the 
sequence of events but vir­
tually every denomination 
believes in some form of 
cataclysmic event, some type 
of day of reckoning and new 
world.

Among the more fun­
damental denominations, 
there is a strong belief in the 
“literal, physical and im­
minent return of the Lord 
Jesus Christ,” in the words of 
the Rev. Kenneth Johnson, 
pastor of Immanuel Baptist 
Church.

Throughout the modern age 
groups have attempted to 
predict the precise day when 
Christ was to return, based on 

-signs and wonders, politics 
and war.

The new interest, which has 
risen sharply in the past few 
decades, however, differs 
from the interest of groups 
that gathered on hills to wait 
for Christ to appear at 3 p.m. 
a certain day.

The interest, based on 
comments from area pastors, 
seems to be marked by a 
sound Scriptural belief and a 
lack of predictions as to when 
the Second Coming is to 
occur.

The Rev. Bob Seal, pastor 
of Seventh-day Adventists — 

• the word Adventists was 
. adopted by the group to 
underscore its belief in the 
Second Coming — said vir­
tually all of the many 
prophecies concerning the 
event have been fulfilled.

Some of the prophecies, 
found extensively in Matthew 
24 and Luke 21, deal with 
natural signs and wonders, 
unusual occurences in the 
stars, sun, and moon; 
morality; the rise in

homosexuality; rebellion of 
young against parents; wars, 
famine, disease and 
pestilence; attacks on 
Christianity and unparalleled 
increase in cults.

Seal and other ministers 
said while at certain times in 
history some of the conditions 
pointed toward the Second 
Coming, at no time have all 
the conditions come together 
at the same time — until now.

Rather than a doomsday 
attitude, however, the belief 
is used as a prodding for 
evangelism. .

“And this gospel of the 
kingdom shall be preached in 
all the world for a witness 
unto all nations; and then 
shall the end come,” (Matt. 
24:14) is taken to be the final 
condition before the Second 
Coming.

Seal cited the spread of 
Christianity in Red China and 
the underground Christian 
movements in Russia as the 
beginning of the final con­
dition.

“That’s the one thing that 
hasn’t been fulfilled. That’s 
the one thing that is holding 
us back,” Seal said.

Among the charismatic 
renewal especially is an 
emphasis on the political 
events in Israel, the 
“gathering of the Jews” to re­
form the nation .after nearly 
2,000 being scattered.

Johnson and Seal both, 
however, said morality was a 
better yardstick than world 
politics to gauge the world 
situation.

“There are different views 
on Israel,” Seal said. “Some 
people believe the prophecies 
about Israel refer to a literal 
Israel and others believe they 
refer to a spiritual Israel.”

On the national religious

With the world situations 
today, it is tempting to try to 
predict, he says, but those 
predictions only create an 
occasion for Christianity to 
again appear foolish to un­
believers.

“The thing that disturbs me 
is that most Christians miss 
the essential truths about the 
Second Coming.

“Paul and the early 
Christians said, ‘Christ is 
coming soon.’ But they died, 
and Christ still hadn’t come. 
Here we are 1,900 years later, 
and we’re still saying, ‘Christ 
is coming soon.?

“Sure, he’s coming. And 
sure, he is coming soon. But 
we must be careful by what 
we mean by soon. He could 
wait another 5,000 years, 
and it would still be ‘soon’ by 
God’s concept of time.”

Chick cited the scripture 
that 1,000 years are but a 
“twinkling of the eye,” from 
God’s viewpoint.

Chick said the spiritual 
happenings in the nation 
today may be more out of 
fear than out of a true 
spiritual awakening, as more 
Americans look at the 
morality of the nation and 
say, “Hey, I don’t like this,” 
he says. .

He also said the Second 
Coming shouldn’t be treated 
as an exciting, new discovery 
by Christians.

By winning one of its last three games. 
Lowndes can secure at least a tie for a spot in 
the region playoffs. The top two teams from 
each subregion are involved in the double 
elimination affair.

Valdosta is in a bit more precarious 
position as far as the playoffs are concerned.

The Wildcats and Bainbridge both have 
two subregion losses. If Bainbridge wins its 
subregion games this week and Valdosta 
loses even one of its games, the ’Cats would 
be eliminated from the playoff picture.

Valdosta could clinch at least a tie by 
beating Lowndes and Central. If that hap­
pened and Bainbridge loses one of its three 
subregion games this week, the Wildcats 
would move into the playoffs.

“The safest thing for us to do is win both of 
them,” VHS Coach Butch Brooks said. “I

think our chances are pretty good.
“Our hitting has come around, and I think 

the kids have gotten it together. Our defense 
has been a little better, and we’re just going 
out there and giving it our best shot.”

Brooks figures two Albany schools, 
Dougherty and Westover, will probably 
claim the playoff spots in the north 
subregion.
