Of course, it is necessary to stimulate an interest in science
in the schools and universities, but it is just as necessary to
stimulate the study of the humanities. A crash program of
over-specialized  gdence study will not necessarly turn out
competent scientists anyhow,

A leading cducator poinled this out recently.

Dr. FEdwin Harrison, president of Georgia Tech, said,
YPeople take scicnce because they are interested in it . . . and
no amount of persuasion or moncy will change the situation.”

Iverybody was not cut out to be a scientist and if they
were this would be a pretty lopsided world.
