Lord Halifax. Foreign Secretary of Great Brit- 
ian and Chancellor of Oxford University, said to 
the undergraduates of that historic institution 
who were soon to go into uniform: “It is of 
course, true that the world never stands still, but 
there are times when the flywheel races, and you 
and I live in such a time today. You have never 
lived in any other. Your world has been influen­
ced, whether you acknowledge it or not, by what 
I must take leave to term the inhuman concep­
tion of the so-called economic man.
