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PINE CONE: Where is V.S.C. now at in its development?

MARTIN: The greatest period of growth is over. We have

grown from 1600 to 5200 students in the past ten years, but the

growth rate will be slower in the future.

PINE CONE: How will V.S.C. grow in the future?

MARTIN: We still need a few things to add to the physical

plant. Our first priority will be to add a new gymnasium and

after that we will look to renovate West Hall. I do not foresee

any new dorms or dining halls.

PINE CONE: How will V.S.C. grow academically in the future?

MARTIN: V.S.C. will expand in almost all areas of study. We
will expand in Fine Arts to offer a Masters degree in Fine Arts.

We will also experience vast expansion in Business Administra-

tion and Nursing. Sometime in the future, V.S.C. will be offer-

ing a Ph.D.

PINE CONE: What are V.S.C's strongest academic areas?

MARTIN: V.S.C. is strong in all areas, as indicated by our high

standing in the rating of all four-year colleges in Georgia. We
are particularly strong in History, English, Education, and

Special Education.

PINE CONE: How have the recent budget cuts affected V.S.C?

college is just a beginning

where one learns how to learn

MARTIN: Most students were not affected by the budget cuts.

The quality of education has not decreased and no faculty

positions were cut. The only cutback was in the purchase of

library books. We hope that there will no more cuts in the fu-

ture and that some of the money cut will be restored in the fu-

ture.

PINE CONE: What is the purpose of the Senior Exit Exam?

MARTIN: The purpose is to check on the quality of work by the

college, and to show the taxpayers how we are doing our job.

The only thing that will be on a student's transcript will be a

note stating that he took the test. The score will not be on the

transcript now, but future graduates may have their scores

recorded on their transcripts.

PINE CONE: How long have you been in education?

MARTIN: Forty-four years. I taught in high school for three

years starting when I was twenty-one. I then spent twenty-two

years teaching History at the University of Georgia, four years

as Vice Chancellor of the University System of Georgia. As a

college president, I was at Emory for five years, and this is my
tenth years at V.S.C.

PINE CONE: Describe briefly your job responsibilities.

CLEERE: My job is basically two-fold. As Dean of Faculties my duties

include coordinating the academic and administrative divisions of the

college. As Vice President, I am also the President's chief administrator in

all matters except financial affairs. I attempt to solve some of the problems

that do not call for decisions by the President. Also, when appropriate, I try

to prevent problems from arising. I suppose you could say that my job is

problem oriented. If there were no problems on the campus, I would not

be needed. But there are problems and controversies which naturally arise

occasionally. I think this is a good sign. The controversies surrounding a

college are part of its vitality. Without it we would not be doing our job

properly.

PINE CONE: As Dean of Faculties, how would you rate the V.S.C. faculty?

CLEERE: Overall, I think we have an excellent faculty which includes a

number of outstanding scholars and teachers.

PINE CONE: Do you teach any classes yourself?

CLEERE: Yes, I teach an upper division Psychology class, usually during the

summer quarter. I might add here that V.S.C. is unique in that most of its

top administrative officials also teach in the classroom. Other colleges

allow their administrators to teach, but at V.S.C. it is strongly encouraged.

PINE CONE: How long have you served as Vice President?

CLEERE: This will be my fifth year as Vice President. Before that I served for

one year as the Dean of the School of Education.

PINE CONE: How well do you and President Martin work as a team?

CLEERE: In my opinion quite well. First, a good Vice President is a reflec-

tion of the current administration. Second, there must be a team spirit

reflected throughout the institution and when problems do arise, we must

work quickly to solve them.

the natural problems and

controversies surrounding a college

are part of its vitality

PINE CONE: Do you expect to be President of V.S.C?

CLEERE: I do not consider myself a candidate for the presidency of this in-

stitution. When President Martin does retire, the Board of Regents and

various officials from this college will meet and decide on several broad

questions which might include:

1. Where is V.S.C. in its development as a multi-purpose institution?

2. What direction is most appropriate for the college over the next few

years?

3. Should the institution move toward offering Ph.D. programs, medical

programs, or law school?

After these questions, along with many others, are answered, a committee
will be selected. The committee will in turn recommend a number of can-

didates to the Chancellor and the Board of Regents.

PINE CONE: With so many things on your mind, how do you manage to

maintain sanity?

CLEERE: In my sixteen years of administrative work, I have found that it

would be extremely difficult to work efficiently if I did not find a little

humor in almost everything. I believe if one is so consumed with the

seriousness of life he will not see the beauty of life. I am the type person

who needs to be involved in a great many things. I find very few things dull

and routine about being Vice President of a college like V.S.C.
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PINECONE: What is the scope of your job?

BOND: I am responsible for the student body. Under this broad heading, I

am in charge of student development and all extracurricular activities for

the student body. However, I feel that the primary purpose of my job is to

help a student attain his educational and life goals, to help them identify

their own individual needs and desires. It is also my responsibility to pro-

tect the rights of the student as an individual.

PINECONE: Since the legal age in Georgia is eighteen, have your job re-

sponsibilities been eased any? Are you still a surrogate parent?

BOND: The term you are referring to is "in loco parentis". This literally

means, "to act in place of the parent". The courts have now taken some of

the responsibilities that were mine just a few years ago and have given

these responsibilities to the students themselves, of course, I am always

available to help any student who needs assistance.

PINECONE: How can you handle all these responsibilities at the same
time?

BOND: I have a number of capable staff members working under me in

the offices of counseling, testing, financial aid, discipline, student health,

student activities, placement, and the various student organizations, just to

mention a few. In addition, a large number of students accept responsi-

bilities as paraprofessionals. In my job, I also have an opportunity to work
closely with the Student Government Association and the representatives

of the campus media such as the Spectator, WWS, and the Pinecone.

Much of what I am responsible for is handled by these organizations, quite

well I might add.

PINECONE: Can you explain the effect of the "Buckley Rule" on your of-

fice?

BOND: So far we have not had too many students ask to see their files. If

they do ask, we are happy to show them. We have never kept any "secret

files" on students here. What the Buckley law does is require a student's

written permission before anyone can look at their files. This prevents or-

ganizations such as the F.B.I, and C.I. A. from obtaining files without the

student's permission. I am personally glad that the law was passed.

PINECONE: Do you think your job responsibilities are diminishing as

students are given more responsibilities?

BOND: No, because some students will still need counseling or any of the

other services I have mentioned before. Most students have some dif-

ficulties in adjusting to college life and my job is aimed primarily at that

adjustment, and seeing that their primary goal in being here, that of

receiving an education, retains its primary position.

PINE CONE: What is your official title and what are the duties of your job?

NETTLES: My title is the Associate Dean of Students for Student Develop-

ment. My duties include responsibilities for campus order and student dis-

cipline, administrative responsibility for the Counseling Center, the Place-

ment Office, and the Veterans Affairs Office. I am also involved with per-

sonal/social counseling and exit reviews. In addition, I am on several com-
mittees. They are; Traffic Committee, Drug Abuse Committee, Student Af-

fairs Committee, Administrative Council, and the Religious Life Com-
mittee. I am responsible for the administrative maintenance of the Student

Policies Committee. However, I do not sit on the committee.

PINE CONE: Explain briefly the function of the Student Judiciary Com-
mittee.

NETTLES: This committee determines the innocence or guilt of a student

and then if guilty, determines which sanction is the most appropriate. The
procedure is an administrative process to determine whether the student's

relationship with the institution can be maintained. This committee does

not take the place of the state courts. I view the appearance of a student

before the Judiciary Committee as a learning experience rather that a puni-

tive experience. I am always in favor of a student being able to continue

his education.

PINE CONE: Can a student expect to get a fair hearing in the Traffic Court?

NETTLES: Yes. As a matter of fact, we overturn more than 50 per cent of

the citiations brought before us.

PINE CONE: How long have you been at V.S.C. and what is your current

position in the administration?

BORDEN: This is my seventh year at Valdosta State College. I am currently

serving as Dean in charge of the residence halls on campus. Part of my
duties in this capacity are to insure that the residence halls are suitable for

living in. I am also in charge of selecting and training the head resident and

the R.A.'s of each dorm.

PINE CONE: Do you think the new regulations on beer and weeknight

visiting hours will be helpful for student living in the dorms?

BORDEN: I think it will. In effect, all we have done is leagalize a situation

that has already been existing. This is just a natural part of a student;s dev-

elopment at college. Because of these new regulations, I think that

students are more open and frank with themselves and others than they

were before.

PINE CONE: What type of attitude do you take when you deal with so

many diverse people?

BORDEN: In dealing with young people, one must be open minded. By

doing so you can be more fair and also you have an opportunity to learn

from the students. I think this is one of the biggest benefits of my job.
