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“Pitching is our key to 
victory.” No, Sandy Koufax 
did not say it or Bob Gibson 
or even Curt Gowdy. This is 
the philosophy of VSC’s very 
own head baseball coach, 
Tommy Thomas.

According to Thomas, the 
Blazers have the hitters to 
produce another national 
tournament team comparable 
to last year’s NAIAthird Place 
winners. However pitching is 
still a question mark at this 
point.

In his own words, “If our 
hitting holds up like it has the 
past two weekends, the entire 
season will rest on pitching. I 
know that’s putting the 
pressure on these guys, but 
with the type of competition 
we face, these men will carry a 
heavy load.”

Valdosta State suffered 
heavily via the graduation 
route last year as Blazer 
standouts Frank Sumner, 
Steve Jones, Bobby Tripp, 
Terry Fields, Bob White, and 
Pat Arnett used up their 
eligibility. This group 
includes the entire infield, 
and the top pitcher and 
catcher from the 1973 team 
which went 43-14.

Returning regulars include 
Gene Felts, Sam Bowen,

Jerome Register, Dan 
Chadwick, and Marty LeFiles. 

Also returning are Vince 
Musashe, Pete Reeves, Marty 
Bishop, Ralph Starling, 
Darrell Branam, and Rick 

Bowers.
Two-time NAI A First team 

All America Gene Felts, Sam 
Bowen, and Jerome Register 
will man the outfield capably 
enough but the infield is wide 

open.
At first base, Jeff 

Greenhalgh and Jerry 
Dennis will be battling it out 
with Dennis getting the call 
for the first seven games since

Greenhalgh will be 
ineligible. The other three 
infield spots are definitely up 

for grabs.
Newcomers Steve Sumner 

from ABAC, Bill Parsons 
from South Ga., and Dan 
Alford will vie for these 
positions along with Marty 
Bishop, Pete Reeves, and 

Vince Musashe.
Of this group, Thomas 

said, “All have played well at 
times, but I'm looking for 
consistency, particularly in 
the hitting dept. I’m going to 
play the man who hits the 
ball. None of these guys will 
hurt us defensively.”
“For example,” he 

continued, “there is not a

better defensive player on the 
team than Reeves, but right 
now Vince is hitting the ball 
better. If we were starting 
today, Dan Alford would 
have to play somewhere 
because of his hitting so far. 
Of course, nothing is definite 
yet.”

Sophomore Darrell Branam 
appears to have the catcher's 
job sewed up, but Chipola 
J.C. transfer Foster Foran 
and rookie Jim Roquemore 
from Lakeland, Ga. are also 
available for duty. Foran will 
also see action from the 
mound.

Dan Darden, Bill Petty, 
Steve McDiffit, Tony Ferrara, 
Foran and Larry Felts will 
join Chadwick, Bowen, 
LeFiles, and Bowers to form 
the VSC hurlers. LeFiles will 
again assume his role as chief 
reliever. He was extremely 
effective in this category last 
season. Chadwick was 
undefeated last year, and 
Bowen was the tournament 
hero as he came through time 
after time to pull the Blazers 

to victory.
So far, Coach Thomas and 

his able assistant Dave Waples 
have tentatively tabbed 
Darden, Bowen, and Foran as 
three of the four starters in 
the vital South Atlantic

Conference games. Thomas 
was quick to add, “all of our 
pitchers will get plenty of 
chances to show what they 
can do. Everything is subject 
to change."

Concerning the schedule, 
Thomas had his usual 
comment, "It’s the toughest 
we have ever faced.” 
According to me only 
bachelor coach at VSC, the 
Blazcis never have an "easy” 
schedule but somehow they 
always come out with more 
than their shad* of victories.

Vanderbilt, the defending 
SEC champ, Ga. Southern, 
sixth in the nation last year, 
and always lough Florida 
Stale arc only a few of the 
major baseball powers which 
VSC must face this season.

As in the past; the top 
rated independent willplay in 
the District 25 tourney and 
advance to the Area V 
playoffs, at Knoxville. The

Book Exchange customers 
can receive checks through 
the mail as of this spring 
quarter operation period. 
According to Exchange 
Manager Kenny Sidwell this is

as in "editorial comment,” hounds the college 
unnecessarily. Recently, however, the Daily Times 
(more often called the Daily Excuse) has exerted itself 
in a manner which has become nearly unbearable.

A year ago the V.D. Times proclaimed (as did the 
college) the need for some type of crosswalk to deliver 
students safely across Oak Street and to limit the 
inevitable congestion of traffic caused by the obvious 
lack of such a means.

The college immediately placed its security police 
on Oak Street to help regulate the pedestrian/traffic 
problem. Then the college began construction of a 
crosswalk complex designed to meet the needs cited by 
the city paper.

Now the city paper, in an editorial on 1-11-74, 
sarcastically belittles the efforts and results so quickly 
enacted by the college. It is not enough for the editors 
of the city paper to poke fun at the crosswalk; indeed, 
they go so far as to make "wise-ass” suggestions 
(resulting apparently from their genetic heritage) as to 
how the college should operate the new structure.

Such overt examples of editorial irresponsibility 
could go on indefinitely but I want to take issue with 
the most recent Times onslaught against the college.

The recent racial problems at VSC were quite 
unfortunate. And no matter what position one chooses 
to take on the subject, the events were certainly 
newsworthy. But I would like to ask the Times just 
"what is news?" Is it the factual and true reporting of 
events with justifiable documentation?, or is it the 
assertion of one-sided, ill founded, untrue, abortions of 
the facts? Does not news differ from editorial 
comment?

I will not embarrass Elizabeth Rigsby by naming 
her as the writer of such irresponsible journalism but 
rather, I will refer to her simply as "the reporter" 
(using the term in extremely loose context) responsible 
for this recent prostitution of the news.

"The reporter" assigned to cover the case acted 
irresponsibly by making non-factual statements, 
misquoting sources, and reporting the events in a 
sensational manner which blew the entire episode out 
of proportion. In short, "the reporter” tried to write 

. about something of which she knew absolutely 
nothing. She made no effort to get the complete story 

. or to state truthfully the overall view of the ensuing 
controversy.

But "the reporter" is not entirely to blame. We 
can excuse her for not knowing what she was doing on 
the basis of her obvious lack of experience. But we 
must question the editorial decision which allowed 
such action. We must also question the motives of an 
editor for allowing one minor incident, one which is 
typical of the kind of incident which has plagued our 
nation for decades and is now considered rather 
insignificant, to be dragged out for weeks in the news 
while events such as the nation’s first political 
kidnapping ever, goes practically unmentioned in the 
same newspaper.

We are 
expected to wear formal 
attire at the VSC Concert 
Choir’s concert that is free to 
all VSC Students at the end 
of each quarter. To rent a 
decent tuxedo costs about 
$18 to $20. A tuxedo is 
needed each quarter of the 
regular year. The total runs 
aproximately $60 per year. 
This comes directly out of 
our pockets. The choir is not 
to go on tour because we 
receive no funds to do so.

The Music Department at 
VSC is one of the best in the 
state. This is quite an 
accomplishment. It is true 
that the Bands and 
Serenaders went on tour. 
They got out and worked to 
raise the money themselves. 
Music majors carry a full 
schedule and are expected to 
practice from aproximately 
two to four hours per day.

The sports team members 
have a very tough schedule 
too.

The defense does not 
rest. A study of journalism

encourages the development 
of many good habits: self 
discipline, resourcefulness, 
impartiality, explicitness of 
expression, adherence to 
deadlines, and passion for 
truth. The student ingrained 
with them has not only 
strengthened himself to face 
the demands of a career, he 
has also equipped himself to

deal more effectively with his 

as^ments in the college 
itself. The same process he 
employs in writing a 
newspaper story he will apply 
to writing his term papers; do 
research in depth, focus upon 
a main idea that evolves from 
the research, and build upon 
tne main idea in clear, 
coherent, and economical yet 
expressive language. And if, 
^'le researching, he comes 
across arguments that run 
counter to his cherished 
preconceptions, he will not 
sweep these arguements 
under the evidential rug; 
rather, he will weave them 
•nto his flow of logic, giving 
the reader an unbiased, 
conprehensive, picture, pro 
and con, even as he hammers 
home the main idea.

The student of 
fournalism will learn also 
what sources of information 

are to be trusted-which 
authorities have an axe to 
grind and what that particular 
axe is. He will suspect that a 
man with a sizable bank 
account has difficulty 
identifying with the problems 
of the poor, just as the writer 
of a term paper will ask 
himself whether a scholar in 
the ancient classics can be 
objective when discussing the 
contributions of Anatolian 
culture to the Greek and 
Roman civilizations. He will, 
in a word, question.

Yes, well-but. I’m 18 
years old and I don’t need a 
World War II retread who’s 
hacked around in the 

newspaper racket for 15 years 
telling me what to do with 
my fife. College is a bore and 
teachers are only concerned 
about getting articles printed 
in journals and I’m sick of the 
New York subways and my 
father is an alcoholic and my 
girl friend rejected me and 
what I want is an A in your

course for doing the least 
possible amount of work. I 
took your course because it’s 
three credits and besides-we 
meet at 9 a.m. a good hour of 
the day. You're no a bad guy 
and I promise not to sleep in 
your classroom; at least 111 
give the appearance of 
listening. But it would be nice 
if you stopped talking so 
damn much.

“Okay. Ill stop; talking 
about craft is wasted on the 
young anyhow. Go out on 
the street and get me a story. 
You heard me; this is your 
cyanide city editor telling 
you to get off your fluting 
asses and kick the musky 
womb of this classroom. It's a 
cold, unfriendly world in the 
streets. Go out and learn 
what it means to be on your 
own, with a deadline hanging 
over your head. I want 
everyone back here in 30 
minutes-with a story.

They laughed. Giddy 
with the novelty, perhaps. 
And relieved at being loosed 
from their classroom 
shackles. All 25 of them 
pelted for the door.

"And no pooling of 
information, you hear? I 
shouted after them. “Each of 
you is strictly on his own. 
Pulitizer prizes for the best 
three in the lot."

I sat back and waited. It 
was not the kind of 
assignment, I reflected, I 
would have wished upon 
myself. Twenty minutes later 
they started straggling in, 
handing me sheets of paper 
on which they’d jotted notes. 
They began to sway their 
experiences. When they’d all 
returned, I read their story 
ideas and let them judge 
which were the best. The 
discussion was spontaneous, 
sometines heated.

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To most coaches, a 15-11 record is not something 
to be ashamed of, but lames Dominey is not one of 
the "most" coaches.

Dominey does not coach at just any school either. 
He happens to be the head coach at Valdosta State, a 
school with a long winning tradition, tn fact, this 
year's record is the worst since 1960 when VSC went 
9-15 in its second year of intercollegiate competition. 
However with all the problems the Blazers have faced 
this season, it's really hard to get down on a coach or a 
team that battled back from 10-10 mediocrity to a 
respectable 15-11.

By now, everyone has heard the list of setbacks 
until they are blue in the face, but I'll go over them 
again just to wrap up the year. First, Bob Tierney left 
the squad at Christmas complaining about a tack of 
playing time. With two freshman guards who looked 
smooth as silk, he figured his ticket had been punched. 
If Tierney had stayed on, he would more than likely 
have played a great deal since Wisenbaker and Barnett 
had periods of inconsistency at the season's end.

Then All America shoo-in Kenny Alston was 
declared academically ineligible. Alston had been a 
Blazer mainstay for two years. He was the quiet man. 
He got his points and rebounds every game, but All 
Americans Willie Oxford and Tim Dominey got the 
headlines. As I’ve said before, this was to be Alston’s 
year.

Finally, injuries to all the starters at some time or 
the other and the usual problem with young teams, 
inconsistency, killed the Blazers at crucial times. Of 
course with only two veterans starting and a couple of 
freshman in the game together, some breakdown had 
to be expected.

All of these mishaps resulted in the Blazer squad 
being depleted to nine men. Of these nine, Ralph 
Burks had no varsity experience and Jim Springfield 
never recovered from his assorted injuries. Bob 
Donahoe lacked the quickness to move with the other 
big men in the game, although he and the others gave a 
game effort when they played. That left VSC with one 
substitute. Needless to say, the depth factor took its 
toll during the season.

As tournament time neared, the Blazers clicked off 
impressive wins over West Georgia, Southern Tech, and 
Augusta, but they did drop a key contest at Columbus 
which could have tied them for the SAC crown. Again 
a tack of depth and inconsistency played a part.

In the tournament itself, VSC looked sluggish in 
its win over Southern Tech, but stormed back on 
Tuesday to take Armstrong for the first time in four 
tries this year. Then, on the following night, the roof 
caved in. Dominey called it “a lack of confidence to 
compete in a tournament situation.” It sounded much 
worse than that.

Valdosta State was defeated 96-71 by the West 
Georgia College Braves in their home gym before 4,800 
screaming lunatics. It was never close after the openig 
minutes. Mike Clyde was limping on a sprained ankle 
trying to stop the “greatest shooter in Georgia”, Tom 
Turner. Young Mike had his problems with Tom 
"Terrific” on this evening. Clyde had previously done a 
super job on Turner in Valdosta on a well ankle.

Looking back on the season Dominey said, "It was 
hard to get this team up for games. No one player 
really took charge when we^ot behind. In the 
tournament, we didn't play well as a team. It seemed 
after Alston left, we never jelled as a unit. ”

Next year has already started for Dominey and his 
assistant, Donnie Veal. "We’re looking for a big guard 
who can shoot the ball,” Dominey stated. "We 
desperately needsmore scoring punch from yitside. "

There's always a next year for everyone.

James Dominey’s fast talking was not enough to pull the Blazers to 
victory in the SAC championship game. Conference winner West Georgia and 
Columbus traveled on to the District 25 tournament this week.

Valdosta State moved
one step closer towards the 
SAC tourney crown Monday 
night as they defeated the 
Hornets of Southern Tech 
85-78 in the tourney opener.

The first half proved to 
be a nip and tuck battle with 
the Blazers gaining the largest 
lead (8 pts.) but having to 

settle for a one point halftime 
lead 36-35. Valdosta’s 

inability to get the ball into 

their big men resulted in the 
close halftime score.

The Blazers returned 
quickly from a 45 second 

halftime talk and took 
command of the bailgame, 
early in the second half. Led 
by Don Reason, who hit 25 

for the night, the revitalized 
Blazer offense turned the 
precarious one point 
advantage into a 10-pointer 
57-47. Southern cut the lead 
by 6 with just over 5:00 left 
in the ballgame before 
Valdosta sent it back to a 12 
pointer 81-69 with 2:12 left.

Valdosta managed to hold the 

lead until the final buzzer to 
advance into the semi-final 

round.
Following Reason in 

scoring was Larry Miller who 
hit for 15, while holding 
Tech’s leading scorer Curtis 

Bivins to the same number. 
Dave Barnett had 11, Donnie 
Wisenbaker 12, Mike Clyde 
10 to round out the Blazer 
scoring. Valdosta hit 45% 
from the floor, and 81 % from 

the line on 27 of 33 attempts.
