18isto~caI 
Tlae College was established by a special Act of 

the Legislature in the summer of 1906, but no 
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approphatian wm made for buildings or mainten- 
m e  until the summer of 1911. At that time the 
State appmp&&ed $30,000 for a building and 
equipment. 

The City of Valdosta gave a campus of sixty 
mres of I d ,  which (with the sewerage and water 
system provided a t  a cost of about $25,000 to the 
City) is worth about $75,000, and $50,000 in mon- 
ey, payable in installments of $5,000 a year for 
ten years. Later, the City made 26,000 of its 
eslsh bounty available at  once, and & e first build- . 
ing was erected and furmished at  a cost of $65,000. 

So the College was housed and made ready to 
open in January, 1913. An apmpriation of 
$25,000 a year for maintenance was &rated by 
the Legislature in 1912 and the life of the institu- 
tion was assured. The College opened for work on 
January 2,1913. 

Location 

The Caliege is situated at  Valdosta, at  one of the 
most ewsily accessible points in South Georgia. 
The a n p w  of sixty acres faces 2,100 feet on Pat- 
terson Skeet, the principal residence street of the 
City, and occupiers a gently sloping hillside, which 
gives per%ect drainage and affords an ideal school 
dte. At the foot of the hill a small stream flows 
through a natural park of handsome trees, and at 
tbe top of the hill is a beautiful growth of virgin 
pines. The school has a campus of exceptional 
m w  beauty.

d A Word to School Ofacids 

It h a  always seemed a self-evident fact to the 
administration of this institution that the transi- 
tion from the high schools of the State to the 
State ColIeges should be a simple matter for stu- 
dents. As an institution solely for young women, 
however, the College has found i t  necessary to 
irisist somewhat more on such subjects as home 
economics and art, which are peculiarly valuable 
to girls, than is usually the case in high schoola 
for both sexes; and as a school that trains teach- 
em it has had to require for its diploma as abs* 
lute essentials much more geography, United 
S t a b  history, hygiene and sanitation, arithme- 
tic and grammar than high schools have as a rule 
Mered - though all these subjects are quite pro- 
perly high school subjects. Indeed, it is an an- 
cient " rub " between high schools and normal 
&ooh that the former have sent up their stu- 
dents "long" in credits in Latin and higher math* 
matics, which do not function perceptibly in 
crrdfnary teaching* and " short" in the subject8 
just mentioned as essential ;- and yet the super- 
intendent, while (naturally) desiring all his credits 
to be accepted, demands even more urgently that 

- the graduate return to him equipped with the 
subject matter in question as well as professional 
bowledge and skill. The normal school has of 
mume had to lean rather to the second demand; 
.and this has caused some disappointment for stu- 
dmts entering. This difficulty is now happily

ious subjects credits will be accepted unit for unit. 

. Subjects not always offered by high schools, but 
deemed necessary in the College will be given 
credit when offered, but will be "chargedsJ as ' " conditions " when not ofpered. 
. Students who do not offer regular high school 

credits will continue to be admitted by exarnina- 
. tion and on general evidences of scholarship and 

training, our aim always being to place such stu- 
dents where they can do their best work. 
GENERAL REQUIREMENTS OF ADMISSION 

To be admitted to the College a student must 
be a young woman of good character, at  least fif- 
teen years of age*, and in reasonably good 
health. (2) Her scholarship must be of sufficient 
grade to admit her to one of the regular classes 
of the institution. (3) She should have been 
successfully vaccinated.
