During recent weeks, the VSC Intramural program has 
been under constant criticism. In last week's SPECTATOR 
opinion poll, eight of ten students surveyed had some gripe 
about the program.

Dr. Gary Wilson, Director of Men’s Intramurals, sees the 
main problem as a lack of facilities and officials. He 
stated, "With the facilities we have here, we will always be 
at a disadvantage when it comes to scheduling games and at 
the present time, I have only eight men out of my officiating 
class who can work games. ”

With only eight officials, each man has some 20 games to 
officiate. In several key games, Dr. Wilson has resorted to 
using a couple of volunteers as well as refereeing himself.

Last year, each fraternity team played every other 
fraternity two times. This year, no team in either league is 
playing over nine games. In fact some teams are only playing 
eight games.

Dr. Arnold, Dr. Wilson, and Miss Judy Phillips recently 
attended a BSL meeting to hear their complaints about the 
program. The Blacks felt that certain officials were biased 
against them.

Dr. Wilson told the BSL they must cite specific officials in 
specific games on certain plays which were not judgement 
calls for action to be taken. He said, "Our officials are not 
perfect, and they will miss some judgment calls. However, a 
judgment call is just that. Everyone may see it differently." 

Several rule changes have also been instituted this 
year. Those changes were voted upon by the team managers, 
not by the Intramural Board which, according to Dr. Jay 
Arnold, is supposed to set all rules for intramurals. In fact, 
this board did compose all the rules in the ’73-'74 Intramural 
handbook. This year the Board has been bypassed.

Dr. Wilson stated that he was unaware the Board had this 
responsibility. He did say that the Board would decide on 
two protests which are currently in his office.

As for intramural basketball, which Wilson had previously 
indicated might be played outdoors, he said, "The I FC voted 
not to play if the sport was held outdoors, therefore I feel we 
have very little choice but to play in the gym. ’’

was totally devoted to the intramural program-Darraah 
Harlow.^'' y

Although Dr. Wilson has not gained the respect of a 
Harlow., he has spent quite a bit of time at the games. Perhaps 
we should give him more time to solve the intramural 
problems.

The recommendations as they 
probably will be made as as 
follows:

(1) All 5 hour two day per 
week classes should be scheduled 
during double periods 
established within the schedule 
to minimize the number of class 
conflicts and to insure a 
consistent college wide class 
schedule.

Wrap-Up

A big week dosed out Blazer cross country for 1973. VSC 
completed its second CC campaign by hosting the District 25 
run, competing in the Mercer Invitational, and traveling to 
Savannah for the South Atlantic Conference title meet. The 
results gave Coach Dave Waples’ crew an impressive season 
finish.

Action got under way Monday when VSC hosted the 
District 25 championship meet. Defending district and state 
champ Berry College showed that they are still easily the best 
team in the state by outdistancing everyone. Berry’s Allan 
Johnson and Tim Gunn tied for first place at 25:05 on the 
five mile course.

VSC finished second place which was an improvement over 
their fourth place district finish of a year ago. The Blazers 
also placed two runners on the ten man All-District team. 
Ray Sumner and Mickey Shohovich were named to the 
All-District 25 squad.

On Wednesday the Blazers turned in what Waples 
called“their poorest performance of the year" at the Mercer 
Invitational at Macon.

The meet was for colleges with recently developing cross 
country programs, but Mercer and Oglethorpe both proved 
much better developed than VSC. Georgia Southwestern was 
the lone team the Blazers managed to defeat in the 4-way 
meet.

The only bright side to the meet was the performances of 
two newcomers to the CC team, Gordon Mush tare and Rusty 
Jones. Jones’ 16th place finish in the field of 26 runners in 
his first race especially pleased Waples.

The Blazers redeemed themselves in their last meet, the 
South Atlantic Conference title run. West Georgia won the 
title, but VSC finished a strong second by defeating 
Armstrong State, Augusta, Columbus, and Southern Tech.

|/SC'5 Ray Sumner placed fourth, Mickey Sohovich eighth, 
and J.D. Goff ninth to earn them AH-Conference honors.

It was a good showing on an individual and team basis for 
VSC. West Georgia is the only conference school that gives 
cross country scholarships and naturally are stronger than the 
rest of the Conference. However, for the first time VSC 
managed to beat several of the Braves ’ runners, besides all the 
other teams in the new Conference.

Rusty Jones placed 17th, Pete Lahey 18th, Bill Petty 21st, 
and Gordon Mustare 28th, in the 34 man field.

The Blazers finished the season with an 11-19 record, much 
better than the 10-27 mark of their initial campaign. Waples 
stated that "after a very slow start, he was pleased with the 
Blazers strong finish and overall results ”.

Waples had praise for all his runners, but especially for 
Goff, Sumner, and Sohovich. He also noted that Valdostan 
Rusty Jones showed great potential when he came out near 
season's end.

Looking to next year, Waples expressed great optimism 
when he noted that everyone returns except Pete Lahey. 
Lahey will conduct an off-season program beginning in 
January.
