of Mi5s Deavor, Airs. Knight, 
Messrs. McCoy and White from 
tie Faculty and Miss Alary V ir­
ginia McDonald, Messrs. Phelps 
vmthews and Wilbur Oglesby 
bon the Student Body have met 
three times for the purpose of 
nuking recommendations and pur­
pose various reorganization meas- 
fc-es for many clubs on campus. 
After much debate and consider- 
itions—pro and con on all points 
teing brought up, the committee 
submitted the following collective 
“findings” and RECOMMENDA­
TION'S: i •
L That the students make care­

ful evaluation before deciding with 
xhich clubs they affiliate, t h u s  
elimination surpluses. Also, we 
recommend that all clubs enforce 
their absence regulations..
Z We recommend that there be 

i consolidation of as many clubs 
is possible, subject to the full ap­
proval of the club membership 
involved in such merging. For 
example we can see possible mer- 
??rs as follows: Religious organi- 
ntions (YWCA and M C A ); A ll 
Sports Clubs; English * and Ro­
mance Language Clubs; Social Sci­
ence club members affiliating 
rith the IRC.
3. We recommend that "adver­

tising” clubs (i.e. those which 
benefit the college as such) like 
the Glee Club, Serenaders, IRC, 
Sack and Ruskin, and Dance 
Cubs always have precedence in 
srheduling; i.e. if  a person is in 
fcch club, his attendance there­
upon is a valid excuse for absence 
from all other clubs.
4. We recommend that sched­

uling be done via the large card- ■ 
calendar in the Administration 
sail; and that official scheduling 
be STAMPED such by the SGA 
Social Committee’s official repre­
sentative. For the present we 
recommend that the Dean of Wo- 
cen be such representative. ((Mc­
Coy will buy a STAM P for "okay­
ing” entries.)
5. We recommend that the front 

room of the House in the Woods 
be reservable, with access <to 
kitchen included, for club enroll­
ments over 20. W e recommend 
that culbs of enrollment under 
29 use other space, unless , for 
'special” meetings they can find 
occasion to reserve the front room. 
We recommend the following as 
'reservable” for meeting places: 
Senior and Converse lounges; the 
Dome; the Music Building; Class­
rooms; the House-in-the-Woods; 
*nd the lounge in the Administra­
tion Building.

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Letter To The Editors
Dear Editors:I

In the early fall of 1952 one of our athletic di­
rectors conferred .with certain members of the 
faculty concerning a future male athletic program 
at Valdosta State College.- He informed them that 
he would be available for coach it notified in suf­
ficient time, but that if his services were not re­
quested he would entail other obligations. He 
received no requests to act in capacity of coach,- 
therefore he made other arrangements for use of his 
spare time. .

In the latter part of the fall quarter ^interest 
was aroused and preparations were made to form 
a basketball squad. The college was informed that 
the High School Gym would he available for prac­
tice and for all home games. A  meeting of all 
boys interested in the formation of such a squad 
was called. About fifteen boys attended the meet­
ing, at which they were informed by a faculty 
member that a schedule of games with colleges in 
the south Ga.-north Fla. area would be drawn up. 
The boys were also measured for basketball warm­
ups and suits. It  was announced that a coach 
would be obtained and the first practice would be 
scheduled within the week. Then came Christmas 
holidays, since which nothing more has been heard 
at all about Valdosta State College basketball 
squad. No action has been taken and no infor­
mation has been released.

There have been wild rumors that a new gym­
nasium is to be constructed on the campus of the 
Valdosta State College in the near future. IS 
THIS ANOTHER BARRAGE OF PROPAGANDA? 
Through gross negligence on somebody's part there 
has been dilly-dallying on the basketball question 
until it is too late to form a squad. However many 
of the male students have expressed their interest 
in the formation of a baseball team. I t  would 
seem that such a project would be too expensive 
for this school. Is Valdosta State College that 
much more impoverished than our neighboring 
college at Douglas? We personally do not believe 
that the Board of Regents would be so unjust as 
to favor a Junior College of the University System 
over an up and coming four year unit which has

Valdosta State College seniors 
majoring in chemistry, physics or 
engineering are eligible for Atom­
ic Energy Commission-sponsored 
graduate fellowships in radiologi­
cal physics for the 1953-54 school 
year. > ,
1 Radiological physics is a new 
and expanding field of science. It 
Is concerned with health physics, 
radiation monitoring and control, 
radioisotope measurements and 
similar activities associated with 
the use of radioisotopes or the 
release of nuclear energy.

Up to 75 fellowships may be 
awarded, with fully-accredited 
graduate study to be carried out 
in three locations. One program 
Is operated by the University of 
Rochester and' Brookhaven Na-. 
tional Laboratory, another by the 
University of Washington and the 
'Hanford Works df the AEC, and 
the third by Vanderbilt University 
and the Oak Ridge National Lab­
oratory.

In each case, nine'mdnths of 
coprse work at the*~university is 

. followed by three months of ad­
ditional study and field training 
at the cooperating AEC installa­
tion. The program is accredited 
•for graduate-level. training leacfr- 
•ing toward an advanced degree.
. Basic stipends Nfor fellows is 

$1600 per year, with an allow- 
'•ance ctf $350 if married and $350 
for each dependent child. Univer­
sity tuition and required fees will 
be paid by the Oak Ridge Insti­
tute of Nuclear Studies, which 
administers the program for the 
:AEC.'

Additional information on the 
program .may be obtained from 
science -d^paiftment heads or di  ̂
rect from the Institute at Oak 
Ridge, Tennessee.

A French student who studied 
last year at Valdosta State Col­
lege under the sponsorship of the 
Valdosta Rotary ClUb calls the 
student exchange program one 
of the best ways of promoting 
international amity in a series of 
seven articles; which appeared 
recently in, the Bordeaux Sud 
Ouest.

Marie Bergen, who returned to 
the University of Bordeaux this 
fall to do graduate study after 
spending a year in the United 
States, writes that she is finally 
convinced that the student ex­
change program is the best means 
for bringing together the peoples 
of the world, of engendering re­
ciprocal esteem and Of creating a 
universal brotherhood, all under 
the sign of liberty.

In an editorial note preceding 
the first article, the French news­
paper points out that Mhm Bergen 
reports after spending nine months 

•at VSC "in the country ef Gone 
With the Wind-, and . Scarlett 
O'Hara.”

The Introductory, note further 
tells its readers that not only did 
the exchange student bring back 
a bachelor of arts degree, but also 
a "vivid memory of things seen 
and heard with. all the freshness 
of her twenty . years.”

Starting with her first request 
to study in this country, Miss 
Bergen writes a journal of her 
voyage to New York, her arrival 
in Valdosta and highlights of her 
stay at the college. Illustrated 
with pictures of campus scenes 
and places of interest in New Or­
leans and Havana which she vis­
ited, the articles offer a direct 
and candid report, the Bordeaux 
paper observes, of a young girl’s 
impressions while studying English 
literature and American history 
in Georgia.

Aliss Bergen praises the hospi­
tality accorded her in the United 
States and assures her readers 
that Americans, contradictory to 
a popular French, concept, are 
"perfectly civilized”. She dleplores 
the fact "American movies which 
portray gangsterism have created 
a false impression of the United 
States which many Frenchmen 
have accepted uncritically.”
- In refutation of this belief, she 
points out that fifty percent of 
American automobiles are not 
locked in garages at night, "ade­
quate proof of the American hon­
esty which prevails.”

Miss Bergen observes in her ar­
ticles that, on the whole. Ameri­
cans are concerned chiefly with 
making money, hut she praise® the 
generosity of the people who are 
"unstinting in their help to the 
poor and oppressed."
