Students from Georgia can 
tv enroll in seven out-of-state 
flduate programs - including 
•ne s in Astronomy, 
Criminology and Neurosciences 
■ at in-state tuition rates 
(rough the Academic Common 
Market, a project of the 
Southern Regional Education 
loard (SREB).

The Common Market - 
•bich began operation last Fall 
■ was formed as a sharing 
•diicle for Southern states to 
acreage accessibility but to 
^courage duplication of highly 
fecialized and often expensive 
pduate programs.

Unlike the lengthy and often 
flitnidating forms needed to 
'Pply for financial aid, the

qualification process for the 
Common Market is simple. 
There are only two 
requirements: acceptance in a 
program offered through the 
Common Market, and proof 
that one is a resident in a state 
which has made arrangements 
to send its residents to that 
program. In most cases, the 
latter merely involves providing 
one’s Common Market state 
coordinator with a photocopy 
of a drivers license and/or a 
voter registration card.

Here is a list of the seven 
graduate programs which the 
State of Georgia has made 
arrangements for its residents to 
have access through the 
Academic Common Market:

Astronomy, University of 
Florida; Coastal and 
Ocea nogra ph ic Engineering, 
University of Florida; 
Criminology , Florida State 
University; Fisheries and Allied 
Aquacultures, Auburn 
University; Neurosciences, 
University of Alabama in 
Birmingham; Petroleum

(EARTH NEWS) - Two women, one in New York and one 
in Oregon, are involved in court cases which they hope will 
abolish forced skin searches in minor arrest cases.

Donna Micallef of New York has filed a $1-million class 
action suit against police because she was subjected to a vaginal 
and rectal search after being booked for non-payment of a 
traffic fine. The suit seeks a restraining order to prevent similar 
searches in cases involving such minor offenses.

Micallef charged that the search constituted cruel and 
unusual punishment and deprivation of her constitutional 
rights. Five policemen and the jail matron, who said that such a 
search is “normal procedure,” were named in the suit.

The second case is that of Cynthia Barrett of Portland, 
Oregon. She has just been awarded $1,500 in an out-of-court 
settlement of her $25,000 suit against County Commissioners 
and police. Police forced her to submit to a vaginal smear and 
blood test after she was arrested for jaywalking.

Barrett, who also was awarded an official apology from 
County Commissioners, charged authorities with “offensive 
touching, amounting to battery.” Barrett had been booked on 
the jaywalking charge - as in the New York case - because she 
couldn’t afford to pay the fine.

Certainly, he would staunchly 
oppose the use of the 
Confederate flag to cloak sordid 
causes and shield unworthy 
persons. To him the 
Confederate flag was a symbol 
of suffering, gallantry, and 
heroism of the highest and 
noblest sort. He would be 
infuriated by the sight of 
self-seeking demagogues and 
wrong thinking agents of 
bigotry, hatred, and violence 
wrapping themselves in this 
revered emblem in an effort to 
acquire respectability and 
enhance their influence.”

He showed pride 
in this new group of men. On 
January 19th, of each year, 
each chapter celebrates the 
order’s Convivium, the birthday 
of their spiritual founder, 
General R. E. Lee of Old 
Virginia.

Delta Rho Chapter of 
Valdosta Stale College became 
the Order’s 94th chapter on 
November 19 1971. The order 
at the present is still growing 
and now has an active chapter 
roll of 55.

The brothers of Delta Rho 
have discovered that Kappa 
A,pha Order is not just another 
college fraternity, it is a way of 
life, a philosophy of living. Its 
influence cannot be weighed, 
measured, or analyzed; but, for 
its members, there is nothing 
more substantial, nothing more 
real, than the vows they have 
taken, the percepts which have 
become a part of their very 
souls, the strong bands of 
brotherhood which have been 
among their dearest and most 
cherished blessings.

organic wholeness, a total 
personality, and, as such, one ol 
God’s rare works of art among 
human beings. A current 
biographer, Clifford Dowdey, 
says of him, “Nothing of his 
life-potentialities was wasted or 
negated. He acted in accordance 
with his belief that in God all 
good would be affirmed in 
God’s time.” Such men of faith 
can be patient with adversity 
for theirs is an eternal view of 
life, not merely instananeous. 
Lee was the last and greatest of 
the Old South’s chivalric age 
that lived and fought “pour 
Dieu to les dames.” But he 
belongs lo all ages. His faith in 
God, himself, and his cause 
engendered virtues that are 
eternal verities or truths. They 
are timeless as he is timeless.

The sincerity of Lee is 
applicable as well as 
commendable to all ages. One 
of the reasons the world honors 
Ixre is because he was genuine. 
His motives were what they 
seemed. Honesty was not policy 
with him, it was the essence of 
his being. He so disciplined 
himself that he kept his 
conscience void of offense 
toward God and man.

Lee could not be cowed 
by criticism nor chilled by 
opposition- He was sensitive to 
criticism and craved the good 
opinion of men. but he refused 
lo sell his soul to escape the one 
or win the other. A mans 
strength is really tested not by 
his enemies but by his friends. 
|x:e loved his friends. 1 hey 
stirred his heart but they could 
not weaken his determinaUon. 
Lee was so sensitive lo the 
sensibilities of others that he 
never needlessly gave offense. 
But he could not be induced lo 
surrender a principle.

Gourtesy is an indispensable 
feature of a noble character. 
Lee was as courteous as he was 
courageous. Lee was as 
courteous to strangers as to 
friends and familiarity did not 
breed carelessness in him. He 
had a high sense of his mission 
but he never forgot his 
manners. His considerateness is 
a mark of his greatness. Lee had 
an experiencing nature which 
could penetrate the lives of 
others. Lee had a fellow-feeling 
with all classes which made him 
courteous to all. Through his 
sympathy he became a man of 
power. Because he sympathized
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Convivium
On January 19 of each year, 

Robert Edward Lee’s birthday, 
our active and alumni chapters 
meet at banquets, smokers, or 
balls to celebrate what is
termed “The Convivium.”

A cocktail party 
was held earlier and many 
alumni, parents and friends 
attended. The guest speaker was 
Tom L. Tune, KA’s assistant 
executive director. Brother 
Tune delivered many inspiring 
thoughts to the memory of 
Robert E. Lee.

Kappa Alpha Order was 
born al Washington College, 
now Washingion and Lee 
University, in Lexington, 
Virginia, on December 21, 
1865, as Phi Kappa Chi 
Fraternity. It was conceived in 
the heart and mind of James 
Ward Wood of Lost River, West 
Virginia, then a student at 
Washington College. At that 
lime, he was sworn in binding 
association together in lasting 
friendship, “by mutual pledge 
of faith and loyally” to three 
fellow students. Wood, along 
with William Nelson Scott and 
Stanhope McClellan Scott of 
Lexington, Virginia, and 
William Archibald Walsh of 
Richmond, Virginia, has been 
venlerated as one of the four 
founders of the Order. Al the 
request of Phi Kappa Psi 
Fraternity, which had existed at 
Washington College since 1865, 
I he founders consented to

complete regeneration and 
rebirth. In that year, Samuel 
Zenas Ammen revised the 
ritualistic observances of the 
fraternity and Kappa Alpha 
Fraternity changed, in the 
concept of new ritual, from a 
fraternity into an Order of 
Christian Knights pledged to 
the highest ideals of character 
and achievement.

Kappa Alpha Order is 
southern in origin, but is not 
sectional. The Order is southern 
is a significant sense wherein its 
essential teachings are for its 
members to cherish the ideal 
character and attributes of the 
true gentleman of which 
General Robert Edward Lee 
was the near perfect expression.

Robert E. Lee was never a 
member of Kappa Alpha Order

General Lee is a man who 
can be viewed only in heroic 
proportions. Even his better 
biographies tend to be 
multi-volume works, 
approached by only the most 
careful and painstaking 
historians. Lee overawes most 
writers as well as readers and 
towers so far above that here is 
almost an aloofness that but 
few penetrate. That is the way 
most people view a true 
Christian gentleman-and he was 
the very incarnation of that 
ideal.

Kappa Alpha’s spiritual 
father, moreover, was a living 
symbol of the world for wiiich 
he fought. His cause met defeat 
yet General Lee went on above 
defeat, towering over his own 
enemies and surviving with a 
Stoic calm the adversities of the 
early post-War years. Most men 
are capable of dealing with 
victory, only a chosen few have 
ever risen above defeat. General 
Lee towered over defeat as he 
did over all of life. It is that 
perfect suit that fires the 
ambition of all KAs. E. R. 
Keyes, a fellow cadet of Robert 
E. Lee’s at West Point, who 
fought on the other side in the 
War explained the 
“completeness” of Lee’s 
personality in saying that Lee 
lacked any feeling of 
inferiority. Psychologists today 
would say that there was an 
absence of any unresolved inner 
conflicts. The General was an

Lee’s strength was 
impressive. He was a man of 
abundant energy and resolute 
will. A strong man may not 
change circumstances but he 
compels them to contribute to 
his life. Lee never allowed 
conditions to mar or overcome 
him. He used harsh experiences 
as stepping stones to better 
things.

The all-controlling thing in 
Lee was his religion. With some 
men, religion is a thing apart;
