And Why Should
Bettie Ever Worry?

Bettie Lou Bazemore’s hus­

band worries because his 
wife doesn’t worry about the 
Wildcats, Valdosta High 
School’s championship team.

“Why should I worry?” she 
asked.

Why should she, indeed? 
After all, her husband is 
Wright Bazemore, head coach 
of the fabled Wildcats, winner 
of 13 state championships.

Her son, Curt, 16, plays 
linebacker on the team. And, 
asJUH^ Valdosta football 
fm: said r J*y Lhb reason, “If 
Curt weren’t the best man 
available for that position, 
you can be darn sure Wright 
wouldn’t have him in there.”

Even daughter Pam, 13, is 
being brought up the right 
way —she’s a cheerleader at 
Vaidosta Junior High School.

Speaking of Curt, Mrs. 
Bazemore conceded that when 
he scored the first touch­
down of the year “it was 
great.”

But as for worrying — “Of 
course I’m concerned for his 
safety, just as any mother of a 
son who plays football. But I 
don’t really worry. I know 
that if he should get hurt his 
daddy would get to him right 
away, so why should I wor­
ry. I’m not a constant wor­
rier and sometimes I think 
Wright worries because I’m 
not.”

Although Mrs. Bazemore 
came to Valdosta to teach 
physical education at VHS, 
she had to learn football from 
the ground up after her mar­
riage to the coach in 1951.

Football is probably the 
biggest thing in the lives of 
the Bazemores — for part of 
the year, at least — but it 
isn’t standard dinner table 
conversation.

“Wright doesn’t bring h i s 
work home with him,” said 
his blonde, pretty wife. “And 
we don’t talk it a lot at 
home. Probably wives of doc­
tors or preachers hear more 
about their husband’s work 
than I do at home.

“Oh, sometimes Curt will 
ask his dad if he thought 
they did well that day or 
something like that, and 
Wr i g ht will answer, ‘Yo u 
could have done better,’ or 
‘pretty good,’ but he doesn’t 
pursue the subject.”

A close friend of Mrs. Baze­
more’s said of her: “Bettie 
Lou gets excited at the 
games. But she’s not really a 
‘Bazemore.’ By that I mean 
she’s not as competitive as 
Wright is — he’s out to win, 
you know.

“I’d say Bettie Lou is a 
real good balance for 
Wright.”

The coach’s wife says of 
herself: “I’m his biggest cri­
tic. I’m a good Monday morn­

ing quarterback. And I know 
what other parents (of foot­
ball team members) are say­
ing

“It was a long time before 
we knew whether Curt really 
wanted to play or whether he 
was playing to please 
his dad. But when he came 
in one afternoon after a hard 
day’s practice and said, ‘I 
had such a good time today,’ 
we knew he really wants to 
play.”

The wife of the head coach 
and mother of a team mem­
ber has had to curtail many 
of her own activities, she ad­
mits, “but I know there’ll 
come a day when I can take 
them up again.”

Meanwhile, on Friday after­
noon she has to prepare a 
meal of baked potato, meat, 
dry toast and tea to be eaten 
by 4:30 by father and son 
before the big game.

And there are the games 
she has to chauffeur her 
cheerleader daughter to in 
nearby towns.

“But Bettie Lou still finds 
time to do the unsung things 
for people,” said her friend. 
“She is always doing some­
thing for somebody else, 
things other people don’t 
think of doing.

“It’s- no wonder Wright goes 
out there to win. Her bright 
and pretty face is up in the 
stands watching him.”

and a seemingly boundless 
knowledge of football which 
has carried him and his 
teams to the top.

During his brilliant career 
he’s been showered with per­
sonal honors. But he always 
has maintained that success 
on the football field “comes 
only with team effort.”

Bazemore’s “t e a m” in- 
clud°s, first all of his play­
ers. Also on the roster m- his 
assistant coaches (which he 
calls the best in the world), 
the Valdosta High students, 
other school officials, t h e 
cheerleaders, the VHS b nd, 
the ’Cats’ many adult boost­
ers and fans and Valdosta it­
self, which he calls “the best 
place in the world to coach 
football.”

“It has to be a team ef­
fort,” Bazemore says. “You 
can’t get the job done any 
other way.”

But when the evidence is 
examined and the Wildcats' 
string of success since he 
joined the VHS coaching staff 
in 1940 is studied, one fact 
becomes apparent. There has 
been a great “team effort” 
and it has been led in fault­
less fashion by Bazemore.

As for the 'Cats’ record un­
der Bazemore, it’s hard to be­
lieve even though the figures 
are documented. The overall 
mark is 266-42-5. The number 
of state titles is 13 in r|£ssfc 
ranging from Class B to/cias^

Currently the Wildcats have 
a 26 game victory streak go­
ing. They’ve had others of 
40, 30 and 37 games.

Five times he’s been named 
Georgia’s High School Foot­
ball Coach of the Year. In 
1960 he was voted into Geor­
gia’s High School Hall of 
Fame, the first active coach 
accorded such an honor.

Countless numbers of his 
players have earned honors 
from the All-Region to the 
All-America levels. Many of 
his former players have gone 
on to college and professional 
playing stardom or even 
on a successful coaching ca­
reer of his own. There have 
been so many Bazemore ad­
mits that he couldn’t compile 
even a partial list of them.

And it wouldn’t do any good 
to ask him which of his play­
ers nr which of his learns 
were the best? He has a stock 
answer.

asking a father which of his
children he loves best.”

During his playing days in 
the 1930s in his hometown of 
Fitzgerald, the Bazemore 
legend began to form and 
grow. At Fitzgerald High he 
won 16 athletic letters, with 
football, basketball, track and 
tennis all getting his atten­
tion.

In 1934 while Fitz was roll­
ing along unbeaten he scor­
ed 250 points, tallying 10 
touchdowns in two games — 
against Montezuma and Way­
cross. That earned him a 
place on Robert Ripley’s “Be­
lieve It Or Not” list.

While Bazemore has never 
denied that football is his 
first sports love, he has work­
ed with tireless effort down 
through the years in the in­
terest of every physical edu­
cation and athletic endeavor 
undertaken by Valdosta High.

There was a time when he

coached most of the varsity 
sports teams at VHS. He put 
in six seasons as boys basket­
ball mentor and his teams 
had an overall mark of 172-22, 
went to five state tourneys 
and claimed one state crown. 
He coached baseball one 
spring, and produced a dis­
trict championship team. He 
turned out a long, long string 
of championship tennis teams.

“We are, of course, proud 
of our football program at 
Valdosta High,” Bazemore 
said. “But we’re also proud 
of the many other fine teams 
we have in other sports. Our 
aim is to involve as many of 
our students as possible in 
our physical education and 
sports program.”

How, everyone keeps ask­
ing, does Bazemore and his 
assistants continue year, after 
year to turn out successful 
football teams?

“There’s no short cut to 
football success,” Bazemore 
says. “You’ve got to pay the 
price.”

Paying the price includes 
long, long hours of hard work 
for the VHS coaches and 
players. It’s the learning of 
fundamentals, then learning 
them again, again and again.

It’s long hours of trying to 
decide who should play where, 
what type play will go here 
and what defense should we 
use now. It’s being able to 
bounce back when you’re 
knocked down.

, For Bazemore there are 
sleepless nights because he 
carries the final burden of 
responsibility for all decisions 
both before and during a 
game.

Baze’s pre-game worries 
are literally famous. He nev­
er, never underestimates an 
opponent and he keeps his 
players in the same frame of 
mind.

“Do it and then brag,” he 
declares. “Sure you’ve got to 
have confidence. But you 
can’t ever afford to become 
overconfident, that’s when 
someone comes along and 
nails the seat of your pants 
to the goalpost.”

Bazemore believes that ev­
eryone has the capacity to 
reach down during a crucial 
moment and give more than 1 
th^v believe they are able to 
give. His teams over the 
years have proven him right.

Marchin’ 
Cats Do 
The Job

They’ve already won the ti­
tle, the Greatest Band in Dix­
ie, but to the home folks the 
Valdosta High School March­
in’ Cats are number one in 
the nation.

People here talk about the 
Marchin’ Cats with the same 
pride usually reserved for the 
VHS Wildcat football team. 
And when the band strikes up 
its own lively medley with 
the controversial tune “Dix­
ie”, the crowd whether at a 
pep rally, parade or football 
game roars its approval.

“The football team is the 
greatest in the country and 
we think our band is tops so 
what better combination 
could Valdosta come up with? 
When people go to a game 
now, they are just as interest­
ed in the band as they are 
in that football game,” said 
a football buff.

But it wasn’t always that 
way. When Frank Buten- 
schon, the 31-year-old red­
haired band director, took ov­
er the outfit in 1962 he had 
62 members. All the ingredi­
ents for a successful band 
were there but the group had 
not jelled. The “VHS Fight 
Song” written by a former 
director Andy Odum in the 
late 1950’s, was the high point 
of all band shows.

The students were interest­
ed in the band but not much 
else. Many of the members 
had poor grades in their aca­
demic work and there didn’t 
seem to be that pride which 
is so important to a winner.

The first thing Butenschon 
did was give the group the 
name the Marchin’ Cats. Aft­
er that he set out to make 
the Marchin’ Cats a house­
hold word in this area and to 
give the students an incen­
tive to bring up their grades.

But the Marchin’ Cats have 
not remained unknown to the 
rest of the nation. With two 
new additions, the colorful 
flag corps and honor guard, 
the group participated in the 
1964 National Cherry Blos­
som Festival Parade of Prin­
cesses in Washington, D. C., 
and won a fourth place 
award for excellence.

The band performed at a 
formal concert at the Walter 
Reed Medical Center in Wash­
ington that same weekend 
and received special commen­
dation from the Chief of 
Special Services.

It was during that same 
year that the Marchin’ Cats 
were elected Club of the Year 
at Valdosta High.

The high stepping outfit 
was on its way.

The followineg year the band 
placed fourth among 20 units 
in the Greatest Band in Dixie 
competition in New Orleans. 
They were again named Club 
of the Year on campus.

With 1966-67 came the selec­
tion of Honor Band to per­
form at the half-time show at 
Auburn University’s Band 
Day. This time the Marchin’ 
Cats went to the National 
Cherry Blossom Festival in 
Washington and won the Pa­
rade of Princesses band com­
petition in their new tailor 
made black, white and gold 
outfits.

In 1968 Troy State Univer­
sity in Alabama asked Buten- 
schon’s charges to put on the 
half-time show at its Band 
Day program.

The VHS band was selected 
as one of the top 15 high 
school marching bands in the 
Southeastern U.S. to perform 
at the Parade of Champions 
in conjunction with the First 
Annual Peach Bowl in Atlan­
ta last year.

The band made the trip to 
New Orleans last spring and 
came back heralded as the 
Greatest Band in Dixie. They 
won first place in the com­
petition. That same year the 
band received a special in­
vitation to perform a show 
for the men of the USS 
Springfield.

This fall the Marchin’ Cats 
performed a pre-game and 
half-time performance for 
the New Orleans Saints 
professional football team, 
with Astronaut Michael Col­
lins at the Sugar Bowl in 
New Orleans.

The band has been asked 
to participate again this year 
in the Parade of Champions 
before the Peach Bowl in At­
lanta.

And Butenschon is taking 
his group back to New Or­
leans to defend their title in 
the Greatest Band in Dixie 
contest this year.

“Don’t ask me why we’re 
going back. We have nothing 
to gain and everything to lose. 
Every band that has ever won 
the contest is going to be 
back this year to try for the 
title again. I agree, we’re 
crazy to go back,” he said.

Butenschon is a competitor 
and his. proud Marchin’ Cats 
have that same competitive 
spirit. That’s why they are 
winners and why they feel 
compelled to return to New 
Orleans.

“And if we got an invita­
tion to go somewhere else, 
say the Rose Bowl, we’d go. 
However, that’s an expensive 
trip and we couldn’t finance 
it locally,” he said.

There has been some talk 
among band enthusiasts here 
of asking Gov. Lester Mad­
dox and the Georgia Trade 
and Tourist Division to fi­
nance the local band to the 
Rose Bowl in conjunction with 
the state float in the annual 
Parade of Roses.

for another score. And to show 
his appreciation, Smith ran 
for 16 yards and a TD later.

In between, W alter Zant 
scored on a 20 - yard run. 
With Smith’s four placement 
kicks for points after touch­
downs, VHS won 28-0. The 
fans didn’t know it, but the 
season was to follow the pat­
tern of the first game.

The next game was against 
Waycross High School, the AA 
state champs in 1961. Billed 
as “the battle of the champi­
ons,” the game was a farce. 
’Cats 48, Bulldogs 13. Halfback 
Stan Reaves led the way re­
turning a pass interception 40 
yards for a touchdown and 
scoring again on an eight­
yard run.

Smith scored on a 50 - yard 
punt return, a feat that was to 
become his trademark during 
the season. Thomas scored 
three times, once on a punt 
return of 60 yards and on a 
pair of eight - yard runs. Al­
bert McLeod, a sophomore, 
got the other VHS tally on a 
48-yard scamper.

Teddy Everett scored for 
Waycross on an 88-yard kick­
off return. And quarterback 
Newton Bates passed 55 yards 
to Donnie Miller for the other 
Bulldog score.

“You know there might be 
something to these kids after 
all,” said the fans.

Lanier fell 32-0 There went 
Jordan of Columbus 46-0. In a 
renewed rivalry, Albany went 
down 28-0. Columbus High 
School bit the dust 41-6.

‘T thought they were sup­
posed to be two touchdowns 
worse than last year,” said 
the now - confident rooters.

Then came the Moultr^ 
High School Packers.

Both teams were undefeatec 
going into the contest. And the 
entire state knew the winner 
could grab all the marbles. It 
was a frustrating marble

game for the ’Cats.
After Bill Holt recovered a 

Packer fumble at their 17- 
yard line, Thomas got the 
Game’s first TD on a one 
yard plunge in the third quart­
er. But nobody was leaving.

Moultrie tied it up on a 
three - yard run by Jim Pip­
pin a few minutes later. Smith 
and a third string Packer, Bob 
Hall, went to the sidelines for 
fighting after Smith was 
tackled returning the ensuing 
kickoff.

But the ’Cats were a team
of destiny. T homas circled 
end one play later for 74 yards 
and the winning touchdown. 
’Cats 13, Moultrie 7.

The Cuban Missile Crisis 
had cropped up when the Wil­
lingham Rams of Macon fell 
victim to “Wildcatitis.” But 
even the missile crisis couldn’t 
crowd the 12-0 score off the 
front page.

Anti-ballistic missiles were 
yet to come. But the “head­
hunter” defense were suffi­
cient to contain any Ram scor­
ing threat.

When Warner Robins fell 
47-7, the ’Cats donned the Re­
gion 1-AAA crown. And the 
20-0 victory over LaGrange 
was only icing on the cake. 
As a matter of fact, with sleet 
falling in Troup County during 
the game, everything was 

“icing.”
“I’m a believer,” was a 

popular slogan in ’Cat Coun­
try.

The South Georgia cham­
pionship game with Richmond 
Academy was played in Au­
gusta. For two years the same 
two teams had played the 
showdown match. And each 
time the Musketeers had given 
VHS about the same as they 
got. Once the penetration rule 
was put into effect to deter- 
nine the winner.

But if the ’62 ’Cats were two 
touchdowns worse than the 
1961 team, the 1962 Musketeers 
must have been seven touch­
downs worse. Final score was

VHS 32, Richmond Academy 
O.

Murphy was the opponent 
for the state championship 
game. Led by All - State half­
back Roy Jarrett, the Atlanta 
team headed south to a mud­
dy Cleveland Field. Bazemore 
wanted to postpone the game 
because of the wet field. But 
Murphy wanted none of that.

Sand was poured on the 
gridiron to sop up the puddles, 
and a soggy Wildcat team 
emerged as victors in the 
“sand bowl” 39-0. The sand 
didn’t slow the ’Cats down, 
and neither did the Eagles.

The victory skein stood at 
36 straight wins. The region, 
south Georgia, and state 
crowns rested on their heads. 
But the best was yet to come.

Nine members of the team 
received college scholarships. 
Smith, Thomas, Billy Schroer, 
Bill Myddleton and Danny 
Hendley signed with Georgia 
Tech. Reaves went to the 
University of Florida. Dick 
Bender cast his lot with Flori­
da State University and Sirois 
Barker went to Tampa Univer­
sity.

Smith, Thomas, Schroer, 
Myddleton, Foy Norwood, and 
Wally Colson were named to 
the first string of the Region 
1-AAA team.

The Associated Press All­
state team selected Smith as 
its captain. Thomas, Schroer 
and Myddleton were first 
string selectees.

Schroer and Myddleton were 
first string picks on the All­
Southern Team. And Thomas 
was honorable mention.

Schroer, who was named 
“Lineman of the Year” in 
Georgia for his stellar play at 
defensive tackle, gained All­
American first team honors a 
few days later, Smith was hon­
orable mention.

Thomas set a new record 
for total offense in the region 
with 1,752 yards. Smith top­
ped the region in scoring with 
116 points and led in pass re-

ceiving with 24atches for 431 
yards and foj touchdowns. 
He also led in bturn yardage. 
Thomas was !ps in passing 
with 67 compliions in 118 at­
tempts for 1,4 yards and a 
percentage of567.

The final toch was added 
by a fellow inMinnesota who 
has the intestial fortitude to 
choose the bet prep football 
eleven from te thousands of 
teams in the United States. 
He picked VH number one.

Not bad for steam who was 
tabbed two touhdowns inferi­
or to the tean preceding it. 
The six - foot yardstick was 
manufactured that year.

work as hard because of the 
effectiveness of Arthur Strom, 
Johnny Welch and the “fifth 
back,” Mike White, who car­
ried four important gains 
from the center keep.

Welch ran three yards for 
the first touchdown, Johnson 
scored the second on a 20 - 
yard journey, Smith made the 
third on a three - yard spurt 
and Strom completed it with 
a one - yard plunge.

Johnson was the leading 
ground gainer with 58 yards 
in 13 tries and completed 
seven of 10 passes for 104 
yards.

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The 1969 Edition of the Valdosta High School Wildcats Heads into the State Championship Game Havig Won 12 Games, Scoring 407 Points and Limiting Opponents to Just Seven

They’re Not Fans
But Praise ’Cats
By WINK DEVANE

Perhaps they couldn’t be 
called fans. But coaches of op­
posing teams this year are ad­
mirers of the Valdosta High 
School Wildcats.

None of the 10 regular sea­
son opponents’ mentors had 
anything but praise for the 

.team which blanked nine out 
of ten of the teams they fac­
ed, and allowed another oppon­
ent only seven points.

It could be the ’Cats were 
many different teams during 
the course of the season. Be­
cause each of the opposing 
coaches appeared to see the 
team in a different light.

Most agreed the Wildcats 
were deeper in talent this 
year than they have been in 
the past. Most attributed the 
increased depth to the merger 
of VHS with a previously all­
Negro school, Pinevale.

“But tell me a year when 
they weren’t deep,” counter­
ed Albany High School head 
coach Harold Dean Cook 
“Coach (Wright) Bazemore 
has always had two or three 
teams he could throw at you.”

Cook, whose Indians were 
defeated 28-0 by the ’Cats, was 
the only coach to express 
even the slightest misgivings 
about the team. He said they 
hadn’t “jelled” the way past 
VHS teams did. They also 
made mistakes this year Wild­
cat teams generally don’t 
make, said Cook.

“Usually Valdosta can kill 
you anytime they take a no­
tion,” Cook said, “but this 
year, they seemed to be hav­
ing some troubles. This is 
probably due to the merger 
with the other school.

“Even so, they’re far and 
away the best team in the 
state as far as I’m concern­
ed.”

Cook’s crosstown rival. Lu- 
thor Welsh of Doughertv High 
School of Albany, disagreed. 
Welsh said the depth greatly 
enhanced the VHS team, both 
offensively and defensively.

“This is my fourth year of 
coaching in Georgia,” Welsh 
said, “and this year’s team is 
far superior to their oth­
er state championship teams. 
Their dep*h is particularly 
good.”

Welsh’s T r o j a n s. a team 
with a lot of grif but not much 
depth, lost to the Cats 42-0.

Bud Willis, head coach of 
Moultrie High School’s Pack- 
(rs, hit upon an asset the VHS 
team has that every other 
coach mentioned also. Coach­
ing.

“I think they’re the best 
coached t e a m in the state,” 
Willis said, “and their rec­
ord speaks for itself. They 
have a tradition going for 
them that no other team in the 
state has.

“Like when they play us. 
It’s a big game for both 
teams. But they’ve been un­
der pressure so many times 
they don’t choke.”

Undeniably well - coached 
too, the Packers were blank­

ed by Dosta 21-0.
Despite losses to VHS over 

the past few years, Willis said 
he would like to play the ’Cats 
twice next year, once here and 
once in Moultrie. With three 
region members moving to 
another region next year, 1- 
AAA is to have only nine 
teams in it. Willis said two 
games are possible if Baze­
more is agreeable.

Even a losing coach can 
feel fortunate at times. Ray 
Dalton, head coach at Tift 
High School, saw his team put 
the only points on the board 
for VHS opposition this year. 
The seven points were scor­
ed in the third quarter of the 
Wildcat - Blue Devil contest 
in Tifton after a fumble on 
the VHS 10.

Though the outcome, a 28-7 
victory for the ’Cats, was nev­
er in doubt, Dalton said all of 
Tifton was proud of the score.

He was also among the most 
complimentary of the opposi­
tion coaches, calling the Cats 
a “complete football team.” 
Dalton added he did not spot 
a single weakness in the en­
tire team.

“I only wish we played 
against everybody like 
we play against Valdosta.” 
said Dalton, whose team lost 
the following week to then 
winless Coffee County.

John Stephens, head coach 
of the Coffee County Comets 
of Douglas, is to move his 
team to region 3-AAA next 
year. And it’s doubtful he’ll 
miss the annual contests with 
the Bazemore men. The loss 
this year was by a 46-0 mar­
gin.

Stephens said he can’t see 
any reason why the team 
shouldn't go all the way to the 
state championship.

Two other coaches whose 
teams move out of the region 
next year had high praise 
for the ’Cats also. Clint Mad- 
ray Wayne Countv of Jesun’s 
head coach, liked the depth 
and balance displayed this 
year by Valdosta. ‘Dosta wal­
loped Wayne 49-0.

The coach whose team re­
ceived the worst licking hand­
ed out by VHS this year was 
one of the most complimen­
tary. Phil Early, whose Ware 
County Gators were humilat- 
ed 63-0, said he thought they 
were as good a high school 
football team as he’s seen in 
four or five years. Maybe as 
good as the 1962 state 
champions.

“I don’t believe Coach 
Bazemore really knows who 
his best athletes are,” Early 
said, “because the team is so 
deep in talent. And they are 
far and away the best coach­
ed team I’ve seen this year.” 

Another contender for the tit­
le up until the last stages of 
the season was Monroe High 
School of Albany. But Winfred 
Benson’s Golden Tornadoes 
left Cleveland Field shaking 
their heads over a 48-0 loss.

“If you’re going to beat 
them,” said Benson, “it has 
to be in the air. Nobody is go­
ing to run through that line.”

Benson should know. H i s 
team’s attack was built 
around Lester Sherman, ^ho 
is recognized as one of the 
state’s finest running backs. 
Sherman eventually ended up 
as the region’s leading scorer, 
rusher, and return artist. 
But against the ‘Cats, Sher7 
man gained only 59 yards.

Head coach of Valdosta’s 
crnsstown rivals, Carlton 
Adams of the Lowndes High 
Vikings, said VHS does 
everything a football team is 
supposed to do. And they do 
it well.

“They block, tackle and 
pursue,” said Adams, “and 
they’re far better than any 
team we saw. Whoever beats 
them, if anyone does, will 
have to have an exceptional 
football team. One that’s good. 
Tig and fast. Ard I’ll tel* you 
now a one man team doesn’t 
stand a cnanee.

Injuries reduced the Vik- 
rgs ranks during the season. 
And much of their hopes rest­
ed on the running of half­
back Henrv Otis Register. He 
had a good night against Val­
dosta, but th1 Vikes lost 40-0.

The closes* game of the sea­
son was the first one, a 14-0 
win over the Thomasville High 
Bulldogs. Coach Lee Fore­
hand’s changes proved t h e 
score was no fluke by going 
er to capture the Region 1-AA 
crown. '

With his mind on play­
off opponents coming up,Fore­
hand still took time out to pin 
a few roses on the only team 
to defeat his during the regu­
lar season.

“Just take all the adjectives 
that mean ‘great’ and you’ll 
have my opinion of the Val­
dosta team,” said Forehand. 
“It was by far the finest 
team we played all year, and I 
hope it is the finest we do 
play. We aren’t proud of the 
score, but I believe that’s the 
best we played all year.

The names of three players 
cropoed up in almost all the 
coaches conversations. They 
were Don Golden, Tom Holt 
and Danny O’Neal.

Holt was praised by most as 
the finest linebacker high 
school football in Georgia has 
produced in the past few 
years. More than one coach 
cited him for outstanding de­
fensive work against his 
team.

Golden was praised in par­
ticular by Dalton and Willis 
(“All he did was stand there 
and throw the ball 60 yards 
in the air for a completion 
against us.”)

O’Neal is well remembered 
by Early who called the sen­
ior running back “one of the 
finest in the state.”

Other names cropped up 
too. Each coach seemed to 
have a particular Wildcat 
player in mind who had an 
outstanding game against his 
team. For one it was the de­
fensive tackles. But another 
would disagree. It was the 
pass receivers. Or the guards.

Thirty - six years ago when 

Earl Mayo was in his senior 
year at Thomasville High 
school in Thomasville, the 
very last thing he expected to 
wind up as was a Wildcat fan 
jn Valdosta, Ga., but he did.

Now Mayo ;s perhaps one of 
the biggest Wildcat fans ever, 
put he never gets to relax and 
watch the game anymore — 
He’s too busy keeping every- 

“thing in order in the Cleveland 
field press box.

Mayo arrives at home Wild­
cat football games around 6 
pm., two hours before game 
time. He stays constantly 
busy helping radio stations 
install equipment, passing out 
programs and information and 
waking sure everyone who 
had a legitimate reason for 
being in the press box is com­
fortable.

“If you would have told me 
I would be living in Valdosta 
and would be a big Wildcat 
fan 30 years ago, I would have 
probably busted you in the 
mouth,” Mayo jokes. “I can 
Still remember coming over 
here all steamed up and then 
cringing with fear when the 
Wildcats came out on the 
field.

“Now, even though I have 
never had a son on the team 
yet, I feel like the ’Cats are 
my team, and J want to do 
everything I can for them.”

The 54 - year - old Cat fan 
admits there is an awful lot 
of work to the job but persists 
it does not really seem like 
an obligation on his part. It 
is something he really enjoys 
doing. He does it for nothing 
too.

“I got the job about two 
years ago,” Mayor explained, 
“when the board of education 
said ‘Earl, take that press box 
and make a good impression 
on all the visitors with it.’ 
And that’s what I’ve tried my 
best to do.

“Before, the Valdosta policy 
was to keep everyone who 
didn’t have a definite reason 
and advanced permission to 
be there out. This led to some 
hard feelings because many 

'-'•’press and radio officials and 
other school scouts didn’t re­
member to call early for per­
mission.

“As a result, most of the 
chairs were left empty while 
people who should have been 
in the press box were left out 
in the stands.

“But I’ve made up my 
mind. As long as there is an 
open seat in that press box 
and someone with any legiti­
mate reason for being in it, 
they will sit in the press box.

“I don’t want anybody go­
ing home and saying anything 
but good about the Wildcats 
and Valdosta. We had over 40 
people in the press box during 
the Lanier game and the 
phone calls startea coming in 
early Saturday morning for 
seats for the Savannah^game,” 
he said.

“I had talked to a couple of 
merchants in Valdosta and to 
the Touchdown Club about 
helping support a coffee and 
donut stand in the press box. 
It worked out fine and only 
cost the TD club about three 
dollars. I believe that showed 
the visitors we were really 
nice people around here.”

Mayo used a large coffee 
maker from his own store, 
United Rent-Alls, free of 
charge.

This job was not the first 
Mayo donated to the Valdosta 
school system. He served a 
six - year term on the Val­
dosta Board of Education in 
1959-66, served as president of 
the VHS Athletic Association, 
as president of the Basketball 
Booster’s club in 1960 and ran 
the public address system for 
eight years.

His daughter, Mary Ann 
Mayo, was a starting guard on 
the VHS Kitten squad in 1959­
61.

Apparently it’s not just Val­
dosta Mayo likes. He seems to 
enjoy just working with and

for kids. He ran the P A. sys­
tem in Thomasville for 15 
years between 1935 and 1950 
and was a high school football 
and basketball official for over 
25 years.

“I just love kids,” Mayo ex­
plained.

The coffee and donuts were 
not the only changes Mayo 
made in the press box. At the 
start of the 1969 season he con­
tacted several Danks in Val­
dosta with the idea of spon­
soring someone to call in the 
scores of other games of in­
terest around the area so Cat 
fans could find out what next 
week’s competition was doing 
while watching the game here.

Mayo’s efforts do not go un­
noticed. He has a file of let­
ters from other school offi­
cials thanking him for his help 
during their stay in Valdosta.

One of the rules that must 
be upheld during the games 
is that the press box telephone 
should not be used unless the 
call is official or an emer­
gency. Since the phone is in 
the press box, it is up to Mayo 
to decide if an ‘'emergency” 
is really an emergency.

He remembers one night 
last year when some guy 
came running up to the box 
as fast as he could yelling 
‘where’s the phone. . .where’s 
the phone?”

“Is it an emergency?” Mayo 
asked.

“I’ll say it is!” the man 
shouted, “My wife is out in 
the car having a baby!”

That was emergency enough 
for Mayo. The man got to use 
the phone.

Valdosta’s Wildcats won 
their first state chamnionship 
under Coach Bobby Hooks in 
1940, only the fourth year 
there was such a thing as a 
state championship.

It was one of those seasons 
the ‘Cats wer1 flying high and 
beating everything that came 
into their path by the kind of 
scores which have given them 
one of the most respected

names in state prp grid circl­
es.

The finale cam on Dec. 20 
when the Wildcaj played Ce­
dartown at Albny in the 
state championhip game 
and trounced tb N o r t h 
Georgians by ail-0 score.

In those day, there were 
only two state classifications 
with the ‘Cats Haying in the 
lower one, considered Class 
“B”. The highe classification

was composed of 1 a r g er 
schools from Savannah, Col­
umbus, Macon, Atlanta and 
Augusta.

On the way to the top that 
year Valdosta beat Camilla 
(7-0), Dixie (39-0), Nashville 
62-0), Americus (32-2), Fitz­
gerald (25 0), Waycross (26-0), 
Bainbridge (7-0, Thomasville 
(13-0), Albany (19-6) and 
Moultrie (32-12).

Tifton was chosen by com­

mittee of the south Georgia 
Football Association to op­
pose the Wildcats for the 
South Georgia Champion­
ship, and the Valdostans beat 
the Blue Devils by a 13-0 
count.

A week later they 
came through with their first 
state championship. It was a 
thing unheard of until four 
years earlier when the South 
Georgia Football Association

was formed.
The first state championship 

team was led by quarterback 
Knuck McCrary, who was the 
head coach at Moultrie for a 
number of years until h i s 
death from a heart at t a c k 
about four years ago.

Another on the squad was 
halfback Joe Davis, who was 
killed during World War II. 
His jersey has been retired.

Val­
dosta had 16 first downs, 208 yards 
rushing and 133 yards passing. Lanier 
had three first downs, 53 yards rush­
ing and 45 yards passing.

Back-To-Schoo 1 With Change
As in most everything else that is 

happening around us, this year is a year 
of great change for the public schools 
of this area.

The character of area schools will be 
changed most by the implementation of 
desegregation rules. The Valdosta 
schools, for instance, will be operating 
as completely desegregated units in the 
junior high and high school grades.

Lowndes County’s schools begin a 
two-year program this year toward to­
tal desegregation. To implement this 
change, a giant building program is to 
begin in the county system.

In other area systems, the racial 
character of schools are being changed 
under federal rules and regulations.

Also significant, though less dra­
matic, is change in pupil-teacher rela­
tionships being instituted by the school 
systems. Great emphasis is being placed 
on upgrading instructional standards.

Pupils are being classified and placed 
on instructional levels which are de-

ents. All along the line emphasis is be­
ing placed on upgrading the quality of 
education these young people receive.

In addition, it is costing more to op­
erate the schools. Taxpayers are go­
ing to have to dig deeper to provide the 
additional local finances necessary for 
the schools’ operation.

These are some of the changes that 
are going on in our public schools. 
There are others, some minor in na­
ture. some that will surface later.

What is happening is an attempt to' 
fill a need. It is a cooperative effort of 
almost all in our society toward the 
educational nourishment of our young 
people. It is a gigantic effort to equip 
them to move into an ever increasing­
ly complicated society.

Students Progress Better

A-placement program de­

signed to offer instruction on 
the level each student can 
progress best is to begin this 
fall at Valdosta High School.

Principal Charles (Chuck) 
Green said the venture is a 
revamping of the traditional 
high school curriculum and is 
designed to make graduates 
better college m a t e r i a 1 or 
ready for vocational training, 
depending on the individual’s 
ambitions and aptitudes.

He said the present curricu- 
lunf is not adequate for to­
days student needs and that 
too many students are mere­
ly attending school and n o t 
gaining what they should 
from- the courses.

“la- some instances the 
clades are over their 
hea$. For others the ma­
terial is a rehash of what has 
been said to them before,” 
said'the principal. .

The placement program is 
not unique to educators but it 
is new to the Valdosta school 
system. Administrators have 
been reporting successful re­
sults with this type of ar­
rangement for years. Only a 
handful of Georgia schools 
have attempted to m e e t the 
students’ needs in this man­
ner. Lowndes County schools 
here have been using a simi­
lar method for seevral years.

Green, 34, wants to moke 
studies of each pupul until the 
youth graduates. This will 
take time and each teacher 
will be involved but it s all 
part of his placement effort.

He isn’t worried about stu­
dent grouping. He says stu­
dents have a way of grouping

cher doesn’t arrange it.

“They (students) know who 
the more intelligent members 
of the class are, they know 
who the failures are and know 
who are average students. In 
an ordinary classroom there 
is grouping,” said Green.

He said four levels of in­
struction will be offered for 
all the basic required courses. 
Students will be placed in a 
certain level course on t h e 
basis of their aptitude scores, 
which would be administered 
at the beginning of the school 
year: teacher recommenda­
tionsand past averages he ex­
plained. u H

The program is to be tiexi- 
ble enough to allow students 
to move up as they progress

and back if there is a need.
“Usually the teacher 

recommends that a student be 
put back in a lower level. But 
I have worked with this type 
program before, and it has 
been my experience that a 
parent will also suggest that 
his child be moved if the ma­
terial is a little beyond his 
grasp,” said the principal.

The former Thomasville 
High School principal who is 
in his second year at VHS ex­
plained this type program 
could be implemented in a 
four, three or two-year high 
school. And although he is sat­
isfied with the present 10-12 
grades located on the main 
VHS campus, he says a four 
year school all at one site is 
the most satisfactory arrange­
ment.

“We need them for four 
years to get them ready for 
whatever it is they want to do 
after graduation,” he said.

Green is to have about 1,200 
students this year and about 
350 to 400 of them are to be 
Negro. VHS and the former 
Pinevale High School for 
Negroes have been consolidat­
ed All 10th-12th graders are 
to be at VHS this fall and all 
the ninth graders are to at­
tend the Pinevale campus 
which is now part of VHS.

The placement program is 
expected to help the desegre­
gation move and not resegre­
gate or hinder any students.

“The whole point is to al­
low the child to progress as 
he can and not try to p u s h 
him too fast or even holo 
anyone back. Our intention is 
to provide the best education 
we can for all the students/ 
said the principal.

A 17-year-old Valdosta High 
School senior, Bill Bowers, 
has been named a semifinalist 
in the 1969-70 National Merit 
Scholarship Program.

VMA Forum Is Unique

The forum Monday night 
on integration in the city high 
schools is to be held under the 
sponsorship of the Valdosta 
Ministerial Asociation, which 
uually does not hold public 
meetings to carry out its in­
volvement in community pro­
blems.

But, to help the community 
understand and adjust to the 
situations caused by school in­
tegration, especially for the 
high schools, the VMA voted 
to hold the public from 7:30­
9 p.m. at the First United 
Methodist Church fellowship 
hall.

It is especially for parents 
of students attending the city 
high schools this fall to 
answer any questions there 
might be about the integrat­
ion plan for Valdosta High 
School and VHS - Pinevale 
Campus.

Though the public forum is 
unique, the VMA has a history 
of involvement in community 
problems, said the Rev. Doug­
las Reddick, pastor of North­
side Baptist Church.

“A number of years ago the 
ministerial association involv­
ed itself in the question of ille­
gal slot machines before t h e 
grand jury to try to rid the 
county of these things.” said 
Reddick. “Ministerial as­
sociation representatives have 
talked from time to time with 
such people as the mayor and 
chief of police and the sheriff 
about community problems.”

Several m e m b e r s of the 
VMA also participated in a 
mental health workshop this 
year for guidelines in working 
with the mentally ill in t h e 
community.

Pastors here also, when 
classroom space was needed 
for elementary students, of­
fered their churches for use, 
said Reddick.

The forum, he said, is just 
part of “the continuing inter­
est the ministerial associat­
ion has shown in community 
problems.”

City Supt. Foster Goolsby 
said he has never heard of 
another community doing any­
thing like the forum here.

Federal Hole Growing
By GARVEN HUDGINS

WASHINGTON (AP) - As 
the U. S. education establish­
ment grows, so do the de­
mands for more financial help 
from Uncle Sam.

Almost without exception, 
educators have stressed that 
the future of American edu­
cation, now at its most ex­
plosive stage in history, vir­
tually depends on the federal 
government.

The prospect of ever-grow­
ing federal responsibility in 
the fields of elementary, sec­
ondary and higher education 
poses in many minds the 
threat of ultimate federal con­
trol.

It’s an old, almost tradition­
al bugaboo. Year after year, 
successive U. S. commission­
ers of education take pains to 
assure against any federal en­
croachment in t h e sacro­
sanct areas of curriculum, 
tenure and textbook selection.

U.S. to Take Action 
On Georgia Schools

The one field where the fed­
eral presence is obvious is in 
the field of school desegrega­
tion. Within the past three 
years, the government — spe­
cifically the Department of 
Health Education and Wel­
fare’s Department of Civil 
Rights — has vigorously 
sought to enforce those provi­
sions of the Elementary and 
Secondary Education Act per­
taining to integration.

Under terms of the ESEA 
Act, the government has the 
right to withhold federal funds 
from school districts which do 
not comply with U. S. guide­
lines on school desegregation.

The budget sent to Con­
gress last January by outgo­
ing President Lyndon B. John­
son proposed an overall fed­
eral outlay of $9.8 billion — a 
$759 million increase over the 
fiscal year ending in 1969.

The figures tell the story of 
the enormous expansion of 
federal responsibility in edu­

cation.
And now under considera­

tion are a variety of propos­
als, including one by the pres­
tigious Carnegie Commission 
on Higher Education, calling 
for a larger federal role in 
supporting students in college 
and universities.

Specifically, the Carnegie 
Commission report called for 
a new G. I. Bill, invoving di­
rect financial assistance to 
students who could not other­
wise afford to go to college.

Almost every conference of 
specialists in higher education 
includes a new suggestion for 
some new federal role in fur­
thering higher education in 
this country.

The budget submitted last 
January included a proposal 
for an outlay of $5.03 billion 
for higher education alone.

This total included $1.9 bil­
lion for student support from 
all agencies.

The current U. S. Office of

Education budget calls for 13 5 
billion in new appropriations 
for fiscal 1970 — about the 
same level as last year, but 
with more emphasis on pro­
grams for the disadvantaged.

The budget which the out­
going Johnson Administration 
submitted to Congress last 
January reflected the growing 
concern inside the federal 
government to provide for 
every child, regardless of his 
family income, race or place 
of resi lence. an opportunity 
for all the education he wants 
and can absorb

It also underlines the inden­
tion of the government to im­
prove the quality of educaiion 
through experimentation with 
new materials and new meth­
ods.

No matter what changes the 
Nixon Administration makes 
in the years to come in the 
budget, these goals are like­
ly to remain paramount in 
the field of education

ATLANTA VP) — A five-man 
team of civil rights lawyers 
was sent to Georgia Tuesday- 
by the Justice Department to 
take court action against sev­
en school districts accused 
of reneging on voluntary de­
segregation plans.

The Justice Department did 
not identify the school sys­
tems to be sued. However, 
Robert Finch, secretary of 
Health, Education and 
Welfare, said seven systems 
have refused to carry out 
agreed-upon desegregation 
plans.

HEW identified the school 
districts as Clinch, Coffee 
Dodge, Emanuel, Telfair and 
Wheeler counties and the City 
of Rome.

Finch said the districts 
“promised long ago to imple­
ment a desegregation plan 
this fall” only to renege last 
week on the eve of the open­
ing of schools this fall.

Donald, superintendent of the I 
city s schools, said Tuesday 
he believes that the Rome 
school board has lived Up to

He said the school board 
had agreed to a future zoning 
plan, but the proposal was reJ

jected by HEW because it did 
not include provisions for 
pairing of schools.

“HEW’s concept of zoning 
and the zoning concept of the 
Rome Board of Education are 
not the same,” McDonald 
said.

School Board Orders Band
To Keep Playing ‘Dixie’

The Valdosta Board of Edu­
cation has directed the Valdos­
ta High School band to conti­
nue playing “Dixie” in spite of 
complaints from some Negro 
students that they couldn’t live 
here if the song continued to be

included in the musical pro­
grams at VHS.

The action taken at the regu­
lar board meeting Tuesday 
night on the controversial piece 
of music is the result of a 
statement by VHS Band Direc­
tor Frank Butenschon to The 
Valdosta Daily Times Tuesday.

Butenschon told a reporter 
that unless he had some deci­
sion from the board concerning 
the playing or discontinuance of 
the song he would not plan a 
halftime show for the football 
game Friday night.

“This board has now said 
‘Dixie’ will be played. It doesn’t 
have to be played at all affairs 
but it will be played” said 
Board Chairman I. H. (Bubber) 
Tillman Jr.

The motion to direct the band 
to c o n t i n u e playing the song

BOARD LEAVES SELECTIONS DISCRETIONARY

Valdosta Band Can Continue to Play Pixie

VALDOSTA, Ga. — The 

Valdosta High School band 
can continue to play “Dixie” 
or any other music that it 
would normally plan to play 
but it should add any “musi­
cally sound” and “proper 
band music” that any group 
may request.

That is what a somewhat 
ambiguous motion passed by 
a 6-1 vote of the city school 
board boils down to. In some 
ways the motion puts the 
monkey back on band direc­
tor Frank Butenschon who 
had said he was concerned 
with music and not emotions 
and would not discontinue 
playing Dixie on his own ac­
cord.

THE ACTION does let Bu­
tenschon know that tbe school 
board will not complain if he 
plays Dixie.

It also, in a sort of a vague 
way, hints that he should con­
sider playing songs that are 
favorites of the anti-Dixie

people. One such song might 
be “Battle Hymn of the Re­
public,” considered by some 
as the Yankee counterpart to 
Dixie.

However, Dr. Robert Tuat- 
tlebaum, who cast the lone 
vote against Vice Chairman 
Gordon Southwell’s motion 
Tuesday night, inquired if this 
meant the band should play 
“We Shall Overcome.” .

Tuattlebaum’s comment 
came up for informal discus­
sion at a meeting of the band 
boosters club board which 
convened at a restaurant af­
ter hearing the school board 
decision.

THE BOOSTERS, who raise 
money for band travel and 
other items, went on record 
as “endorsing Butenschon in 
whatever he does.” The boost­
ers board, which is all white 
although the organization has 
support from Negro band par­
ents, left no doubt that it is 
happy about the school board 
decision to leave band pro­
grams up to the director.

Southwell moved that the

board go on record as favor­
ing that Butenschon continue 
the band program “exactly as 
he has in the past. He is to 
continue to plan his pro­
grams, omitting no songs that 
he has played because of any 
so-called pressure groups re­
quests or demands.

“However, it is the desire 
of this board that Butenschon 
add any music that any group 
may request, if it is musically 
sound and, in the opinion of 
the bandmaster, proper band 
music.

“THIS MOTION is in no 
way intended to dictate to Bu­
tenschon and merely places 
the burden of decision in the 
matter of the playing of Dixie 
upon the board of education.”

It was noted among the 
band boosters that whether or 
not “We Shall Overcome” is 
considered musically sound 
and proper band music is lor 
the interpretation of Buten­
schon.

The question of playing Dix­
ie came up when school Supt. 
Foster Goolsby heard reports

that some Negro band mem­
bers had said they would not 
play in the band if Dixie was 
played.

DIXIE HAS been played of­
ten by the Marching Cats 
over the years, usually as the 
last number before closing 
the band program, but it was 
neither scheduled nor played 
at the band’s only high school 
game appearance of the year 
last Friday night. It was 
planned for a professional 
game in New Orleans last 
Saturday night but was not 
played because time ran out.

There is some feeling that 
the anti-Dixie movement orig­
inated outside the student 
body.

Southwell, prior to making 
his motion, noted that the 
school system “has gone 
through changes in the first 
six days of this school year 
that no person would have 
th rough t possible just a few 
years ago (complete integra­
tion was obtained).”

HE NOTED that the Val­

dosta change has been 
smoother than many. “Sure, 
we have had problems but 
they have been small but — 
any one of them could have 
reached major proportions 
unless proper and prompt ac­
tion was taken.

“These problems w:ll con­
tinue to arise and either the 
school administrators, school 
teachers or the school board 
will continue to have to take 
action — action that I hope 
will be prompt and proper 
and fair to all students — 
black and white,” Southwell 
said.

Former Chairman Lamar 
Newbern Jr. seconded the 
Southwell motion. Dr. J. 
Ralph Thaxton was absent 
and Chairman I. H. Tillman 
Jr. did not vote.

Both Southwell's statements 
and the motion were immedi­
ately available in typed form, 
indicating that it had been 
prepared in advance of the 
meeting, possibly in consider­
ation with other board mum 
bers and school officials.

Are Suspended 
Following Walkout at
Valdosta High School

VALDOSTA, Ga. — About 
300 Negro students, or some 
60 percent of the Negro mem­
bers of the student body at 
Valdosta High School, left 
classes and an assembly pro­
gram Friday in a protest over 
the outcome of a homecoming 
queen contest and were 
promptly suspended under a 
standing school rule against 
unauthorized walkouts from 
classes. It was the first major 
racial incident at the school.

Included among the sus­
' pended students were the Ne­

, gro co-president of the stu­
dent council, Greg Homer, a 

: few football players and some 
band members.

THE BALLPLAYERS, in­
cluding two first team mem­
bers, were barred from Val­
dosta’s Friday night football 
game, crucial contest with 
equally undefeated Moultrie, 
under a school rule which has 
been applied before in individ­
ual cases.

Homer led a peaceful sit­
down strike on the campus 
outside the school cafeteria 
following the walkout. School 
board chairman I. H. Tillman 
Jr. said the students stayed 
on the campus about an hour 
from the time they left class­
es until Valdosta Police Chief 

/ Wilbur Perkerson and Assist­
ant Chief A. L. Arnold got 
them to leave without inci­
dent.

Arnold said some of the 
boycotters marched down to 
the Pinevale campus, which 
only houses ninth grade stu­
dents, but were barred from 
the campus by school officials 
without police help.

Tillman, who said he told 
the students the school would 
no! be run by mob rule, even 
peaceful mobs, said the sus­
pension by high school Princi­
pal Charles Green has the 
backing of the board. “Mr. 
Green handled the situation 
extremely well and was cor­
rect in his decisions. He has 
100 percent backing of the 
school board and I hope of all 
the community,0 Tillman 
commented.

THE BOARD CHAIRMAN 
said he did not know details 
on the disputed queen election 
but that what he had heard 
unofficially was similar to 
other reports.

According to reports, Negro 
and white homeroom repre­
sentatives Monday picked up 
slips of paper from students 
containing their votes and 
turned them in at a central 
location. When the votes were 
counted, a Negro girl, Gloria 
Holloway, reportedly had won 
but there was evidence some 
students voted more than 
once.

( A second ballot was taken 
Thursday with exactly the 
same number of ballots 
passed out as there were stu­
dents in each room. A white 
co-ed, Emily Schroer, was de-

dared winner but the Negro 
students said Miss Holloway 
was the real winner and the 
change was a way of harass­
ing Negro students at the 
school, which is completely 
integrated this year for the 
RMtJ'lme‘ There ore about 
500 Negroes among the stu­
dent body.

If you 
have had a gripe you haven’t 
been to my office to see me 
about it.” ‘

There was some heckling 
from the students and Green 
told them he would get police 
if that’s what it took to get 
them off the campus. Before 
officers arrived Arnold told 
the Negro students to stay 
and to sit on their books but 
Arnold said police had no 
trouble in getting them to 
leave.

300 Are Suspended 
Following Walkout at 
Valdosta High School

VALDOSTA, Ga. — About 
300 Negro students, or some 
60 percent of the Negro mem­
ber of the student body at 
Valdosta High School, left 
classes and an assembly pro­
gram Friday in a protest over 
the outcome of a homecoming 
queen contest and were 
promptly suspended under a 
standing school rule against 
unauthorized walkouts from 
classes. It was the first major 
racial incident at the school.

Included among the sus­
pended students were the Ne­
gro co-president of the stu­
dent council, Greg Homer, a 
few football players and some 
band members.

There was some heckling 
from the students and Green 
told them he would get police 
if that’s what it took to get 
them off the campus. Before 
officers arrived Arnold told 
the Negro students to stay 
and to sit on their books but 
Arnold said police had no 
trouble in getting them to 
leave.

Homer led a peaceful sit­
down strike on the campus 
outside the school cafeteria 
following the walkout. School 
board chairman I. H. Tillman 
Jr. said the students stayed 
on the campus about an hour 
from the time they left class­
es until Valdosta Police Chief 
Wilbur Perkerson and Assist­
ant Chief A. L. Arnold got 
them to leave without inci­
dent.

Arnold said some of the 
boycotters marched down to 
the Pinevale campus, which 
only houses ninth grade stu­
dents. but were barred from 
the campus by school officials 
without police help.

Tillman, who said he told 
the students the school would 
not be run by mob rule, even 
peaceful mobs, said the sus­
pension by high school Princi­
pal Charles Green has the 
backing of the board. “Mr. 
Green handled the situation 
extremely well and was cor­
rect in his decisions. He has 
100 percent backing of the 
school board and I hope of all 
the community,” Tillman 
commented.

THE BOARD CHAIRMAN 
said he did not know details 
on the disputed queen election 
but that what he had heard 
unofficially was similar to 
other reports.

According to reports, Negro 
and white homeroom repre­
sentatives Monday picked up 
slips of paper from students 
containing their votes and 
turned them in at a central 
location. When the votes were 
counted, a Negro girl, Gloria 
Holloway, reportedly had won 
but there was evidence some 
students voted more than 
once.

A second ballot was taken 
Thursday with exactly the 
same number of ballots 
passed out as there were stu­
dents in each room.

The walkout bv Negro students at 
Valdosta High School Friday was an 
extremely unfortunate incident. It was 
most unfortunate because it happened 
over such a relatively unimportant 
matter. ,

The students left, and were subse­
quently suspended, in a disagreement 
over election of the school’s homecom­
ing queen.

The incident points up an apparent 
lack of discipline in the school and or 
a complete unawareness by administra­
tors of just what was going on in the 
student body.

This has been the first year of total 
integration for the Valdosta school sys­
tem. It has been a trying time for the 
school board, superintendent, princi­
pals and teachers. It has also been a 
trving time for most students. School 
administrators have contended that the 
integration process has been going 
smoothly, that there have been no 
real disturbances in the schools.

It is apparent, however, while there 
have been no major disturbances, there 
has been at VHS an undercurrent of 
feeling between the Negro and white 
students. This feeling apparently 
reached a climax with the walkout 
Friday.

It is always too easy to play Monday 
morning quarterback and call the plays 
that should have been run. Maybe the 
incident was unavoidable. Maybe it was 
bound to happen. We, however, just 
can’t buy that.

There has been an apparent break­
down of communications at Valdosta 
High. The strong undercurrent of feel­
ing was apparent to many despite what 
the principal and others have been say­
ing about things going smoothly. Did 
those in official capacity fail to recog­
nize the real feelings that were run­
ning through the student body?

There is every indication there has 
been a breakdown of discipline. In a 
school, such as Valdosta High, discip­
line must be built on a basis of mutual 
respect. When it isn’t, those charged 
with the task of running the school 
have failed. They have failed in pro­
viding the proper leadership. And we 
don t mean just those people on the 
schools* payroll. Developing a mutual 
respect is as much the responsibility of 
student leaders and other students as 
it is of those in official capacity, 
z Yu^i0Sta High School with its great 
football teams, bands and other assets 
has always been the pride of our com­
munity.

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Valdosta School Officials ! 
Probe Walkout by Students

VALDOSTA, Ga. - The Ne- 
sro students who left Valdosta 
High School en masse Friday 
were trying to get attention 
focused on their complaints 
about conditions at the fully 
integrated school, Greg Hom­
er, Negro co-president of the 
Student Council said Monday.

Homer was speaking to a 
group of about 75 school offi­
cials, Negro and white adult 
leaders and Negro students 
invited to a hearing conducted 
by the school board.

OTHER KEY PIECES of 
information revealed during 
the meeting were that “some 
400 black students” walked 
out instead of the 250 to 300 
previously estimated; the sus­
pension was for three days, a 
standard penalty for leaving 
class or assembly without 
permission, and the home­
coming queen incident, which 
touched off the walkout, hap­
pened somewhat different 
from first reports. There are 
500 Negro students at the 
school.

Reinstatement of the Negro 
students without penalty was 
incuded in a list of demands 
presented school board Chair­
man I. H. Tillman Jr. by Na­
than Hadley, an NAACP rep­
resentative, at the Monday 
meeting.

Apparently the reinstate­
ment will be a moot point 
soon because high school 
Principal Charles Green said 
later that as far as he is con­
cerned the suspension is for 
three days and the students 
may return to class Wednes­
day.

At least two Negro leaders 
and one white man appealed 
verbally for settling differ­
ences and getting on with ed­
ucation matters.

ON THE OTHER HAND, 
other speakers of both races 
seemed more concerned with 
the details of various prob­
lems that have arisen since 
all 10th, 11th and 12th grade 
students in the city system 
were put together at the 
crowded and outdated Valdos­
ta High facility this Septem­
ber.

Earlier this year, Homer 
felt that Negro students who 
had transferred from pre­
viously all-Negro Pinevale 
High were confused by the 
procedure used in electing 
class officers. Homer tried to 
get a new election called and 
the faculty would not do it.

It was his understanding 
that the top three girls nomi­
nated for homecoming queen 
would be placed on a ballot in 
an election last Monday but, 
instead, his white co-president 
told students to write the 
name of the candidate of their 
choice on a piece of note pap­
er.

“Some sophomores dian t 
know this and it might have 
made a difference,” said 
Homer.

NAACP Demands
Reinstatement

The executive committee here of the National Associ­

ation for the Advancement of Colored People has de­
manded that the Valdosta Board of Education immediate­
ly reinstate the estimated 400 Negro studepts suspended 
from Valdosta High School Friday because of their par­
ticipation in a mass walkout.

The board was presented with 
the demand and several others 
/at a special session held this 
'morning at the Lowndes Coun­
ty office building to determine 
why the walkout occurred.

The committee adopted the re-1 
instatement and other demands1 
at a meeting Sunday. Nathan I 
Hadley and Ralph Harrington 
of the NAACP gave the list of 
demands to the school board
chairman I. H. (Bubber) Till­
man Jr.

Harrington in presenting the 
demands to the board chairman 
said “We have given in and 
you don’t know how to. We’ve 
been giving in for 200 years, 
now this is what we are de­
manding.”

Besides the reinstatement, the 
NAACP does not want the su­
spended students to be given 
zeroes for the work missed 
while out of school. The group 
wants the playing of the song 
“Dixie’ and display of the Con­
federate flag discontinued. They 
also want a Negro homecoming 
queen and at least one Negro 
attendant on the homecoming 
court.

The committee demands that 
a Negro coach and a Negro1 
physical education instructor be 
immediately hired at VHS and 
that some grade consideration •

Responsibility Put

racial problems plaguing Valdosta High School could be 
resolved today as the Negro school boycott ended this

morning walkout is not an indi­
cation everything is settled on 
Negro students walked out as a 
means to call attention to their 
plight.

“We had been h rrassed ever 
I since we got to VHS and at the 
time we could think of no other 
way to bring some attention to 
our problems,” said the VHS 
senior.

The homecoming queen elec­
tions were the final straws in a 
series of incidents in which the 
Negroes did not feel they were 
being treated fairly, explained
Homer.

He cited class elections, the 
display of the Confederate flag 
and playing of “Dixie” as other 
forms of harrassments.

Homer and the other Negro 
members of the Student Council 
presented their grievances Wed­
nesday for the first time before 
the entire Student C o u n cti. 
Homer and the Negro council 
members were among about 
Negroes who went back to V 
Wednesday at the end °f^ 
three day suspension. The other 
Negroes continued their boycoi 
of the school until today.

Suspended Students
Return to Classes at 
Valdosta High School

VALDOSTA, Ga. — Things 
were near normal at Valdosta 
High School Thursday and the 
school board chairman be­
lieves that the school’s inte­
grated student council is the 
key to insuring harmony be­
tween Neegro and white stu­
dents.

Some 400 Negro students 
left classes and assembly last 
Friday in a dispute over the 
homecoming queen. There are 
about 500 Negro students and 
850 whites at the school.

The boycotters were imme­
diately suspended for three 
days under a standing school 
rule. They were due back 
Wednesday but in the mean­
time NAACP leaders present­
ed the school board a list of 
five demands.

Negro leaders voted Mon­
day to send the students back 
to school if 75 percent of the 
demands were met. Then, at 
a meeting Tuesday night, 
some Negro adults persuaded 
the students not to go back 
until all demands were met. 
A third meeting was held 
Wednesday night and Negro 
student council members an­
nounced they would return to 
school Thursday.

Only about 60 Negro stu­
dents, including student coun­
cil members, who were to 
find out the status on the de­
mands, returned Wednesday 
but there were only 73 total

;i ^es lrom both races 
Thursday.

Principal Charles Green de­
clined comment as to whether 
there would be any punish­
ment for those who took the 
extra day.

This is as it should be. The main 
thing was to get these children back in 
school and to put the school house back 
in order.
- Valdosta High has been torn asunder 
by this racial crisis. The learning pro- 
C?Sf ‘ft bas almost ground to a com­
plete halt. It is now vital that the ad­
ministration, teachers and students set­
tle back into the routine so essential 
for an orderly school.
. With most of the black students back 
in school today, the teachers and stu­
dents can now sit down in a calmer 
atmosphere and try to work out their 
problems. This does not mean all is 
rosy at Valdosta High. There remains 
many differences between the blacks 
and whites to be worked out. It is not 
going to be easy.
, It can be easier now, however, since 
it is apparent emotion has given way 
to reason. It appears many of the dif­
ferences can be worked out as long as 
there is a little give and take here and 
there. It is essential that reason rule 
and all sides of the issue work toward 
reasonable solutions.

The black students went back to Val­
dosta High at the urging of many adult 
Negroes. There are some adults in our 
Negro community who are pulling the 
other way, however.

Those who would keep the students 
out of school have overlooked the one 
essential factor in all this. These child­
ren need to be in school. They need to

be getting as much from the educa­
tional process as possible, because their 
futures are at stake.

It is to the credit of those Negro par- 
^? bave been urging an end to 

. strife. They have apparently recog­
nized that the people who are hurt the 
most are those students who stay out of 
school and miss a vital part of their 
education, because every day is vital.

It is up to all students at VHS, white 
and black, to stand up and demonstrate 
they can and are willing to work out 
their problems. It should be a challenge 
built out of pride for them to try and 
build Valdosta _ High into the institu­
tion it must be if it is to give the educa­
tional program so vitally needed.

Reasonable people can reason togeth­
er, and that is what they must do. When 
students walk off a campus, reason 
goes out the window.

Rev. W. H. Brown, presi­
dent of the Lowndes-Valdosta 
NAACP chapter, said his or­
ganization believes a demand 
-o hire a Negro coach and 
physical education teacher is 
being considered with the 
board attempting to hire one.

Some adult leaders did not 
know the school system had a 
system of four levels of teach­
ing (but not a dual grade sys- 
tern) and when told this they 
apparently accepted it in lieu 
of their demand for “some 
grade consideration” on 
grounds of alleged lack of ad­
equate previous training for 
Negro students.

The student council has 
been handed the other two de­
mands which call for the high 
school band to stop playing 
Dixie and displaying the Con- 
teaerate flag, and for having 
a Negro member of the home­
coming court Oct. 31.

Angela Wetherington, white 
co-president of the student 
council, commented. “This is 
a tremendous undertaking for 
us. Before all this happened 
the most we had ever done 
was to sponsor homecoming 
at the Christmas chapel. We 
felt like we were really some­
thing then. This year we are 
trying to keep a whole school 
together.”

Tragedy Of Our Racial Unrest
The real tragedy of racial unrest at 

Valdosta High School is the fact edu­
cation is taking a back seat. Although 
classes at the school have continued 
since the walkout by Negro students 
last week, the entire learning process 
has ground to an almost complete halt.

Valdosta High is in turmoil. Under 
these circumstances there can be no 
real learning. When the problem is 
moderated, and we sincerely believe it 

will be shortly, a week, maybe two, of 
our society’s most precious ingredient 
— education — will be lost for all 
those at Valdosta High.

There were some hopes that the end 
to the racial unrest was in sight. This 
was based on the hope the suspended 
Negro students would return to school 
today — the end of their three-day sus­
pension period. But many failed to re­
turn, and in effect, continued their 
walkout.

Board of education members and 
school officials have been working tire­
lessly since the blowup last Friday to 
moderate the situation. There have 
been meetings and conferences by the 
score between those in charge of the 
schools and students and parents.

The Negro members of the VHS stu­
dent council returned to school this 
morning, not to clasess, but to discuss 
the situation. The dialogue continues. 
This is a good sign.

Board of Education Chairman I. H. 
Tillman Jr. has discussed at great 
length the problems in the schools 
with the NAACP leadership. There were

indications out of these discussions 
that a sensible middle ground was be­
ing found. This blew up temporarily, 
however, at a meeting of Negro stu­
dents and parents Tuesday night.

It was apparent in this meeting that 
some of the Negro adult leadership in 
our community wants the students to 
continue their walkout. This is unfor­
tunate, because there are indications 
the majority of these students want to 
get back in school.

At Valdosta High every possible pre­
paration is being made to take back the 
suspended black students with as little 
trouble as possible. For the most part 
the students want to see the turmoil 
ended and return to the educational 
process.

It is now incumbent on the white 
community, as well as the black, to 
show some responsibility in all this. 
It is incumbent especially on the white 
students at VHS to sit tight and show 
others the proper example of discipline 
and leadership.

What so few students realize is that 
they are robbing themselves of a chance 
in life. Who is homecoming queen, the 
right tackle on the football team or 
what the band plays is really secon­
dary. Learning to prepare one’s self 
to meet the complexities of the out­
side, adult world is what the educa­
tion process is all about. Every day 
a child stays out of school, or the 
school is paralized with racial turmoil, 
is another day that student is less pre­
pared.



Decision At V aldosta High
Valdosta High School principal Chuck 

Green has rejected requests of Negro 
students at his school to have their own 
homecoming queen and to discontinue 
plaving of the song “Dixie” and dis­
playing the Confederate flag.

Principal Green issued a strongly 
worded statement to that effect. The 
statement has the backing of the board 
of education.

In addition, the principal said those 
black members of the VHS Student 
Council who walked off the campus last 
week will not be allowed to continue 
as members of the council. Their places 
will be filled by other black students.

Mr. Green and the board of educa­
tion have acted in a way they believe 
will be in the best interests of Valdosta 
High School and the educational pro­
cesses there. The principal said the is­
sues were discussed by the Student 
Council, but the council failed to re­
solve them, therefore the decisions were 
made by him and approved by the 
board.

Had the Student Council made any 
recommendations, it still would have 
been up to the principal to approve 
them. Therefore, there can be no ques­
tion that Mr. Green acted within the 
scope of his authority. Whether a per­
son agrees with the decision, it has been 
made and must be abided by.

Racial tension at VHS reached a cres­
cendo on Oct. 17 when black students 
walked out of classes in protest over 
the handling of the homecoming queen 
election. The action was deplored, be­
cause the students didn’t seek recourse 
to their grievances through any of the

SyThe fact there is racial trouble at 
Valdosta High is incongrous with the 
spirit of this town. We have always 
prided ourselves in the relationships 
between our whites and blacks. That 
spirit was shown here Friday night 
when all-black Monroe High School 
Band received a standing ovation for its 
fine half-time performance at the foot­
ball game. ...

The history of our town has been that 
divisions between groups, whether they 
be along racial, political or other lines, 
have been worked out through under­
standing based on fair play and mutual 
respect. This must now be the attitude 
at VHS.

It will be up to the students at VHS 
to accept the decisions of Principal 
Green and the board and strive to put 
their school house back in order. Said 
the principal: “I implore all students 
and interested parties to abide by this 
decision and give us the climate that 
we need at Valdosta High School to get 
the job of education back in its proper 
perspective.”

That is the important thing. It matters 
little in life who is homecoming queen 
or what songs the band nlays. What’s 
imoortant is for VHS students to exert 
themselves at the business of scholar­
ships so they will be prepared to meet 
the complexities of this adult world 
when they become adults.

The full text of Mr. Green’s state­
ment appears elsewhere in today’s edi­
tion of the Times. We commend it to 
all for careful reading and study.

- Charles (Chuck) Green is 
hot seat — no question about it.

, School board chairman I. H. Tillman also likes the way 
the 35-year-old Green does things.

But some say there has been no discipline — or at least 
not enough — since the top three grades from Pinevale were 
sent to VHS, creating a student body of 500 Negroes and 
some 850 whites.

I don’t have a child in school and I don’t walk down the 
halls of VHS every day to see what goes on so I can’t say 
what degree of discipline is practiced. I feel sure that some 
administrators could run a very tight ship for a while at 
VHS, never conferring with student leaders on policy, and 
meting out punishment like a dictator.

I M NOT SURE a whole series of open meetings, as the i 
school board has indicated it may have, will serv»* any 
worthwhile purpose in race relations but as Supt. Goolsby 
observes, the first one (and maybe the only one) did help air 
out the problem.

We hear^ from Greg Homer, the Negro co-pre*adent of 
the Student Council, the side of the black students first hand. 
We heard the opinions of the hotter heads on both sides and 
it helps to know what these people are thinking. And we also 
learned that there are responsible men of both races who 
feel there is going to have to be some give and take and seri­
ous council table meetings (and not debate sessions) to work 
out problems.

One of these men was big Jake Register, the Negro con­
tractor. Register doesn’t get out and make speeches as often 
as certain other members of his race but white leaders 
usually feel that if any one Negro has enough of the respect 
of the rank and file members of his race to be considered 
the town’s Negro leader it is probably Register. This is not 
to say that there aren’t other good Negro leaders but Regis­
ter is the one a lot of responsible whites like to see deal with 
an issue.

Another man who seemed to be able to cct to the core of 
the problem in that Monday session was Harrison Tillman, a 
CPA who happens to be the brother of the school board chair­
man. Tillman doesn’t usually sound off at such gatherings 
but he made some good points that day.

And even those with hotter heads have the ultimate solv­
ing of the problem in mind although their approach may be 
different. As Harrison Tillman said it may be a bitter pill to 
swallow but racial problems at VHS and elsewhere in Val­
dosta can be solved without violence and the leadership is 
there to do it if the general public will just listen to the lead­
ers.

To the Anonymous Caller
In times of local controversy, such as 

the racial turmoil at Valdosta High 
School, officials involved get a lot of 
harassment. Much of it is viscious, com­
ing from the mind of a person filled with 
hate.

These people for the most part show 
a lack of their own convictions — call 
it intestinal fortitude — by remaining 
anonymous.

These kind of telephone calls have 
been going to our members of the board 
of education. This is no way helps them 
to cope with the delicate problems of 
a race controversy.

Almost all public officials are respon-

sive to constructive criticism. People 
who show their hate through viscions 
anonymous telephone calls get no re­
sponse.

One board of education member who 
has been getting many of these calls

Hs he wants to listen to constructive 
criticism. It is impossible for him, how­
ever, to respond to criticism, whether 
it is constructive or destructive, if the 
caller hides behind anonymitv.

Persons with reasonable ’ criticism 
should so inform their public officials. 
But these people are not going to re­
spond to callers who don’t have the 
fortitude to identify themselves.

At Lowndes High School 

there has been little racial 
turmoil. Much has been miti­
gated by what the Lowndes 
County superintendent, Son­
ny Martin, calls the “fine co­
operative spirit of students.”

There’s another factor, too. 
This is the fact Lowndes High 
isn’t busting at the seams with 
students. Although the facili­
ties in that fine new building 
are somewhat crowded this 
year, they in no way compare 
with Valdosta High. Kids 
aren’t always running over 
each other in the halls at 
LOHI, while at VHS all class 
changes are mob scenes.

At VHS there are 1,355 stu­
dents in a school that can ade­
quately house about 800. If 
that isn’t bad enough, there’ll 
be about 1,550 at VHS next 
fall.

The school will graduate 
about 350 this spring, but 
about 550 ninth graders will be 
coming up from the Pincvale 
campus this fall. It is only get­
ting worse. It wron’t get bet­
ter. There will be more and 
more students each year who 
will have to crowd in that old 
building unless additional fa­
cilities are provided.

At VHS now there are 41 
teaching stations, or class­
rooms. M. E. Nichols, the city 
system’s federal funds coordi­
nator, says a minimum of 19 
more teaching stations are 
needed now. When those addi­
tional 200 pupils arrive next 
fall, it will run that figure to 
something like 29.

Our school people are well 
aware of the problem. A com­
mittee of the- board of educa­
tion is looking for a high 
school site and talking about 
getting some planning under­
way. So far this committee 
work has been slow\ It needs 
to move faster toward that 
eventual groundbreaking cere­
mony.

If the site had already been 
selected and an architect ap­
pointed, it would still be 2^ to 
three years before any chil­
dren would begin using the 
new building.

It is going to take a lot of 
money to build a new high 
school. VHS Principal Chuck 
Green estimates it will cost 
V million.

Lowndes’ Vikings set out to improve their record this year

The song “Dixie” has been a regular part of our band program at Valdosta High School and coupled 
with the Confederate Flag, the, two are symbols of the Valdosta High School Marchin’ Cats’ victory in 
the “Greatest Band in Dixie” contest in New Orleans last February. The song "Dixie” is a song of the 
South and any racial overtones have been attached to the song rather than being an integral part of the 
song. The Confederate Flag is also an emblem of the section of the Country in which we live — in which 
all of us live. The students at Valdosta High School have thought of the song and flag as symbols of pride 
in our Southland and School and not as racial symbols. Now that Valdosta High School is heavily in­
tegrated, it goes without saying that the students who are new to Valdosta High School should have 
a voice in such things, but a negative approach was taken when the students refused to take part in Pep 

. Rallies and the question arose as to whether or not the song and flag represented a degrading of the 
black students.. In an attempt to gain spirit and unity at the Pep Rallies, the integrated Student Council 
approved a song which combined “Dixie” with “We Shall Overcome” and the school “Fight Song.” The 
white students endorsed this song, but the black students have never accepted it. The issue became 
critical and the Board of Education voted that the band should continue to play the songs as directed 
by the Band Director with special reference to the playing of “Dixie” that it continue to be a part of 
the musical selections when it seemed appropriate to be played. This was not accepted by the black 
students as evidenced by the continued lack of participation in Pep Rallies. As Principal it is my obli­
gation to carry out the wishes of the Board of Education and based on the preceding statements, I can­
not approve a request for eliminating “Dixie” and the Confederate Flag from the band program.

I contend that the members of the Student Council who walked out on their school exhibited very

The other six times VHS 
got into the “AAA” playoffs it 
went on to capture the state 
diadem.

PROPOSED FACILITY

Valdosta to Name 
School Architect

Times-Union Bureau
VALDOSTA, Ga. — Ques­

tionnaires sent to architects 
concerning the proposed new 
Valdosta high school are due 
back in Supt. Foster Gools­
by’s office by 5 p.m. Tuesday.

Gordon Southwell, vice 
chairman of the school board 
and chairman of a committee 
which is attempting to formu­
late a plan for obtaining an 
architect, said the entire 
board or a committee will se­
lect a designer for the school 
immediately.

The architect is needed be­
fore the board can go any fur­
ther with its plans for the new 
school complex.

The architect would be 
asked to design a proposed 
200,000-square-foot building.

School board members plan 
to seek aid in the planning 
from the school planning labo­
ratory at the University of 
Tennessee in Knoxville and 
the architect has to be ob­
tained before the lab can be­
gin its part, said Dr. Jerome 
Cox, director of instruction.

The laboratory aid in plan­

ning the new facility will cost 
$10,000 but the Ford Founda­
tion will pay $4,000 of this as 
part of a program to help 
raise the level of school build­
ing construction nationwide.

Cox said the architect, or 
group of architects, picked to 
design the building should pay 
the remaining $6,000 because 
of the services the school 
planning laboratory will be I 
able to render to him on spec­
ifications, products and re­
search relevant to the project.

Cox said one local architect 
told him that such a split 
would be a legitimate expense 
which he would gladly pay 
for.

Valdosta High School is 
built for about 800 students 
but has some 1,300 students 
this year. The jump in stu­
dents was created by carry­
ing out a court order to inte­
grate with Pinevale High, a 
former all-Negro facility.

Some 200 more students are 
expected to be enrolled at 
Valdosta High next year and 
the school is already using 
portable classrooms.

City School Desegregatio

Board Clarifies Its Plan
By MARY CROUSE

The Valdosta Board of Educa­
tion has clarified its desegre­
gation plan for this fall and has 
assured the U. S. Department of 
Health, Education and Welfare 
that the new Gordon Street ele­
mentary school will have a 50­
50 white and black student ra­
tio upon its completion.

The board meeting in special 
session Monday afternoon unan­
imously adopted the elaboration 
of its original school desegrega­
tion plan. Supt. Foster Goolsby 
said the clarification 
will be sent to HEW in the 
next two days.

The superintendent said the 
further explanations will put the 
city school system in compli­
ance with HEW desegregation 
guidelines.

“Once we are in compliance 
we will not be affected by the:

[Justice Department suit 
against the state boaird of edu-

I cation,” he said.
Goolsby and four other mem 

i bers of the school board took the 
I desegregation plan to Washing­
ton, D. C., for final approval by 
HEW officials July 28. HEW ba­
sically approved the plan but 
asked that several points be 
further explained before it is of­
ficially accepted.

The city board has been in 
non - compliance with HEW for 
a year and all federal funds for 
any new projects have been de­
ferred. The system receives 
about $1 million annually in fed­
eral funds and at least half of 
this is in jeopardy of being ter­
minated if the board fails to 
comply.

The board in its efforts to 
abide by the guidelines asked 
Title IV representatives from 
the U. S. Office of Education in

HEW to help them draw up a 
suitable plan.

HEW wanted specific num­
bers on anticipated white and 
black enrollment at all the ele­
mentary schools including the 
proposed Gordon Street facility. 
The officials also asked for fac­
ulty crossovers and future plans 
for Lomax Junior High and 
South Street Elementary plants.

The board Monday night 
agreed that South Street in Sep­
tember 1970 will be closed, re­
zoned to eliminate the racial 
identity of the school or have 
i’s racial identity removed by 
^me other means.

The board stated that Lomax 
Junior High will be an elemen­
tary facility this fall with about 
450 Negro students and about 
50 white pupils. There will be 
11 white teachers and eight Ne­
gro instructors, according to 
the plan.

In other elementary schools: 
Magnolia is to have about 47 
white students, 400 Negro pu­
pils, three white faculty mem- 

1 bers and 15 Negro teachers.
S. L. Mason anticipates 660 
white students, 121 Negroes, 22 
white instructors and five Ne­
gro teachers.

Valdosta took the last 
one, a spine-tingling 14-13 win at 
Athens.

Among the many things Val­

dosta High School Football 
teams have won and been re­
m e m b e r ed for are two 
games in 1953 which made 
them the only school to win 
the now defunct Peanut Bowl 
twice in one year and twice 
in a row.

The Peanut Bowl was held 
in Columbus and sponsored 
by the Exchange Club and the 
Columbus Le d g e r - Inquir­
er, the times Valdosta won it.

The first game Valdosta 
played in the Bowl was on 
New Year’s Day in 1953. The 
next season’s team played 
there Dec. 18 of the same 
year.

For the first contest, Val­
dosta played a highly-r a t e d 
Yankee team from West 
Springfield, Mass., after win­
ning the Region 1-A playoff 
with Americus 59-7, downing 
College Park, 26-0, for the 
South Georgia Class A title, 
and ending up by beating La­
Grange, 30-0.

West Springfield was de­
feated in a last minute thril­
ler, 28-26.

The next year, Valdosta 
beat Americus 33-13 and Col­
lege Park 27-0 and LaGrange 
(again ) in the state finals 
48-7 on the way to the Peanut 
Bowl.

Their opponent that year 
was Montgomery Bell Acad­
emy of Nashville, Tenn. They 
did not prove as worthy an 
opponent as the last bowl con­
frontation the Cats had, and 
were downed 24-0.

The first year Valdosta 
played in the bowl, they had 
completely outclassed a 11 
their opponents. For the first 
half of this first bowl game,

About 800 Valdosta fans had 
joined the almost 9,000 who 
viewed the game, and at 
first it looked like every other 
ball game Valdosta played 
that year. .

At the end of the half, the 
score was 21-7. The West 
Springfield Terriers had gain­
ed little on the ground, but 
scored when Terrier quarter­
back Les (Porky) Plumb, go-

ing both ways, intercepted a 
’Cat pass and set up the 
first Terrier TD.

Valdosta’s second score of 
the half came on a fluke play 
when Plumb was hit in the 
backfield in the act of passing 
and dropped the ball.

Valdosta’s Bobby Renfroe 
picked up the ball and step­
ped easily over the goal line 
seven yards away.

The fluke made the winning 
difference in the final score, 
however, because -the second 
halg was anything but a re­
peat of the first.

Realizing he couldn’t move 
the ball against the rugged 
Valdosta line, Plumb came 
back the second half deter­
mined to go to the air.

He completed five of nine 
passes for 159 yards and 
three touchdowns. He had the 
help of three Valdosta de­
fenders for one of the touch­
downs.

He had launched a pass 
from his own 11-yard line to 
a receiver downfield. Three 
Wildcat defenders went for 
the ball, and knocked it up in­
to the air. A Terrier receiver 
ended up with it and raced 
74 yards for another Terrier 
TD.

And then one minute from 
the end of the ball game, 
Valdosta had a punt blocked 
on their own 46. It was re­
covered by a Terrier, but the 
next play both teams jumped 
offsides, which ate up enough 
time that the Terriers had 
only time for one more play.

Plumb dropped back to 
pass, and when he couldn’t 
find anyone open, he set off 
down the sidelines.

He was dropped 11 yards 
later, just as the final gun of 
the ’Cat’s first Peanut Bowl 
game went off.

Back of the year Noel 
George was credited with 
making the difference for the 
Valdosta team, and not just 
because he kicked the extra 
points.

He also gained 116 of the 
’Cat’s 249 yards, and was on­
ly stopped once short of the 
scrimmage line.

Valdosta’s all-state quarter- 
ba^ Sammy Hardin was al­
so praised for snappy ball

Valdosta had 248 yards 
rushing on the ground com­
pared with 83 for the Mas­
sachusetts team, but there 
was only 23 yards difference 
in the total offense, because 
of 197 yards the Terriers gain­
ed on the passing of quarter­
back Plumb.

The Eighth Annual Peanut 
Bowl was held Dec. 18, that 
same year, and a slightly 
more modern version of the 
Wildcats was back to win it 
again.

It was sponsored that year 
by the Columbus Exchange 
Club for charity, and the op­
ponent was Montgomery Bell 
Academy of Nashville, Tenn. 
Attendance was cut the day 
of the game by freezing wea­
ther.

Either the Wildcats were 
better, or Montgomery Bel! 
wasn’t as good as the Yankee 
team had been the year be­
fore, and the Wildcats took 
home their 32nd straight vic­
tory, 24-0.

Valdosta, apparently ham­
pered by the cold, scored 
once in each of the first two 
quarters, and twice in the fi­
nal quarter.

Montgomery Bell supported 
the confidence of its fans and 
sportswriters with a shifty 
defense which held the “cat 
runners to small g a i n s. But 
the Wildcats seemed capable 
of grinding out small gains 
all day and all up and down 
the field.

The two longest runs of the 
day for Valdosta were only 
20 and 25 yards, but the ’Cats 
racked up 249 yards on the 
ground, to Bell’s 65.

The ’Cat defense was im­
pregnable.

The first Valdosta touch­
down was set up when sen­
ior Paul McNeil recovered a 
Montgomery Bell fumble on 
the second play following the 
opening kickoff.

The ball had been on the 
enemy 43, and it took Val­
dosta 1 plays and three first 
downs to drive the ball over 
the goal.

The Nashville team was 
good, but they were no match
for the Wildcats that year. 

., • The ’Certs were at? the height
of their glory in 1953, and 
people were calling the team 
before that, in 1952, t he 
“greatest ever.”

'Cats Tamed The Panthers

ATLANTA Valdosta’s
Wildcats kept their football 
flame burning brightly all the 
way in the frozen confines of 
Grant Field here to give For­
est Park’s Panthers a 37-12 
roasting.

With the win, coach Wright 
Bazemore’s finely balanced 
’Cats racked up their 13th con­
secutive victory this year and 
claimed the 1968 Georgia State 
Class AAA grid championship.

Valdosta turned two Forest 
Park fumbles into a rapid-fire 
14 point lead, failed to panic 
when the Panthers put a quick 
12 points nf their own on the 
scoreboard and went on to win 
with the kind of balance and 
team effort which has been 
their trademark all the way. 
More than 40 ’Cats saw action 
in the game.

After the Panthers fumbled 
on the third play, Charles 
Shenton cialroed ;* pt *b^ f^^ 
est Park 37. On Valdosta’s 
first play from scrimmage, 
Larry Howell lofted a hi?h 
pass into the arms of Mike 
Flop in the end zone. Glenn 
Williams kicked the first of 
four points aftor.

A?am on Forest Park’s 
third down olay, quarterback 
Randy Kidd lost the handle 
trying to pass and Jerry Neal 
scooped it up and lugged it 
into the end zone from the 13.

After a 67 - yard Kidd to 
Dennv Sullivan pass, Forest 
Park’s Kidd scored but the 
extra point was no good. They 
later moved 55 yards brin­
ed by two Valdosta penalties 
to reach paydirt with Sullivan 
scoring from the 4.

Valdosta scored again be­
fore the half on a 16 yard 
pass from quarterback Frank

Deming to Flail, after Ronnie 
Pitcock had intercepted a 
pass.

After the half, it was all Val­
dosta with the ’Cats scoring 
13 points in the third quarter, 
on a one - yard run bv Driv­
ing and a two yard run by

Valdosta had 15 first downs, 
178 yards rushing and 95 
yards passing to 14 first 
downs, 123 yards rushing and 
121 passing for Forest Park.

Valdosta High School has 
played more post season 
championship footbal games 
than any other Class AAA 
school in the state of Georgia 
in the past 10 years

As offensive backfield 
coach of the team, Joe Wilson 
loves it. But as the school’s 
head boys basketball coach, 
Wilson said it makes life 
hard.

It causes Wilson to have 
mixed emotions about the 
Wildcats and all their football 
accomplishments.

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Under Rockwell

’Cats Were Born
Sand Lot Style

It was in the early fall of 
1913 that the Valdosta High 
School Wildcats were born.

Fifteen VHS students, un­
der the guidance of Valdostan 
Turner Rockwell who was lat­
er to become the editor of 
The Valdosta Daily Times, 
gathered at the Old Magnolia 
Park and got up the team.

There was no stadium, no 
band, little in the way of 
equipment and even less mon­
ey to travel on.

But even in those days there 
was a crazy desire to win 
and a stubborn belief that the 
’Cats were tough. That first 
team proved it. Valdosta 
compiled a 3-1-2 record w‘th 
the only loss coming at the 
hands of a junior college.

The older boys from Sparks 
Junior College handed Rock­
well’s charges a 12-6 loss and 
had their hands full beating 
the high schoolers. Later in 
the season, the Wildcats 
avenged the loss by beating 
Sparks, 7-0, in a return bout.

In other games that season 
the VHS eleven tied Moul­
trie 7-7 and Brunswick 6-6. It 
later scored a 7-0 win over 
Brunswick and beat Moultrie 
20-14.

The first string line on the 
1913 squad was made up of 
ends Ere McIntyre and 
Frank Roberts, tackles Al­
bert Saunders and Tom Cran­
ford, guards Harvey Griffin 
and Frank Rose and center 
Francis Childress.

Rockwell recalled the ear­
ly days of the football team 
were truly days of hard 
knocks.

“Since we only had 15 boys, 
the only way we could prac­
tice was to scrimmage one 
side of the line against the 
other,” Rockwell remember­
ed. “It made for a different 
situation at game time.”

He said substitutes in those 
days were only to replace 
boys who were hurt too badly 
to continue playing. “And if 
we ever got any more than 
four hurt in a game, we were 
in trouble. We had to play 
with less than 11 players.

Rockwell recalls very few 
injuries, although players 
wore almost no protective 
equipment. “AU they had was 
come cotton material stuffed 
under their clothes,” he said.

Rockwell was in business 
with a building material firm 
here when he decided to take 
the task of coaching the Wild-

“Teams just picked up 
games when and where they 
could,” he recalled.

These, plus about a half­
dozen scrubs, constituted the 
Valdosta Wildcats in 1943. It 
was a war - year football 
team in the middle of a re­
building job.

Talent was there, that was 
to be proved in later years, 
but 1943 just wasn’t a good 
year for the Wildcats.

The powers in the old South 
Georgia Conference then were 
Americus, Fitzgerald, Jesup 
and Albany, all which soundly 
thrashed the ‘Cats in 1943.

The record that year was 
dismal, one of the worst in 
the ‘Cats history, two wins, 
seven losses and one tie.

A 12-12 tie with Cairo opened 
the season. Then the ’Cats lost 
to Waycross 14-6. They were 
to lose again to the Bulldogs 
in the last game of the season, 
19-0.

Third on the schedule was 
Americus, which produced a 
26-0 victory over Valdosta. 
Fitzgerald whipped the ’Cats 
33-0. Jesup took another win, 
26-9.

Then the Wildcats went on 
their two - game winning 
streak, defeating Sylvester, 
54-0, and Colquitt, 40-0.

The eighth game on the 
schedule was Thomasville 
which carved out a 20-0 vic­
tory over Valdosta. Albany 
was next, defeating the ’Cats 
32-2, and the second losing 
effort against Waycross wound 
up the season.

Essentially the same bunch 
of ’Cats returned for the 1944 
season under Coach Thomas, 
who still had no staff, only 
volunteer help from Herman 
(Pop) Johnson. The tide had 
turned' the other way in ’44, 
however. The ’Cats compiled 
a 9-1 record and a shot at the 
South Georgia championship, 
losing to Americus, which they 
had defeated earlier in the 
season, in the playoff.

That 1943 war - year team 
with its 2-7-1 didn’t compile 
the worst season ever for the 
Wildcats. The 1963 team had 
the same record.

Spreads To N.J.

Although Stevens has not

Secretary of
the Army during the Eisen­
hower administration in the 
1950s. Now he’s president of 
the J. P. Stevens Company of 
New York.

He first saw Valdosta play 
football in the early 1960‘s 
during a string of 37 straight 
victories over a three year 
span which wrought three 
state AAA championships.

Stevens was in Dublin on 
business for his company at 
the time. He read a story 
about the Wildcats in an At­
lanta newspaper and said he 
had to see it to believe it.

He flew to Valdosta on a 
company plane to witness a 
39-0 shallacking the Wildcats 
put on Murphy of Atlanta on a 
field so wet they had to sand 
it down like a beach.

Now he is a Wildcat backer 
of the first degree and has 
been back five times to see 
the team play.

Stevens is even cocky.’His 
last trip down was for the 
South Georgia Champion­
ship game in which the Wild­
cats beat Glynn Academy, 42­
0, last season at Brunswick.

Asked afterwards if he 
thought the Valdostans would 
go on to win the state cham­
pionship again, he responded: 
“Can there be any doubt? 
You know we are going to 
win.”

\ yens does not attend Val­
dosta games only when the 
Wildcats happen to be playing 
close to where he is on busi­
ness. He makes special trips 
to see the games. Last year, 
he was in Brunswick for only 
four hours. He says the trips 
are definitely worth the ef­
fort.

Stevens generally contacts 
City Councilman Bill Keller 
when he is ready to come 
down and watch some VHS 
action. They became friends 
on Stevens’ first trip.

The two had a problem at 
Brunswick last year. When 
Keller found out Stevens was 
coming, all Valdosta’s reserv­
ed seat tickets had been sold. 
All he could obtain were two 
tickets on the wrong side of 
the field.

A lifelong football fan, 
Stevens pointed out, “They 
(the Wildcats) always have 
speed, blocking and their 
drive — it’s terrific. They

stick their heads in and keep 
going.”

He called VHS coach Wright 
Bazemore a great credit to 
the game of football. “I just 
don’t see how he does it,” 
Stevens commented.
Stevens occasionally at­

tends high school grid con­
tests up north but says the 
caliber of game there does not 
compare to Valdosta style 
high school football.

“If they (Valdosta) ever 
played one of those northern 
teams in a bowl there would 
be no contest,” said the in­
dustrialist.

Like most VHS fans, Stev­
ens keeps up with individual 
Wildcat players and how they 
fare in the college ranks. 
He recalls players of the past 
like Bruce Bennett, Giles 
Smith, Rick Thomas, Bill 
Myddleton, Billy Schroer and 
many others.

He knows where each went 
to college and what became of 
them.

“Bruce Bennett went to 
Florida, didn’t he?” Stevens 
recalled. “He made All-Amer- 
ica.”

At the Glynn Academy last 
year Stevens spent a good 
portion of the game scruti­
nizing the program and check­
ing the numbers on the jer­
seys on the field to see what 
kind of team Bazemore was 
going to have this year.

He predicted it would be an­
other winner. But he added 
with a wink: “That’s not too 
hard to figure out, is it?”

Marchin’
Cats Do
The Job

They’ve already won the ti­
tle, the Greatest Band in Dix­
ie, but to the home folks the 
Valdosta High School March­
in’ Cats are number one in 
the nation.

People here talk about the 
Marchin’ Cats with the same 
pride usually reserved for the 
VHS Wildcat football team. 
And when the band strikes up 
its own lively medley with 
the controversial tune “Dix­
ie”, the crowd whether at a 
pep rally, parade or football 
game roars its approval.

“The football team is the 
greatest in the country and 
we think our band is tops so 
what better combination 
could Valdosta come up with? 
When people go to a game 
now, they are just as interest­
ed in the band as they are 
in that football game,” said 
a football buff.

But it wasn’t always that 
way. When Frank Buten- 
schon, the 31-year-old red­
haired band director, took ov­
er the outfit in 1962 he had 
62 members. All the ingredi­
ents for a successful band 
were there but the group had 
not jelled. The “VHS Fight 
Song” written by a former 
director Andy Odum in the 
late 1950’s, was the high point 
of all band shows.

The students were interest­
ed in the band but not much 
else. Many of the members 
had poor grades in their aca­
demic work and there didn’t 
seem to be that pride which 
is so important to a winner.

The first thing Butenschon 
did was give the group the 
name the Marchin’ Cats. Aft­
er that he set out to make 
the Marchin’ Cats a house­
hold word in this area and to 
give the students an incen­
tive to bring up their grades.

But the Marchin’ Cats have 
not remained unknown to the 
rest of the nation. With two 
new additions, the colorful 
flag corps and honor guard, 
the group participated in the 
1964 National Cherry Blos­
som Festival Parade of Prin­
cesses in Washington, D. C., 
and won a fourth place 
award for excellence.

The band performed at a 
formal concert at the Walter 
Reed Medical Center in Wash­
ington that same weekend 
and received special commen­
dation from the Chief of 
Special Services.

It was during that same 
year that the Marchin’ Cats 
were elected Club of the Year 
at Valdosta High.

The high stepping outfit 
was on its way.

The followineg year the band 
placed fourth among 20 units 
in the Greatest Band in Dixie 
competition in New Orleans. 
They were again named Club 
of the Year on campus.

With 1966-67 came the selec­
tion of Honor Band to per­
form at the half-time show at 
Auburn University’s Band 
Day. This time the Marchin’ 
Cats went to the National 
Cherry Blossom Festival in 
Washington and won the Pa­
rade of Princesses band com­
petition in their new tailor 
made black, white and gold 
outfits.

In 1968 Troy State Univer­
sity in Alabama asked Buten- 
schon’s charges to put on the 
half-time show at its Band 
Day program.

The VHS band was selected 
as one of the top 15 high 
school marching bands in the 
Southeastern U.S. to perform 
at the Parade of Champions 
in conjunction with the First 
Annual Peach Bowl in Atlan­
ta last year.

The band made the trip to 
New Orleans last spring and 
came back heralded as the 
Greatest Band in Dixie. They 
won first place in the com­
petition. That same year the 
band received a special in­
vitation to perform a show 
for the men of the USS 
Springfield.

This fall the Marchin’ Cats 
performed a pre-game and 
half-time performance for 
the New Orleans Saints 
professional football team, 
with Astronaut Michael Col­
lins at the Sugar Bowl in 
New Orleans.

The band has been asked 
to participate again this year 
in the Parade of Champions 
before the Peach Bowl in At­
lanta.

And Butenschon is taking 
his group back to New Or­
leans to defend their title in 
the Greatest Band in Dixie 
contest this year.

“Don’t ask me why we’re 
going back. We have nothing 
to gain and everything to lose. 
Every band that has ever won 
the contest is going to be 
back this year to try for the 
title again. I agree, we’re 
crazy to go back,” he said.

Butenschon is a competitor 
and his proud Marchin’ Cats 
have that same competitive 
spirit. That’s why they are 
winners and why they feel 
compelled to return to New 
Orleans.

“And if we got an invita­
tion to go somewhere else, 
say the Rose Bowl, we’d go. 
However, that’s an expensive 
trip and we couldn’t finance 
it locally,” he said.

There has been some talk 
among band enthusiasts here 
of asking Gov. Lester Mad­
dox and the Georgia Trade 
and Tourist Division to fi­
nance the local band to the 
Rose Bowl in conjunction with 
the state float in the annual 
Parade of Roses.

“It’d be great if we could

go but we haven’t heard any­
thing on it yet,” said the di­
rector.

Each VHS Band Booster 
Worth Hard Work, Money

The Band Booster’s Club is 
to the Marchin’ Cats what the 
Touchdown Club is to the 
Wildcats, and according to 
Club President Chuck North­
cutt, each Band Booster is 
worth many hours hard work 
and approximately $275 a 
year.

At least, that was true last 
year, when the 80 band boost­
er’s raised $22,000 for the vari­
ous activities of the band. This 
year, it may go higher.

The Band Booster’s Club is 
the old Band Parent’s Club. 
Northcutt said the name was 
changed because there were 
some fans of the band in the 
club who didn’t have children 
in the band.

He said the club is bigger 
now, but that all the parents, 
unfortunately, are still not in 
the club.

“The main function of the 
club,” he said, “is to contri­
bute funds for the band’s oper­
ation.” He said the club paid 
for the Mardi Gras and Peach 
Bowl trips last year, and will 
finance the trip to the Blue­
Gray game in Montgomery af­
ter Christmas.

The club furnishes chaper­

“We expect to make $400 
today,” he said, and added

fair.

He said to his knowledge, 
the “Marchin’ Cats” were the 
only band to return to Mardi 
Gras two years in a row.

Northcutt credited the 
members of the band with a 
lot of the strength and dedica­
tion of the Band Boosters.

“The kids are dedicated, 
easy to work with the chaper­
one, come to rehearsals on 
time, and work hard,” he 
said.

“The dedication showed 
through last year at Mardi 
Gras when they had to march 
29 miles, sleep in an old Army 
building on air mattresses, 
and only take one shower in 
five days.”

“We’re going to try to stay 
in a motel this year,” he said.

Northcutt said the club 
dues were $5.00 a year, and 
said membership was open to 
everyone.

If Valdosta High School foot­
ball teams want to be three 
feet high, they have to mea­
sure up to a giant yardstick. 
The 1962 bunch.

That’s what long time Wild­
cat fans call them. “The ’62 
bunch.” No matter what a 
team does, fans look back to 
1962 for comparisons. No mat­
ter how fine a play develops, 
some fan is bound to remark, 
“That’s good all right, but I 
remember in ’62 when. . .”

It’s a dishonest butcher who 
puts his thumb on the scales. 
And here’s why VHS teams 
must toe the mark on a mea­
suring tape where two feet 
equals 48 inches and every 
yard is six feet high.

Coach Wright Bazemore 
“warned” the Valdosta Touch­
down Club before the start of 
the season that the 1962 team 
“was two touchdowns worse 
than the 1961 team.” And 
while Bazemore isn’t known 
for his unabashed optimism, 
it seemed logical.

Heck, the ’61 team had won 
a second consecutive State 
AAA Championship and 
stretched the Wildcat winning 
streak to 24 games. And 
gone was All - American Quar­
terback Bruce Bennett. So 
what if Bazemore had 15 
starters returning? With vi­
sions of a 5-5 won - loss re­
cord engraved in their minds, 
the ’Cats plunged into another 
season.

The first game was a catas­
trophe. The team went almost 
an entire half without scoring. 
There was only 15 seconds left 
in the half when the ’Cats 
put their first tally on the 
scoreboard.

Giles Smith passed 15 yards 
to quarterback Rick Thomas 
for six points against Baker 
of Columbus for the initial 
score of the season. But before 
the season was over, the 
names of Thomas and Smith 
were to become household 
words in Valdosta.

Before the game 
Thomas returned

was over, 
the favor

and passed 40 yards to Smith 
for another score. And to show 
his appreciation, Smith ran 
for 16 yards and a TD later.

In between, W alter Zant 
scored on a 20 - yard run. 
With Smith’s four placement 
kicks for points after touch­
downs, VHS won 28-0. The 
fans didn’t know it, but the 
season was to follow the pat­
tern of the first game.

The next game was against 
Waycross High School, the AA 
state champs in 1961. Billed 
as “the battle of the champi­
ons,” the game was a farce. 
’Cats 48, Bulldogs 13. Halfback 
Stan Reaves led the way re­
turning a pass interception 40 
yards for a touchdown and 
scoring again on an eight­
yard run.

Smith scored on a 50 - yard 
punt return, a feat that was to 
become his trademark during 
the season. Thomas scored 
three times, once on a punt 
return of 60 yards .and on a 
pair of eight - yard runs. Al­
bert McLeod, a sophomore, 
got the other VHS tally on a 
48-yard scamper,

Teddy Everett scored for 
Waycross on an 88-yard kick­
off return. And quarterback 
Newton Bates passed 55 yards 
to Donnie Miller for the other 
Bulldog score.

“You know there might be 
something to these kids after 
all,” said the fans.

Lanier fell 32-0 There went 
Jordan of Columbus 46-0. In a 
renewed rivalry, Albany went 
down 28-0. Columbus High 
School bit the dust 41-6.

“I thought they were sup­
posed to be two touchdowns 
worse than last year,” said 
the now - confident rooters.

Then came the Moultr 
High School Packers.

Both teams were undefeatec 
going into the contest. And the 
entire state knew the winner 
could grab all the marbles. It 
was a frustrating marble

game for the ’Cats.
After Bill Holt recovered a 

Packer fumble at their 17- 
yard line, Thomas got the 
Game’s first TD on a one 
yard plunge in the third quart­
er. But nobody was leaving

Moultrie tied it up on a 
three - yard run by Jim Pip­
pin a few minutes later. Smith 
and a third string Packer, Bob 
Hall, went to the sidelines for 
fighting after Smith was 
tackled returning the ensuing 
kickoff.

But the ’Cats were a team 
of destiny. Thomas circled 
end one play later for 74 yards 
and the winning touchdown. 
’Cats 13, Moultrie 7.

The Cuban Missile Crisis 
had cropped up when the Wil­
lingham Rams of Macon fell 
victim to “Wildcatitis.” But 
even the missile crisis couldn’t 
crowd the 12-0 score off the 
front page.

Anti-ballistic missiles were 
yet to come. But the “head­
hunter” defense were suffi­
cient to contain any Ram scor­
ing threat.

When Warner Robins fell 
47-7, the ’Cats donned the Re­
gion 1-AAA crown. And the 
20-0 victory over LaGrange 
was only icing on the cake. 
As a matter of fact, with sleet 
falling in Troup County during 
the game, everything was 
‘icing.”

“I’m a believer,” was a 
popular slogan in ’Cat Coun­
try.

The South Georgia cham­
pionship game with Richmond 
Academy was played in Au­
gusta. For two years the same 
two teams had played the 
showdown match. And each 
time the Musketeers had given 
VHS about the same as they 
got. Once the penetration rule 
was put into effect to deter 
nine the winner.

But if the ’62 ’Cats were two 
touchdowns worse than the 
1961 team, the 1962 Musketeers 
must have been seven touch­
downs worse.

Dick 
Bender cast his lot with Flori­
da State University and Sirois 
Barker went to Tampa Univer­
sity.

Smith, Thomas, Schroer, 
Myddleton, Foy Norwood, and 
Wally Colson were named to 
the first string of the Region 
1-AAA team.

The Associated Press All­
State team selected Smith as 
its captain. Thomas, Schroer 
and Myddleton were first 
string selectees.

Schroer and Myddleton were 
first string picks on the All­
Southern Team. And Thomas 
was honorable mention.

Schroer, who was named 
“Lineman of the Year” in 
Georgia for his stellar play at 
defensive tackle, gained All­
American first team honors a 
few days later, Smith was hon­
orable mention.

Thomas set a new record 
for total offense in the region 
with 1,752 yards. Smith top­
ped the region in scoring with 
116 points and led in pass re-

ceiving with 29 catches for 431 
yards and four touchdowns. 
He also led in return yardage. 
Thomas was tops in passing 
with 67 completions in 118 at­
tempts for 1,062 yards and a 
percentage of .567.

The final touch was added 
by a fellow in Minnesota who 
has the intestinal fortitude to 
choose the best prep football 
eleven from the thousands of 
teams in the United States. 
He picked VHS number one.

Not bad for a team who was 
tabbed two touchdowns inferi­
or to the team preceding it. 
The six - foot yardstick was 
manufactured that year.

In 1953, ’Cats Took Third

After the first half in which 
they watched John Robert 
O’Neal and, Robert Hughes en­
gage in scoring relays behind 
unbelievably potent blocking, 
Peanut Bowl representatives 
signed up the Wildcats during 
intermission.

Wright Bazemore, who has 
piloted the ’Cats through 31 
consecutive football games 
without a defeat, was award­
ed a new automobile before 
7,000 fans. Coaches Herschel 
Hamill, Butch Dowman, Bill 
Davis, Buck Thomas and Jim 
Clark received cash tokens.

Valdosta fans built their 
jubilation slowly after La­
Grange jumped off to a 7-0 
lead early in the first quarter 
after recovering a fumble on 
the Wildcat 31. It was the first 
time in two seasons the ’Cats 
have been behind in a football 
game.

They displayed their disap­
proval of the condition by 
scoring twice in the first quar­
ter, three times in the second

and once each in the third 
and fourth.

O’Neal scored on gallops of 
86, 24 and 11 yards. Hughes 
broke away for touchdown 
runs of 54 and 75 yards. In 
addition, Maxwell Taylor in­
tercepted a second quarter 
pass and ran 65 yards to a 
score on a darting run behind 
savage blocking and then turn­
ed in another interception run, 
this time for 45 yards, to set 
up the final score.

Bobby Renfroe scored the 
other touchdown after Herbert 
Hardy intercepted a pass and 
ran it back to the LaGrange

They’re Not Fans
But Praise ’Cats

Perhaps they couldn’t be 
called fans. But coaches of op­
posing teams this year are ad­
mirers of the Valdosta High 
School Wildcats.

None of the 10 regular sea­
son opponents’ mentors had 
anything but praise for the 
team which blanked nine out 
of ten of the teams they fenc­
ed, and allowed another oppon­

ent only seven points.
It could be the ’Cats were 

many different teams during 
the course of the season. Be­
cause each of the opposing 
coaches appeared to see the 
team in a different light.

Most agreed the Wildcats 
were deeper in talent this 
year than they have been in 
the past. Most attributed the 
increased depth to the merger 
of VHS with a previously all­
Negro school, Pinevale.

“But tell me a year when 
they weren’t deep,” counter­
ed Albany High School head 
coach Harold Dean Cook 
“Coach (Wright) Bazemore 
has always had two or three 
teams he could throw at you.”

Cook, whose Indians were 
defeated 28-0 by the ’Cats, was 
the only coach to express 
even the slightest misgivings 
about the team. He said they 
hadn’t “jelled” the way past 
VHS teams did. They also 
made mistakes this year Wild­
cat teams generally don’t 
make, said Cook.

“Usually Valdosta can kill 
you anytime they take a no­
tion,” Cook said, “but this 
year, they seemed to be hav­
ing some troubles. This is 
probably due to the merger 
with the other school.

“Even so, they’re far and 
away the best team in the 
state as far as I’m concern­
ed.”

Cook’s crosstown rival. Lu- 
thor Welsh of Doughertv High 
School of Albany, disagreed. 
Welsh said the depth greatly 
enhanced the VHS team, both 
offensively and defensively.

“This is my fourth year of 
coaching in Georgia,” Welsh 
said, “and this year’s team is 
far superior to their oth­
er state championship teams. 
Their dep’h is particularly 
good.”

Welsh’s Trojan s. a team 
with a lot of grif but not much 
depth, lost to the Cats 42-0.

Bud Willis, head coach of 
Moultrie High School’s Pack­
ers, hit upon an asset the VHS 
team has that every other 
coach mentioned also. Coach­
ing.

“I think they’re the best 
coached t e a m in the state,” 
Willis said, “and their rec­
ord speaks for itself. They 
have a tradition going for 
them that no other team in the 
state has.

“Like when they play us. 
It’s a big game for both 
teams. But they’ve been un­
der pressure so many times 
they don’t choke.”

Undeniably well - coached 
too, the Packers were blank­

ed by Dosta 21-0.
Despite losses to VHS over 

the past few years, Willis said 
he would like to play the 'Cats 
twice next year, once here and 
once in Moultrie. With three 
region members moving to 
another region next year, 1- 
AAA is to have only nine 
teams in it. Willis said two 
games are possible if Baze­
more is agreeable.

Even a losing coach can 
feel fortunate at times. Ray 
Dalton, head coach at Tift 
High School, saw his team put 
the only points on the board 
for VHS opposition this year. 
The seven points were scor­
ed in the third quarter of the 
Wildcat - Blue Devil contest 
in Tifton after a fumble on 
the VHS 10.

Though the outcome, a 28-7 
victory for the ’Cats, was nev­
er in doubt, Dalton said all of 
Tifton was proud of the score.

He was also among the most 
complimentary of the opposi­
tion coaches, calling the Cats 
a “complete football team.” 
Dalton added he did not spot 
a single weakness in the en­
tire team.

“I only wish we played 
against everybody like 
we play against Valdosta.” 
said Dalton, whose team lost, 
the following week to then 
winless Coffee County.

John Stephens, head coach 
of the Coffee County Comets 
of Douglas, is to move his 
team to region 3-AAA next 
year. And it’s doubtful he’ll 
miss the annual contests with 
the Bazemore men. The loss 
this year was by a 46-0 mar­
gin.

Stephens said he can’t see 
any reason why the team 
shouldn't go all the way to the 
state championship.

Two other coaches whose 
teams move out of the region 
next year had high praise 
for the ’Cats also. Clint Mad- 
ray. Wayne Countv of Jesun’s 
head coach, liked the depth 
and balance displayed this 
year by Valdosta. ‘Dosta wal­
loped Wayne 49-0.

The coach whose team re­
ceived the worst licking hand­
ed out by VHS this year was 
one of the most complimen­
tary. Phil Early, whose Ware 
County Gators were humilat- 
ed 63-0, said he thought they 
were as good a high school 
football team as he’s seen in 
four or five years. Maybe as 
good as the 1962 state 
champions.

“I don’t believe Coach 
Bazemore really knows who 
his best athletes are,” Early 
said, “because the team is so 
deep in talent. And they are 
far and away the best coach­
ed team I’ve seen this year.” 

Another contender for the tit­
le up until the last stages of 
the season was Monroe High 
School of Albany. But Winfred 
Benson’s Golden Tornadoes 
left Cleveland Field shaking 
their heads over a 48-0 loss.

“If you’re going to beat 
them,” said Benson, “it has 
to be in the air. Nobody is go­
ing to run through that line.”

Benson should know. H I s 
team’s attack was built 
around Lester Sherman, ”Tho 
is recognized as one of the 
state’s finest running backs. 
Sherman eventually ended up 
as the region’s leading scorer, 
rusher, and return artist. 
But against the ‘Cats, Sher­
man gained only 59 yards.

Head coach of Valdosta’s 
crosstown rivals, Carlton 
Adams of the Lowndes High 
Vikings, said VHS does 
everything a football team is 
supposed to do. And they do 
it well.

“They block, tackle and 
pursue,” said Adams, “and 
they’re far better than any 
team we saw. Whoever beats 
them, if anyone does, will 
have to have an exceptional 
football team. One that’s good, 
tig and fast. Ard I’ll teb you 
now a one man team doesn’t 
stand a enance.

Injuries reduced the Vik­
ings ranks during the season. 
£nd much of their hopes rest­
ed on the running of half­
back Henrv Otis Register. He 
had a good night against Val­
dosta, but th1 Vikes lost 40-0.

The closest game of the sea­
son was the first one, a 14-0 
win over the Thomasville High 
Bulldogs. Coach Lee Fore­
hand’s changes proved t h e 
score was no fluke by going 
or to capture the Region 1-AA 
crown.

With his mind on play­
off opponents coming up,Fore­
hand still took time out to pin 
a few roses on the only team 
to defeat his during the regu­
lar season.

“Just take all the adjectives 
that mean ‘great’ and you’ll 
have my opinion of the Val­
dosta team,” said Forehand. 
“It was by far the finest 
team we played all year, and I 
hope it is the finest we do 
play. We aren’t proud of the 
score, but I believe that’s the 
best we played all year.

The names of three players 
cropoed up in almost all the 
coaches conversations. They 
were Don Golden, Tom Holt 
and Danny O’Neal.

Holt was praised by most as 
the finest linebacker high 
school football in Georgia has 
produced in the past few 
years. More than one coach 
cited him for outstanding de­
fensive work against his 
team.

Golden was praised in par­
ticular by Dalton and Willis 
(“All he did was stand there 
and throw the ball 60 yards 
in the air for a completion 
against us.”)

O’Neal is well remembered 
by Early who called the sen­
ior running back “one of the 
finest in the state.”

Other names cropped up 
too. Each coach seemed to 
have a particular Wildcat 
player in mind who had an 
outstanding game against his 
team.

Thirty - six years ago when 

Earl Mayo was in his senior 
year at Thomasville High 
school in Thomasville, the 
very last thing he expected to 
wind up as was a Wildcat fan 
in Valdosta, Ga., but he did.

Now Mayo is perhaps one of 
the biggest Wildcat fans ever. 
But he never gets to relax and 
watch the game anymore — 
He’s too busy keeping every­
thing in order in the Cleveland 
field press box.

Mayo arrives at home Wild­
cat football games around 6 
p m., two hours before game 
time. He stays constantly 
busy helping radio stations 
install equipment, passing out 
programs and information and 
making sure everyone who 
had a legitimate reason for 
being in the press box is com­
fortable.

“If you would have told me 
I would be living in Valdosta 
and would be a big Wildcat 
fan 30 years ago, I would have 
probably busted you in the 
mouth,” Mayo jokes. “I can 
still remember coming over 
here all steamed up and then 
cringing with fear when the 
Wildcats came out on the 
field.

“Now, even though I have 
never had a son on the team 
yet, I feel like the ’Cats are 
my team, and I want to do 
everything I can for them.”

The 54 - year - old Cat fan 
admits there is an awful lot 
of work to the job but persists 

, it does not really seem like 
an obligation on his part. It 
is something he really enjoys 
doing. He does it for nothing 
too.

“I got the job about two 
years ago,” Mayor explained, 
“when the board of education 
said ‘Earl, take that press box 
and make a good impression 
on all the visitors with it.’ 
And that’s what I’ve tried my 
best to do.

“Before, the Valdosta policy 
was to keep everyone who 
didn’t have a definite reason 
and advanced permission to 
be there out. This led to some 
hard feelings because many 
press and radio officials and 
other school scouts didn’t re­
member to call early for per- 
TmssTttn.

“As a result, most of the 
chairs were left empty while 
people who should have been 
in the press box were left out 
in the stands.

“But I’ve made up my
mind As long as there is an 
open seat in that press box 
and someone with any legiti­
mate reason for being in it, 
they will sit in the press box.

“I don’t want anybody go­
ing home and saying anything 
but good about the Wildcats 
and Valdosta. We had over 40 
people in the press box during 
the Lanier game and the 
phone calls startea coming in 
early Saturday morning for 
seats for the Savannah game,” 
he said.

“I had talked to a couple of 
merchants in Valdosta and to 
the Touchdown Club about 
helping support a coffee and 
donut stand in the press box. 
Ii worked out fine and only 
cost the TD club about three 
dollars. I believe that showed 
the visitors we were really 
nice people around here.”

Mayo used a large coffee 
maker from his own store, 
United Rent-Alls, free of 
charge.

This job was not the first 
Mayo donated to the Valdosta 
school system. He served a 
six - year term on the Val­
dosta Board of Education in 
1959-66, served as president of 
the VHS Athletic Association, 
as president of the Basketball 
Booster’s club in 1960 and ran 
the public address system for 
eight years.

His daughter, Mary Ann 
Mayo, was a starting guard on

Brooks, Charley Jordan and 
Billy Grant gained at will 
through the supposedly im­
penetrable Gainesville for 
ward wall.

A drive, which started on

the Valdosta 48, was climax­
ed by Brooks leap for the 
score from the one, after 
some nifty running by Jor­
dan and Stephenson.

A second score came in the 
next period when long runs 
by Brooks, Stepnenson and 
Grant featured a sustained 81- 
yard drive with Stephenson 
plowing over from the one.

Gainesville marched to 
their first score after the Val­
dosta kickoff.

Records show the 1947 
team is by far the more pow­
erful from an offensive stand-

point, but the defense of the 
comparative teams are about 
the same.

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’Cats First State Title Was In 1940

Valdosta’s Wildcats won 
their first state championship 
under Coach Bobby Hooks in 
1940, only the fourth year 
there was such a thing as a 
state championship.

It was one of those seasons 
the ‘Cats we’"" flying high and 
beating everything that came 
into their path by the kind of 
scores which have given them 
one of the most respected

names in state prep grid circl­
es.

The finale came on Dec. 20 
when the Wildcats played Ce­
dartown at Albany in the 
state championship game 
and troun ’ed the N o r t h 
Georgians by a 21-0 score.

In those days there were 
only two state classifications 
with the ‘Cats playing in the 
lower one, considered Class 
“B”. The higher classification

was composed of 1 a r g er 
schools from Savannah, Col­
umbus, Macon, Atlanta and 
Augusta.

On the way to the top that, 
year Valdosta beat Camilla 
(7-0), Dixie (39-0), Nashville 
62-0), Americus (32-2), Fitz­
gerald (25 0), Waycross (26-0), 
Bainbridge (7-0, Thomasville 
(13-0), Albany (19-6) and 
Moultrie (32-12).

Tifton was chosen by com-

mittee of the south Georgia 
Football Association to op­
pose the Wildcats for the 
South Georgia Champion­
ship, and the Valdostans beat 
the Blue Devils by a 13-0 
count.

A week later they 
came through with their first 
state championship. It was a 
thing unheard of until four 
years earlier when the South 
Georgia Football Association

was formed.
The first state championship 

team was led by quarterback 
Knuck McCrary, who was the 
head coach at Moultrie for a 
number of years until h i s 
death from a heart at t a c k 
about four years ago.

Another on the squad was 
halfback Joe Davis, who was 
killed during World War II.

11 games and lost one, being defeated 
only by Gainesville which is in the 
state Class AA finals.

They got to the state championship 
by knocking off Avondale and Dykes, 
after going undefeated in their region.

Two times previously, the two teams 
have met for state championships, once 
in Class AA. Athens took the first con­
test 41-20, paced by such standouts as 
Fran Tarkenton, George Guisler and 
Billy Savage. Valdosta took the last 
one, a spine-tingling 14-13 win at 
Athens.

The stage is set, the teams are ready, 
and there’s only waiting until Saturday 
night. And then, what about next year?

The first game Valdosta 
played in the Bowl was on 
New Year’s Day in 1953. The 
next season’s team played 
there Dec. 18 of the same 
year.

For the first contest, Val­
dosta played a highly-r a t e d 
Yankee team from West 
Springfield, Mass., after win­
ning the Region 1-A playoff 
with Americus 59-7, downing

He also gained 116 of the 
’Cat’s 249 yards, and was on­
ly stopped once short of the 

* scrimmage line.
Valdosta’s all-state quarter­

Valdosta had 248 yards 
rushing on the ground com­
pared with 83 for the Mas­
sachusetts team, but there 
was only 23 yards difference 
in the total offense, because 
of 197 yards the Terriers gain­
ed on the passing of quarter­
back Plumb.

The Eighth Annual Peanut 
Bowl was held Dec. 18, that 
same year, and a slightly 
more modern version of the 
Wildcats was back to win it 
again.

It was sponsored that year 
by the Columbus Exchange 
Club for charity, and the op­
ponent was Montgomery Bell 
Academy of Nashville, Tenn. 
Attendance was cut the day 
of the game by freezing wea­
ther.

Either the Wildcats were 
better, or Montgomery Bell 
wasn’t as good as the Yankee 
team had been the year be­
fore, and the Wildcats took 
home their 32nd straight vic­
tory, 24-0.

Valdosta, apparently ham­
pered by the cold, scored 
once in each of the first two 
quarters, and twice in the fi­
nal quarter.

Montgomery Bell supported 
the confidence of its fans and 
sportswriters with a shifty 
defense which held the “cat 
runners to small gains. But 
the Wildcats seemed capable 
of grinding out small gains 
all day and all up and down 
the field.

The two longest runs of the 
day for Valdosta were only 
20 and 25 yards, but the ’Cats 
racked up 249 yards on the 
ground, to Bell’s 65.

The ’Cat defense was im­
pregnable.

The first Valdosta touch­
down- was set up when sen­
ior Paul McNeil recovered a 
Montgomery Bell fumble on 
the second play following the 
opening kickoff.

The ball had been on the 
enemy 43, and it took Val­
dosta 1 plays and three first 
downs to drive the ball over 
the goal.

It was in the early fall of 
1913 that the Valdosta High 
School Wildcats were bom

Fifteen VHS students, un­
der the guidance of Valdostan 
Turner Rockwell who was lat­
er to become the editor of 
The Valdosta Daily Times, 
gathered at the Old Magnolia 
Park and got up the team.

There was no stadium, no 
band, little in the way of 
equipment and even less mon­
ey to travel on.

But even in those days there 
was a crazy desire to win 
and a stubborn belief that the 
’Cats were tough. That first 
team proved it. Valdosta 
compiled a 3-1-2 record with 
the only loss coming at the 
hands of a junior college.

The older boys from Sparks 
Junior College handed Rock­
well s charges a 12-6 loss and 
had their hands full beating 
the high schoolers. Later in 
the season, the Wildcats 
avenged the loss by beating 
Sparks, 7-0, in a return bout.

In other games that season 
the VHS eleven tied Moul­
trie 7-7 and Brunswick 6-6. It 
later scored a 7-0 win over 
Brunswick and beat Moultrie 
20-14.

The first string line on the 
1913 squad was made up of 
ends Ere McIntyre and 
Frank Roberts, tackles Al­
bert Saunders and Tom Cran­
ford, guards Harvey Griffin 
and Frank Rose and center 
Francis Childress.

Rockwell recalled the ear­
ly days of the football team 
were truly days of hard 
knocks.

“Since we only had 15 boys, 
the only way we could prac­
tice was to scrimmage one 
side of the line against the 
other,” Rockwell remember­
ed. “It made for a different 
situation at game time.”

He said substitutes in those 
days were only to replace 
'boys who were hurt too badly 
to continue playing. “And if 
we ever got any more than 
four hurt in a game, we were 
in trouble. We had to play 
with less than 11 players.

Rockwell recalls very few 
injuries, although players 
wore almost no protective 
equipment. “AB they had was 

, come cotton material stuffed 
. under their clothes,” he said.

Rockwell was in business 
with a building material firm 
here when he decided to take 
the task of coaching the Wild-

cats.
“I don’t realty know how I

got involved,” Rockwell said. 
‘‘They just wanted somebody 
to do it and I took the job 
because I loved football.”

Rockwell coached for three 
years. It was just an after­
noon job and there was no pay 
involved.

“The faculty at the school 
wanted to get the team start­
ed, but there was no one on 
the faculty who could coach 
football,” Rockwell said. 
“They asked me to do it and I 
was glad that 1 could help.”

Rockwell recalled he had 
little football experience him­
self. He had gone to Emory 
University where there was 
no football team but had par­
ticipated in some intramural 
football.

The backfield was compos­
ed of quarterback John Stev­
ens, halfbacks Lewis Pindar 
and West Cranford and full­
back James Cranford.

Substitutes that year were 
Will Collier, Osborne Holzen- 
dorff, Carl Blair and Jim 
Tom Blalock.

Rockwell, now retired, 
points out there were few 
schools in the state when the 
Wildcats began 56 years and 
even less high school football 
teams. Valdosta High had one 
of the first and there was no 
conference and not much or­
ganization in high school foot­
ball.

‘‘Teams just picked up
games when and where they g 
could,” he recalled.

8Wildcats Knew
Hungary Years

The year was 1943. For 
Americans, World War II was 
less than two years old. Allied 
forces that summer had con­
cluded a successful north Afri­
can campaign against the 
Nazis and had landed in Italy.

Also that summer a small 
band of ill - equipped high 
school boys headed for foot­
ball camp at the old National 
Guard camp north of town on 
the Withlacoochee River.

Coach Wright Bazemore 
himself had left earlier for a 
tour of duty in the U. S. Nazy. 
L P. (Buck) Thomas had 
taken over as the Wildcats’ 
head coach.

Everything was in short sup­
ply, equipment, coaches and 
football talent. Buck Thomas 
had no staff. He had the 
coaching job alone.

Some of the younger boys 
could “come out” for fotball 
only if they had their own 
shoes. There weren’t enough 
shoes to equip more 
than about 22 players.

Coach Thomas had only two 
veterans of the VHS football 
wars returning. They were 
Glenn O’Neal, a fullback, and 
Julian LeFiles. center and 
linebacker. (O’Neal is the 
father of the 1969 Wildcats 
outstanding fullback, Danny 
O’Neal, and LeFiles is now a 
coach on Bazemore’s staff.)

The others that Coach Tho­
mas took to the Nation­
al Guard camp that August 
had gained most of their 
football experience on a sand­
lot.

They were small too. Le­
Files was the largest on the 
souad, weighing 195. The only 
other prospective ’Cat to ap­
proach that size was Julian 
Tucker at 190.
~ Altheus Holliman, 125 
pounds, James Oliver, 155, 
Mack Greer, 155, Shorty 
Hiers, 140, and Buck Smith, 
140. were the guards.

The tackles were Tucker, 
190, Barry Phillips, 165, Carol 
Sherwood, 165, and Richard 
Joseph, 170. Bill Johnson at 
135 and Robert Dowling, also 
at 135, were the other centers.

Jack Jennings, 140, Norman 
Maiden, 150, and Joe Ed­
wards, 135, were the ends. The

backs were Bill Gandy, 130, 
Dicky Stewart, 145, Lamar 
Jackson, 155, James Blanken­
ship, 135, Buddy Culbreth, 155, 
and John Holcombe, 150.

These, plus about a half­
dozen scrubs, constituted the 
Valdosta Wildcats in 1943. It 
was a war - year football 
team in the middle of a re­
building job.

Talent was there, that was 
to be proved in later years, 
but 1943 just wasn’t a good 
year for the Wildcats.

The powers in the old South 
Georgia Conference then were 
Americus, Fitzgerald, Jesup 
and Albany, all which soundly 
thrashed the ‘Cats in 1943.

The record that year was 
dismal, one of the worst in 
the ‘Cats history, two wins, 
seven losses and one tie.

A 12-12 tie with Cairo opened 
the season. Then the ’Cats lost 
to Waycross 14-6. They were 
to lose again to the Bulldogs 
in the last game of the season, 
19-0.

Third on the schedule was 
Americus, which produced a 
26-0 victory over Valdosta. 
Fitzgerald whipped the ’Cats 
33-0. Jesup took another win, 
26-9.

Then the Wildcats went on 
their two - game winning 
streak, defeating Sylvester, 
54-0, and Colquitt, 40-0.

The eighth game on the 
schedule was Thomasville 
which carved out a 20-0 vic­
tory over Valdosta. Albany 
was next, defeating the ’Cats 
32-2, and the second losing 
effort against Waycross wound 
up the season.

Essentially the same bunch 
of ’Cats returned for the 1944 
season under Coach Thomas, 
who still had no staff, onlv 
volunteer help from Herman 
(Pop) Johnson. The tide had 
turned the other way in ’44, 
however. The ’Cats compiled 
a 9-1 record and a shot at the 
South Georgia championship, 
losing to Americus, which they 
had defeated earlier in the 
season, in the playoff.

That 1943 war - year team 
with its 2-7-1 didn’t compile 
the worst season ever for the 
Wildcats. The 1963 team had 
the same record.

‘Green’ Christmas

Growing Christmas trees 
commercially is in its infan­
cy, but the newly discovered 
crop has a great potential for 
Georgia Farmers, according 
to J. E. Hambrick, a veteran 
grower here for 15 years.

“But one thing is for sure. 
You can’t stick a tree out in 
the woods and then come 
back in a few years and ex­
pect to sell it,” said Ham­
brick. “It takes a lot of hard 
work from the time it is 
planted.”

Hambrick said the upkeep 
of the Christmas trees goes on 
year-round. The trees have to 
be kept weeded, sprayed and 
pruned. A close watch for 
blight and other diseases 
has to be kept.

He grows the Eastern Red 
Cedar primarily. Some other 
varieties grown are Arizona 
Cypress and he has experi­
mented with a Virginia Pine.

Some of his trees have 
grown to 40 feet tall. These 
were some of the first he 
planted and are only sold for 
courthouse decorations, he 
said.

Hambrick said he favors 
the cedar trees because they 
stand up under dry weather 
better and last longer after 
they’re cut.

In the last 10 years the de­
mand for the size of Christ­
mas trees has changed. A 
three or four foot high tree 
was best for selling 10 years 
ago. Now the general public 
wants a seven to eight foot 
high tree, he said.

According to Hambrick, the 
equipment for keeping the 
trees in good shape is expen­
sive. He uses a tractor mount­
ed sprayer and rotary mower.

Grass Grower Longs
For Good Old Graze

STATENVILLE - This is 
the worst season for growing 
temporary pasture that Ben 
Daniels has seen in h:^ ufp_ 
long farming career. He had 
to replant 20 of the 40 acres 
he planted this year.

He planted 20 acres near 
Statenville and the rest near 
Howell, northwest of here. 
The plot at Statenville did 
fair, but the field at Howell 
had to be replanted because 
of dry weather and wild grass.

Daniels planted the pasture 
September 20 and hoped to 
have his 100 head of cattle 
grazing on it by Dec. 15.

After the pasture was about 
a month old he knew it wasn’t 
going to survive.

“I didn’t know exactly what 
to do,” said Daniels. “A lot 
of people told me to plow it 
up and start over.”

Daniels said he decided
against plowing the field be­
cause he didn’t think it was 
necessary. He merely 
fertilized and reseeded t h e 
field about Nov. 20.

The wild grass was killed 
by the frost and soon after 
replanting the crop got a 
small rain. The s^0^ not­
ing looks good but the graz­
ing time is going to be reduc­
ed.

Also the replanted pasture 
has cost Daniels double the 
the normal expense be­
cause of the extra work need­
ed.

Daniels planted rye for the 
temporary pasture. The wild 
grass which took away the 
rye’s moisture was described 
as a variety of wild clover by 
Daniels.

He said the Statenville crop 
survived better because it got 
a little more rain than the 
other one did. The first plant­
ing got less than a quarter 
inch of rain, he said.

“You can’t even call a quar­
ter inch of rain enough to 
help,” said Daniels. “As soon 
as the wind blows the water 
is gone.”

According to Daniels, most 
of the farmers he has talked 
with this winter have com-

plained of dry weather hurt­
ing their pasture. He said a 
drought has hit the Meigs 
area in the last several 
weeks

He said irrigation of 
the pasture would be out of 
the question for him because 
of the expense. If a farmer 
had the equipment and labor 
available it would probably 
be worthwhile, Daniels said.

Daniels said if the second 
planting of the pasture is a 
failure also, he will have to 
feed his cattle hay.

“I always put up enough 
hay for the cattle,” said

Daniels. “And plant enough 
temporary pasture also. I sell 
the hay if the pasture does 
well.”

Daniels has sold his hay 
every year. He hopes the sec­
ond planting grows well and 
has enough rain to make a 
good crop. If the second plant­
ing fails he will have to rely 
on the hay.

The second planting looks 
good and Daniels is ur n-' »g 
easier. He said this is the first 
year he has ever had trouble 
growing a temporary pasture. 
And the first time he has 
ever had to replant.

turn red when cold weath­
er hits. For this reason Ham­
brick uses a paint sprayer for 
painting some of the trees.

Some of the trees stay 
green throughout the winter. 
But those which turn red 
need to be sprayed. The 
paint preserves the tree and 
doesn’t harm its growth.

Hambrick said he has had 
trouble filling orders for trees 
in the last few years because 
he didn’t have enough trees 
available. This year he has 
about 20 acres of trees and 
has enough for everybody, he 
said.

His crop supplies several 
stores in Adel, Valdosta and 
Lakeland. And some people 
just like to come pick the 
tree and cut it while it is in 
the field, he said.

Hambrick has an electric 
generator mounted on a cart 
which supplies current to 
electric clippers for trimming 
the trees. He said the trim­
ming starts on a tree about 
two years before it is ready 
for selling.

It usually takes about six 
years to grow a crop of trees 
to the point they’re ready for 
selling. But the most re­
cent crop planted by Ham­
brick grew to size in only

four years. Hambrick said 
the experience he has gained 
while growing trees over the 
years caused him to grow 
them faster.

He said the best spot on a 
farm to grow trees is on land 
which has grown corn the 
previous year. The residue of 
fertilizer from the corn will 
supply the trees, he said.

In recent years the experi­
ment stations have done 
much research on growing 
Christmas trees.

Hambrick is on the board 
of directors and was at one 
time president of the Georgia 
Christmas Tree Growers As­
sociation. The members ex­
change vi e w s and promote 
the industry. The club has 
less than 100 members in 
Georgia.

Ge o r g i a only produces 
about 10 to 12 per cent of 
about a million Christmas 
trees which are used in the 
state each year.

Hambrick has Christmas 
trees growing on each side 
and in front of hos house sev­
en miles North of Bemiss 
just off the Cat Creek Road.

If a person hasn’t gotten 
the Christmas spirit yet, they 
can certainly get it by seeing 
all those Christmas trees on 
Hambrick’s farm.
