Studdard Leads State In Points Per
Game Average; Rebels Improve Record

T h e Valdosta State College 
R ebel’s basketball season is draw­
ing to a close and thus far the 
Rebels have won four games and 
lost thirteen. Although the won- 
lost record has not been too im ­
pressive, many local fans have got­
ten their thrills from watching the 
Cagers in  action.

Up to press time th e  Rebels 
have scored a total o f 1 ,226 points 
compared to 1 ,373 points scored 
by their opposition. This gives 
the Rebels a 72.1 point average 
per game and their opponents a 
8 0 .8  average.

o f 3 2 5  points in fourteen games 
and maintained a remarkable 25 .6  
point average per gome.

Al Stevens is next in scoring 
with a total o f 255  and a 15.0 
average. Stevens is followed by 
Doug Parrish with a total o f 213  
and a 12.5  average. Johnny Purvis 
has scored a  total o f 163 points 
with a 9 .4  average per game. Ed  
Gandy is in fifth  place with a 
total o f 140 points and an 8 .8  
average.

O ther Rebel Cagers who have 
contributed to the scoring are 
Blair, Richter, Stovall,* David and 
King.

T h e Rebels have improved their 
won-lost record this season, al­
though they have won only four 
games.
