Are you baffled bv freshman 
English and math? If so, the 
learning Skills Center is the 
answer to your problems!

Mr. George W. Brannon has 
been the coordinator of the 
center since its inception in 
March of 1972. He received his 
B.A. and M.A. degrees in 
English al VSC before joining 
the staff in 1971. He was a 
graduate assistand and taught 
English 105-106, but his first 

real position was Learning 
Skills Center Coordinator. “The 
faculty and administration saw 
the need for this program, 
which would be flexible enough 
to handle almost any kind of 
learning problem a student

would have,” he said.
The Learning Skills Center is 

one of the first of its kind in 
Georgia. Il has recently been 
moved from the library lo new 
and larger facilities on the 
second floor of Powell Hall. 
There are two classrooms, a 
small library with paperbacks 
for pleasure reading and 
textbooks, and a reading lab for 
those who want to pick up 
speed and ability to 
comprehend.

The Learning Skills Center 
covers many different areas of 
activity. There is a special 
studies program for incoming 
freshmen that identifies 
students who need help and

then provides the opportunity 
lo brush up on English, math, 
and reading skill The 
pre-college workshop at the 
(.enter is designed expecially 
for people who have been out 
of school for several years. It 
gives extensive review and 
practice in reading, math, 
writing, speaking, and other 
academic skills necessary for 
surviving the first year of 
college. Classes run two nights a 
week, two hours each night for 
sixteen sessions during a 
quarter. Enrollment is $48.75 
and will give five hours of 
Valdosta State College credit. 
High school seniors and regular 
college students who want to

work on building up skills are 
also welcome to enroll.

The Regents Examination 
Program, formerlv known as 
the Rising Junior Examination, 
is another project of the 
learning Skills Outer. By 
action of the Board of Regents 
of the I niversily System of 
Georgia, all students (including 
transfers) must pass this 
proficiency lest in reading and 
writing during the quarter they 
expect to complete 60-75 hours 
la-fore they become eligible to 
graduate. Free tutorial 
services for students now in 
English 105-106 are also 
available at the center. The 
English teachers refer students, 
and some students “refer 
themselves” for a couple of 
liours of individual attention 
each week as a supplement lo 
their regular classes.

Ms. Mara McRae, a VSC 
English major, is a full-time 
tutor. Dr. Manelie Jeter, 
Professor of Education, is in 
charge of the reading program. 
Math activities are directed by 
Mr. Ray Bryant, Assistant 
Professor of Mathematics. Dr. 
Myra McMurry, Instructor of 
English, is the center’s English 
specialist.

The Learning Skills Center is 
open to any student. Mr. 
Brannon said, “All you need to 
do is contact Dr. Jeter or me 
and make an appointment. 
There is a brief test that we give 
to determine which program 
you need to start on, and from 
then on you sign up for lab 
time and come whenever you 
can.”

The Student Government Association of Grinnell College

The 
measure's sponsor, student Scott Fobes, said he realizes its 
effect primarily would be symliolic, but that he noted a total of 
6 to 8 tons of nitrogen base fertilizer would be saved each year.

If the resolution is approved by College President A. Richard 
Turner, Grinnell would become only the second college in the 
nation to ban fertilizing campus plants, flowers, and lawns. The 
first institution to lake such action was Hamline University in 
St. Paul, Minnesota.

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Project Ahead

Anyone who has taken 
collegiate courses while being in 
the military and then belatedly 
found out that some of these 
credits will not transfer 
following his or her discharge, 
then knows the frustration of 
being caught up in an 
uncoordinated educational 
system. Well, now the Army has 
developed what it considers a 
noble alternative. Basically it 
allows for an individual to 
choose from one of the schools 
participating in its program 
(over 200) which will then be 
used to assist him with 
coordinating his college courses 
while on active duty (either 
through direct attendance at a 
school near one’s duty station 
or through correspondance 
courses completed at leisure).

Following acceptance into the 
program, which is coined 
“Project Ahead”, an advisor is 
assigned (from the institution 
the person chooses) to help the 
individual know what courses 
toward a degree he or she needs 
or doesn’t need and a 
correspondance is set up with 
his professor throughout the 
term of enlistment. During this 
period, however, one may go to 
any of the schools on the 
Army’s approved list while at 
the same time having credits for 
completed courses sent back to 
the original college and these 
counting towards a bona fide 
degree. Additional bonuses are 
that the Army pays 75% tuition 
assistance and one will still be 
entitled to GI Benefits 
following discharge.

As Gen. Fred C. Weyand, 
Chief of Staff, U.S. Army, says 
“Project Ahead is by no means 
a free ride. Because while 
you’re working toward a college 
degree, you’ll be serving your 
country...Youll be a soldier full 
time. A student part time. 
You’ll train hard, you’ll work 
hard. And you’ll find that 
although a few years in the 
Army isn’t the easiest way to 
earn a college education, it may 
be the most rewarding.”

For further information, 
interested persons can contact 
their local Army representative.

of reference greatly diversifies 
from the regular humanities.

surface of (hr skin, but the
female burrows deep into the 
epidermis lo lay eggs.

■cabies is short, winding 
Inirrowa in lh<- skin; usually 
occurring between fingers and 
toe*. The skin may develop a 
hypersensivity to the mite, 
causing severe itching 
commonly associated wilh 
scabies. They are especially 
bothersome al night. The mites 
wander around on the surface 
of the skin when it is warm.

In the 1950's, scabies became 
uncommon, but there has been 
a progressive increase in many 
|>arts of the world since then. 
There have been sporadic 
outbreaks occurring in 
institutions and nursing home. 
There is one now occurring at 
Valdosta State College.

There are five different kinds 
of scabies 1) scabies in the 
cleanly (minimal burrows, 
easily misdiagnosed) , 2) 
Nodular Scabies, the type 
commonly found here at VSC. 
(reddish brown pruritis nodules 
on covered parts of the body 
for months despite anti-scabetic 
therapy) , 3) Norwegian scabies 
(highly contagious, rare variety; 
thick-crusted lesions containing 
innumerable parasites and ova), 
4) animal-transmitted scabies 
(the mange in dogs) , and 5) 
scabies with syphillis (diagnosed 
increasingly in VD clinics in 
association with venereal 
disease, particularly syphillis.

Treatment of the scabies 
involves patience and a lot of 
hassle. All persons in the
