AS I SEE IT.'.t .
When the news of Secretary of State Dulles’ current ill 

ness was announced to the public, the governmental leaders of
the European nations turned their atten­
tion to the United States. They were 
anxious to see what the immediate action 
of the state department would be.

Ko\v, nearly two months after this 
problem first arose, 64-year-old Christ 
ian A- Herter has been. nominated for 
Secretary of State by President Eisen 
hower.

The general opinion among govern­
ment officials on Capitol H ill was that the president was 
having quite a bit of trouble choosing the right man to carry 
on the duties of the state department. Under Secretary Christ 
ian Herter -was considered capable, but he didn’t seem to have
a robust demanding personality.

Assistant Secretary' C. Douglas Dillon, equipped with the 
tools with which to operate, had only a limited amount of 
experience in diplomatic relations abroad.

The immediate picture did not indicate a strong and cap­
able man to take charge of the forthcoming negotiations, and 
the general opinion was that a strong man would be necessary 
if the United States and her Western Allies hoped to be success­
ful in the Berlin Conference.

History reveals the fact that in the past strong men were 
necessary to cope with the emergencies that arose. For instance, 
John Hay' was a capable man who Avorked out the Open Door 
Policy in China. Teddy' Roosevelt stepped forth with his f'speak 
softly and carry' a big stick”  policy'. Woodrow' Wjlson ably and 
carefully' worked out the foundation for the Old League of 
Nations following World War I- These are just a few cases in 
history where a strong leader wras necessary to accomplish the 
final goal.

On Saturday', April 18th, President Eisenhower publicly' 
announced that Christian A . Herter had been appointed 
Secretary of State. He also stated that the path has been clear­
ed to get Herter quickly' on his way as the country’s number 
one diplomat.

The announcement was made in a quiet but dramatic 
news conference at the Augusta National Golf Club, the chief 
executive’s favorite Georgia vacation spot. I t  now appears that 
few people were surprised at Mr. Heifer’s appointment, —  only 
the element of “ when” had been in doubt.

This morning Mr. Harter’s nomination went before the 
Senate Roreign Affairs Committee under the leadership of 
Senator Fulbright. Supposedly this will be only' a formal 
acceptance of Mr- Eisenhower’s appointment since the majority 
of the political leaders agree that Mr. Herter is naturally the 
best choice for the position. The nomination will go before 
the Senate later on this w'eek.

Sec. Herter will have very little time in which to prepare 
himself for the European Negotiations. He will soon leave for 
Europe as the United States representative at* the April 29 
meeting /oi Western foreign ministers in Paris. He also will 
lead the U. S. delegation to the Geneva conference of foreign 
ministers with the Soviet Union/on May 11.

Mr. MacMillan and other members of the English govern­
ment have been looking upon the American situation with 
mixed emotions. However,, it is quite easy' to sec* that Mac­
Millan is somewhat disguested with the haphazard way in 
which the United States has handled the problem of selecting 
a new: chief of the State Department. He would like to have 
been certain that either Mr. Dulles or Mr. Eisenhower would 
be at the summit talks —  this may be because he has a 
personal interest in the outcome. Tlio English people have u 
general election in the near future.,

The main item of discussion among the Americans, and 
especially among the American political critics, is whether Air. 
Herter will he as strong in diplomatic negotiations as Air. 
Dulles would have been if he had been able to continue. Every­
one agrees that the newly-appointed Secretary has the skill 
and intellect with which to carry on the duties of the depart­
ment, hut his main weakness /teem* to he that he docs not have 
a strong reputation in foreign affairs-

Whether Mr. Herter will follow the directions of the 
President; whether he will take the initiative and prove to ho 
a leading figure at the conference; or whether he will fail In 
negotiating u firm agreement with the Soviet Union ; one thing 
in certain. The peoples of other nations urn waiting, watching, 
wondering —  wondering if Sec. Herter will he the strong man 
who will intelligently cope with the present situation.

Lawyers Day 
Set May 1 st

An Elegy For Great Men
B y  G ene D eal

The recent death of Frank Lloyd Wright came as a distinct 
shock. Somehow he had seemed to me to be immortal, as befitt­
ed a god of the architectural world. In m3' earl3' memories he 
was spoken of with the reverence reserved for legends. This man 
who had helped to change the face of the earth would go on 
forever with his work. And 3*et he was dead. .

Wright’s death jarred me into a realization that the last 
fifteen 3’ears have been especially* disrespectful of great men. 
AIan>' of the great men of our time have died since the end of 
the Second World War, and others, like Churchill, are rapidly 
approaching their end.

Franklin1 D . Roosevelt died April 1 2 , 1945. He had been 
President of the United States longer than any other person, 
he had guided the U . S. out of the Great Depression and 
through a world war. H e too had seemed immortal. But before 
he died he had changect-the U. S. econoni3' from a laissez faire 
capitalism to a moderate form of socialism.

Alohandas Karanichand Gandhi was another of the seem­
ing immortals. He inaugurated passive resistance in 1893 in 
South Africa, but after W W  L he returned to his native India, 
where he became religious leader of the Hindus and was in­
strumental in gaining India’s independence from Great 
Britain. He was assassinated in 1947.

The 3?ear 1950 marked-the death of George Bernard Shaw, 
the man who was primarily responsible for the rebirth of Eng­
lish drama between 1890 and IVW I. His pla3*s had great 
social signifiance, often reflecting the socialistic point of view. 
His eccentricities and-caustic remarks had made him a legend 
in his own time. But he who had gained literary immortality 
had also succumbed to physical mortalit3T.

All who are here at V SC  probably mourned the death of 
the greatest man of our time when he died in 1955 at the age 
of 76. Few men in history have had as great an effect upon the 
world as has this, man who gave to ̂ mankind a new concept of 
the universe and opened the door to our modem world- His 
name? Albert Einstein.

In the field of music Arturo Toscanini was looked upon as> 
the greatest conductor of our time. In 1937 the NBC S3Tmphon3* 
Orchestra was formed to his specifications with him as con­
ductor. This orchestra was composed of some of the greatest 
musicians in the world, and was welded together into the m ost, 
precision musical group jn existence through Toscanini’s ! 
genius. Hjis death in 1957 was a sad event for all music lovers. |

Tliat same year also marked the death of one of the great­
est statesmen of our time, Georgia’s own Walter F. George. As 
head of the Senate Foreign Relations Conunittee he exerted a 
great influence upon world politics, but was noted for his bi­
partisan attitude.

The 3rear 1959 is still 3'oung but it has alread}' claimed the] 
lives of two of the great men of our time. The first to go was 
Cecil B. De Alille, one of the all time great movie producers.* 
And now Frank Llo3'd Wright.

Looking back over these few 3'ears it is easy to see whatj 
the world has lost. These men were giants, standing head and 
shoulders above everyone else in their fields. Looking around t 
us today we become aware of what we are about to lose when 1 
we see Churchill retired, and old and feeble. But the most 
depressing thing is to look toward the future.

The great men of our time are either dead or d>*ing. Where 
are the 3'oung men who must replace them?

. rectify shortcomings in tlieir field 
' Lawyers Day is the opportunity foi 

the lawyer to ask himself how he 
can servo humanity more complete* 

■ Iy and more justly.
; The lawyer is strictly a demo­

cratic institution. His purpose is 
to represent people who are nol 
acquainted well enough with the 
law to know their specific rights. 
The lawyer works hard and dili­
gently. If he is publicly popular, 
politically popular, * and of except­
ional calibre, he might enter poli­
tics. He may try to become a 
judge, an administrator, or even a 
legislator. The legislator is usually 
a representative of the people, 
elected by them and from their 
particular district. He helps make 
the laws. The judicial man, as 
the name implies, is the judge. In 
this modem day of political turm­
oil, the functiori of the judicial 
branch is often misunderstood. The 
judicial branch of the government 
was created to interpret the law 
after the legislative body enacts it. 
The role of the executive, or ad­
ministrative, branch of govern­
ment is to enforce the law.

At least this is how our fore­
fathers intended the government 
to be set up. The most important 
judges of the land, the Supremo 
Court, are not elected by the 
people, but are appointed by the 
president. If there is a vacancy on 
the court the president of the 
country may appoint a man who 
reflects his own ideological impres­
sions. This is, in itself, ji practice 
which is justifiable. Even though 
the court may be acting on be­
half of the president, the congress 
is still the representative body of 
a sovereign people. And the 
people’s representatives aro sus- 
posed to enact the laws of the land.

Where and when was the 
Supreme Court given power to 
initiate legislation? Let us remem­
ber that this body, more than any 
other, reflects the views of one 
man, the president. Ever since 
Franklin D. Roosevelt threatened 
to add more judges of his own 
choosing to the, Supreme Court, 
this body Iras been at the call of 
the president. If this is the case, 
wo can then deduce that the presi­
dent can run the country without 
the cooperation of Congress by 
siinj>ly telling the Supreme Court 
what laws to set up and what luws 
to take down. Democracy is de­
fined us govenunent by the people, 
where the supreme authority is in 
the hands of the peop le  or their 
representatives. On the other hand, 
an oligarchy is defined us a govern­
ment where the power is vested in 
the hands of a few persons.

When wc read about some 
foreign country which is ruled by 
a dictator, wc say, “ T h a t  could 
never happen here.” Isn’t it possi­
ble that America has paid so much 
attention to foreign mutters that 
she has neglected herself? There 
is an old proverb that says, "Chari­
ly begins at home."

Adams, Jefferson, and Washing­
ton would not be proud to see 
what we have done with the beau­
tiful thing that they created. It 
has slipped out of our hands and 
the people are once again on the 
well worn road to subserviency.
