Large Class Presented With Diplomas; Dr. 
Powell Makes Address Program Very 

Interesting; Many Attend. 
An audience of more than 1,500 

people packed the high school au­
ditorium and overflowed to the 
school grounds outside the audi­
torium to witness the graduation 
of the largest class in the history 
of Valdosta high school last night. 

Every seat in the orchestra and 
balcony of the large auditorium 
was occupied long before the ex­
ercises began and people took ad­
vantage of all available standing 
room in the aisles. Outside the 
auditorium scores of people stood 
near the auditorium windows and 
watched the exercises from this 
point of vantage. 

fJ*h< class of more than 100 
graduates marched down, the main 
isles of the auditorium and took 
their seats on the stage. The 
young ladies were clad in white 
and each wore small bouquets; the 
young men wore white trousers 
and blue coats. 

Rev. J. P. Dell, of the First 
Methodist Church,3 delivered the 
invocation. 

Charles Hugh Johns, boy honor 
graduate, delivered th« salutatory 
address. 

Miss Kathryn Connell read an 
essay on "Idealism." 

Harry Luke delivered on oration 
on "The Price of Progress."

Miss Jones said in part: "Are 
you a yellow-breeched philosopher, 
seeing only what is fair ,sipping 
only what is sweet, mocking at 
fate and carc and leaving the 
thorn to mar the rose? I would 
not look at Life with the melan­
choly and fear of Poe, nor would 
I accept the fatalism of Arnold, 
nor the agnosticism of John 
)ewey, nor the extreme modern-
sm of 'Gloomy Dean' Inge, nor 
he infidelism of Bernard Shaw; 
either wrould 1 look upon it with 
he unconcern of Byron or the 
undamentalism of Milton, hut l 
rou Id select the best from these 
nd call my little philosophy 
Rosebuds and Poppies' and name 
talph Waldo Emerson its author." 

Continuing, she sid: "I believe 
n the identity of Man with Na-
ure which are the* products of 
lod's wisdom and goodness. 

"Since the rosebud and the 
loppy are beautiful they are there-
ore good because all beauty and 
Jl good are identical." 

Miss Jones said that "Beauty, 
ruth, goodness and love are the 
tuintessence of my philosophy." 

"Emerson's American scholar is 
ny American scholar. A man 
h in king—made of the same fab­
ric, love and liber. He has over 
vim three influences: first, nature 

it'll- orderliness, her beauty, her 
goodness., her identity with man; 
Second, the record of the past as 
t is formed in the book. To him 
lie theory of books is noble . . 
Books are to inspire—to inspire 
me to live his life and not eon-
torn it. According to Emerson, 
he truest mark of a scholar, the 

most reliable proof of an educa 

ted man, is that he hold always 
an open mind and an attitude to 
demand all the evidence pertain­
ing to any problem of thought, 
forming his judgment upon' the 
basis of ail these reasons . . . un­
influenced by prejudice whatever. 

"Third,, the scholar shall be a 
man of action. lie receives unto 
himself the world of thought. 
This w or 1 d w i t h i ri h i s m i n d is 
made into a world of judgment 
and wisdom. It goes out from 
him a world of action. . . 

"This is my philosophy of life, 
inspired by the contemplation of 
a rosebud and a poppy. This is 
my idealism, my transcendental­
ism— and if the world is ever to 
be lifted out: of the miasma of 
doubt, fear, ignorance, and vice, 
herein lies the inspiration; for

This is not. because this state is 
poorer but it is because the peo­
ple of the state have not become 
sufficiently aroused to the great 
need of education, he explained. 

Dr. Powell intimated that diver­
sion of highway funds in the 
state at this time to pay up the 
educational deficit, at least, would 
be a good course to follow. The 
educational forces of the state j 
must unite in creating a public i 
sentiment sufficient to raise us, at | 
least, to the average of the other 
states ofthe Union, he declared.

011 "Morals In a Changing Age." Night On the Bible' 
Dr. W. A. Smart, professor of 

Biblical theology at Emory Uni­
versity, who is conducting a se­
ries of services at the college, 
spoke by request on the Bible last 
evening. 

Dr. Smart opened his talk by 
saving that most of the discussion 

| would be given to "What the Bible 
is and how we misuse it." He 
further took as a part of the thesis 
for discussion a quotation from a 
message by H. Churchill King. 
"The Bible is a literary expres­
sion of the religious development 

[of the Hebrew people culminating 
[in Jesus." 

After giving the meaning of the 
[word "Bible" as used in the Greek 
[and Latin, showing that the word 
[suggests a collection of books, Di. 
|  Smart said he was sympathetic 
[with the idea that it was inspired 
[or it would probably never have 
[lasted through the criticism of 
Ithe years. 

Probably the speaker has never 
[ been more lucid, in his many help-
Iful sermons and discussions than 
I in his rich suggestiveness of ex-
I ample to show that the Bible is 
la collection of literature with ail 
Ithe figurativeness, irony, humor 
land pathos of other great literary 
I products, but Dr. Smart went 011 
Ito say it is valuable because "the 
I Bible is a collection of literature I with the emphasis placed on re-
lligion." 
I "I have no patience with people 
1 who try to prove everything by the 
I Bible," said the speaker. "People 
I should use the Bible for what it I was intended. People are sure to 
I come to disillusionment if they I use the Bible to interpret every 
I thing which comes in the range 
I of man's experience. 

"When people do turn to the 
I Bible for religious usage, they I should realize that everything in 
I its teachings is not on the same 
I level. John Wesley said there 
Ij were certain Psalms which should 
• never be on the lips of a Chris-
• tian." 

Then with telling emphasis Dr. 
• Smart continued the message of 
I the evening which culminated in 
• the logical conclusion that "the. 
• Bible is a literary expression of 
I religious development—a collec-
• lion of bojpks which gives the story 
I of' a savage people from age to 
• age, culminating in the life of 
• Jesus; however, the comfort, 
• standards of life, and ideals will 
• continue to inspire us to live more 
• like Jesus." 
• Dr. Smart will continue the se-

• through tomorrow. He will speak
