Richie Havens sings songs; beautifully. 
He sings his own songs as well as songs 
by Lennon and McCartney, Bob Dylan, 
and Gordon Lightfoot. In each song he 
sings, Richie Havens gives the inside 
meaning with an interpretation that 
corresponds with the way he and the 
audience feel about the songs.

Richie likes to use as few 
accompanying musicians as possible, 
often doing a song by himself. He 
accompanys himself with a guitar using 
an unusual open E-tuning method. This 
method enables him to manipulate 
chords on the guitar not possible with 
standard tuning. "I just stumbled on to 
it 'cause nobody taught me how to 
play," he says.

He depends on the strength of his 
personality to get the music across. Bill 
Graham, owner of the Fillmore East and 
West, has said of Richie Havens: "Our 
aound has always been big and racous. 
People come here to dance. But they lie 
down like lambs for Richie."

Richie gained worldwide attention 
for his performances at the big pop 
festivals.
At Woodstock, he captured the feeling 
of the event with his song “Freedom " 
In the film “Woodstock" Richie sings 
the last song, summing up the message 
of both the film and festival.

Richie was born in the

Bedford-Stuyvesant area of New York 
City. It was in Bedford Stuyvesant that 
Richie first started singing; on street 
corners. By the time he was fourteen he 
had organized a group called the McCrea 
Gospel Singers. "Just for fun," he says, 
"I really thought I’d be a surgeon."

He dropped out of high school 
shortly before he was supposed to 
graduate, even though he was an 
outstanding student. Richie left home 
when he was seventeen and worked for a 
while as a Western Union Messenger, a 
counterman in a restaurant, 
yarn-weaver, and a doll factory worker. 
After these jobs he moved to Greenwich 
Village where he supported himself by 
doing portraits of tourists.

He usually spent his nights talking 
with friends in Village coffeehouses. "I 
don’t think I ever slept," he says, "I was 
too busy doin’ and seein’."

Richie’s career began in 1962 at the 
height of the folk music revival. "I 
began hearing Len Chandler and Dino 
Valenti and Paul Stookey. They inspired

me to singing." His career moved slowly 
at first, it was not until the release of his 
first album, "Mixed Bag,” that he began 
to receive attention outside of 
Greenwich Village. His other albums are 
"Something Else Again,” "Indian Rope 
Man," "Richard P. Havens 1983," 
"Alarm Clock," "Great Blind Degree," 
"Live on Stage," and "Portfolio," his 
latest.

Richie has a refreshing clearness and 
honesty of vision. It is this quality that 
makes his singing a revelation to young 
audiences. He doesn't like to draw a Une 
between "hip" young and "straight" 
society; “I'm not interested in outside 
politics; I’m into what’s going on in the 
mind, in the spirit.

Of his singing Richie says: "People 
may come to hear me because of the 
music, but they don’t just identify with 
the music-I want them to find out 
about themselves."

For instance, many people still don’t 
know that the offices of the SGA, Pine 
Cone, Spectator, College Union Board, 
and the Director of Student Activities 
are now in Powell Hall or as many 
students know it, the old library.

Along with this major move from the 
College Union Building, we have 
acquired a much needed improved 
games room. This was a major 
accomplishment of the concerned 
students and faculty members who had 
been complaining about the inadequacy 
of the old Blazer Room.

Is Serving You
main controversy began.

The new games room is supplied with 
pay machines, with 55% of what was 
paid into them coming back. Where was 
all that money going? The Director of 
Student Activities, Dean of Students 
and the SGA went to work and 
discovered that the 55% of the money 
collected from the various machines was 
being put into a revenue account for 
Auxiliary Enterprises.

When the business office was 
questioned as to why this was being 
done, the reply was to the effect that it 
was in the statutes that any money 
collected from vending machines would 
go to Auxilary Enterprises. The SGA 
along with several administrators argued 
that since all the money put into the 
machines was from the students, the

students should be the ones who 
received the benefit from it. Also 
students are the ones who run the Blazer 
Room and they are paid by the Student 
Activity fees.

After much deliberation and even 
more sweating on the part of the SGA, 
we received news on Wednesday, 
January 29, that there would be a 
special revenue account drawn up and 
that the 55% of the money collected 
would go into this to be combined with 
the rest of the student activity fees.

This kind of thing may not sound so 
big itself, but it is a milestone event in 
the area of relations with the College 
Business Office. What needs to be 
realized is that this type of thing goes on 
everyday and not when someone says, 
“Well it’s about time to do something

for the students again.”

Liberty spread among the people: 
Spontaneous rebellions started all over 
the country. At the same time, both 
Great Britain and Spain sent out 
expeditions in an attempt to conquer 
the island. For fourteen years two, 
three, sometimes four different armies 
fought against each other. Saint 
Domingue had become a battle field; as 
much as Europe.

The war ended in 1804, when 
Dessalines, leader of the rebels, 
conquered the capital (Le Cap) and 
proclaimed the independence of the 
island. It was the birth of the first black 
republic in history, and of the second 
oldest nation of the New World. The 
name of Saint Domingue was also 
changed and substituted by the ancient 
name Haiti, which in the Indians’ 
language means “land of mountains”. If 
you fly Air France from Miami to Port 
au Prince, you will arrive in the airport 
Francois Duvalier in the late afternoon, 
but still in time, descending from the 
plane, to feel the warm air of the 
tropics.

For a tourist the only way to go 
downtown is the taxi. I tried to reach a 
small bus, but was stopped by a 
policeman, and given to a taxidriver, 
who, seeing in me his daily wage, used 
all his care not to let me go by myself. 
On the way the driver stopped, and 
picked up his son Pierre, who coulc 
speak good English.

It may come as no surprise, but a new study 
comparing women and men who hold doctoral degrees has 
found that even the best-educated women in our society 
still earn less money than their male counterparts.

The study, sponsored by the Graduate Records 
Examination Board, found that male Ph.D.’s receive an 
average salary of $18,700 five years after earning their 
degrees, while women earn an average of only $16,400. In 
addition, a greater percentage of male doctorates are hired 
by business (where salaries are generally higher) while most 
women are hired by educational institutions (where salaries 
are generally lower.)

The study concludes that, despite recent moves toward 
affirmative action, women today are still "less likely to 
receive the rewards which thier male colleagues enjoy."

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That the job market is tight for college graduates is no 
longer news. But the U.S. Bureau of Labor Statistics reports 
that the situation might even get worse during the next 
decade.

The bureau’s latest forecast is that some 15 million 
graduates between now and 1985 will be fighting for only 
about 14.5 million jobs requiring a college degree. The 
other half-million grads will have to accept blue collar jobs, 
and an increase in job dissatisfaction is predicted. The 
bureau also predicts that by 1985 more than 40 percent of 
the U.S. labor force will be women.

Parishioners of the Rheims Cathedral in France are 
demanding that the church be given a "purification 
ceremony” following a concert there by German 
avant-garde band Tangerine Dream. The church-goers were 
upset by the smooching, littering, dope-smoking, and 
urinating that took place during the concert in the 
renowned 13th century Gothic cathedral.

Responding to complaints, the Rev. Bernard Goureau, 
cultural attache for the archdiocese, explained, " It is true 
that certain youths smoked pot to communicate more with 
the sound and show.

THE STING ■ Admittedly an entertaining, well-dressed, 
attractive trifle, but a trifle nevertheless and a bit overlong 
to boot. While it was nice to see Paul Newman and Robert 
Redford run circles around everyone else in the cast, none 
of the acting was in any way outstanding although there 
were a few memorable moments among some of the minor 
supporting players. The script by David S. Ward was a 
bigger con job than any to be found in the film and upon 
closer inspection the plot reveals a great gaping hole. Still it 
was almost worth the price of admission just gape at all that 
marvelous art direction and photography; the use of Scott 
Joplin's piano rags was quite an inventive touch but even 
they have been oversold. As much as I liked them before, I 
can hardly stand to hear them any more.

THE LONGEST YARD - Although it marks director 
Robert Aldrich's return to his old form and gives him his 
first hit since THE DIRTY DOZEN (1966), I was still 
dissapointed with THE LONGEST YARD. For one thing, I 
was never sure whether to take it seriously or not. It’s tone 
was comic for the most part but every now and then it 
would take a sudden serious plunge and I found it difficult 
to get back into the comic spirit. Obviously not very many 
people had the same trouble as I. Of course I realize those 
practice sessions as well as the climactic game itself were 
squeezed for every thud, crunch and broken bone the 
technical crew could muster, but it was hard to reconcile 
this obvious “play” brutality with the very real fact of a 
man who is incinerated in his cell by a gasoline-filled 
lightbulb. The photography was a big dissapointment also 
considering the trouble the producers went to in shooting 
the film in Georgia. None of the natural beauty of this state 
was permitted to seep through in many of the exteriors and 
that swamp was the most unswampy looking swamp I've 
ever seen in my life. Also there were far too many studio 
mock-ups intercut with the fimal game footage so that 
when you were getting into the game all of a sudden this 
jarring close-up that was obviously shot in a studio threw 
you out of it again. On the plus side there were many good, 
funny performances to enjoy; most notable among these 
were Burt Reynolds, Eddie Albert, Ed Lauter and Mike 
Conrad.

THE WAY WERE - This was a real trip dowrt memory 
lane; it reminded me of nothing in the world except those 
vehicles that Bette Davis starred in during the 40‘s. They 
were much more convincing then and perhaps better made 
too. This type of film is really outdated; the kind in which 
all plot, character,motivation, everything is pushed aside so 
that two stars can shine brightly. However, if you're 
looking for something more substantial, you're out of luck 
brother. It really is a pity since one of the subplots involves 
the blacklisting which tool place in Hollywood during the 
McCarthy era. This alone would have made one hell of a 
movie but as far as a screenwriter Arthur Laurents is 
concerned it's just another colorful episode to be shoved in 
the background to give a little spice to the 
Redford-Streisand relationship. Streisand is in top form as 
the socially condous Jewish ugly duckling who finds then 
loses her man and I suppose Robert Redford should be 
commended for matching her most every step of the way, 
after all it's not any male lead who can star opposite 
Streisand and not be turned into hamburger. Their final 
scfene together is quite touching and I only wished the rest 
of the movie could have been as effective.

Here are a few performances I missed in my "Ten Best” 
Survey (Spectator, Jan. 22) of two weeks ago: James Caan 
and Eli Wallach in CINDERELLA LIBERTY; Alan Bates, 
Laurence Oliver and Joan Plowight in THREE SISTERS; 
and from JUGGERNAUT-Richard Harris, Shirley Knight, 
Roy Kinnear, David Hemmings, Ian Holm,- Clifton James 
and Anthony Hopkins. JUGGERNAUT, directed by 
Richard Lester who was also responsible for THE THREE 
MUSKETEERS, has got to be the best of the current crop 
of disaster films. All the other disaster flicks have so far 
given us nothing in the way of characters or recognizable 
human beings, only"noted stars” doing their usual turns 
and functioning as mere cannon fodder. JUGGERNAUT, 
on the other hand, is densely populated with people that 
are not only a good deal more “realistic” than those in the 
other films but that engage the concerns and emotions of 
the audience in a much deeper sense than one would have 
thought possible in anydistasteThey aren't labeled for easy 
identification as to occupation, ethic group or what their 
particular “big” problem is. In JUGGERNAUT, the viewer 
has to watch and learn a little bit about the characters put 
in front of him and if his attention lapses there are always 
those crazy, alive, totally human people who are constantly 
running around in the background and about the edges of 
nearly every Richard Lester film. This same "density”, this 
feeling of life going on behind the dramas at the forefront is 
one of the elements that made THE THREE 
MUSKETEERS so funny and so authentic to the times it 
recreated. The characters excite a more human interest in 
the story which engage the emotions much more forcefully 
than any amount of spectacle and mass slaughter ever 
could. But JUGGERNAUT has spectacle as well and thrills 
to boot. Thus it succeeds as a disaster film par excellance 
yet still lets its characters retain their human dignity.

Car Exhaust Now
Being Converted

Car with catalytic 
converters are centerstage this 
year. Along with unleaded 
gasoline.

The 197 5 cars wvith 
converters not only spew out 
fewer pollutants. They also 
run better than last year’s 
models, start quicker, and 
even get better gas mileage. 
Fuel savings in 1975 models 
with converters, for example, 
are 13 percent above that for 
last year's cars.

Part of the reason for this 
good news is that car 
manufacturers have had to 
redesign carburetors and 
ignition systems in order to 
get the catalysts to work 
properly. So there are happy 
side-effects along with less 
pollution.

The converters themselves, 
attached to exhaust pipes, 
chemically change polluting 
hydrocarbons and carbon 
monoxide to harmless carbon 
dioxide and water. The 
converters are designed to

reduce hydrocarbons by 83 
percent and carbon monoxide 
by 90 percent.

Cars with converters must
use completely lead-free gas. 
It’s against federal law for aIt’s
gas station to pump leaded
gas into a catalyst-equipped 
car. In addition to ruining the 
catalyst, violating the law 
calls for a $10,000 fine. But 
besides being destructive and 
illegal, it’s almost impossible 
to pump the wrong kind of 
gas into the new cars. The 
filler pipe is so narrow that 
the standard gas nozzle won’t 
fit inside.

Reducing the pollutants in 
car exhaust is one major way 
to fight air pollution. Car 
exhaust is the chief cause of 
air pollution. But there are 
other important ways, such as 
supporting public 
transportation. To join the 
fight, contact your Georgia 
Lung Association, the
Christmas Seal people.

Not many basketball teams can claim the fame of a 10-3 
season record so far in their first year of intercollegiate 
competition, but Lyndall DeLoach's Lady Blazers can.

A lot of the credit "has to be given to the Lady Blazer's 
young coach, Lyndall DeLoach. Miss DeLoach,' who 
doubles as a P.E. instructor and coach at Brooks County 
High School and the women’s basketball coach at VSC, has 
been playing basketball since she was in the seventh grade. 
Two years at VSC and an additional two at Western 
Kentucky graduated Miss DeLoach with a degree in Health 
and Physical Education.She has been teaching at Brooks 
County for the past two years and was recruited as a coach 
when the women’s program was initiated at VSC. Miss 
DeLoach is also enrolled in the graduate program at VSC 
where she is working on her Master’s degree.

“It’s very demanding, but I’m doing something I enjoy 
so it’s not a problem,” said Miss DeLoach. “It gets hectic, 
but the people at Brooks County and VSC have been very 
understanding.”

Miss DeLoach has come a long way this season with her 
team. Unable to recruit except at VSC because of Georgia 
Association of Intercollegiate Athletics for Women 
Conference rules, notices were placed in mailboxes and 
around the campus at the start of the year which yeilded 40 
girls interested in participating in varsity women’s athletics. 
After a week and a half of grueling practice nine were left. 
“We cut no one from the team,” said DeLoach, “The girls 
cut themselves.”

It’s obvious that the players that remained are the 
fighters and the workers. Their mettle will really be tested 
this weekend when the Lady Blazers journey to Rome for 
the Shorter Tournament. Eight colleges have been invited 
to the two day contest. The large number of schools 
attending will force the Lady eagers to play three schools in 
one day. “I'll be more careful with my scheduling next 
year,” mused Miss DeLoach. “Our schedule this year is 
very, very demanding. Some of our games are too close 
together, and our road games too long,” she added.

When asked if she thought her team had improved since 
the start of the year, Miss DeLoach replied, "Oh, 500 
percent! They were unsure of themselves, and I was unsure 
of myself. Then we began to establish confidence in what 
we were doing and in each other.”

At the end of their season the Lady Blazers will face 
stiff competition in the GAIAW State Tournament, where 
well established women’s programsuch as Mercer, Berry and 
Shorter College will be among the 16 colleges competing 
for high honors.
