Preparatory Schools for scientific studies in Universities and
other scientific Institutions.

In Iceland there are two Colleges which provide pre-
paratory instruction for higher education.

These colleges are: Reykjavik College (Reykjavik
Grammar School) and Akureyri College (Akureyri Grammar School).Both
colleges arc state institutions and are governecd by the Depertment of

Educetion.

Graduatcs of these colleges are eligible to enter the
University of Iceland and universities in North, Middle snd Western
Europe for scientific education.

Before the war yearly approximately 200 Icelszndic
graduates, who had all studied at these colleges,were studying in
various universities in Europe, most of them in universities in the
Scandinavian countries (Denmark, Sweden and Norway), also in Germany,
France and Britain.

This standing (grsduate of these colleges) has for a
long time been recognized by most Europesn universities ss equal to
that of their own preparstory schools (Gymnasias, Lycées 2nd Grammar
Schools) and Icelandic graduates can enter these universities to
study whatever scientific course they wish, without taking any special
college courses.

For quite some time the Icelandic government has yearly
gided 2 number of promising scholars +to continue their studies at
universities in other countries with parliamentary grants. Since the

beginning of the war the number of graduates, who go to America to
continue their studies, has increased, and since then too the govern-
ment has increased considerably this parliamentary grant, so that now
most of the graduates studying at American or Csnadisn universities
get 3600 Icelandic kronur (c: Dollars 550) a year. As & rule each
graduate gets this grant for four years. Only those graduates, who
have shown special ability and received 2 high standard of merit in
the examinations are eligible to this parlismentary grant. The subject
of study selected by a graduate must be one, which can be of benefit
to the community.

Reykjavik College.

The college is divided into two msin departments, Junior
and Senior department. The first two years the scholar is in the
Junior dptm. and the next four yeers in the Senior dptm.

The three highest grades in the Senior dptm. are divided
again into two sections, language section and mathematical section.

Scholars taken into the first grade of the Junior dptm.
must not be younger than 13 yecars, and those taken into the first
grade Senior dptm. must not be younger then 15 yezrs. Graduates then
efter six years of study are on the average 19-20 years cof age.

Junior dptm. In the Junior dptm. these subjects are
taught: Icelandic, Danish, English, mathematics, history, natural his-
tory, geography, physics, drawing and physical culture.

College more frequently travel to America for university study after
the beginning of the war, we find it necessary to send you som in-
formation regarding the standard of study at the abovementioned col-
leges, which are the only schools. in this country which prepare
students for tniversity study.

As stated in the document which follows, Icelandic college-
graduates are accepted at most universities of Europe without any
additional preparation for their entrance, and are thus granted the
same rights as any native student in the respective countries.

In this connection we would like to point out the foll-

"At the end of his second year in college the American

student is at a point approximately analogous to that at

"The Certificate of Maturity granted by secondary schools
in Germeny, and other European certificates of equal rank

As in both these quotations comparision is made between
America and Germany, we bring to your attention the fact, that al-
ready for many years the standard of study at the Icelandigc oolleges,
hag been recognized by German universities, as equal to the standard

of German gymnasia.

Referring to this we hope that the university authorities
will grant graduates from Reykjavik College and Akureyri College
admission to the same year of college as other european students,
who have got certificate of maturity of the rank of those from s

German gymnasium,

We wish to stress that it is very important that our
university-students do not have to spend more time studying at for-
eign universities, than strictly necessary, because of the great
expenses of travelling and living.

At last we express our hope that Icelandic university-
students will show themsclves to be worthy of any consideration
from the side of the university authorities. !

As Icelandic students now travel more than in the
past to America in order to study at American institutes of

learning, including your own Institute, I wish to inform you

regarding our activities:

our Students' Information Bureau established in 1921,
ig financed by the Icelandic government and works in coopera-
tion with the Ministry of Education and the Ministry of Foreign

Affairs, dealing with the different problems of Icelandic

gtudents, especially those who study abroad.
The general scope of the Bureau is as follows:

(a) To obtain for those who desire it, the fullest
and most reliable information possible, regarding
the study at universities, colleges of art and
science, and any other educational institutions
abroad, their scope and rules of admission and
attendance, constitutions etc.

(b) To render assistance as far as possible to
Icelanders who go abroad in pursuit of study of

every kind.

(c) To furnish Icelandic and foreign institutions
and students, who may desire it, with the best
gvailable information regarding Icelandic schools
and educational institutions etc.




(d) To be of assistance to foreign students and
scientific men, who come to Iceland either to
study or to travel in the country.

At the outbreak of the war, the connection with
different countries, which our students had visited for
advanced study, was broken. Consequently it became necessary
to form new connections, especially in America. ToO this end
the Bureau has been working with considerable success, partly
owing to amimportant assistance from American institutions,
as well as the Icelandic Legation in Washington and the
Tcelandic Consul General in New York.

Owing to war conditions the Ministry of Education
has found it necessary to have an accurate account Af Icelandic
students abroad, both graduates and undergraduates. It has
therefore been charged to us to make a report of their places

of dwelling, schools and courses, cost of study, living

expenses etc.

For that purpose blanks for the reports have been
gent to the Icelandic Legation in Washington, where they are
available to all Icelandic students, studying in North-America,
who again will return them to the Legation.

&0 that we may be able to have our report to the
government complete at any time, we will be thankful to you
for any information about Icelandic students at your Institute,

for instance regarding their examinations, scholarships,

health~conditions etc.

Some of
these you may know hence I am giving you below the qualifica-
tions of five who would seem to me best fitted for this
position. They are: Miss Mary Elizabeth Bitting, 618 Pickens
Street, Columbia, South Carolina; Miss Hazel Baity, Mocksville,
North Carolina; Miss Amy Fuller, 522 East Maple Street, River
Falls, Wisconsin; Miss Laura A. Reed, care of the School of
Library Science, Chapel Hill (on vacation - address until
September 9 at 955 Hyde Avenue, Winston-Salem, North Carolina);
and Miss Virginia Williamson, St. Mary's Junior College, Raleigh,
North Carolina. Miss Williamson may still be on vacation in
which case her address is 406 Church Street, Smithfield, North
Carolina.

Miss Bitting received the following degrees from
this University: B.A. from the Woman's College in 1936, M.A.
1937, B.A. in Library Science 1938. Since October 1938 Miss
Bitting has been an agsistant in the University of South Carolina
Library, assisting in the recataloging and reclassifying of the
eight departmental libraries. Having had two years of this type
of experience she is now interested in another position. Miss
Bitting is a tall, slender, attractive brunette, well poised
socially. Her literary background is much above the average.

Reviser in the office. She has been here for two years hence I
feel that we should let her go so that she may get into actual
library work and college library work is the thing in which she
is most interested.

Miss Reed received the degree of B.A. from the
Woman's College of this University in 1937 and the degree of
B.A, in Library Science here in 1938. She has been with us on
the staff since October 1938.

As you know, Miss Reed has dignity, poise, and a
good literary background. She is a capable person who wears well,
has originality and independence of judgment. I think that you
would find her an excellent assistant librarian. Her experience
here, of course, is somewhat different from that in a library but
I think that you would find that she would quickly "catch on" to
how things were done and her position here has given her experience
in such things as searching and making out order cards, having
charge of the Library School Library chiefly through directing the
gcholarship students, putting books on reserve, meeting people who
come to the office, keeping up with our supplies, making requisitions,
and so forth.
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Miss Virginia Williamson received the degree of
A.B. from Randolph-Macon Woman's College in 1930; the degree of
B.A. in Library Science here in 1938. She taught in the public
schools of North Carolina and Virginia from 1931 to 1936. Since
September 1938 she has been agssistant librarian at St. Mary's
Junior College in Raleigh.

Miss Williamson and I have discussed her future
and T feel that she is practically ready to take charge of a
small college library. However, she might be interested in the
position of assistant 1ibrarian at Valdosta in order to broaden
the experience which she has been getting at St. Mary's and they
might be able to release her at thigs late date. Furthermore,
the position at Valdosta would be an increase in salary for her.

Mise Williamson is a-tall, attractive young woman
with poise and presence.  She has common sense, a good disposition,
enthusiasm for and interest in library work. She, too, would
make sn excellent assistant librarian.
