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FOREWORD

Refresher Speller is a new title for this pioneer text in spelling 
for secondary grades. The new title emphasizes the basic pur-
pose of this book, namely, to refresh and stabilize the students’ 
recollection of the right way to spell words which have proved 
troublesome to them in their written work. In addition, the 
lessons include many new words of the day, — words introduced 
into everyday speech by the advent of the airplane, the radio, 
television, beauty shops, and various other modern developments 
of our civilization.

The author has not relied on his own long teaching experi-
ence and subjective opinion to determine what words to include 
in this speller. They represent rather the advice and suggestions 
of numerous teachers throughout the country who know from 
actual practical experience what words are most frequently 
misspelled in the written work of their schools.

In organizing the lessons in Refresher Speller, wherever pos-
sible, the author has grouped the words according to similarities 
of spelling, pronunciation, or kindred associations in order to 
systematize the attack on particular difficulties. Each word 
is illustrated by a simple phrase, and is divided into syllables 
with accent marks as an aid to correct pronunciation. The 
use of script speaks for itself. It is an invaluable help to the 
pupil in visualizing the words as they appear when written.

A FEW SIMPLE BULES FOB SPELLING

When the diphthongs ei and ie are pronounced e, c is followed 
by ei, all other letters by ie. Examples: ceiling, receive, siege, 
believe. Exceptions: leisure, seize, weird. The word slice will 
help pupils to remember this rule — i after I and e after c when 
applied to believe and receive.

Final y following a consonant changes to i before a suffix 
not beginning with i. Examples: busy, business; dry, dried. 
When the suffix begins with i, as in -ing and -i^h, the y is 
retained to avoid having double i. Examples: try, trying; 
baby, babyish.

When the final y follows a vowel, the y is retained before a 
suffix. Examples: toy, toyed; betray, betrayed; annoy, annoyed.

To form the plural of words ending in y following a conso-
nant change the y to i and add es. Examples: quantity, quan-
tities; factor^;, factories.

When the final y follows a vowel, the y is retained and s added. 
Examples: journey, journeys; delay, delays; money, moneys.

Monosyllables and words accented on the last syllable, which 
end in a single consonant, following a single vowel, double the 
final consonant before a suffix beginning with a vowel. Exam-
ples : hot, hotter; begin, beginning. Exceptions: (1) gas, gases. 
(2) The letters w, x, and y are not doubled. Examples: show, 
showing; box, boxed; pay, paying.

In words not accented on the last syllable, the final conso-
nant may or may not be doubled. Examples: traveler may be 
spelled traveller; canceled, cancelled; etc.

In words ending in unaccented e, the final e is dropped 
before a suffix beginning with a vowel. Examples: come, com- 
WW; glue, gluing; fine, finer. Exceptions: (1) The e is re-
tained when it is necessary to preserve the identity of the word, 
as dyeing, singeing. (2) When the final e is preceded by o, as 
shoeing, hoeing. (3) After c and g when the suffix begins 
with a or b, as peace, peaceable; outrage, outrageous; courage, 
courageous.
