Library Offers Varied Service; Plans To Expand

Ei Note: This is the third 
to a series of “Know Your Col­
Ippe,” designed to inform stu­
dents of the structure and pur­
poses of the different depart­
ments at VSC.

When VSC first opened in 1913, 
the library was located in a 
dressing room in the south wing 
of Converse HalL The librarian 
at that time was only a moon­
lighting librarian.

CARE OF CHICKENS
She was actually a professor 

of poultry husbandry, whose main 
job seems to have consisted of 
taking care of chickens. Library 
work was only incidental to her 
main duties.

Later the library was moved 
to the parlor of Converse, 
and then upstairs in West Halt

LIBRARY OPENS
Finally, in 1940, the present 

William Holmes Powell Library 
was opened.

The present William Holmes 
Powell Library houses 80, 
000 volumes and, subscribes to 
over 900 periodicals. Last year 
12,491 volumes and 568 micro­
films were added.

MACHINES ADDED
The microfilm printer is avail­

able for student use at the cost 
of 15< per page. A Xerox ma­
chine is also available for copy­

OFFICIAL DOCUMENTS
The VSC library is a selective 

depository for United States do­
cuments. The library now has 
approximately 13,000 official do­
cuments.

Plans for the future include the 
employment of a full-time docu­
ment librarian.

The library also possesses 250 
color prints.

VOCAL CENTERS
Two listening centers equip­

ped with record players and ear 
phones are available for VSC 
students. The library has a 
collection of over 400 record 
albums. A tape player is also 
offered.

CHECKING SYSTEM
This year the library is ex­

perimenting with a checking sys­
tem in order to cut down on the 
number of books stolen each year.

According to Miss Thera Ham­
brick, head librarian, the system 
seems very satisfactory and most 
students are co-operating.

EFFECTIVENESS JUDGED
“As to the system’s effective­

ness, we will not be able to tell 
until a complete inventory is 
taken,” she said.

EXPANSION
The Board of Regents granted 

VSC $800,000 last year to be 

used to expand the library. The 
present building is not function­
al, and, after consulting several 
library experts, it was decided 
that expanding the present faci­
lities would be a waste of money 
and energy.

The $800,000 appropriated for 
the library is now to be used 
for the expansion of Nevins HalL

NEW LIBRARY
A completely new library is 

now at the head of the list for 
proposed construction at VSC. 
It is hoped that the money need­
ed for construction will be grant­
ed by the end of this fiscal 
year.

It will be two years, however, 
before the new facility can be 
completed.

LARGER AREA
If the plans for a new library 

are fulfilled, the building, to be 
constructed where the tennis 
courts are now located, will have 
an area of 100,000 square feet, 
which is four times larger than 
the present building.

STUDY AREAS
It will have a seating capacity 

of 2,000 readers, and many in­
dividual study areas will be in­
cluded.

The library will house 400, 
000 volumes, and will have ex­
panded non-book material ser­
vices. Additional facilities for 
group study will be provided.

BUDGET
The state budget for 68-69 

academic year is $107,750. In 
1962 the budget was only $8, 
000. By 1965 the budget had 
increased to $31,000 and con­
tinued to do so until the pre­
sent budget was reached.

With such a large budget, many 
students wonder why the library 
does not have better facilities. 
Miss Hambrick explained that 
much of the budget is used to 
stock the library with resources 
that it needed, but for which it 
lacked hinds for many years.

COMMITTEE ON LIBRARY
For many years, a Committee 

on Library Affairs, composed of

The College Level Examine- 

tion Program, sponsored by the 
Educational Testing Service, is 
required by the Board of Re­
gents of all students who have 
earned 70 quarter hours, exclud­
ing P.E.

SCORED HIGH
The test was given last year 

to 300 VSC students who had 
completed 80 to 10U quarter hours 
and, compared with the university 
system average, scored high.

PERCENTAGES
Compared to the the university' 

system, these students scored: 
In English, 48%, natural sciences, 
52%. mathematics, 46%, humani­
ties, 63%, and social sciences and 
history, 46%.
