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Consultants Offer Recommendations
For Improvement Of VSC Library

The following is the complete
report submitted to VSC by the
two library consultants recently
requested to analyze the library
facilities here at the college.
Administrative:

1. Book theft at the College
Library is said to be preva-
lent, but it has not assumed
such major proporations in
terms of the cost of book re-
placement to warrant the em-
ployment of full-time door
checkers. Various controls
designed to minimize book theft
have been considered for some
time. Recently, there has been
some faculty and student cri-
ticism of the Library for its
failure to sct up a system of
door checks at exit points,
This criticism may or may
not be valid depending upon the
point of view. In view of the
relatively low book losses when
the Library was last able to
take a complete inventory and
in view of the high cost of
underwriting an exit control,
especially when there areother
serious library needs, the Li-
brarian has been reluctant to
recommend a check-out oper-
ation to the Administration. Ne-
vertheless, it is obvious from
the comments of certain mem-
bers of the Library Commit-
tee and the student representa-
tives present at the meeting
with the visitors that library
service is impaired by book
losses, and that resentment and
frustration attend failure to get
books immediately when they
arc needed.

Recommendations:

A. Lock the outside door

Committee might encourage the
faculty to make greater use of
paperbacks and the closed book
reserve when there is likely
to be hcavy usec of books for
collateral reading. Such ar-
rangements shouldbe made well
in advance of recading assign-
ments.

2. Staff Working Space. The
working space for the staffl is
far too crowded for good work.

The staff is operating under
maximum difficulty and dis-
comfort.

Recommendations:

A. Remove the xerox ma-
chine from thc catalog room
and place it outside where both
staflf members and readers can
use it without crowding the
working quarters. The Xerox
machine should be coin op-
erated. Two possible locations
are the space just inside the
entrance door or the exhibit
room upstairs.

B. Provide additional space
for staff duties even if this
means splitting the working
quarters between the first and
second floors.

3. Increase in staff: Both
from personal observation and
from a comparison of salary
and book expenditures, there
are indications of a serious
problem of under-staffing.
Recommendations:

A. Strengthen the staffing of
the acquisitions operations at
the earliest possible moment.

B. Begin preparation for
more adequate staffing of cir-
culation and reference services
in order to remedy present
inadequacies and to extend li-
brary hous to include Sunday
evening next fall

C. Employ aconsultant (e.g.,
Mr. Porter Kellam, University
Librarian, University of Geor-
gia) to work out with the Col-
lege Librarian a program of
staff development for the next
five years, providing the pro-
per balance between profes-
sional and clerical assistants.

oseparate large reading room.
The addition to the building
in 1965 duplicated an existing
wing architecturally. It pro-
vided architectural symmetry
but the architect overlooked
the fact that what went on in-
side a library in 1965 was
quite different from what was
previously considered good
practice. No doubt additional
space for books and rcaders
was nceded but no addition to
a library which merely takes
into account physical growth can
ever be satisfactory. Theterms
which define a library arec
books, arrangement, and use.
All three have changed greatly
since 1940, but none so much
as arrangement. Books and
recaders are just two of several
essentials. It is equally im-
portant that they be grouped
in logical and convenient re-
lationships so that students may
be stimulated by their sur-
roundings to use books, and
faculty members may be better
able to guide them in tne pro-
cess. ¢ close working re-
lationship of students, teachers,
and books - so esscntial to
education at its best - can
only be achieved in a library
building which is planned from
the beginning with this objective
in mind. The present building
at Valdosta is no longer a
functional library buidling.

©  Without going into ‘detail, it
is apparent that the present
building suffers from having
been planned and built ir. sev-
eral sections, thatrelated func-
tions are badly scattered, and
that changes will be costly.
The site may no longer be the
best. It would appear that class-
rooms are moving away from
the library site (e.g., Fine Arts
Building), that the library is
becoming the center of a dor-
mitory rather than aclassroom
complex. The present building
with its multi-tier stacks in
each wing, its high ceilinged
reading room, and its inade-
quate working quarters is in-
flexible.

Recommendations:

A. From a quick survey, the
library building at Valdosta
would appear to be quite un-
suited for modern library pur-
poses. An addition is possible
but to work out satisfactorily
the changes which would help
to make the librarv an im-
portant tool of learning would

involve very costly alterations
in the present structure. An-
other -perhaps simpler - build-
ing would secem to be an alter-
nate solution.

B. An architect skilled in
modern library design should
be employed as a consultant
for a two or three-day survey
of the library building to de-
termine whether it is more
cconomical in long-range plan-
ning to add to the present li-
brary building or start afresh.
Mr. Russcll Bailey of Orange,
Virginia, is an experienced ar-
chitect who has specialized in
library buildings.

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IIendrix Clarifies Rules
Concerning Deferments

1 offer the following infor-
mation in an effort to clarify
the information resarding gra-
duate student deferments and
cccupational deferments print-
ed in the well-written column,
“‘Hundreds Face Draft inState”’
by Marion Gaines in the Feb-
ruary 20, 1968 edition of The
Atlanta Constitution. The Feb-
ruary 20,7 1968 edition of the
Atlanta Journal, ‘‘New Draft
Rule to Hit Graduate Students,”’
stated that ‘“‘Local draft boards
still must determine what an
essential activity is. If they
should decide that graduate stu-
dies are essential, deferments
may be granted.’”” This state-
ment is incorrect. Likewise
other publications in Georgia
printed a similar incorrect
statement.

The Selective Service Re-
gulations provide for the de-
ferment of any registrant who
is satisfactorily pursuing a
course of graduate study in
medicine, dentistry, veterinary
medicine, osteopathy or optom-
etry, or in such other subjects
necess ~* to the maintenance
of ¥ stional health, safety,
or .rest as are identified
by~ .e Director of Selective
Service upon the advice of the
National Security Council.

The door to deferments for
graduate study in fields other —
than medicine, #%¢., is not en-
tirely closzu for the future
since the Secretaries of De-
fense, Labor, Commerce, and
Health, Education and Welfare,
will maintain a continuing sur-
veillance over the nation’s man-
power and educational needs
to identify any area of graduate
study that may warrant quali-
{ving for deferment in the na-
ticnal interest. When any such
field is so identified, the Na-
tional Security Council will be
notifed so that it may consider
the need and advice the Direc-
tor of the Selective Service
System accordingly.

Any registrant may havebeen
deferred if he was inhis second
or subsequent year of post-
baccalaureate study without in-
terruption on October 1, 1967,
and his school certified that he
was satisfactorily pursuing a
full-time course of instruction
leading to his degree. Such a
registrant would not have been

deferred for a course of study
leading to a master’s degreeor
the equivalent for more than one
yYear or, for a course of study
leading to a doctoral or pro-
fessional (law, pharmacy, chir-
opractic, chiropody) degree or
the equivalent for more than a
total of five years, inclusive
of the years already used in
graduate study. Any registrant
enrolled for his first year of
post-baccalaurcate study in a
graduate school or a pro-
fessional school on October 1,
1967, may have been deferred
for one academic year only,
or until he ceases to satis-
factorily pursue a full-time
course of instruction, which-
ever is the earlier.

With respect to Occupational
Deferements, the National Se-
curity Council advised that the
lists of essential activities and
critical occupations should be
suspended and that the Secre-
taries of Defense, Labor, and
Commerce should maintain a
continuing surveillance over the

Nation’s manpower needs and
identify any particular occupa-
tion or skill that may warrant
qualifying for deferment on a
uniform national basis. When
any sich occupation or skill is
so identified, the Council will
be notified so that it may con-
sider the need and advise the
Director of the Selective Ser-
vice System accordingly.

The suspension of such lists
leaves each local SelectiveSer-
vice board with discretion to
grant, inindividual cases, occu-
pational deferments based on
a showing of essential com-
munity need.

Regents Approve
Men’s Dormitory

A 300-bed man’s residence
hall for Valdosta State College
was approved by the Board of
Regents at their monthly meet-
ing Feb. 14 in Atlanta, accord-
ing to VSC President S. Walter
Martin.

The more than $1 million
structure will be located on
the North Patterson Street side
of the Main Campus, in the
vicinity of Brown and Lowndes
residence halls. The residence
hall is expected to be three
stories.

Dr. Martin said Thompson
and Sanders Architects of Val-
dosta was named to develop
the new building, and prelimi-
nary discussions and planning
is underway between the firm
and VSC Dean of Students
George Young and Comptroller
Shealy McCoy. It is hoped the
building may be ready for oc-
cupancy in 1969.

Approval of this new 300-
bed hall, Dr. Martin said, brings
construction of residence spacce
to 1,000-beds, either under con-
struction or in various planning
stages. A three-story 200-bed
hall for women is underway at
the north end of the campus on
Georgia Avenue; work on
a five-story, 500-bed hall for
women is to begin in March or
April. When completed, these
halls will bring some relief to
the dire on-campus housing
neceds of the College, but an-
other 1,000-beds will be re-
quested in the coming years,
Dr. Martin added.

Just Don’t Trust Your Eyes

Your eyves, which psy-
chalogists say you dependon for
80 per cent of your knowledge
of the world, are a pair of
practical jokers!

You may be familiar with
some of their tricks (called
optical illusions)--the stick in
water which appears bent...the
tilted minaret which looks
straight up and down.. the spin-
ning disc which appears to stand
still. But you may not be aware
that these optical illusions as
well as others have been used
by psychologists to probe the
secrets of our minds.

One of the curiosities about
optical illusions is that Zulus,
the theory goes, grow up in a
world of huts where the right
angles and straight lines of
Western perspectives simply
don’t exist. And perspective--
which makes closer objects ap-
pear larger than distant ones-~
is apparently the basis for some
illusions. A Zulu looking at
the minarets on the Taj Ma-
hal, for instance, would be
aware of the tilt, not of the
straight - up -and - down il-
lusion others see. To get this
effect yourself, without so-
journing to India, take a bot-
tle of Taji perfume, which has
a top shaped like a minaret,
and experiment with viewing it
on a table top above your line

R. L. Gregory, a psycholo-
gist at Cambridge University,
in England, has classified sev-
cral different types of optical
illusions. Some are not based
on a distortion of vision at all.
The stick apparently bent in
water appears so becausc re-
fraction bends light rays--
which the eye properly ob-
serves,

Much harder to explain are
drawings and figures which
scem to affect vision so that
they appear curved when they
are straight, or longer than
they actually are. An example
of this Kind of illusion is an
arrow which appears longer
than a second arrow, because
it’s attached to outgoing lines.

The ‘‘empathy theory’’ says
that these shifts may reallyoc-
cur in the mind which feels
pushed or pulled by the di-
rection of the arrows.

Another type of illusion --
both physical and psychologi-
cal--that takes advantage of
empathy is being created by
many women who use Taji, a
perfume by Shulton. When you
wear Taji, a blend of fragrant
oils from India and the Middle
East, the scent may ‘“‘pull”’
his mind toward the myster-
ious Orient.

Another illusion is the ‘‘im-

possible object” -- the half-
completed house or building
in which parts fit together in
an impossible way. More in
the rcalm of the psychologi-
cal is the Illusion you sece
through a recognition of sub-
ject matter --such as the vase
which becomes two profiles fac-
ing cach other.

Psychologist Adclburt Ames
has produced a lifc-size opti-
cal illusion by constructing a
room where all the objects
placed in it look the wrong
size. But to sce this may de-
pend on our ‘knowing’’ that
a man is bigger than a child
regardless of how far away or
how ncar to us the child is
standing; hence this is a psy-
chological, rather than visual
illusion.

What do these illusions tell
psychologists about our under-
standing of the world through
vision?

W. F. Dixson, a psycholog-
ist at University College, Lon-
don, theorizes thatthe eye real-
ly doesn’t work like a camera
at all, nor does it function as
an accurate measuring stick.

The process by which theeye
receives information is more
like that of an artist at the
police station who draws a face

The gift, containing approx-
imately 2,000 volumes, was do-
nated to VSC by the Quitman,
Ga. resident, anationally known
creative pioneer in the field
of Lutheran unity, higher edu-
cation, stewardship, public re-
lations and theology.

‘‘Dr. Pannkoke’s library con-
tains more than 2,000 volumes
and periodicals in many fields, "

administration, faculty, and
students of Valdosta State Col-

From 1917 until his retirc-
ment in 1960, he challenged
and inspired Lutherans to ad-
just their thinking to the reali-
ties of the twentieth century.

Among movements to which
he has given vigorous leader-
ship were Lutheran obsecrvance
of the 400th Anniversary of the
Reformation in 1917, the Lu-
theran Bureau, the National Lu-
theran Commission for Soldiers
and Sailors Welfare, the Na-
tional Lutheran Council, de-
velopment programs for Luth-
eran colleges and seminaries,
and the Lutheran Hospitals and
Homes Society.

Throughout his life, he has
been especially devoted to the
principles of Lutheran cooper-
ation and unity. Opposing the
pre-occupation with formalized
doctrine which characterized
many of the immigrant Lu-
theran groups, he helped Lu-
therans to see the advantages
of practical eooperatlontorneet
the challenges of the changing
world.

Since February 1, when the
Security Patrol was charged
with the upkeep and appearance
of Valdosta State College, they
have supervised the thirty-six
maids and janitors who com-
pose the sanitation depart-
ment. ‘‘These responsibilities
were added because we are here
24 hours a day,’”” Colonel
Hunnicutt, head of the Security
Patrol, explained.

Cleaning the gymnasium, Stu-
dent Union, library, and aca-
demic buildings, Colonel Hunni-
cut requested the assistance of
the students in this campaign
in utilizing the waste recept-
acles and ash trays. He also
expressed his appreciation for
their past co-operation.

Their main duties are topro-
tect the students in the dormi-
tories, to secure school prop-
erty, and to regulate the traffic,
thus keeping the roads open and
safe for pedestrians. Started
January 3, 1966, the department
has increased fromone to seven
members, who have two-way
radios as standard cquipment
and this year received new
uniforms.

The two supervisors, Colonel
Hunnicutt and Mr. Bray, al-
ternate sixteen hour and eight
hour shifts every day. Thebus-
icst traffic occurs between 8
a.m. and 1 p.m., during which
time the most tickets aregiven.
‘“During the last ycar, we have
had mo 2 traffic, but less vio-
lations,”” he stated. Usually 150
traffic tickets a month are
given, but only 75 students a
quarter pay fines.
