TODAY’S OPPONENT: ARKANSAS TECH

FAMILY DAY -- Welcome to Family Day festivities and the
Gulf South Conference home opener. This is the second of five regular
season contests to be played at Bazemore-Hyder Stadium where the
Blazers are 51-18-1 through the years.

LEAGUE RECORD -- Valdosta State is 69-48-3 in 16-plus GSC
seasons. The home record in the conference is 37-19-1, and the record
in September is 36-22-1.

FOURTH MEETING -- The Blazers and Wonder Boys have met
three times since Arkansas Tech joined the GSC in 1995, and VSU has
dominated the short series. The Blazers have won the three games, 28-
0, 43-26, and 31-14. This is the third time ATU has made the long
trip to Valdosta.

CHANGE OF TACTICS -- Arkansas Tech had gained a reputation
for going to the air offensively since joining the GSC, but his year’s
edition has used a solid ground attack to post a 2-1 record (1-1 in the
GSC). The Wonder Boys’ infantry is averaging 219 yards a game
while the air force is gaining another 98.

‘HORNING” IN -- Arkansas Tech freshman tailback Travis Horn
has won the starting job and last week rambled for 113 yards to
improve his yards per game average to 99. The 5-10, 200-pounder is
averaging a healthy 7.6 yards in 39 carries.

GAME NOTES

OFFENSIVE EFFICIENCY - The Wonder Boys made the most of their
offensive opportunities last week. West Alabama ran 25 more plays
(80-55) but came up on the short end of the 44-27 final. ATU
averaged 6.8 yards per play while the Tigers were gaining 4.7 ... good
but not good enough.

A GOOD BEGINNING -- VSU freshman quarterback Brandon Cowart
came away from his first collegiate starting assignment with passing
marks after throwing for 257 yards and two touchdowns last week. He
rallied the Blazers from a 17-0 deficit to a 17-17 tie before the
Statesmen pulled out the win with a fourth quarter field goal.

THE LAST TIME ... -- Arkansas Tech has not been shut out since
September 23, 1995, a span of 32 games. The opponent that hung the
last goose egg on the Wonder Boys? Valdosta State. The Blazers
blanked the Wonder Boys 28-0 here in Bazemore-Hyder Stadium three
years ago.

BRING ON ARKANSAS -- The Blazers have enjoyed great success
against teams from Bill Clinton’s home state, winning 11 of 13
meetings since 1993. VSU is 3-0 versus Arkansas Tech and Henderson
State, 2-0 versus Arkansas-Monticello, 2-1 versus Central Arkansas,
and 1-1 versus Southern Arkansas.

A CENTURY FIRST -- Last week marked the first time since the 1994
season for Arkansas Tech to have individual 100-yard rushing
performances in three consecutive games. Luther Ingram rushed for
109 yards in the season opener against Southwest Baptist, and Travis
Horn followed with 115 yards against Delta State and 113 yards
against West Alabama.
