theatre for eighteen years. He said 
in an interview Monday morning that 
all of his life he knew that he wanted 
to go into one of the arts, but was not 
quite sure which one. He thought 
he was “too lazy for a musical ca­
reer.” “That requires real work," he 
said. When he was twenty-four he, 
in his own words, “barged” -his way 
into the theater.
