About a month ago qualifying 

for the SGA offices began, and 
anxious hardworking potential 
candidates began competing for 
the four offices. After long hard 
campaign trails were traveled, 
election day emerged on the 
campus of VSC.

As voters made their way to 
the polls located in the cafeteria 
and the lobby of the College 
Union Building, the candidates 
waited with great anxiety. All 
day long voters turned out much 
heavier than election officials 
expected.

Beginning shortly after the 
closing of the polis at 5 o’clock, 
the election officials began 
counting and tallying results. 
The votes were counted by 7 
people, Dean Shamin Sisson, Dr. 
Eugene Baloff. SGA senators 
Rick Bracewell. George 
Strickland. Laura Walton, David 
Kendrick, and SGA President 
David Tucker.

Roughly around 8:30 p.m. 
election night the ballets had 
been tallied and the results were 
announced to the candidates and 
interested observers. A winner 
had to receive at least 51% of the 
vote, and the office of President 
was the only office decided. The 
rest of the offices will be decided 
in a run-off.

Trip to Spain offered this summer
The modern foreign languages 

department at Valdosta State 
College is again offering a sum­
mer program of study in Spain. 
This year’s enrollment limit has 
been raised to 200 as opposed to 
120 of last year. Students who 
participate will spend 4 weeks at 
the Ciudad Universitaria in Mad­
rid from July 10 to August 7. 
While there, they will be able to 
take courses in elementary, inter­
mediate, and advanced Spanish.
“In addition to the Spanish 

courses,” said Dr. Jose B. Fern­
andez, director of the program, 
“we are also offering for the first 
time courses in art at the Prado 
Museum, radio, television, and 
cinematography in English. For 

the education student and teach­
ers, there will be a course on 
contemporary education in Spain 
which will give them exposure to 
working with bilingual children.” 
According to Fernandez, any 

student, including qualified high 
school seniors graduating in June 
1980, who participates in the 
program will receive full college 
credit (up to 10 quarter hours) 
from Valdosta State College.
“The program package will 

include round-trip, trans-Atlantic 
plane fare from New York,” said 
Fernandez, “transportation be­
tween Barjas International Air­
port and the Ciudad Universitaria 
upon arrival and departure, 4 
weeks’ room and board and 

swimming pool priviledges, heal­
th insurance, and week-end ex­
cursions to Avila, Segovia, La 
Granja, El Escorial, Valle de los 
Caidos, and Toledo.
“In addition,” continued Fern­

andez, “there will be an option 
for a Miami departure for those 
who prefer it over New York. We 
also have a 2-week, cultural 
program for those who do not 
wish to spend a whole month in 
Spain. Persons interested should 
act promptly, because available 
spaces are limited.”

I don’t know to much about Dawson. Ga., other tl an its 
more trivia’ characteristics such as locations and size. Bui 
’ike most VSC basketba” fans. 1 do know that Southwest 
Georgia city certain1}’ has a knack for raising good 
basketba11 p’ayers. During the past decade. VSC’s men 
basketba11 program has sported four crsiwhi’e Dawson 
stars and benefited great1} from their presence.

B’azer former stars Wi”ic Oxford (1969-73), Kenny 
A’ston (1971-75), and current p’ayers Eddie Brown and 
Ozzie Pierce a11 hai1 from Dawson and p’ayed their high 
schoo1 hoop under the same coach at Terre11 Count} High.

Oxfors, a 6’2” guard, is VSC’s a”-iime fading scorer, 
ta”ying a career point tota’ of 1.918. Alston was ’abc”cd 
as a 6’5” forward with tremendous scoring abi’ity. Kenny 
is a’so a member of VSC’s one-thousand point chib w ith 
1,446 and an 18.8 average per game. Brown and Pierce 
are both member of the four digit chib and are continuing 
to prove themse’ves as Bhzer mainstays.

Among giving opposing coaches gray hair and 
migraines, Brown is in the process of row riting the B’azer 
record books and going down in VSC annua’s as the best 
B’azer ever. One of the records Brown is hot on the trai’ 
of is Oxford’s tota1 point mark. Going into Monday 
night’s game with Auburn- Montgomery, the Junior guard 
had tota’ed 1,737 — just 181 points short of Oxfords record 
in twenty-nine ’ess games.

Oxford, much ’ike Brown had amazing quickness and 
scoring abi’ity. Oxford scored primari’y inside, using his 
ta’entsto his advantage, w hereas Brow n shifts about the 
court dropping ’em through the cords from anywhere.

A’ston not on’y was a great scorer, but had exceptional 
rebounding ta’ents. “Kenny was the type p’ayer you 
cou’d count on to get 20 points and ten rebounds every 
game,” said Coach Dominey. A’ston was drafted in the 
sixth round by the Phi’ade’phia 76crs after a remarkab’e 
senior year, but fai’ed to make the ’ast cut.

Pierce, known best for his rebounding and hust’e, has 
a’so been a consistent scorer throughout his stint as a 
B’azer. The 6’6” senior average twe’ve points a game in 
his first three seasons (16 ’ast year), and is tossing a’most 
fifteen a game in his fina' campaign. Oz/ie’s consistency 
is much attributed to his stamina. Pierce is se’dom • 
missing from a B’azer q lintel and is a’ways making his 
presence fe’t on the couri. “AHH-ZEE.” the resounding 
recognition by announcer Dave Wap’es of a Pierce basket 
is a’so ever-present in a B’azer home contest.

Of the four, Dominey fee’s Brown is the most comp’cte 
p’ayer. An examp’e of his domination was given against 
West GA. Co”ege ear’ier this year. In that game, Brow n 
not on’y scored 43 points, but snagged 19 rebounds and 
handed out six assists. Must’ve ate your Wheaties -hat 
morning, huh Eddie?

A’though Brown may stand out in the Dawson 
quadrup’et, Dominey says there is one trait they a” share, 
great p’aying temperament. “During a game they 
wou’dn’t get upset and wou’d try to w hip you by p’aying 
the game we”,” said the mutua’ Coach.

In the President’s annual state 
of the Union Address to the 
Congress and the nation. Carter 
made a proposal which sent 
Georgia Senator Sam Nunn into 
ecstasy. Carter’s proposal was 
the reinstatement of draft regis­
tration. The general alarm bell 
has not rung. . .yet. I remind 
you that it is only a registration, 
not an actual draft. However. I 
will admit registering for military’ 
service is more serious than 
registering for the MacDonald- 
land sweepstakes. A matter of 
this magnitude should be approa­
ched seriously and objectively.

Before the government rein­
states draft registration, we 
should ask why do we need draft 
registration. The two most 
obvious answers are Iran and 
Afghanistan. The instability in 
the Middle East, Soviet aggress­
ion and the Carter Doctrine have 
caused the State Department to 
think America is in need of a 
draft registration. In order to 
maintain our influential position, 
as the savior of democracy in the 
world, we need to be equipped 
with a large, standing military 
force. President Carter can use 
military registration as a political 
tool in his foreign policy decis­
ions to force Iran to release the 
American hostages, and to send 
the Russian Army back home for 
the winter. We, as Americans, 
can show the world our determin­
ation to stand and fight for our 
principles-the pursuit of life, 
liberty and not to wait in gas 
lines. The military can absorb 
our unemployment, and as a 
nation, we would be totally 
efficient and superior. Back

stage the military Generals 
would admit finally, that they 
have something to do, and maybe 
decorate their uniforms with a 
few more medals. What good is 
a general without a war?

On rhe other hand of the draft 
registration issue is the eventual 
confrontation with the Soviet 
Union. Registration is the first 
big step down the road to military’ 
draft, and as the military' in­
creases. And will a large army 
(or draft registration) deter Sov­
iet aggression? The Chinese 
have an enormous army; how­
ever the Soviet army is sightsee­
ing in downtown Kabul. Before 
the registration begins, we must 
come to a conclusion on the 
problem of forfeiting our life for 
Middle Eastern Oil. I do not 
condone the Soviet intervention 
into Afghanistan and I would not 
condone America going to war 
over a country that most Amer- 
cans could not even locate on a 
world map. Carter calls his 
increased military budget defen­
se spending, when we are trying 
to defend a country on the other 
side of the world I call it military 
spending. I though an increase 
in sophisticated weapons, then 
would decrease the need of a 

. large military force.
I personally am in favor of 

alternative measures. In the 
light of modern science, I would 
prefer growing our army in test 
tubes. If we needed to increase 
our army, then we would just 
increase the production of test 
tube soldiers. (Brave New World 
here we come). We could clone 
everyone eligible for the draft, 
then we could send our clones to

serve our military duty. In the 
short run, we could teach chimp­
anzees to serve in the military. 
We teach them everything else. 
But that probably would get the 
Humane Society after the Pent­
agon. We could use blanks in our 
rifles and play army maneuvers. 
The military’ Generals would 
have something to do planning 
their strategy and the soldiers 
would have fun knowing that it 
was all a game. Instead of 
drafting young men and women 
why not draft the old and 
unproductive in our society. 
They lived their lives, and it 
would take a burden off the 
Social Security Administration.

I know there are better altern­
ative to the Registration and the 
draft. They start with electing 
competent leadership. In reality 
our country may need the regis­
tration, but we must be able to 
trust in them our lives, that they 
will not run around blind in the 
name of democracy fighting cost­

ly wars and Soviet aggression. 
There is nothing wrong with the 
young generation’s patriotism, 
when a genuine cause for war

rises so will the soldiers. We do 
not need another Vietnam 
Canada is nice in the spring.
