first time ever in 1982. Com-
peting in the highly-respected
Gulf South Conference, the

Blazers rolled up an impres-
sive 5-5-1 record.

Coach Jim Goodman's
team opened the season on
the road with a loss to Missis-

sippi College, but the Blazers

did have a good outing.

The first victory came in the

home opener against Troy
State on the strength of a
Brad Bauer field goal.

Although it was the first

year, the team made itself

known around the league. Se-
nior quarterback James
Owens led the conference in

passing and set three GSC re-

cords in the season ending
loss to Georgia Southern.
Carl Armstrong also had his

name etched in the record
books. He set the league re-

cords for passes caught and
in yards receiving. He tied a
record for most touchdown
passes in a game.
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After twenty-two straight

winning seasons, eleven un-

der head coach James Do-
miney, the Basketball Blazers

faltered in 1983 to a 14-15 re-

cord.

The team, in its first year in

the GSC, almost salvaged the

season in the league champi-
onship tournament. There,

the Blazers lost to Jackson-
ville State in the finals. The
season had ended one game
short of the national tourney.

The nemesis for the '83

Blazers was road games. The
Blazers had a fantastic 12-3

home record, but until the last

road game of the season,
were winless away from the

VSC P.E. Complex.
The Blazers did put togeth-

er a road win streak near the

end of the season starting

with the Troy State game and
going into the tournament.
But Coach Dominey had a

good nucleus to build on. Only

Bret Campbell and Ivey Hub-

bard were lost to graduation.
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Hopes of the Final Four
Tournament were dashed for

VSC's Lady Blazers as they

lost in the quarterfinals of the

NCAA National tournament to

Virginia Union, the eventual
national champions.
The Ladies ended with a 29-

6 record, having rolled over
the middle portion of their

schedule. From the 110-33
whipping of Siena Heights to

the 110-66 trouncing of TliS-

kegee, the Lady Blazers had
little trouble with their sched-
ule.

And even when they op-
posed a tough team, the La-

dies fought them off as well.

When the team takes the

court next year, the basic nu-

cleus of the team will return.

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The Blazers baseball team com-
peted in the NCAA College World
Series for the first time since they
won the tournament in 1979. Un-
fortunately, the team was elimi-

nated in the third round by the
eventual national champions, Cal-

Poly Pomona.
The Blazers got off to a hot start

at the beginning of the year rolling

up an impressive record in the
Gulf South Conference. Through-
out the year. Coach Tommy Thom-
as' team was near the top of the
polls, second at one point only to

Florida Southern.
The Blazers hit a slump near the

end of the season which saw them
drop nine of eleven games. The
slump continued into the confer-
ence tournament, where they lost

to rival Jacksonville State.
But the Blazers came back.

They won the South Atlantic Re-
gional Tournament beating Co-
lumbus 18-8. Columbus had been
a thorn in the Blazers 'side all year.

But when the season was on the
line, Valdosta State came
through.

In Riverside, at the national tour-

nament, VSC beat Southern llli-

nois-Edwardsville, and lost to
Jacksonville State. Yet the high-
light of the tournament came in

round three, when the Blazers
were paired with Florida South-
ern, the nation's top team. Valdos-
ta State eliminated the Mocassins
with an 8-1 victory.

Later that night, Cal-Poly Pomo-
na eliminated the Blazers and
doused their chance for a national
championship.
Valdosta State had two first

team All-Americans. Center-
fielder Chuck DeVane and first

baseman Wayne Fugett were
named to the elite team. June
Munford and Charlie Moore were
named to the second team. Pitch-
