Construction o f New  
Gym Progresses

H ow  m any are conscious th a t 
an  impressive gymnasium is go­
ing up on th e  V.S.C. Campus? 
T o  call it impressive is no t a slip 
tow ard excess, b u t merely a con­
servative bow to fact.

W h e n  completed, the  new  gym 
will occupy a space 120 by 183 
feet. Originally th e  two-story 
structure w as to  have a Spanish 
Mission architectural flavor to  
m atch th e  o ther campus budd­
ings. But plans were changed. 
T h e  gym will now be in function­
al red briek.

Entering the building from  the 
front, w hich will face across th e  
campus tow ard N orth  Patterson 
Street, one will walk up th e  fron t 
steps to  the second floor. O n  th e  

, righ t and left he  wfll find various 
offices. Directly in  fron t of him  
there will be th e  basketball court. 
I t can be entered- th rough two 
doors on the fron t side. H ere the  
bleachers will stretch 93 feet on 
each side, w ith  a seating capacity 
of over 1600. A t the far end of 
th e  court a folding wall will con­
ceal a large stage w ith a depth of 
40 feet and a leng th  o f approxi­
mately 70 feet. T h is  will serve as 
one of the  exercise rooms as well 
as fo r dramatic productions and 
other functions w hich  require a

In January of 1951 Valdosta State College made history by bccom* 
ing C oeducational. T his was a large step for the rapidly growing 
school. Since then  much progress has been made. W ith  the addition 
of the N orth  Campus the college has been able to spread out more. 
T his will enable the academic schedule to become more varied, the need 
o f w hich is fu rthered  by the presence of men on the campus. T he 
new gymnasium, now in construction, presents a b right future of inter* 
mural and inter*collegiatc «port events. Plans for a basketball team, 
tennis team, and others arc well underway. *

A ll these .new  additions have just about completely changed the 
college. T h ere  arc no t too many among us now w ho remember old 
Georgia State W om ens College. T here was no N orth  Campus or any 
men students: But actually, since it was just a short time ago, the rules 
and regulations have not changed Too much. , T h e  girls still have the 
same privileges. T hey  can go ou t as many times as they did before 
and th e .h o u rs  are the same. But if you could look back, say,' th irty  
years ago and compare it w ith  the present time— now those were the 
days!

Let us take the  year 1925. T h a t is about the time some of our 
mothers and fathers w ere in college. Raccoon toa ts and squirrel tails 
were the rage of the century. Ford was still the leader in the auto* 
mobile industry.- The_ airplane .was still in the experimental stage. 
G .S.W .C . was nineteen years old. T here were only tw o dormitories 
then. Converse Hall housed the Freshmen and Sophomores while 

„ Ashley Hall housed the Juniors and Seniors. T he  library was located 
in the  large dome atop, the Adm inistration Building, called W est Hall.

In  those’ days the girls were required to w e ir uniform s at all times. 
They consisted of a dark blue skirt, ankledength^w ith  a long*sleeved 
w hite blouse tha t was neck high. These were the famous,' or should 
we say infamous, “middy blouses” . A  small beanie-like cap came w ith 
it. T h is cap had to be atop the head at all times w hen the girls were 
^mt. / O nly the Seniors were allowed to take off their uniform s once 
in a while, bu t tha t was only w hen they were in their rooms.

D ating was a.malicious thing in those days. T h e  girls could have 
.one date a week in th e  parlor of their dormitory. You could not date 
a boy unless you had your parents w ritten consent. T he curfew was 
ten o’clock, but for special occasions like dances, tcn*thirty was per* 
missable.

Everyone had to go to church. If  you w ere a Baptist you w ent to 
the Baptist church and nowhere else. Someone checked to be sure you 
were there. T h e  uniform s had to be w orn just about perfect. T he 
mode of travel was quite amusing. T hey had to majrch double-file all 

'f the way up Patterson Street, uniforms and all. W henever they w ent 
to town they could not accept rides unless there was a grown lady in 
the  car.

Everytime you left your room you signed out. T he house mother 
had to  know w here you were at all times in ease of an emergency. 
You had to tell w here you would be at w hat time. T here was never 
a time you w eren’t accounted for.

How would you like to go back to the old days? They were quite, 
different from today, quite different. But* as times change, ways change. 
T hirty  years from now the V SC student will do entirely different things 
from w hat we do today. W e don’t realize, w ith our own troubles, 
what our parents and grandparents w ent through. But ask any of 
them. T hey will tell you tha t those were the days!
