ATLANTA — Rep. Jim T. 
Bennett of Valdosta and others 
have introduced a bill to pro­
vide for a 15 per cent civil 
penalty for failure to register 
a trade name.

Farmers must file
SS this month

Albany, Georgia -- Farmers 
have until January 31 to report 
Social Security taxes withheld 
from their employees’ wages 
during 1971, said Calvin G. 
Lane, the Internal Revenue 
Service local representative.

The reports should be filed 
on Form 943, Employer’s 
Annual Tax Return for Agricul­
tural Employees.

Mr. Lane said that any farm­
er who pays an employee cash 
wages of $150 or more a 
year must withhold Social Se­
curity taxes. These taxes must 
also be withheld on wages un­
der $150 for any person hired 
20 days or more a year.

For tax purposes, a farm 
employer includes anyone who 
furnishes and pays workers 
to perform agricultural labor 
on his behalf or for someone 
else. Mr. Lane said a “crew 
leader” is an employer under 
this definition.

Farm worker reports and 
Social Security contributions 
are due for the year 1971 Jan­
uary 31, 1972.
Farmers and crew leaders who 

employed farm workers dur­
ing 1971 must send reports 
of 1971 wages and Social Se­
curity contributions to the In­
ternal Revenue Service,

A farm worker is covered 
by Social Security if an em­
ployer paid him $150 in cash 
wages for farm workperform- 
ed in 1971 or — if the em­
ployee worked for one employer 
on the farm on 20 or more days 
during the year.

If the farmers or crew lead­
ers have IRS employer iden­
tification numbers the form will 
be mailed to them by Inter­
nal Revenue. Any who had such 
employees during the year and 
do not have an identification 
number should apply to IRS right 
away for the forms and identi­
fication number.

Social Security contributions 
include the 5.2% withheld from 
the employees* jpay plus a like 
amount to be paid by the empl­
oyer.

A farm crew leader is con­
sidered to be the employer of 
his crew normally unless he 
himeslf is an employee of the 
farmer by written agreement. 
Even without a written agree­
ment the farmer is the em­
ployer if he has final control of 
the crew members who work 
for him.

Employers are required to 
keep records on each of their 
farm employees during the

curity number; amount of cash 
wages paid to him, days worked, 
and amount of Social Security 
contributions he withheld from 
the employees wages.

Some farm employers de­
posited these contributions in 
banks or other such organiza­
tions in 197L They will have un­
til February 10, 1972 to file 
the annual wage report with 
the Internal Revenue Service.

Social Security contributions 
are extremely important to the 
farm workers and all workers 
because they help build a 
worker’s retirement, disabil­
ity, survivors and Medicare 
portection.

Another thing is disturbing about the 
legislation. The special interest boys have a 
way, quite often, of slipping some simple 
little old bill into the hopper and well on 
its way to approval by the General Assembly 
before someone reads the fine print. There 
has been an intense lobbying effort in the 
last few days to win over legislators to 
this particular bilk There are, in fact, some 
legislators who actually signed the bill as 
sponsors, when they were told that everyone 
affected had agreed to its provisions. Some 
of these same legislators now intend to oppose 
the bill actively, in part because they feel 
they were not told the truth.

The House Industry Committee has sched­
uled an open hearing on the matter Wednes­
day. It should be well attended.
