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Thornton Sees Europe
In Eyes of Army Nurse

By NANCY THORNTON

(Note from Editor: The fol-
lowing story was written by Miss
Nancy .Thornton, GSWC veteran
nurse. Miss thomton served as
an Army nurse* during the war
and has had an interesting life
in the past several years. Here
she tells some of her experiences.)

I have been asked by your edi-
tor to write a little of my per-
sonal history. Some of my friends
I hear, have made Who's Who.
I* should be a cinch for “What's
This?”

I was born at an early age in
Savannah and almost overnight
grew up to be an Army nurse.
Those were the days! My first
days in the Army were spent in
being measured for gas mask, hel-
met, life insurance and uniforms.
I came out all right on all but
the last. X was too tall for a 14
and too narrow for a 16. So with
the usual Army efficiency they
issued me a size 18. My ingenuity
and versatility saved me though.
.I put in a draw-string. It had
been rumored that the term “sad-
sack” was originated at just about
this time. My first morning on
duty, | washed three men before
I found out that the wash cloth
Fd been using was my right

. sleeve.

Basic training was easy—just*
a ten mile hike before‘breakfast,
a few times around the obstacle
-course, maybe falling into the
pond several times during the lat-
ter. It was rather trying to re-
turn from a hard afternoon on
the infiltration course to find your
tent had collapsed again. | still
think they should have enclosed
with each one instructions on put-

O_

ting up a tent.

Finally | received the news of
my assignment to an overseas unit.
That meant more training, learn-
ing first-hand about booby traps
(no, these are not blind dates),
mines, heavy and light artillery,
ack-ack, tanks, gas chambers, and
various other useful bits of in-
formation.

I should have majored in math.
In the Army one does everything
by numbers. 1. You take off
your helmet and open your gas
mask case. 2. Remove mask.
3. Adjust starps on fingers so
face pilece can be drawn on. Etc.
I don’t remember using this num-
ber system. The one and only
time we had a gas scare in Eng-
land, my system was 1. It wasn't
on. 2. It was on.

We were scheduled to leave on
a victor ship from New York. We
boarded the ship at midnight and
unboarded at 6 a. m.—had a leak
in the* hull. Two days later we
embarked on the Mauretania. Xt
was daylight when we passed the
Statue of Liberty and we all
waved to the lady. It was at this
moment that we”were thrown for
a good ten yard loss—the Maure-
tania, in broad open daylight and
with all that water in the harbor,
had run into a tanker. Back we
went to dock and a 48 hour wait
for repairs to be made.

At last we were off. | went
through several shades of green
and several stages of nausea be-
fore hitting the other shore. Off
the boat and onto a train to Yeovil
town we went. The train trip
was long and we were glad to see
the beaten-up looking rectory
which was to house us for a few
days. The walls were slimy, the
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wood was wet and wouldn’'t bum,
but we kept ourselves warm by
rushing around putting the win-
<dows and blackouts back in after
each concussion. We gradually
became accustomed to the cold,
damp climate and to the nightly
air raids.

After D-day we went to France
and from then on it was like a
road show with one night stands.
Xlere today, farther on tomorrow.
We learned a good many things
during those days. We met a lot
of nerves and, | hope, helped, save
many of them. We learned how
to eat our cans of beans on the
motor of the truck as we went
along—and after scraping beans
off an engine, how long to heat
them.

Have you ever made ice cream
from snow and powdered milk or
pancakes from toothpaste?” Well,
don’'t! We learned to brush our
teeth with coguac when water

mwas not available. 1'm afraid that

most of the things like that are
impractical for everyday life so
I have gope back to water and
to the more palatable forms of
food. 1

After having given gallons-jof
blood, pounds of pnorphine and
hours of just plain .sympathy, .we
received the. news of the German
surrender. Did we stop to rejoice?
No, we went right on with the
blood, morphine and sympathy.
Someone had forgotten to tell all
of the German divisions that the
war was over. Also our Comrades
sorta had us confused with some-
one.else so they put a fe\y holes
through a number of Americans
before anything was done about
it.

The war was over. | went to
Paris. Paris non colur! Paris
in the Spring, or for that matter,
in any season, is the place to be.
| lived in the Latin Quarters for
three months and went, to the
Sorbonne for French language and
civilization. The latter was a sort
of lab course and included, among
other things, tours o f"Sevres,
Gubelins Louvre, Montmotre (em-
phasis .on this), Rodin,( Opera,
Comedie Francoise and shopping
along the Rue de Rivoh.
