Both the faculty of the 
Physical Education 
Department and the 
Executive committee of the 
School of Education recently 
approved a recommendation 
to revise the present 
requirement from six quarters 
of P.E. to three quarters.

The new program would 
make Health 100 a 
requirement for all students. 
The Physical Education 

courses will be divided into 
two categories: Development 
and Recreational. Students 
will be required to take at 
least one course from each

categorization will assure that 
all students receive a balanced 
physical education experience 
within a framework that 
allows them to pursue their 

own particular areas of 
interest.”

The categories will be 
divided so that Develop-

mental courses will include 
conditioning, slimnastics, 

jogging, basketball, soccer, 
cycling, modern dance, ballet, 
gymnastics, swimming, 
lifesaving, and water safety. 
Recreational courses will 

consist of bowling, archery, 
golf, badmitton, tennis, 
volleyball, social dance, and 

folk and national dance.
The proposal also asks 

that students be allowed to 
exempt certain courses and 
the ROTC students be 
credited for certain 
developmental courses and 

one recreational course.
According to the 

recommendation, “The 
purpose behind a Physical 
Education requirement is to 
assure that all students 
possess enough knowledge 
and skills to allow them to

Dr. William M. Gabard 

has been named Director of 
International Studies at 
Valdosta State College. The 
appointment becomes 
effective July 1, by action of 
the Board of Regents of the 
University System of Georgia 
at its April meeting 
Wednesday.

Considered an expert in 
the field of American 
diplomacy in Asia, Dr. 
Gabard held a Ford 
Foundation research grant in 
the Cooperative Program of 
International Studies at Duke 
University and the Univeristy 
of North Carolina.

In the summer of '69, he 
studied Hindi at Syracuse. 
The following summer, he 
took a two-month study tour 
of India as part of the 
Syracuse seminar.

Dr. Gabard led 30 South 
Georgia public school 
teachers on a two- month 
multi-cultural tour of India in 
the summer of ‘71, sponsored 
by the U.S. Department of 
Health, Education, and 
Welfare (HEW). In the 

summer of ‘72, he took 23 
additional south Georgia 
teachers back to India for a 
similar tour.

“The two tours and the 
follow-ups with each of the 
53 teachers in their respective 

schools has truly been one of 
the most rewarding 
experiences of my 25 years of 
teaching,” Dr. Gabard said.

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Physical Education
Is It Justifiable?
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The SPECTATOR
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I am extremely happy to see that the Physical 
Education Department has at last realized and 
admitted the need for a program change. I think the 
proposed reduction of required courses from 6 to 3 Is a 
good move; however, I think the recommended 
program change still has its faults.

According to the P.E. Department, "Health and 
Physical Education courses are a part of the total 
academic offerings of the college. ” / would like to take 
issue with this statements Last quarter, in an Editorial, 
I pointed out a number of blatant shortcomings 
regarding the P.E. service course program. These 
included a lack of interest on the part of teachers, poor 
funding, over crowded classes, and Inadequate course 
design. Taking into consideration the P.E. problems 
previously cited, I hardly think we can academically 
rate the P.E. Department as comparable to the total
academic offerings of the college- 

service course program.
I believe that a reduction in 

required courses will benefit all

at least not the

the number of 
concerned. The
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students can finish the requirement early in their 
college career, the courses will have less students per 
class, and the teachers will be able to devote more time 
to the upper division major courses to which they 
should, by all means, give priority.

/ do feet, however, that the recommendation to 
include P.E. credits into the grade point average is a 
great injustice. Having taken some of the P.E. service 
courses, I can honestly say that there is nothing 
academic about them. I do not think it is fair to the 
student to be graded academically on a skill he Is 
expected to learn in one short quarter. An appropriate 
analogy might be made with Art 105. I would like to 
take Art 105 simply to find out whether or not I could 
develop enough talent in one quarter to deserve a 
decent grade. The same is true with P.E. Suppose 
someone simply is not fortunate enough to have the 
coordination required to play tennis or to learn 
gymnastics, but that person would just like to find out 
if he could do these things. It’s not his fault he is not 
highly coordinated. The point Is, he should not have to 
suffer grade-wise for trying to learn a skill. So you 
say, "but a conscientious student who really wants to 
learn should not worry about grades. ” True, a student 

shouldn’t have to worry about grades, but students are 
trapped in a system which requires a high GPA to get 
in graduate school or to compete for the better jobs. 
For this reason, I think it is wrong to give academic 
grades on physical (non-academic) capabilities.

The P.E. Department wants to change the 
academic status of courses without changing the 
courses. For academic credit, I think a course should 
be academically based. This would (for a minimum) 

require the courses to be re-written, re-designed, 
re-numbered, and taught in an academic manner-not 
on the level of a physical skills learning laboratory.

I think I speak for the majority of the students by 
taking this stand. I hope the administrative committees 
involved will see fit to take my arguments into 
consideration. Hopefully, these committees will study 
this proposal long and carefully. I hope they will delay 
action on this proposal, not only for the reasons I have 
cited, but for one which involves the University 
System. Because there is such vast discrepency in the 
different P.E. requirements throughout the state 
school, the Board of Regents, under a recommendation 
of the Student Advisory Council (SAC), has appointed 

a committee to study the possibility of standardizing 
the P.E. core requirement throughout the state. Until a 
decision is reached at this level, I think there should be 
no further change or confusion on the local level.

At best, I would encourage students to express 
their views on this issue as well.

When Jack White was shooting pool at the age of 
nine for 15 cents a game, he probably never figured he 
would make $517,000 in a single year as he claims to 
have done last season.

Of course with an unde who was a world 
champion billiards player, and a father who played 
professionally for years, White should have suspected 
he was going to be something special.

After watching White perform last week,

During the first half of White's act, he took on all 
comers from the audience. Constantly talking the 
whole time, White set up his opponents for good shots 
and when it appeared hopeless, he would run the table 
for the win.

It was easy to see how White used to make his 
living as a poo! hustler.

"Yeah, I used to hustle some but don't all pool 
players," White said.

"I don't hustle any more because I don't have to. " 
According to White, he once made $27,000 in a 

single night which included one game worth $16,000 
to the winner. This was during the time Jack was 
playing eight hours a day, seven days a week, for three 
straight years.

"I’ve played all the great players and beaten them 
all," White said. This list includes such professionals as 
Luther Lassiter, Willie Mosconi, and the legendary 
Minnesota "Fats”. White rates Lassiter as the second 
best pool player in the world after himself of course.

The Hollywood Hills, Cal. native lays claim to 
being the only pool player to perform before President 
Nixon and Queen Elizabeth of England. For the movie, 
"The Hustler", White tutored Paul Newman for several 
months although he doesn't rate Newman as a top 
player.

"I'd say that Mickey Rooney, Greg Morris (Mission 
Impossible) and Jackie Gleason are the best Hollywood 

players. I’m a good friend of Gleason's and I’m 
to play him in late May," White said.

If his pool shooting ability was amazing, White's 
trick-shot exhitition was astounding, to say the least.. 
He included such daring maneuvers as surrounding the 

eight ball in one corner pocket and then chipping it 
against the rail to go into the other side. Other shots 
included his patented "Hand Kerchief Trick " and the 
shot that Newman made in "The Hustler".

Tips for amateurs included don't use "english " or 
spin on the ball when playing. White advised that the 
best way to approach the game is with a simple attack 
without any "cute”additions.

"I told my wife I'd retire in five years,” White 
said, "but I doubt I wdj because I love meeting the 

people too much. I get tired of traveling all the time 
but when you get to meet the people I meet, I guess 
it’s worth it."

Although White comes on strong with his 

wisecrack remarks and constant chatter about his 
superiority, he is a man who loves his game andsthe 
satisfaction it gives people to see him play it.

The new unit amazed the 
music world because it 
actually surpassed its 
predecessor in quality and 
ability. The same painstaking 
care was usedsin selecting the 
personnel of the revitalized 

organization.
The U.S. Air Force Band 

began to hit its stride 
between 1950 and 196O_4 

During that time, and under 
the sponsorship of the 
Department of State, the
