The casual music-Iovl.'r may think of Der Rosenhaualier only in terms 
of its captivating contributions to the literature of thl.' waltz. worthy dl.'scend­
,lnts o f the beautiful melodies by the older Viennese Strausses . Indeed . it is a 
common error to try to link Richard Strauss with the famil y o f the composers 
of the Taglioni Waltzes and The Beautiful Blue Danube. He is no kin . 

As a matter of fact also, the rhythms of Der Rosenkavalier are an an­
achronism. The comedy is laid in the time of Maria Theresa. a ~riod before 
the waltz had been discovered. Gavottes and minuets would have been more 
in keeping. but who in the interest of ml.'re historical accuracy would eve r wa nt 
to give up the breakfast waltz of the fi rst ac[, the expansive "Mit mir" of 
Baron Ochs which closes the seco nd act or the folk -like Mariandel tune of the 
last? 

It is difficult to believe today that Der Rosenhavolier with its white­
wigged correctness once had censor trouble. St ran gely enoug h it was not in 
this country where such official interference flared up more often but in the 
somewhat academically free Germany of the early twentieth ct>ntu ry where 
the o~ra was created . Beecham also had difficulty with the Lord Chamber­
lain 's office when he in troduced the coml.'dy to England . It seems it was all 
right to show a b{"d on the stage but you couldn't refer to it in the text. New 
York took it in 1913 (Frieda Hem~l was th{" fi rst Marschallin) without a 
blush. exactly reversing the reception of Strauss' Salome six seasons before. 

Berlin. "keeping pace." Krehbiel says. "with the pathological spirit of the 
day." welcomed the blood -cu rdlin g tale o f Herodias' naughty daughter. who 
longed for the head of John thl.' Baptist. Not so the Metropolitan. The hys­
terical music provided one of the most celeb ratl.'d scanda ls in our operatic 
history and after one shocking performance was withdrawn not to be restored 
to the houst> fo r nearly twenty years. 

"What a dazzling and irresistible thing this opera is:' exclaimed the 
late Lawrence Gi lman after the Metropolitan reviva l of Rosenkovafier ten 
seasons ago. 

"How unerring the craftsma nship, how enchanti ng the comedy at its 
best! How completely the charm and brilliance o f the music are caught up in 
that incompa rabl t> moment at the beginning of the second act. when Octavian 
the Ros{" Bearer enters the salon of Faninal's palace. arra yed in gleam in g white 
and silver, while the music blazes like an ar~ent conflagration. and we 
hear in the orchestra the famous theme with its glittering. d issonantal cho rds 
of the celesta. harp. flutes and solo violins which limn the symbolic rose. 

" No one has ever done anyth in g quite like this in opera : no one has had 
the blend of wit. audacity . uncanny sk ill . plus the gorgeous p.llatt{" of the 
modern o rchest ra and the necromantic brush to spread it on a crowded and 
glowing and supremely decorative canvas." 

All of which indines us to discredi t a self-appraisal by a sad and dis­
illu sioned old man last autumn. Eighty -three yea rs old. St rauss had been 
brought to London (or a concert of his works. Germ an music. he said he sus· 
pcned. is fin ished and Richard \Vagner was the last of the giants. What about 
himself. he was asked. " Just a trifler, a lost character with a little piKe to 
say in the last chapter." How far from truth that statemenr is anybody will 
tell you who has ever seen Strauss' lovely Princess look into her mirror and 
heard her gentle farewell to youth and love.
