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:Savage Tells Of
Need For Nurses

“Girls going into nursing toduy
offer a vital service by replacing
graduate nurses and freeing them
for active duty,” stated Miss Pauline
Savage, i member of the Navy Nurse
Corps, who was representing the Na-
tional Nursing Council for War Ser-
vice and the United States Cadet
Nurse Corps.

“With the armed forces asking for
3000 nurses per month and civilian
hospitals desperately in need of
nurses, the government is asking for
63,000 students to be enrolled in the
Cadet Nurse Corps.” she added. Miss
Savage pointed out that nurses are

also urgently needed in defense work
areas where the congestion of war

lic health nursing.

The Cadet Nurse Corps, as out-
lined by Miss Savage contains three
periods: 1-—the Pre-Cadet period of
9 months, 2—the Junior Cadet Per-
jod of between 15 and 21 months,
and 3—the Senior-Cadet period.
Those girls éntering the .Cadet Nurse
Corps are furnished with uniforms,
books, instructions, and a monthly
allowance. They in return must
agree to serve in essential nursing
for the duration.

“Finish what you set out to do in
college, then think about nursing as
a field to enter upon completion of
, your college work."

Miss Savage believes nursing, as
‘a post-war profession, offers great
jopportunities, Nurses will be neceded
for post-war reconstruction at home
and abroad. There will be a great
need for nurses to serve in public
health nursing, as teachers in nurs-
ing schools., in psychiatric nursing
and in the nursing of veterans.

“Nursing,” she stated, *“is war
work now and war work with a
future.”
