Macon Telegraph 
Featnres G.S.W.C. 
Camellia Trail

The paragraphs below are taken 
from an article by Martha Nor­
wood in thcMACON TELEGRAPH  
and NEWS, November 18, 1945. 
The article which was entitled 
**Blossoms arc gay on the new 
traU at Valdosta Woman's Col­
lege,' was accompanied by sev­
eral pictures of the Camellia 
Trail and also several individual 
bushes in bloom.

'Now that the camellias have 
begun to bloom in South Georgia, 
the campus of the Georgia State 
Woman's College at Valdosta is 
one of the chief pilgrimages of 
the camellia fanciers. For this 
sununer the Camellia Trail on the 
northern part of the campus was 
completed and is in full bloom.

T h e  camellias which make up 
the walk were presented to the 
college by Mr. and Mrs. R. B. 
Whitehead who own one of Geor­
gia's finest collections of all va­
rieties of camellia bushes. Mrs. 
Whitehead, with the help of her 
old Negro "yard man," began put­
ting the plants out last fall and 
they had the trail completed by 
spring. The bushes, which were 
placed among the tall pines for 
which the G. W. C. campus 
is noted, encircle the lot on which 
the post war chapel and infirm­
ary are to be built. Mrs. White­
head transplanted many of the 
plants from her own yard and 
bought the others to complete the 
walk."

Artist Series Bresents CMbart

The Artist Series Committee 
presented their first artist of the 
season, Joaquin Nin-Culmell, Cu­
ban composer and pianist.

Few musicians have had a more 
varied international background 
than Nin-Culmell. Though Cuban 
by nationality and parentage, he 
was bom in Berlin and spent his 
early childhood in France, Spain, 
and Belgium. He received his 
education in the United States, 
and in Paris at the Schola Can- 
torum and Paris Conservatoire, 
where he studied with the late 
Paul Dukiss and with the Spanish 
composer Manuel dc Falla.

While his technical formation 
iz essentially French, Nin-CulmcH 
derives his chief inspiration from 
Hispanic sources. This dual al­
legiance is seen in his quintet for 
piano and strings. This compo­
sition was selected to represent 
Spanlsh-Amcrican music at the 
first international congress of the 
American Musllogical Society In 
New York in 1939.

Nin-Culmcll, who has been as­
sistant professor of music at Wil­
liams College since 1940. has re­
cently completed a concerto for 
i*iano and orchestra. He ĥ ŝ ap- 
psamd in most of the European 
t apitaia^as weli as many American 
eUies. Other compositions by him 
include "Three impresslona" and 
a sonata for piano.

The 
rollicking tunes form a unique 
part of a delightful program of 
the Ballad Singers.

The seven singers are individu­
ally distinguished artists also. 
Helen Yorke,^prima donna of the 
"Broadway Melody" show, and 
star of many broadcasts, has giv- 

. en concerts both here and abroad.
Rose Adcle Broult is a grad­

uate with honors of the JuHiard 
Institute and a scholarship winner 
of Philadelphia's Academy of Vo­
cal Arts. She has also broad­
cast many times.

Margaret Tobias, a gnc^duate of 
the Oberlin Conservatory of Ohio, 
was soloist with the Orpheus 
Chorus of Wilmington, Delaware, 
and has been heard frequently in 
the performance of oratorios.

Earl Waldo sang the leading 
roles in the production of 
"The Student Prince and the 
"Miracle," and recently appeared

in the Broadway success "The 
Vagabond King. "

Lcstar German was the original 
"Prince of Song" of station W BAL  
of Baltimore, and has sung in 
successful stage productions and 
with many outstanding choruses.

Dolf Swing has performed the 
leading role in fourteen well- 
known operas. He has been ac­
tive in , America and Europe in 
radio and concert performances, 
and has just returned from New 
Guinea where he sang for thous­
ands of servicemen with U. S. O. 
Camp Shows. He is the brother 
of the famous cwimentator, Ray­
mond Swing.

Elie Sicgmeister, who arranged 
the program and trained the 
American Ballad Singers, is a dis­
tinguished American composer. 
His compositions include: "Wilder­
ness Road," "Prairie Legend," 
"Paul Bunyon," and "Walt Whit­
man Overture. " He is responsible 
for the score of the Theatre 
Guild's Broadway success, "Sing 
Out, Sweet Land," and is author 
of several musical books.

This week the person to be in­

troduced is the Reverend Thomas 
G. Mundy, Vicar of the Christ 
Espicopal Church in Valdosta.

The Rev. Mr. Mundy was bom in 
Utaw, Alabama, and attended pri­
vate schools there through the high 
schools grades. He later attended 
the Alabama Polytechnic Institute 
at Auburn and received his Bache­
lor of Science in Civil Engineering 
from that institute in 1907. For 
three years he was employed in his 
profession of civil engineering and 
was the assistant roadmaster of the 
street car company of BirminghanL 
Alabama. In 1919 the Rev. Mr. 
Mundy entered the Virginia Theo­
logical seminary at Alexandria, 
Virginia, and complete<i the Eng­
lish course there in 1916. He was 
ordained a Deacon in June and 
Priest in 1917. His first charge was 
his home churcli at Utaw. where 
he remained for a year. From Utaw 
he went to Decatur, Alabama, to 
become Rector of St. John's Church 
there, where he served ten years. 
He then took charge of the Troy. 
Alabama, church for the next eight 
aiid a half years and in March. 
1836. he came to Valdosta as Vicar 
of the church here.

The Rev. Mr. Mundy's favorite 
hobbies are hunting and fishing and 
he has also done quite a bit in 
manual training in wood work, and 
at one time spent a great deal of 
his leisure time at this hobby. For 
sports, aiong with fishing and hunt­
ing. he likes to see a good baseball 
game.

The Rev. and Mrs. Mundy have 
tao chiidren, Thomas and Blathe- 
rine, both of whom have attended 
G. S. W C. in previous years.

Investigations come and go. It swms that there 
Is always an investigation on some subject being 
conducted at any time. There is one invoKtlgation. 
however, that has Iwn hanging In tho air over 
since December 7. 19̂ 11. lliat Investigation Is to 
reveal tiw causes of the attack on Bear! Harlwr, 
and tho reason for America's unpreparcdness. 
Numerous committees have been appointed to look 
Into tho matter, and at least tliesc committees 
are reporting at the hearing In Washington at the 
present time.

Tho blame for Fcarl Harbor has boon thrown 
from the army to the navy, to the president, to 
tho State Department, and wherever there was 
a likely scapegoat, with the result that tho general 
public is still as much at a loss as to the real 
reason as It was when the hearing was first 
started.

The reason for such an investigation, it seems 
to us, is to determine wherein our weakness lay 
at that time, and to sec to it that the United 
States does not become involved In such a situ­
ation again. However, with the present policy of 
shifting the blame from one to the other, with 
no one admitting that he made a mistake, and, 
consequently, no steps taken to avoid such a mis­
take again, will get us exactly nowhere.

For heaven's sake, no matter who was to blame, 
some person or department should own up to it, 
take its punishment if there is to be any, and 
resolve never to let a situation like that happen 
again. It is not criminal to'make a mistake, even 
when the results are as dire as were the results 
of this one. It is much more criminal to refuse 
to admit your mistake, thereby letting future gen­
erations go through the same thing again. Possibly 
the cause was not negligence, no one knows, or at 
least no one is telling. While the nation watches 
intently, hoping desperately that the truth may be 
learned and a similar tragedy averted in the next 
generation, men in Washington are playing "But­
ton, button, whose got the button?" or going 
around singing the popular phrase, 'T il never tell!"

We'd all like some frank statements out of this 
investigating committee.

One particularly gloomy Wed­
nesday morning last winter after 
the usual formalities of Assembly 
were over.
