Attachment B 
 
Centralized Advising 
  
The stated mission of Centralized Advising is to "provide outstanding academic advising and counsel to first-
year students to support their academic goals and future career aspirations while enhancing their overall 
education experience." There can be no doubt that such a mission is important and not only in the context of 
student retention. 
  
However, for certain highly specialized areas of study, this mission can only be met when students are advised 
by professionals in their field, such as in physics, astronomy, and, especially, our two-year engineering 
program. If such expertise is not available in the Office for Centralized Advising, it seems best to directly refer 
first-year students to their respective major departments. This departmental advising is not needed by all 
disciplines or major programs at VSU.  Certain departments simply would like to have the option to do their
