The drive through the city ended 

at the South Georgia State Normal 
College where the crowd was wel­
comed by Proif Powell, and Chan­
cellor David Barrow, who happened 
to be in the City and by other- mem­
bers of the Faculty and student 
body. The visitors were escorted 
from the administration building 
over to the new dormitory by young j 
ladies of the college. The long tav-
bles in that building, arranged for a 
party of 400 people, were in readi­
ness when the crowd arrived. The 
visitors were seated at the center ta­
ble and at a table running across 
the hall at the far end. Two long 
tables on each side of the building 
being given to the College girls and 
local guests. 

Judge Peeples acted as Master of 
Ceremonies, and called upon Dr. 
Martin ,of Atlanta for an invocation. 
After the invocation was a song by 
the Tech Quartette, which captivat­
ed the large crowd. Calls were then 
made for the Valdo3ta double quar­
tette and that bunch responded by ! 
singing "Howd'y' do Tech," follow- j 
ed by the Caliope Song. Both songs ! 
got the crowd in a good humor and 
there was great cheering. 

Col. J. B. Copeland was introduc­
ed by Judfee Peeples to extend a wel­
come to the visitors. There was 
some noise in the rear of the hall 
for the moment, but the speaker 
soon commanded absolute silence and 
made a splendid speech. He drew 
a distinction between the kind of 
Georgians we want and those who 
are not wanted and said that the 
industrial tour was made up of the 
kind that are needed in every com­
munity—men who do things and who 
are willing to give their time and 
energies to advancing the State's in­
terests. The speech was greeted 
with an outburst of applause, show- j 
ing that its sentiment was appreci- j 
ated. ^ • 

The service of the young ladies of , 
the College was prompt and no time j 
was lost in seeing that every guest 
had plenty to eat. 

Some Speeches Were Made 
While the dinner was being served, 

different members of the Industrial 
party jwere introduced. Dr. Martin 
made a short talk in which he ap­
pealed for support of our educational 
institutions. Toastmaster Peeples 
then introduced Mr. H. E. Howe, of 
Washington City, who is connected 

with a large Technological College 
there, and he spoke of the great ad- j 
vantages which technical education 
offers to the State. He showed that 
millions of dollars are being invested 
in it in far-sighted states. He gave 
a good many facts regarding the ef­
ficiency of the man who is educated 
along technical lines. He showed 
what it meant for a state, a nation, 
or a community. He said that the 
money which the Technological Col­
lege is asking from the~ people of 
Georgia, is nothing compared with 
what is spent in the state on things 
that amount to little or nothing. 

Dr. Matlieson's Speech 
The next speaker was Dr. Mathe-

son, the President of the Technolog­
ical College. He said his time was 
short and he could barely hint at 
what he would like to say, but his 
appeal was a magnificent one for in- j 
dustrial development in Georgia. He 
showed that while Georgia is making 
brick and tile out of her splendid 
clay, Ohio is making table ware and 
other things that sell for many times 
as much and bring far greater riches 
to the State. He showed what Eng­
land, France and Germany have ac­
complished in an educational way, 
and declared that the people of Geor­
gia lrave-.d<>ne little or nothing in 
comparison ^With what they should 
have done for their sons. He stated 
that money put in a technical educa­
tion is money well invested, and also 
paid a tribute to the splendid work 
which is being done by the South 
Georgia State Normal College. He 
complimented the young ladies on 
their appearance, and stated that he 
was afraid all of his boys would be 
left in Yaldosta, as he knew thep 
had become fascinated by the sur­
roundings at the College. Dr. Math-
eson said it was a burning shame j 
upon the State of Georgia that 
enough money had not been appro­
priated to complete that dormitory, 
and that it is necessary to let it re­
main unfinished for so long a time.

He Made a Short Speech to Col­
lege Students and Pleased 

Them Immensely 
United States Senator William J. 

Harris closed up a very pleasant day 
in Valdosta on Wednesday by visit­
ing the South Georgia State Normal 
Colle at night and making a short 
talk to the student body of that insti­
tution. He was accompanied to the 
college by Judge W. E. Thomas, Col. 
A. T. Woodward, Hon. W. L. Con­
verse and Misses Becker and Rogers, 
two of the talented teachers who 
have rooms at Judge Thomas' home. 
There were about two hundred col­
lege girls in the chapel When Senator 
Harris arrived, and Prof. Powell lost 
no time in introducing Judge Thomas, 
who, in turn, • introduced Senator 
Harris as one of his boyhood 
freinds, room-mate and class mate 
at the University of Georgia. He 
made some pleasant allusions to 
school-boy days, and to experiences 
they had with the fair sex at Athens. 

Senator Hartis made a short talk 
but a very impressive one. He said 
he was not'an orator and that what­
ever talent he had was used in com­
mittee rooms and in the quiet ways. 
He had found out that the best ser­
vice which one can do in public life 
is with the committees. 

He made pleasant reference - to 
Judge Thomas, and said the Judge 
stood at the head of his class in both 
the departments at Athens, and that 
he easily lead in the law class men 
who have held the highest judicial j 
positions in the state. 

Mr. Harris stated that he was one i 
of the original advocates of woman's 
suffrage in Georgia, because he be-1 
lieved that the women of Georgia! 
ought to have equal, advantage with 
the women of other sections of the 
country. He said that in an election 
held in his home town a few days 
ago only the very best class of women 
voted ,showing that there was little 
to fear from what is known as the 
"worst element," and who were used 
as an argument against suffrage. 
Mr. Harris' speech was received 
with much applause by the young 
adies, who evidently enjoyed every 

word that he said. 
Following Senator Harris, Col. A. 

T. Woodward was introduced as a 
friend of the college, and -as a man 
who appreciates the good work which 
is being done there. 

Col. Woodward responded in a 
sho.rt talk in which he sought to im­
press upon the young ladies the fact 
that they should not be discouraged 
if they failed to lead their classes, 
but should renew their determination 
to do the best they possibly can. He ! 
said it was not always the man who 
led his class who got the highest 
honors in after life. He remarked 
•that Senator Harris had "tailed" his 
class at Athens, but that he is in the 
United States Senate now and is 
making good there . He said that 
some girl who "tailed" her class may 
become the wife of a United States 
Senator, or reach some other high 
place in after life. He said the race 
was not always to the swift, nor the 
battle to the strong, as was previous-



ly said by one of the old fellows who 
helped to write the Psalms.

fiad a few wards to say, both of them 
expressing the pleasure they had at 
being with the young ladies and in 
watching their development along 
womanly lines. 

After the talks upstairs the visit­
ors went down into the library where 
a reception was held. 

Senator Harris said he was almost 
r dumbfounded by the quality of the 

institution and of the work which it 
1 is doing, and that he is proud to have 

had the privilege of introducing the 
1 first bill in the Georgia State Senate 
- for an appropriation for it.

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SOUTH GEORGIA 
STATE NORMAL 

VALDOSTA, Ga.—Action of the 
board of trustees last week, the 
meeting being attended by Chancel­
lor David Barrow, of the State uni­
versity system, in advancing the col­
lege to a four-year course institu­
tion, is a distinct advantage to the 
young women of South Gerogia, and 
indeed of the whole state. The ad­
vantages to young women in this 
progressive step is hard to over­
estimate. Heretofore -a south Geor­
gia girl wishing a full college 
course has had to go away to get 
it, and a girl of the northern part of 
the state wishing such an educa­
tion in a milder climate had to leave 
the state to get it. Now all young 
women of Georgia may secure the 
best advantages here in the wonder­
ful climate of Valdosta; and south 
Georgia at best takes its deserved 
place in the front rank of education­
al progress. 

The new development, while hold­
ing fast to most exacting standards, 
presents peculiar advantages to the 
citizens of the state in its "excep­
tional liberality of prbgram. While 

adding the senior college course, the 
South Georgia State Normal col­
lege has not, discontinued or sub­
ordinated the strong junior college 
course that has made the present 
high rating of the institution. At 
the end of two years' successful 
work the student receives her jun­
ior college diploma or normal di­
ploma entitling her to the highest 
state teachers' certificate. At the 
end of two more years' successful 
work she receives her degree. 

During the first ten years of the 
life of this newest state institution, 
it has been building up a great and 
beautiful plant and securing the 
most modern equipment; it has been 
gathering together a strong facul­
ty and fixing itself in the confidence 
of the people by the high and un­
compromising standards of its work, 
and now it takes the next step with 
every assurance of enlarged useful­
ness to the state and credit to the 
state university system, of which 
it is a part.

Las; night Rev. Paul Kanamori 
spoke to the students and faculty of 
the Soith Georgia State Normal Col­
lege ai the regular weekly vesper 
service ip the college chapel. Prof. 
R. H. Powell, President of the col­
lege, presided and miisic was furn­
ished tV/the glee club. 

Dr. lanamori spoke most interest­
ingly t( the attentive audience of his 
own stident days in Japan, of his 
converson, and the persecutions 
which le and his comrades endured. 
It was ?n a military school, under 
the infl ence of an American army 
officer, apt. Janes, Jhat about fort; 
Japanes' boys were converted. Many 
of thes boys became Chris ami 
preacher and have furnished some 
of the st ongest leaders of the Christ­
ian movment in Japan. 

After peaking of his own life and 
experience, Dr. Kanamori made a 
stirring jrpcal to his audience in be­
half of breign mission work. "Both 
young m<ja and young women are 
needed il this struggle", he sail, 
"and sonMimes the women are bet­
ter. In tie great war, the boys went 
off to figljt, and the girls' stayed be­
hind to (o the drudgery. In this 
great war if the young men do not 
responded in large enough numbers, 
let the th| girls go, and leaves the 
boys.behii;! to do the drudgery." 

At the close of the address, the 
students tr a unanimous vote, pre­
sented Dr.Kanamori with $25.00 to 
be used iij distributing his book in 

heathen Japan. This will'enable five 
hundred heathen to hear the gospel. 
Dr. Kanamori is working on what he 
calls his "Nickel Campaign," which 
is aiming to place a copy of his "book 
\n the hands of every one of Japan's 
sixty million people. The cost of 
this is five cents a copy. 

Dr. Kanamori will speak for the 
last time tonight at 7:'30 at the First 
Christian church. The public is urged 
to hear him without fail.

Headed Off by a Wreck, Spent 
Idle Time Enlightening 

the Engine Crew 
The students of the Science De­

partment of the South Georgia State 
Normal College assure us that they 
can do "mosl anything/' 

As some of them were going home 
for their vacation last month their 
train was delayed by a wreck ahead 
of them. This caused them to spend 
several hours along the way. They 
found for the greater part of their 
eu..iuiinment me engine. To the 
surprise of the train force, the girls 
examined the engine thoroughly, re­
viewing all their principles in Phys­
ics and stating some facts that the 
men had not known. 

In their display next Monday, they 
will show yoii how engines are put 
together and how they work; why 
we use pulleys, a lift pump, a force 
pump, a hydraulic press, an H. 2 O. 
motor, an electric motor, and a dyn 
amo. They will print photographs 
and make blue print paper. You can 
learn from the students how to make 
a tireless cooker, a thermos bottle, 
a pressure cooker; and do silver and 
copper plating. The girls will dem­
onstrate the machinery and work of 
the aeroplane, the submarine, the 
periscope, a barometer, and the pipes 
in a pipe organ. 

Besides these and other demon­
strations they will use charts and 
various forms of display which will 
give a clear understanding of their 
work. 

The Geography and Biology de­
partments are ready to illustrate dif­
ferent phases of their work. That 
of the Geography Department will 
consist principally in getting and 
giving suggestive material suitable 
for the study of modern geography. 

Part of the work in biology dur­
ing the year was to classify and pre­
pare specimens for a museum. This 
has created much interest as the 
girls have secured a variety of small 
animals, plants, and other exhibits. 
There have been some fine speci­
mens presented by friends of the j 
college. Also some manufactories | 
have sent the students the story of ;

products.
